FILL,

A. E. WRIGHT MUST GET OUT.

JOSEFH MULLER IS THE VILLAGE
ASSESSOR OF NORTH ST.
PAUL.

ACCORDING TO JUDGE KELLY

That Part of the County, a Separate
Election PDistriet, and Its Coun-
cil Hans Something to Say.

Joseph Muller has come off victorious
in his contest for the position of vil-
lage assessor of North St. Paul, and
Ambrose E. Wright, who took pos-
session of the office by virtue of his ap-
pointment by County Assessor Seng,
must move right out and take a back
seat. Judge Kelly decided the case
yesterday.

It came before the district court day
before yesterday upon a writ of quo
warranto issued at the instance of Mr.
Muller, the relator, requiring Mr.
Wright, the respondent, to show the
court by what warrant of authority he
held and exercised the public office of
village assessor of the village of North
St. Paul. J. M. Hawthorne represent-
ed the relator, and County Attorney
Anderson the respondent.

Judge Kelly finds that the territory
embraced within the limits of North
St Paul constitutes a separate election
district; that the village of North St.

Paul, ever since its incorpora-
tion, during the month of Apri],
1897, had and now has a vil-

lage council, consisting of a pres-
ident, three trustees and a recorder,
and that said village council did, at its
first meeting on April 5, 1897, elect Mr.
Muller village assessor, under and pur-
suant to chapter 145 of the laws of
1885, and the additions thereto and
amendments thereof, and that Mr.
Muller duly qualified as such assessor.

Judge Kelly finds:

As a conclusion of law, it is determined
that the relator Joseph Muller, is entitled
to judgment; that the respondent, Ambrose
P. Wright, is not entitled to the office of
assessor or assistant assessor of said county
so far as concerns the ierritory heretofore
described as embraced in the village of North
St. Paul, and. that the relator, John A. Muller,
is entitled to said office, and that he be ad-
mitted into the same and into all the rights
and emoluments thereof.

In the accompanying memorandum, Judge
Kelly says:

Under the admitted facts the village of
North St. Paul was, subsequent to Septem-
ber, 1888, a separate general election dis-
trict. By section 1218, Statutes of Minnesota,
1894, thewvillage council was authorized at
their first meeting in the month of April in
each year to elect an assessor, who shall be
styled ‘“the village assessor,” and who shall
perform all the duties in relation to assess-
ing the property for the purpose of levying
all village, county and state taxes. This
section is section 18, of chapter 145, of the
Laws of 1885, as amended by subsequent
legislation.

So much of chapter 90, Special Laws of 1875,
as give the assistant assessor appointed for
New Canada township jurisdiction over ‘that
part of the township now embraced within
the limits of the village of North St. Paul is
clearly inconsistant with the su uent gen-

IN MRS. WHEADON’S FAVOR.

Judge Kelly Orders Warren H. Mead
to Pay $I1,000. .

Judge Kelly filed a decision yester-
day ordering judgment against War-
ren H. Mead, of this city, for $1,000 in
favor of Fanny A. Wheaton, of Elmira,
N. Y. The court finds that the plain-

! tiff advanced the defendant the sum of

$1,000 and constituted him her agent
to invest the money in first mortgage
security or city property in St. Paul
The court further finds that the de-
fendant and Philip Reilly conveyed to
Mrs. Loretta Lewis, the wife of C. G.
Lewis, a tract of land in the West side
flats, forming a part of Hitchcock’s ad-
dition; that C. G. Lewis and his wife,
Loretta Lewis, executed a promissory
note to the plaintiff in the sum of
$1,000, and that Mrs. Loretta Lewis
executed a mortgage to the plaintiff
on the land conveyed to her by the
defendant and Mr. Reilly, and that
afterwards the land was conveyed
back to the defendant and Mr. Reilly.
The court further finds that the wife
of the defendant and the wife of Mr.
Reilly did not join in the convey-
ance to Mrs. Lewis, and that therefore
the latter’s title when she executed
the mortgage was not clear. Further-
more, the court declares that the land
in question was not ample security for
a loan of $1,000, as it was not worth
to exceed $900 at the time of the trans-
action and is not today worth more
than $500.

