Formal Notification to the
Powers Declining Armistice.

THESSALY TO BE THE COST OF PEACE.

Previons Time.

Also 10,000,000 Pounds Indemnity and the Abolition
of the Capitulations—Powers Will Never Consent
to the Cession of Grecian Territory to Turkey—
The Situation Is More Grave Than at Any

-

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 16.—The
Porte has replied officially to the note
of the powers and declines to agree to
an armistice until the following condi-
tions are accepted:

The annexation of Thessaly, an in-
demnity of £10,000,000 Turkish, and the
abolition of the capitulations. The
Porte proposes that plenipotentiaries
of the powers should meet at Pharsalos
to discuss the terms of peace, and de-
clares that if these conditions are de-
clined the Turkish army will continue
to advance.

The demand for the annexation of
Thessaly is based upon the fact that
the province was originally ceded to
Greece on the advice of the powers,
with the object of ending brigandage
and Greek incursions into Ottoman ter-
ritory, the Porte believing at the time
that the cession would attain these ob-
jects, but the recent incursions of
Greek bands and the events immediate-
ly preceding the war have proved to
the contrary. This is the substance of
the reply.

The ambassadors met today to con-
sider the Porte’'s answer, which is re-
garded as raising an extremely grave
issue. It Is belleved that representa-
tions will be made to the sultan per-
sonally to induce a modification of
these terms, but 1t is foreseen that this
will be very difficult, owing to the at-
titude of the powerful old Turk war
party. If the Porte should prove ob-
durate a European conference is not
improbable, although at present Rus-
sia is opposed to this.

It is regarded as quite certain that
the powers will not consent to a retro-
cession of Thessaly. Even Germany
is believed to be resolute on this point,
because it would involve a violation of
the Berlin treaty and imperil the peace
of the Balkans, \

Altogether the reply of the Porte has
caused the greatest surprise. It ap-
pears that during the discussion of the
note from the powers by the council
of the sultan’s ministers, news reach-
ed the council that 3,000 Greeks had
landed at Palona, and were marching
to Janina with the intention of co-op-
erating with other forces from Arta.
This created a Fad Impression among”
the ministers.

LONDON, May 17.—A dispatch to the
Standard from Constantinople says:
“The Porte’s reply to the powers is
based upon a Mazbata presented by the
ministers to the sultan representing thzt
Greece was responsible for compelling
Turkey to declare war; that for the last
fifteen years Greece had ignored her en-
gagements under the Berlin treaty, by
omitting to pay indemnity, by seizing
and confiscating Vakoups, or religious
domains, and, finally, by invading
Turkish soil; and that, therefore, the
council were of opinion that Greece
had no just claim upon him for lenien-
cy. Then follow the proposals upon
which the council would base a peace.

LONDON, May 17.—The Times corre-
spondent at Athens says: “Today (Sun-
day) M. Ralli, the premier, visited the
various legations and obtained assur-
ances that the powers would under-
take to prevent any offensive action on
the part of the Turks, providing the
Greeks maintained a strict defensive
attitude. Under this understanding he
wired the commanders of the three
Greek divisions at Domokos, Sourpl
and Arta, instructing them to abstain
from all hostile action unless attacked
by the enemy. The only Greek force
now on Turkish territory is the band of
Epirote volunteers led by Botzaris,
which landed at Prevesa and advanc-
ed along the banks of the Louros. This
force will now proceed westward along
the coast, where it will be taken off by
the Greek fleet. The losses at Griboro
were the heaviest since the beginning
of the war. Seven officers were killed.

LONDON, May 17.—The preposterous
terms proposed by the Porte must be
regarded as the mnatural and usual
method of Oriental bargaining. They
would not be serious did they not force
a continuance of the fighting. With the
failure of the Greek dash in Epirus
there is no chance to make a further
stand unless at Thermopylae, which, by
virtue of its natural conditions, is an
jmmensely strong peosition, from which
the Turks would have the greatest diffi-
culty in dislodging the Greeks. At
Demokos the Greek troops must be
suffering severely from the heavy rains,
as they have n¢ tents. The capture or
evacuation of the town is only a ques-
tion of a few days. The Turks have
been seen at the pass east and west of
Domokos, and Gen. Smolenski has
warned the crown prince tc expect an
attack.

