SPEGIAL. MESSAGE FROM MKINLEY.

Reliei Asked for Americans
Voted Promptiy by the
Upper Bodu.

Partisan Feeling Prevented
Similar Action on the Part
of the House.

WASHINGTON, May 17.—Cuba en-
grossed the attention of the senate to-
day. The public interest in the subject
was shown by the great crowds that
besleged the galleries throughout the
day. Among the occupants of the dip-
lomatic gallery were Sir Jullan Paunce-
fote, the British ambagsador, and Min-
ister Hatch, of Hawaii, and in the re-
served gallery was Gen. Daniel Sickles,
ex-United States minister to Spaia.
Neither the Spanish legation nor the
Cuban bureau in Washington were rep-
resented so far as could be observed.

Two phases of the subject were pre-
sented. First came the question of re-
lief to destitute and starving Americans
in Cuba, and at 2 o’clock Mr. Morgan's
resolution caused spirited debate. The
first question was presented in the
president’s message as soon as the ses-
sion opened. Immediately following
its reading Mr. Davis, chairman of the
committee on foreign relations, present-
ed a favorable report on a joint reso-
lution originally introduced. by Mr
Gallinger, appropriating $50,000 for re-
lief of American citizens in Cuba, as
follows:

Resolved by the senate and house of rep-
resentatives of the United States in con,
assembled, that the sum of $50,000 be and the
same is hereb appropriated, out of any
money in the treasury, not otherwise appro-
priated, for the rellef of destitute citizens of
the United States in the island of Cuba, sai
money to be expended at the discretion an
under the direction of the president of the
United States, in the purchase and furnishing
of food, clothing and medicines to such citi-
gens, and for transporting to the United
States such of them as so desire, and who
are without means to transport themselves.

Mr. Davis asked for immediate con-
sideration of the resolution, and there
was no objection, The only speech
made was that of Mr, Gallinger, who
spoke briefly. He saild he had been
impressed at the great mass meeting
attended by 8,000 persons yesterday
with the statement made there by &
correspondent who traveled through the
stricken district of Cuba. This gentle-
man had stated that there was an
abundance of food in Cuba, and that
it was needless to give rellef in that
direction, The real trouble, he said,
was that the Cubans were herded in
the towns and prevented from going
out to get the food. The most effective
relief, r. Gallinger said, would be a
demand by the president and the gov-
ernment, that the Cubans be released
from their bondage in the towns and
permitted to go where they could se-
cure<food. The senator was ready to
assume his share of responsibility for
such a step. Still, if the resolution just
reported gave some measure of relief,
he would heartily support it without
urging the other plan of relief he had
suggested.

The resolution was then put on its
passage and without division, it passed
unanimously, there belng no response
to the call for the nays.

Promptly at 2 o’clock the
Cuban resolution was taken
that time the gallerles were
overflowing as the crowds awaited
something in addition to the relief reso-
lution passed at the outset. The Mor-
gan resolution declares that a condition
of public war exists in Cuba, and that
strict neutrality shall be maintained by
the United States. Mr. Morgan stated
that unless some senator desired to
speak, he would ask a yea and nay
vote on the pending motion of Mr. Hale,
to refer the resolution to the committee
on foreign affairs.

Mr. Hale suggested the absence of a
quorum and a call, after some delay
brought forty-six senators, just a
quorum, to the senate.

CLEVELAND INDORSED.

The vote was about to be taken
when Mr. Wellington (Rep., Mich.)
arose for his maiden speech, which
proved to be a vigorous protest against
the resolution and a plea for its refer-
ence to the committee on foreign re-
lations. He said, that while a resolu-
tion of belligerency might not be ser-
icus, yet the senate should pause and
consider the serious results that might
follow such a declaration. A new ad-
ministration had just come into power.
Back of it stretched four years of de-
pression and disaster. Capital had
been in hiding or had sacrificed its
principal as well as its returns. The
Republican party had come into power
on certain propositions. First of these
was the question of an adequate tariff
bill. He believed the first duty of con-
gress was to the American people rather
than to the Cubans and Greeks.

“The policy pursued by the late ad-
ministration and by Grover Cleveland
meets my approval,” declared Mr. Wel-
lington, ‘“and, as a Republican, I am
prepared to say that Mr. Cleveland
did his duty in refusing to rush head-
long into a radical Cuban policy.

“This reeolution is a deflance of
Spain. You may say Spain is a weak
power, and that we can annihilate her
in thirty minutes. Are you ready for
war? o the American people waunt
war? I do not believe it. Until you are
ready for war, do not take steps which
will involve war.”

