DES MOINES, To., May 18.—The past week
was unseasonably cool, with a prevalence of
northwest winds and less than the normal
amount of sunshine. The average temper-
ature was from three to flve degrees below
normal. There were light frosts in all dis-
tricts, but no material damage has been ob-
served. The rainfall was generally light, and
in the northwest section warm showers would
be beneficla! to all crops. Fair progress has
been made in preparing the ground for plant-
ing, and in all districts a considerable area
has been planted, the amount ranging from
one-third to three-fourthg of the total acre-
age. With favoring conditions the bulk of the
planting will be completed by the 22d. Re-
ports indicate a probable .corn acreage very
nearly as great as that of 1896.

GENERAL LIST THREATENED.

STANDARD STOCKS RESISTED
STRONGLY AND SCORED SLIGHT
GAINS,

JERSEY A CENTER OF DEPRESSION

The Strength of the Market Notable
in the Face of the Adverse
Influences.

NEW YORK, May 19.—The firmness shown
by many standard shares in the rather stormy
vicissitudes of today’s stock market was
quite remarkable, considering the existence of
two such centers of depression as New Jer-
sey Central all day and Chicago Gas in the
late dealings, after the receipt of the news
of the defeat in the Illinols legislature of the
bill permitting consolidation of the gas com-
panies. To estimate the influence that might

have been exercised on the general stock mar- +

ket by these two stocks, it. must be considered
that they absorbed over 81,000 out of a total
of 160,000 schires dealt in on the exchange for
the day, icago Gas alone being credited
with 63,000 shares. A large proportion of
these sales were made in the last hour and
a half of trading, and enormous blocks of
stocks were unloaded with precipitate eager-
ness, which had been bought in the convic-
tion that the consolidation bill would succeed.
The price, which had advanced a point in
the morning, tumbled headlong 33 per cent,
with no check to the decline until the lowest
point was reached, when there was a feeble
rally. The demoralization in this stock was
in a fair way to break the whole market, and
did, in fact, carry prices generally below
the close last night, wiping out the gains
of the earlier part of the day. But a final
rally in the market brought many prices back
near last night’s close or fractionally above it.

New Jersey Central was a center of de-
pression all day and sold off 23, with only
a fractional rally at the close, carrying with
it Delaware & Hudson, which lost 17%c. Read-
ing and Lackawanna, however, showed a net
gain on the day. Notable declines in other
stocks were a point in Sugar and Manhattan
and 1% in Tobacco and 1% in Tennessee Coal
& Iron. There were other losses in the list,
but they were small and many standard
shares were on a level with or above last
night’s closing.

The day’s trading, though narrow, was
marked by a notable undercurrent of strength,
based partly on the apparent termination of
the war between Turkey and Greece and
partly to a conviction arrived at by. public
opinion in the street by its own processes
of reasoning, that the administration at Wash-
ington had determined against any radical
step in regard to Cuba.

The outward gold movement is no longer
viewed with such marked apprehension as at
first, on account of the evidences that it will
be Testricted to moderate proportions. There
was a slight hardening tendency to exchange

during the day, showing that biils were being

slowly absorbed in spite of a very light de-
mand. The gold export for the week is, how-
ever, expected to be small. A rise of 1%
in the price of St. Louis & San Francisco
first preferred on rumors of an approaching
dividend declaration was one of the features
of the day. Norfolk & Western preferred also
rose 1%, but lost most of the advance.
Railway and miscellaneous bonds were with-
out essential change in value, although a
decidedly firm undertone was apparent.

MILLERS’ LEAGUE.

Important Matters to Come Up at the
St. Louis Meeting.

ST. LOUIS, May 19.—Several hundred
delegates were present this afternoon
when the annual convention of the
Winter Wheat Millers' league of the
United States was called to order at the
Planters’ hotel. From indications, the
present convention, which will be in
session two days, promises to be a
record-breaker, both in point of attend-
ance and the importance of matters
discussed. An important matter to be
considered is the trade with foreign
countries and what can be done to
promote reciprocal relations, Accord-
ing to Secretary E. F. Perry, of India-
napolis, the winter wheat millers were
the first to bring to Secretary of State

forming reciprocal relations with for-
eign countries. He said their business
abroad had suffered considerable as a
result of the abrogation of the recipro-
city treaty, and every effort has. since
been made to secure their re-enactment,
The millers are not pleased with the
way the subject is being treated in the
tariff bill now before congress, and Mr.
Perry thinks that the present conven-
tion will take some decisive action
in the matter.

The meeting was called to order by
President M. P. Davis, of Shelby, O.,
who delivered his annual address. Fol-
lowing this the minutes of the previous
annual meeting were read and the re-
ports of Secretary Perry and Treasurer
Cutter presented. Perry reported that
despite the financial depression and
the consequent loss of membership, the
league had about held its own during
the past year. He thinks there will
be a large addition to the membership
at this meeting. After the appointment
of committees on resolutions and nomi-
nations, a recess for lunch was taken.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, May 19.—Con-
tracts were let today for a second sys-
tem of electric railway in this ecity,
comprising 100  miles of road, begin-
ning at Waukesha and going through
the city to the northern suburbs.