As a conclusion of law the court
finds that the plaintiff is entitled to
judgment against Mr. Mead for $1,000
and costs, upon the plaintiff assign-
ing to the defendant the Lewis mort-
gage and promissory note.

The decision rests upon the prin-
ciple that the defendant acted as the
agent of the plaintiff and should have
informed her of the nature of the
conveyance to the Lewis family.

THREE INSANE MEN

Examined Before Judge Willrich
and Ordered Committed.

Judge Willrich disposed of a trio of
insane men in the probaté court yes-
terday. All were committed to the
Rochester asylum. T

The oddest case was that of John
Mahoney, an old man who has been
cared for by ‘“The Little Sisters of the
Poor” for some years. Mr. Mahoney
labors under two delusions. He says
that he is 100 years old and that he
has lived in St. Paul for ninety years.
He has for some time past been of the
opinion that his feet do not fit his
shoes, and he has tried to remedy the
misfit,

Martin J. Meade, forty-one years of
age. single and once a painter by oc-
cupation, but of late years a frequent
sojourner at the Rochester asylum, ap-
peared for the fourth time before the
probate court where he has estab-
lished a record. He was committed to
the asylum in 1890, 1892 and 1895, and
yesterday.

Dennis Tracy, who has spent the
last four months in St. Joseph’s hos-
pital in consequence of an injury to
his head caused by a collision with a
street car, was also committed. Mr.
Tracy talks coherently of his travels
throughout the country during the
past four months.

Edward BremmansThinks That Work
on the' Ditch Will Be Resumed
© Shortly.

“We are ‘selling large- numbers of-
locomotives.: to railroads in South
Africa, Brazil; China, Japan and Rus-
sia, In fact, the foreign®trade.is far
better than the local;” remarked R. J.
Gross, of -the Brooks® Locomotive
works, yesterday. -Mr. Gross-is regis-
tered at the ‘Ryan. He gave Dunkirk
as his home, but the faect is that he is
on the road so much of the time, In
this country and foreign lands; that it
is ‘hard to tell just where he does live.

“There-is very little demand”for en-
gines in the United States at the pres-
ent time,” because of the - decreased
earnings and- decreased business. 1
cannot remember any four years in the
history of my connection with-locomo-
tive building firms, that there has been
so little call for new engines in this
country, as there has been for the
last four years. During this time we
have done more repairing and rebuila-
ing, and railroad companies bave done

‘more overhauling than ever before.

Locomotives which would have been
consigned to the scrap heap a few

years ago are still being repaired and’|

kept in service.

“] am glad #o0 say. that this comdi- {
tion of affairs:does not exist in our
foreign trade. There was never a time
in the history: of locomotive building
in this country when foreign nations
have bought so many of our engines.
I will tell yourwhy this is. We have
overcome foreign prejudice and jeal-
ousy in markets from which we were
formerly excluded. The American loco-
motive is far superior to any other
made in the world. It is meore dur-
able, more powerful, and what 18 es-.
Decially necessary: in foreign service,
it is more adaptable to all kinds of
service and tracks. The English, Ger-
man or French locomotive is & very
complicated piece of machinery. Ger-
man engines especially-have shown no
marked development for years. Eng-
lish engines are bound up in a stiff
frame and are adapted only to English
tracks. But the American locomotive
is adaptable to almost any kind of
track or usage to which it can be put.
We can also underbid-the foreign con-
cerns. I can remember the time when
they could underbid us.. One reason
why we can take the trade away from
them is that our manufactories are ot
six times the capacity of the foreign
shops. It requires all the capacity of
foreign shops to supply their own
roads. During the past four years, the
American roads have been taking so
few engines: that we have been able
to ‘turn:ourcattention largely to the
fereign market. ¥

“It will not be long before rallroad
trains will be ranning in nearly every
country in the world. Progress in
this direction is wonderfully fast. Last
week we made a shipment of thirty en-
gines to Dongola bay, in South Africa,
for use on the new Transvaal railroad.
This is essentially an English coun-
try, yet we underbid the English firms
and succeeded in Introducing the im~-
proved American pattern of engine.
Our engines are now used in nearly
all of the newer railroad countries of
the world.”