LONDON, May 17.—A dispatch to the
Daily Mail from Constantinople dated
_Saturday says: “Germany Is urging
the sultan to insist upen the European
control of Greek finances as the only
means of securing the payment of an
indemnity. Representatives cf the
Duetsche bank will arive next Satur-
day, to realize on the promise of im-
portant concessions which the sultan
has made to the bank.”

A dispatch to the Dally Mail from
Constantinople says the Porte’s reply
demands In its concluding paragraph
an extradition treaty with Greece, and
tkat the ports of Volo and Prevesa be
kept open for vessels carrying fcod sup-
plies to the Turkish troops.

The Daily Mail’'s correspondent at
Kephalesis, under date of Friday, rec-
ports an interview with Gen. Smolenski,
whose headquarters are at that point,
close to the hills. Gen. Smolenski be-
lieves that he can hold his own and is
still confident of the pluck of his troops,
which has already been shown three
times. He said: "I intend to await the
Turkish attack here and not retire (o
Thermopylae, unless , absolutely com-
pelled to do so.” Gen. Smolenski has
10,000 men, his line extended from
Naklari to the port of Almyros.

The Daily ail’s_ correspondent at
Copenhagen says the newspaper Poli-
tiken publishes the following dispatch
from Athens: “The remnant of the

Greek army is a mass of utterly de-
moralized and undisciplined men,hostile
to their officers, never pretending to
salute the crown prince, without fool
or shelter and suffering the greatest
hardships. Fever is spreading among
them. Gen. Smolenski is cold-shoulder-
ed by his officers and unpopular with
his men.”

The correspondent of the Times at
Almyros, under the date of Thursday,
says: “The Greek fleet 1is. inactive.
Half the vessels are off the Island of
Skiathos; the other half are in Almyros
bay. It is said that the officers are
furious with the admiral, who is evi-
dently held back by orders from
Athens.

DRIVEN BACK IN EPIRUS.

Story of the Greek Loss at Imaret
Heights,

LONDON, May 17.—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Chronicle at Arta tele-
graphing Saturday at noon says. “We
retired from our position at dawn in
gcod order, but with heavy loss. Re-
inforcement was impossible. We are
now established about a mile south of
Imaret. = 8

“The Turks began creeping down at
8 o'clock. I can see groups of them
searching the rocks along our yester-
day’s lines; but I think we brought all
our killed and wounded with us. A big
gun from the Arta barracks is now
driving them back. But they are
gathering in large numbers in the
woods behind Grebenitza, and we ex-
pect them to attack on the right. Yes-
terday the mayor drove out everybody
able to bear arms to the scene of ac-
tion, while the women and children
stood on the surrounding heights and
the walls of Arta to watch the battle
all day long through the drenching
rain. At night the men slept in their
position, soaked through.”

A dispatch to the Daily Chronicle
from Athens says that the Botzaris
band safely re-embarked on the coast
of Epirus under cover of the Greek
gunboats Sunday morning. According
to the same correspondent the Egyp-
tian government has protested against
the capture of the steamer Tenedes.

ATHENS, May 17.—Nicholas Smolen-
ski, brother of the general in command
at Almyros, has been appointed to the
chief command in Epirus, with Col.
Constantinidis as his chief of staff.
Col. Lembritis has been appointed
chief of staff to the crown prince.

ATHENS, May 16.—The Greek army
in Epirus has been compelled to fall
back upon Arta, but continues to oc-
cupy a few positions  beyond the
bridge. The® Greek losses at Griboro
were 558 killed and wounded, thirty-
three being officers. It is stated that
the government has ordered the forces
in Thessaly and in Epirus to remain
strictly on the defensive.

LONDON, May 17.—The correspond-
ent of the Daily Mail at Lamia, under
date of Saturday, says: ‘“Last night
the .troops were drenched by torrents
of rain. Supplies of bread and salt are
being hurried forward. The American
military attache has returned to
Athens.”

The Times correspondent now at
Imaret heights, describing the fight in
Epirus, under Saturday’s date, says:
“Throughout the day Col. Manos set
an excellent example, riding under fire
with his staff to all the batteries and
advanced posts and to every point
where his troops were scaling the
heights, The Greeks greatly  distin-
guished themselves by their splendid
coolness under hot fire, proving that
when well led in-a properly conducted
enterprise they are as fine a type of
troops as one could wish to see.”

At the moment I am wiring this, 9
o’clock Saturday morning, the action is
very fierce. The Greeks are still gal-
lantly advancing and on all sides get-
ting the best of it.