Mr. Pettus, of Alabama, was on hi3
feet es Mr. Wellington closed and in-
quired: “The senator speaks so em-
phatically of jingoes, let me ask him
who are the jingoes and what are the
jingoes.”

There was laughter and loud hand-
clapping in the gaileries on this query,
evidently because the question was
aimed against the opposition to the res-
olution.

‘“The senator needs no information
from me as to who are the jingoes,’
responded Mr. Wellington, “It is the
spirit that would drag our country
into war with 8pain; it 18 the spirit that
would dreg us into controversy with ev-
ery country of Burope and make them
our enemies rather than our friends.

WASHINGTON, May 17.—The house
confronted the Cuban question today,
made a party issue of it, and adjourn-
ed without taking any action. Presi-
dent McKinley’s message was receiv-
ed without demonstration, and, on its
heels, Mr. Hitt asked unanimous con-
sent for consideration of a bill in re-
sponse to the president’s request. Mr.
Bailey, of Texas, asked for consent to
consider in connectlon with the bill
an amendment embodying Senator Mor-
gan’s resolution for recognition of the
Cubans as belligerents. Mr. Dingley
would not consent to consider the
amendment, nor Mr. Bailey to consid-
er the bill without the amendment, so,
for the time, the question was side-
tracked. Then the house devoted two
hours to debate on the conference re-

The" deadlock: be-
tween Mr. Dingley and Mr. Bailley was
re-enacted, and, while Mr. Bailey was
endeavoring to get consent for the con-
sideration of the two Cuban proposi-
tions together, Mr, Dingley put in a
motion to adjourn. This motion was
carried by a vote of 90 to 69, 13 answer-
ing present. Under the rule for bi-
weekly sesslons recently adopted the
adjournment carries the question over
to Thursday. 5

No sooner had the journal of the
last session been read this morning
than Mr. Simpson (Pop., Kan.) and Mr.
Wheeler (Dem., Ala.) shouted objec-
tions. Mr. Wheeler was trying to re-
peat his constitutional objection rais-
ed last week, amid the objections of
several Republicans, when the presi-
dent’s secretary, Mr. Pruden, appeared
with a large document and announced:

M’KINLEY’S MESSAGE.

The Mummt Brief and Pacific In
Its Tore.

WASHINGTON, Muwy 17.—The presi-
dent today sent the following message
to congress:

Official " information from our consuls in
Cuba establishes the fact that a large number
of American citizens in the island are in‘a
state of destitution, suffering for want of food
and medicines. This applies particularly to the
rural districts of the central and eastern parts.
The agricultural classes have been forced from
their farms into the. nearest towns, where
they are without work or money. The local au-
thorities of the several towns, however, kindly
disposed are unable to relieve the needs of
their own people and are altogether powerless
to help our citizens.

The latest report of Consul General Lee
estimates six to eight hundred Americans
without means of support. I have assured
him that provision would be made at once
to relieve them. To that emd, I recommend
that congress make an. appropriation of not
less than $50,000 to be immediately available
-for use under the direction of the secretary of

state.
It is desirable that a part of the sum which

may be appropriated by congress should, In
the discretion of the secretary of state, also
be used for the transportation of American
oltizens who, desiring to return to the United
States, are without means to do s0.

FINAL GOMPROMISE N KENTUGKY.

The State Saved the Disgrace of Open Riot in the

Halls of Legislation.

FRANKFORT, Ky., May 17.—Thils
state witnessed the spectacle this morm-
ing of two separate bodies sitting in
session in the same hall, and each
claiming to be the senate of Kentucky.

NOMOKOS IS LOST.

Greek Right

Wing Driven Back by

the Victorious Troops of Turked.

ATHENS IN A

SIATE OF UPROAR.

Foolish Attempt to Snatch a
Victory In Epirus Bears
Bitter Fruit.

The Task of the Powers Is
Now More Difficult Than
Ever Beiore,

ATHENS, May 17.—Dispatches sgent
from Domokos at 7 p. m. say the Greek
left wing has fallen back toward the
center before thrice the number of
Turks. The battle continucd after sun-
set, but, despite the yiellding of the
left wing, the Turks were finaily repuls-
ed. Gen. Mavromichalis was wound-
ed. A dispatch sent from Domokos at
noon by the way of Lamia says: Thir-
ty-five thousand Turks, iInfantry, cav-
alry and artillery, have attacked tte
Greek line at several points of the left
wing and the center, with a view of
penetrating southward and surround-
ing Domokos. Large forces ars also
attacking Gen, Smolenski.

The most intense excitement prevalls
here. All the cabinet ministers have
been assembled since noon at the min-
istry of marine. Here the dispatches
from the front are being recelveds The
gravity of the situation cannot be over-
estimated.