“Does this not create a demand for
American engineers and trainmen?”
was asked. 3 5

“Emphatically no,” replied Mr. Gross,
“I am sorry to say that American engi-
neers are not wanted, for the reason
that the natives of the country in which
our engines are sent are always given
the preference. A few months ago 1
was in Brazil, to which country we had
just sent a large consignment of loco-
motives. I found that the Brazilians
were invariably employed, if possible.
The fact that American engineers can
not speak the language and are not
familiar with the customs of the coun-
try, works against them. Another very
strong reason is that American engi-
neers will not work for the very low
wages that are paid in foreign coun-
tries. In Japan, the government, a few
years ago, set about to do away with
all foreign railroad men in service on
the Jap roads. The result is that to-
day there is only one foreigner in the
country employed in railroading. He is
a Scotchman and is kept only on ac-
count of his long service and extreme
skill.”

Mr. Gross represents a firm which has
sold to the Great Northern railroad
company during the past twenty years,
no less than $3,000,000 worth of locomo-
tives. It is surmised that the Brooks
company is after another large con-

tract.

POWER TO ORGANIZE MINNESOTA

Vested in John J. Rogers Jr. at the
_ Recent Meeting in -St. Louis—
What Was Done There.

Minnesota is to get in line with a
large number of other states, and have
a state association of local fire insur-
ance agents. This news is brought here
by John J. Rogers Jr., who has just
returned from the very successful con-
vention held by the National associ-
ation in St. Louis. There were, Mr.
Rogers says, over 200 agents gathered
at the Planters hotel, and an excellent
start was made in the. direction of
several matters of vital,importance to

‘cided to arrange wlthwrﬁﬂﬂgy for ‘the

organization of state assoelations, each
of which will be allowed to select five
delegates to the national convention to
be held in Detroit next May or June.
Mr. Rogers has been made a member
of the national executive committee,
and will proceed without delay, to the
organization of the state association.
It will be, like the mother association,
for the purpose of encouraging better
practice in the forms and principles of
underwriting. and the promotion of
mutual protection ani social intercourse
among its members.

It is estimated that there are in the
neighborhood of 500 local agents scat-
tered through the state, and from re-
plies already received from letters sent
out some time ago, Mr. Rogers finds the
sentiment strongly in favor of the
plan of organization, which he and J.
Quincy Haas and several other live
agents set on foot some little time ago.
Great work has been done, according to
Mr. Rogers, by Secretary R. S. Bran-
nen, of the National association, whose
headquarters are at Denver, Col. Mr.
Brannen has t-ken enc_uragement from
one ‘or two stiff letters favoring the
plan, and has by hard work and much
correspondence, worked up a formidable
sentiment for union.

An effort will be made to have the
first state convention held here during
July, when, on account of the conven-
tion of the Grand Lodge of Elks in Min-
neapolis, there will be reduced railroad
rates in effect. At this convention there
will be named the five Minnesota men
who will go to the national convention.
The name of the local assoctation will
probably be the Minnesota Association
of Local Fire Insurance Agents.

As intimated above, a number of
matters of interest to agents were act-
ed upon at the big convention, the most
important of which was the question of
abolishing the practice of what is call-
ed overhead underwriting. This prac-
tice consists of big firms having their
insurance written direct by outside
companies  without .the ..assistance of
their local agents, thus mot only de-
priving the agents of their commissions,
but losing to the state, where the in-:
sured property is located, the 2 per cent
tax. There is a law in force in this
and other states, and the association
will take steps for the passage of such
laws where they do not now exist.

SLOW CALLING FOR SEED.

Minnesota Farmers Do Not Want
Beet Sugar Badly.

The applications for sugar beet seed
are not coming in to State Treasurer
Koerner as rapidly as Senator Keller
sanguinely predicted they would, up to
this time the total of the applications
for the same being only about 400
pounds.