MOVING ON DOMOKOS,
Turks Advancing Again the
Greeks.

LARISSA, May 16.—Edhem Pasha’s
plans for the capture of Domokos are
being rapidly perfected. Reinforce-
ments are arriving, and all the Greek
positions are carefully watched. The
tad condition of the roads and the
heavy rains delay the operations for
which the Turkish officers are anx-
jously waiting, but the general advance
began at dawn. F

A number of Greek deSérters who
have been captured say that 25,000
Greeks are behind the fortifications
and intrenchments at Domokos, .but
that the whole organization is rotten,
and the medical and transport serv-
ices have completely collapsed. They
say that for thirty-six hours the only
ration was a half loaf. and that the
forces are becoming demoralized and
are deserting by the wholesale.

NEW YORK, May 17.—A special to
the Press from Domokos says: Crown
Prince Constantine said today: ‘I wish
to deny emphatically the sensational
reports now current that the army is
starving and in want for lack of ra-
tions. We have plenty of food, and the
goldiers are imbued with the best of
spirits and excellent health. There has
been no pitched battle between the op-
posing armies up to the present time,
and many of the younger officers and
a majority ®of the troops demand a
final battle before peace negotiations
are ended. Considering that our gov-
ernment does not permit us to execute
deserters, the actual number that has
deserted is extremely small. I wish to
deny positively that I have lost a sin-
gle gun during the operations against
the Turks. I belleve that I shall be
able to hold this place (Domokos) with
the army have at my command
against double our number of Turks.

“I consider Domokos the strongest
position we have held, and if T am
beaten here I do not favor making a
stand at Thermopylae.” .

Thirty Thousand Workmen Affected
by the Decision.

NEW YORK, May 16.—The Brother-
hood of Tailors with a membership of
30,000 decided today to strike. The
leaders of the organization, imcluding
Joseph Barondess and Meyer Schoen-
feld, counseled against a strike, but
the majority of the workers insisted
upon it, and committees were sent out
to give notice to quit work. The com-
mittees notified all members employed
in shops in Greater New York and
near-by places in New Jersey.

Although the strikers have not yet
drawn up their demands, it is known
that an advance of wages and the abo-
lition of the task system are sought by
the tailors.

Guban Talk in Congress

Depends on the Coming Message.

WASHINGTON, 'May 16—The pro-
ceedings in the senate next week are
by no means settled. All will depend
upon the course the; Cuban question
may take. Senator Morgan’s joint reso-
lutien oecupies theé favored place on
the calendar; and there is little doubt
that it will be taken up at the appoint-
ed hour Monday. Still there is a slight
possibility that the expected message
of the president may cause a postpone-
ment, and that the character of his
recommendations msg7 have a bearing
that will influence the tenor ef the
resolution that ‘uittmately will be
adopted@’ THe Alabama senator will not
stand in the way of action in accord-
ance with Buch a r>commendzation as
the president may make upon this sub-
ject, but he will ingist that it shall be
independent of and that it shall in
nowise interfere with his resolution
providing for recognition of Cuban bel-
ligerency.. &

With the Cuban question in ifs pres-
ent shape and with no other pressing
business before the senate the debate
on this subject will be of uncertain
duration. It may continue practically
all the week, and it may come to a
very sudden .and speedy termination.
There is little or.no doubt that the
Morgan reeolutlon; ill .pass when a
vote is reached, and the indications are
that the majority for it will be the
greater for the recent delay. There will
continue to be some opposition, and
the plea will be mdde that any ma-
terial aid given in accordance with ex-
ecutive recommendaition is all that can
be reasonably expected. =

If Cuba does not .occupy the entire
attention for the werk, much of the
time is likely to be given to the gen-
eral calendar. Senator Gear will make
an effort to have the Pacific railroad
bill considered, while Senator Lodge
will, if the opportunity offers, make the
same effort in behalf of the immigra-
tion Dbill. Senator Pettigrew will call
up the reseolution for the investigation
of the Pacific railrced land patents.
The ‘Indian appropriation bill will be
brought in-on a conference report. In
it there remains only the one point of
difference on the Uncompahgre lands to
be settléd. The sundry civil conference
probably will be postponed until Sen-
ator Allison’s return to the city. Sen-
ator Mallory, the new Florida senator.
will be inducted into office early in the
week.