Headquarters of the Greek Army, Do-
mokos, May .17 (4 p. m.)—The Turkish
attack on the Greek right wing began
at 2 o'clock this afternoon, but the
flank attacks are considered to be
feints, and it is believed the main at-
tack of the Turks will be made upon
the Greek center, where Crown Prince
Constantine is in command. Two Greek
cannon are doing great execution on
the principal Turkish column, which is
advancing through the hills. The Turk-
ish infantry at several points is in con-
tact with the Greeks. It is believed
here that the attack on Gen. Smolenski
near ‘Almyros i{s only a stategic opera-
tion, and that the Turks will endeavor
to cut between the two Greek armies,
occupy the road leading to the Othry
mountains, and thus cut off the retreat
of the crown prince.

London, May 18.—The Daily Tele-
graph’s special correspondent with the
Turkish forces in Thessaly, telegraph-
ing late last night, says: “Edhem
Pasha has moved from point to point
and finally occupied Domokos. The
Greeks have sustained a crushing de-
feat.”

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 17.—Os-
man Pasha telegraphs from Loures,
Epirus, saying that after a desperate
battle near Arta on Saturday the
Greeks retired to Arta with the loss of
2,000 men killed. The Turks had 240
men killed and 740 wounded. .

LONDON, May i8 (1 a. m.)—The lat-
est news from the seat of hostilities,
by way of Athens, shows that the bat-
tle yesterday ceased about 9 o’clock in
the evening, but will probably be re-
sumed this morning. Thus far no ac-
count of the fighting has been receiv-
ed from the Turkish side. It is evi-
dent from the Greek account that the
Greeks have suffered a serious defeat,
and if the left wing has given way, as
appears probable, Edhem Pasha may
be able to cut off the Grek retreat and
separate Gen. Smolenski, at Sourpi,
from the main army. This is Edhem
Pasha’s reply to the foolish attempt of
Col. Manos to snatch a victory in Epi-
rus. If Greece had prevented Manos
from playing this last card of a gam-
bler, Turkey might perhaps have-ceas-
ed hostilities. As it is now, she is in
full po ion of Thessaly, and the
powers will find the task of protecting
Greece more difficult than ever.

The dispatches from Athens repre-
‘sent the populace as astounded when
the news of the fighting came. They
had hoped to the last that the powers
would prevent Turkey from going far=
ther. One report represents the Greek
government as threatening to take ex-
treme and desperate steps unless Eu-
rope arrests the progress of the in-
vaders. s

ATHENS, May 17 (Midnight).—A &is-
patch just received from Domokos says,
that the Greek right wing has been
compelled to retire six kilometres.

Athens, May 18.—The correspondent
of the Associated Press at Domokos,
telegraphing at 1 o’clock this morning,
says: ‘“The Turks have occupied Kitiki.
‘The Greek troops are retreating toward
the Othry range on the old frontier.”

LAMTA, Thessaly, May 17.—(4:30 p.
m.)—Fighting, as this dispatch {s sent,
is in progress all along the lines be-
tween the Greek and rkish forces.

Athens, May 17.—TIighting between
the Greeks and Turks at Domokos be-
gan shortly after noon today. A dis-
patch was received this morning from
Crown Prince Constantine, dated from
Domokos at 8:30, saying that the
Turks, numbering about 30,000 men,
had appeared in sight marching on
Domokos, and that the attack woula
apparently be directed against the two
wings, especlally the left wing of the
Greek forces. Another dispatch of the
Crown Prince dated noon today stated
that the Turks had drawn nearer and
were then about four and one-halt
miles distant. Immediately after the
receipt of this dispatch M. Ralli, the
premier, hastened to the foreign lega-
tions, visiti each in turn.

LONDON, May 18.—The Daily Chron-
icle’s correspondent at Athens sends
the following officlal account of the
fighting yesterday: *“Over 50,000 Turks
simul ously and continuously at-
tacked our whole line. Our artillery
and infantry did splendid work. Twica
all the regiments of the enemy wavered
and fled, though their attack was soon
renewed with fresh forces, which, in
turn, we were able to hurl back. The
stubborn resistance and splendid vigor
of our troops finally compelled Xl{e en-
emy to give way ailtogether. 1 the
attacks on our left were similarly re-
pulsed. -

“On our right we did not fare so
well. The first attack of the enemy
was repulsed, but they massed in im-
menge forces for the next attack. Our
first line wavered and was broken, and
the wing would have been turned but
for the timely arrival of the reserves.