Senator ‘Aldrich will make the open-

ing statement in behalf of the finance
committee on Tuesday, but it will rest
with individual senators whether the
debate shall be continued beyond this
speech at that time. The probabilities
are that the statement will produce
some badinage and that after this the
senate will adjourn until the following
Monday, when the debate will begin in
earnest, Senator Aldrich is expected to
fully explain the position of himself
and oolleagues and to make quite an
elaborate presentation of the subject.

The house leaders have not yet decid-
ed upon the methods by which they
will make their response to the presi-
dent’s message, which will be sent to
congress tomorrow or Tuesday, asking
for relief for the starving Americans
in Cuba. That the response will be
quick and complete, however, there is
no reason to doubt. In the present
condition of affairs In the house three
methods of procedure are open. Or-
dinarily the message would go to the
committee on foreign affairs for con-
sideration, and that committee would
report a bill which would come back
to the house for action through. the
regular channels. The speaker could
in the present emergency simply ap-
point this committee and let the whole
subject take the regular course. But
it is hardly likely that this will be donz.
The subject is so well understood that
it will probably be thought that the
members, with the message and the
accompanying documents which the
president will transmit before them,
can act intelligently without a com-
mittee report. If the committee is not
appointed two other courses will be
open. Fijrst, after the receipt of the
message a bill may be formulated by
the leaders and a speeial order reported
by the committee on rules for its con-
sideration. This would bring the whole
question at once before the house for
action. But this method would be dis-
advantageous perhaps in that both
houses struggling to the same end si-
multaneously would act on different
bills, thus entailing delay for adjust-
ment of differences in conference.

The most likely course is that the
house will await the action of the sen-
ate, if action is had promptly, and then
consider the senate bill or joint reso-
lution under a special order. The sen-
timent in favor of the recognition of
the Cuban insurgents is strong in the
house and a very radical measurc
might be passed if the house were al-
lowed free action. With a senate meas-
ure dealing only with the question of
the relief of the suffering Americans
before the house under a special order,
possibility of amendment would be cut
off and the house would be compelled
to accept or reject it as passed by the
senate. The conference report on the
Indian bill probably will come before
the house this week.

sante Fe Train Plunged.

Fifteen Passengers Are Injured.

ARDMORE, 1. T.. May 16.—A south-
bound passenger train on the Santa
Fe road, known ‘as the Chicago &
Galvestor. expresd, went through a
trestle sixteen miles south of here at
5 o'clock this morning. - Fifteen per-
sons, passengers and trainmen, were
injured. Several of these are seriously
hurt, and it is believed that two will
die. The accident occurred near the
town of Marietta. A heavy rainstorm
amounting almost 'to a waterspout
caused a sudden xise.this morning of
all the small streams .in that vicinity.
The accident occurréd. at & point where
a deep, narrow gulch was spanned by
a wooden trestle.. The foundation
work supporting -this trestle was un-
dermined by the. sudden rise of the
stream which flows through the gulch
and the trestle went down under the
heavy weight of..the train. So great
was the speed of ‘the train, however,
‘that the engine and tender, the ex-
press, mail and baggage cars and one
passenger: coach passed over the nar-
row chasm, though the trucks of
several of these cars went to the bot-
tom, -twenty feet below. The coach
newt to_the last, the one immediately
in front of the Pullman, was left stand-,
ing directly over the chasm, one end
resting on each bank of the gulch. The
Pullman remained on the track. The
four coaches which were dragged by
the locomotive - across the broken
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trestle were badly wrecked. The bag-
gage car telescoped with the passenger
coach, which was the smoker, and the
latter was all but demolished. The
most of the Injured were riding in
these coaches.

J. M. Grider, the Wells-Farge ex-
press messenger, was so badly crushed
by a heavy chest that he cannot live,
E. T. Sparks, of Oakman, I. T., was
crushed in the wreck of the smoker
and is also mortally injured.

The injured were brought to Ard-
more on a wrecking train. At 5 o’clock
this evening a track had been built
around the wreck, and the belated
passengers resumed their journey. The

CHANDLER STRIKES

THE WAR NOTE,

Intimating That President McKinley May Be Depended!
~On to Yet Interfere to Secure the Independence
of the Island—Strong Protests Against Weyler’s
Warfare on Women and Hospitals—Story of
Aguirre’s Murder Told.