ST. PETERSBURG, May 17.—The
newspapers of this city protest vigor-
ously against the “excessive and unate
ceptable” conditions which Turkey de-
mands as the price of peace with
Greece. They declare that if Turkey
insists upon them, Europe will be ob-
liged to abandon mediation. The Novoe
Vremya says that in the event of Tur-
key’s insistence upon the terms sha
has presented the powers will have to
take practical measures to ‘‘preserve
Greece from the pretensions that
threaten her national existence.”

London, May 17.—The demands of
Turkey as the price of peace, which
are classed as exorbitant, have made
a bad impression on the stock ex-
change here. Prices have fallen in all
departments, revealing the existence ot
fear that political complications
of a serious character may supervene.

PARIS, May 17.—The Temps refcrring
to the peace terms demanded by Tu y
says: “Europe cannot coneent to the
cession of Thessaly. On the firmmess
which the powers now display, depend
the whole scheme for reforms, and tha
peace of Europe.”

London, May 17.—The conditions pro-
pcsed by the Porte as the terms of
peace with Greece have been freely
discussed in the lobbies of parliament
today, and the idea of the retrocessior
of Thessaly and of such an Inden 3
as 1s already suggested, is ridiculed as
impracticable and absurd. At the oyt-

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London, May 18.—A dispatch ‘o th
Times from Athens says that the 1
lowing telegram has been received froia
Crown Prince Constantine: “Our right
wing under Col. Mastrapas has been
compelled to retreat. It stil holds
Voussi, but may find it necessary to
retire on Phourka pass. It was neces-
sary to bring up all the reserves in
order to repulse the furious attacks of
the enemy. Our wounded have been
sent to Lamia.

MEMORIAL SERVICE.

Imposing Ceremony in Hounor of the
Late Duc d’Aumale.

PARIS, May 17.—A memorial service
#2r the repose of the soul of the late
Duc d’Aumale was held this afternoon
in the church of the Madeleine. The
ceremonies, which were most imposing,
were attended by all the French minis-
ters, the members of the French insti-
tute and a great number of public offi-
cials, all In uniform. Queen Victoria
was represented by Col. Hon. Wil-
Ham P. H. Carrington, one of her
majesty’'s equerries in ordinary, and the
Prince of Wales was represented by
Maj. Gen. Arthur Edward A Ellis, one
of the prince’s equerries. Queen Vie-
toria sent a wreath of laurels and lilies,
tied with a satin. ribbon, upon which
was inscribed: ‘A mark of respect,
affection and sincere friendship from
his faithful friend and cousin, Victoria,
R. 1.” The Prince of Wales sent a
similar wreath.

A guard of honor, comsisting of two
battalions of infantry and detachments
of cavalry and artillery, was drawn up
before the church, which was heavily
draped, the draperies hearing the arms
of the house of France.

The catafalque in the middie of the
church was covered with flowers and
flags. After the religious services the
coffin containing the remains of the Duc
d’Aumale was placed in front of the
church and the troops marched past,
the bands playing the march of tha
Sambre and Meuse.

DEMOCRATIC PLAN

To Force a House Vote on the Mor-
gan Resolution.

WASHINGTON, May 17.—The Dem-
ocrats of the house have formed a plan
which may force a vote on the ques-
tion of recognizing the belligerency of
the Cubans. If Mr. Hitt’'s bill for an
appropriation of $50,000 for relief of
American citizens is called upon again,
Mr. Bailey will offer Senator Morgan's
resolution for recognition of belligeren-
cy. If, as is expected, the committee
on rules reports a special rule for the
consideration of the bill, which will
prevent amendments, as was done with
the tariff bill, he will present a minor-
ity report from the committee on rules
which will permit amendments to tha
bill and will insist on a vote on tha
minority report. The Republican lead-
ers say that the presldent’s messaga
presents a business question, which
they do not wish to complicate with
the question of recognition.

Mr. Dingley said today that a minor-
ity report could not be made to the
house unless it proposed matter gor-
mane to the majority report. He
doubted, he sald, whether a preposi-
tion to recognize the insurgents as
billigerents could be considered ger-
mane to an appropriation for the re-
lief of American citizens. Mr. Dalzell,
a member of the committee on rules,
took the same view of the matter.

It 18 not unlikely that Speaker Reed
will declare a minority report out of
order. The Demcerats, however, ars
determined to bring the house to a
vote on the guestion of recognition of
Cuban belligerency. Mr, Hitt saye the
Republicans are willing to meet that
question again, althou they adopted
resolutions declaring themselves in
favor of it in the last house. They
do not intend, however, to complicate
a simple resoluticn for an appropria-
tion, with the question of belligerency.

Mr. Balley said today that the Re-
publicans dld not want to meet the
question with a Republican president
who would be put in the position of
enforcing or disregardizg the recom-
mendation of cougress.