WASHINGTON, May 16.—An enthu-
siastic audience of men and women,
many of them well known in Wash-
ington, packed the Columbia theater
to its doors this afternoon at a monster
mass meeting held in behalf of the
cause of Cuban insurgents. The thea-
ter was appropriately decorated. Seat-
ed on the platform and participating
in the exercises were Senators Gallin-
ger and Allen, ex-Senator Butler, of
South Carolina; Rev. Hugh Johnson,
pastor of the Metropolitan Methodist
church; Rev. Howard Wilbur Ennis
and a number of others identified with
the interests of the Iinsurgents. Gen.
‘William Henry Brown, president of the
Cuban league, called the meeting to
order and introducéd Senator Gallinger
as the presiding officer. The latter
made a brief address and read a num-
ber of letters and telegrams of re-
grets, among them being those from
Senators Frye and Burrows and Com-
mander Clarkson, of the G. A. R. Sen-
ator Chandler sent the following letter
of regrets:

‘Washington, D..C., May 16.—Senor A. A.
Aguirre, Washington—Dear Sir: Although
unable to attend the meeting tonight, 1 send
a few words of sympathy, and of hops for the
relief and independence of Cuba.

As I wish to see the United States declare
and maintain the independence of the island,
as France did that of the American colonies
and made the United States a nation, of course
I shall, as a friend, vote for every minor
method tending to the same beneficent end.
I hope and believe that congress and the pres-
ident will soon formally recognize a state of
war and Cuban belligerency. This step, fol-
lowed as it will be by all the other inde-
pendent nations of the Western hemisphere,
cannot fail to ensure the Cuban independ-
ence which is sought for. Moreover, with-
out delay we ought to send a fleet to enter
the harbor and an army to land upon the
s0il of Cuba, first to protect the lives and
property of American citizens, and, secondly,
to stop the atrocities and uncivilized meth-
g(rl:l:t warfare adopted by the Spanish gen-

In ,advou;tjng all these hmea_sures I am

of no passionate hostility to Spain.
In 1861 she recognized the Southern lZ)aon—
federacy within less than three months after
its military struggle began; and surely if
she cannot hold Cuba without making it one
vast desert and graveyard by driving the in-
habitants into starvation and by hanging,

shooting: and garroting Cuban. officers and

soldiers for rebellion and incendiarism,
she ought to lose the island. If, between
1861 and 1865, one Confederate general had been
thus put to_death all the powers of Europe,
with one actord, would have sent their fieets
and armies3,000 miles across the ocean to. end
such barbarous warfare and to establish and
maintain the Southern Confederacy. Yet Gen.
Robert E. Lee and all his generals were as
truly guilty of rebellion and incendiarism as
was Theodore Menendez Gonzales, who was
shot for that offense at Cabanas fortress in
Havana on Monday last.

We blame England for abandening the
harmless and peaceful Armenian Christians
to massacre by the Moslems, and for sub-
mitting the liberty-loving Greeks to slaughter
by the Turkish despot. England retorts that
we dare not stop the methods of uncivilized
warfare applied at our very doors in the
American Crete—the fair island of Cuba; and
both charge and countercharge are ~justly
made.

In helping to make Cuba independent we
are observing a traditional and universal
American policy; the duty to promote at the
first good opportunity the severance of Cuba
and Spain. In 1896 also . the Democrats
pledged themselves to do this by their dec-
laration of sympathy ‘“‘for the people of
Cuba in their heroic struggle for liberty and
independence,” and the Republicans by their
promise that the United States should en-
deavor to ‘‘restore peace and give independ-
ence to the island.”

There need be little fear that these pledges
will be violated. President McKinley will-
ingly recognizes the binding force of the plat-
form upon which he was elected, and will

soon do his part towards making Cuba free
and independent. He may proceed with what
will seem to impationt spirits to be undue
caution, with the cries and groans ringing
in his ears of unarmed men, women and
children enduring inhuman cruelty and das-
tardly murder, but he will not fail to be
faithful to his pledges, and he will before
long register the decree which went forth in
his triumphant election that Cuba should be
taken from the control of Spain and made
peaceful and independent In this faith in a
great p&rty and its president let us rest
patiently and most hopefully. Very respect-
fully, —William E. Chandler.

Mr. Karl Decker, of Washington, who
as correspondent of the New York Jour-
nal spent some time in Cuba, much of it
with a branch of the Cuban army in
Santa Clara province, gave a descrip-
tion of the condition of affalrs existing
and of the pitible plight of many of the
people suffering for the necessities of
life. He ridiculed the claims sent gut
by Gen. Weyler that the island had
been pacified, and said that if the Cu-
bans were granted belligerent rights by
the United States they would certainly
win. Mr. Decker has just returned
from Cuba.

In the course of some interesting re-
marks, Senator Allen, of Nebraska,
humorously declared there was no div-
ision in the Populist ranks on the ques-
tion of Cuban liberty. In this whole
matter he thought there had been too
much sacrifice to a spirit of commer-
cialism and it was time this govern-
ment had a little more Americanism.
He declared that the United Stateg
could not afford to have a decaying
monarchy with a foothold on this con-
tinent and he would be delighted to
see Spain and the Ottoman empire
wiped from the map of Europe. If the
president were to send a fleet to Ha-
vana, war in the island would cease in
thirty days, and it would not be neces-
sary to fire a gun. If the United Staies
should say to Spain, “You should not
war upon hospitals, upon women and
upon childhood,” Weyler's occupation
would be gone.

Mrs. Clara Belle Brown, of the Wo-
man’s National Cuban league, said the
league had but one platform, one aim
and one end, and that end was the es-
tablishment of the republic of Cuba.
Remarks were also made by Rev. Dr.
Kent, Mrs. Lincoln, vice directer of
the Woman’'s league, and Rev. Howard
Wilbur Ennis.

Ex-Senator Butler, of South Carolina,
read a series of resolutions which had
been prepared, and these werc unani-
mously- adopted. They earnestly pro-
tested against the ‘‘barbarous and in-
human methods of Spain in conducting
the war in Cuba, declaring that this
government should recognize the in-
surgeants as belligerents and that Cuba
had demonstrated that it was her mani-
fest destiny that, like Mexico, she
should be free and independent with-
out the payment to Spain of any in-
demnity.

A private letter received in this city
yesterday morning from an American
resident in Sancti Spiritus was read,
which gives the following details of the
death of Col. Carlos Aguirre, a Cuban
officer, resident of New York for twenty
years, whose family is well-known in
this city. It is dated at Sancti Spiritus,
May 7, and the portion referred to read
as follows:

“I send a letter to you with the request
that you will be so kind as to send it to
Col. Aguirre’s wife and children in New York,
He was killed last week by the Spaniards,
and, half-alive, was dragged by the guerrillas
with a rope around his neck into the town
and to Gen. Obregon. Aguirre had a silver
watch with his picture in it and about $300
in gold, which the soldiers took from him.”

Col. Aguirre was a brother of Maj.
Gen. Aguirre, the Cuban leader, who
died in the field last winter a few days
after Maceo’s death.

Five Reds Held For Trial

On Confession of Holy Track.

BISMARCK, N. D.,, May 16.—The
hearing of the Indians accused of com-
plicity in the Spicer case has been con-
cluded, and the five men held to the
district court to be tried for murder,
without bail. These are Louis Black
Hawk, negro and half-breed Indian;
Alex. Coudot, Frenth and Indian half-
breed; Paul Holy Track, full-blooded
Indian; Philip Ireland, Ilikewise full-
blcoded, and Defender, relative of Holy
Track. The preliminary examination of
the men lasted two days, during all of
which time Holy Track was on the
stand. No other witnesses. were exam-
ined, as it was not considered neces-
sary by the prosecution. Holy Track
made a complete confession of the
crime, implcating all of the men who
were held. He attempted to conceal
nothing. Before he began to testify he
stated that he knew what would be
the result—that it meant death for him,
and he said he was willing to be hanged.
Then he detailed the facts in the crime.
they being in the main the same as have
already been given. Coudot wept during
the testimony of Holy Track, showing
that the recollection of the crime was
telling upon him. Black Hawk and De-
fender maintained a stolid indifference
to what was taking place. Holy Track
was put through a rigid cross-examina-
tion, but it did not cause him to vary
from the story he told, which bore all
the evidences of truth. The motive for
the crime was money, and the Splcer
family was selected for murder because
there was known to be only ane old man
about the place, which would render the
crime lesg difficult. His testimony was
transcribed and he signed it after he
had concluded. There is a feeling of
great rellef in Emmons county now
that the men have been formally bound
over for trial, and upon the confession
of one of the participants. There is
enough other evidence to be produced
at the trial to convict all of them. If
necessary, a confession can be secured
from Ireland, the younger of the boys,

and it is probable that before the trial
others of the men will be willing to con-
fess in an endeavor to save their necks,
This will have no effect upon the ver-
