THEPROSECUTION MOVES TO HAVE

THE INDICTMENT
QUASHED.

VERTICAL WHITING IN SCHOOLS.

Cnrtiss System Adopted by the

School Board—Sews of the Mill
City.

Aid. George Durnam, of the Third
ward, will have his case tried again

next September, on the charge of of-
fering to receive a bribe from Halvor-
Bon, Richards & Co. In the trial just

concluded the jury failed to agree, and
was discharged, Judge Jamison sending

them home standing seven for acquit-

tal and five for conviction.
The jury had been out for forty-eight

hours, and some of the results were
surprises. The business men on the

jJury who were above any suspicion of
a possibility of being susceptible of ap-
proach formed a solid front for ac-
quittal, and the very man the alder-
men thought was for them led the
forces for conviction. Harry F. New-
hall, the foreman; Arthur E. Nott and
J. Hawley were the leaders in fighting
for acquittal, while Hiram Gilson, ably

seconded by Juror Urquhart, headed
the opposition. They stood six and six
until yesterday morning, when one
man was won over to the defense.

Mr. Harrison, for the accused, want-
ed an immediate trial. He said his
client wanted to have a surgical opera-
tion performed and wanted the case
over. The county attorney did not
think it possible to try the case so
soon, and so, by consent, It went over
to the September term. It will cer-
tainly be tried once again, if the coun-
ty attorney is of the same mind he is at
the present time. When the jury was
discharged a party of delighted alder-
men and their friends seized upon Dur-
nam, and there was an ovation in the
hallway.

GILMAN EXONERATED.

Prosecution Moves to Quash the In-
dictment.

John A. Gilman, indicted on a charge of
having accepted a bribe from the Phoenix
Sash and Door company for giving them a
contract to build a pavilion at the soldiers'
home, was released from custody and suspi-
cion by the action of the county attorney
yesterday. Mr. Smith dismissed the case
after the evidence for the state was all In,
the evidence showing conclusively that the
grand jury had labored under a mistake.
It was shown by the state's own witness

that Mr. Gilman had told the representatives
of the company when they made their bid
that they must figure upon a payment of 5
per cent to Louis Sanborn for his work in
preparing the specifications. Mr. Sanborn
swore that Joanan & Hansen and Bardwell,

!Robinson & Co. had both agreed to this, but
Mr. Gilman wanted to give the work to the
Phoenix company, because Aid. Nordeen, who
was a friend of his, was a member of the
company. The agreement was made, and It
was apparently legitimate. Mr. Smith, when
\u25a0he moved to dismiss, said that he did bo
because he felt sure that there was evidence
which had not been given to the grand jury
by the witnesses, which explained all the
apparent trouble.

Judge Jamison spoke a few words very
prettily, exonerating Mr. Gilman, and there
was a congratulatory reception for the liber-
ated man when he left his seat near the
table. All was joy in the court room, but
the aldermen had gone away with Durnam.

CASH POU THIE ELKS.

Council Committee Decides to Think
About Giving It.

The council committee on ways and means
took up the consideration of a petition, signed
by representative citizens, asking that $2,500
be appropriated by the city to help defray
the expenses incident to the coming Elks'
encampment, which will boom the entire
community. The only Elks present were
City Engineer Cappeien. City Comptroller
Nye and Aid. Rand. Although Mr. Cappel-
en's position as a city official placed him in
a rather embarrassing light, he nevertheless
made a very effective plea for the appropria-
tion, and so impressed the members of the
committee with the necessity of financial aid
from the city that they decided to postpone
action until a meeting, to be held next Tues-
fny. v-hen the signers of the petition will be
given a chance to speak.

Owing to the continued refusal of local
banks to accept funds as deposits, the com-
mittee decided to recommend at the meeting
of the council tonight that one or more safes
be purchased and put in place in the treas-
urer's office for the accommodation of city
money.

MAGNET FOR SNAKED.

Hotw a Pennsylvania n Lnres the
Reptiles to Their Death.

The first snake story of the season comes
from Donegal township, Butler county,
Pennsylvania. James Wymer lias the
utmost faith in the oilof poisonous snakes
as a cure for rheumatism, and he started out,
as is his custom every spring, on a snake
hunt. In the township Is an old cranberry
patch, and to this he proceeded, dressed in
hte heavy woolen suit of pants, shirt and coat.
On his feet were a pair of high woolen boots.
When he returned home in the evening he
had hanging to his clothing no less than 17blacksnakes, 3 rattlers, 4 garter snakes and
1snake that had a horn in its tall.

The mode of capture Is very peculiar. Wy-
mer has some peculiar kind of an oil that
makes a strange odor that is evidently pleas-
ant to the serpents, for they followed Mr.Wymer around in great numbers. He has
a small switch, which he strikes at thesnakes, and they In turn strike at him, arid
their fang* stick in the heavy woolen goods
which compose bis clothing. IThe eight that

met the people of Jacksonville, Butler coun-
ty, near where he lives, when Wymer ap-
peared, was Indeed a strange one. The snakes
looked like so many tails, and they greatly
frightened the people. Wymer will skin the
reptiles, dry out the fat and reduce the same
to oil, which he uses in cases of rheumatism,
as he Is a local doctor.

INTERNATIONAL TUBE TRUST.

Two BlgrAmerican Plants Purchased
by English Capitalists.

PITTSBURG, Pa., May 20.—For the
past month or so representatives of
the four largest bicycle tube manu-
facturers in the midlands, England,

have been negotiating with tube
plants in this county looking to the
formation of an international bicycle

tube trust. Tonight it is announced
that their mission to this country has
been successful and the first interna-
tional trust of the kind has been
formed. The trust has bought out-
right the tube plants at Elwood and
Greenville, Pa. The price paid for the
two plants and the privilege of using

the Steifel seamless tube process was
close to $3,000,000. The only other tube
plants in this country are at Shelby-
vllle and Toledo, 0., and Brooklyn,
New York. It is not probable these
plants willbe taken into the trust. The
Englishmen are also after the Uehling
patents for casting and conveying:
metals now controlled by the Carne-
gies. The American factories of the
trust, which now have a capacity of
26,000,000 feet of tubing a year, will
have their capacity doubled at an ex-
penditure of $12,500,000. The headquar-
ters of the entire combination will be
at New York, under the management
of H. W. Hartman, lately president
of the Elwood tube factory. Mr. Hart-
man left for New York tonight en
route to England to complete the deal.

PASTOR GIBSON INVOLVED.
Directly Charged wi<li the Murder

of Blanche I.runout.

MONTE VISTA, Col., May 20.— William T.Bryant, an aged inmate of the soldiers' homeat this place, today made a sworn statement
to the effect that Theodore Durrant, who Is
under sentence of death for the murder of
Blanche Lament in Emmanuel church, San
Francisco, Is not guilty of the crime, but
that Rev. J. George Gibson, pastor of" the
church, is the murderer* His statement is as
follows:

My name is Wi'.llam T. Bryant. Iam
sixty-three years old. Ihave lived in Cali-
fornia since 1849 up to March 1, 1896. Iam
familiar with the location of the Emmanuel
Baptist church, in which Blanche Lamont
was murdered. Iwas in the church the
night of the murder. Isaw Rev. J. George
Gibson with a woman in his arms in the
body of the church, going toward the south
corner of the church. Iheard him say:
"This kills that evidence." Iknow Rev. J.
George Gibson perfectly well. Iheard the
woman groan a number of times, as though
in mortal agony. Imake this statement as
an act of justice to an innocent man. Theo-
dore Durrant did not murder Blanche La-
ment, but Rev. J. George Gibson did.

W. Garrettson, and Mr. Bryant's oath is certi-
fied by Harvey W. Green, notary public.
Bryant has been in the home but a few
months, having lived in Denver a year prior
to his admission.

STORMY SESSION.

Illinois House Indulges in a Free-
for-All Fi«ht.

SPRINGFIELD, 111., May 20.— The after-
noon session of the house today was the oc-
casion of the stormiest scene witnessed in
the legislature for many years. So terrific
was the disturbance that it was heard plain-
ly for some blocks. During the turmoil, bill
files were smashed by pounding the desks;
waste baskets were hurled indiscriminately
across the hall; members shouted themselves
hoarse, and a free-for-all fight was prevented
only by the action of the cooler-headed mem-
bers. The trouble was started by Mr. Novak,
who had been shouting unsuccessfully for
an hour for recognition by the speaker. He
finally lost his head, and, leaving his seat,
proceeded up the aisle to the speaker's desk.
The Republicans, thinking it was his pur-
pose to drag the speaker from the chair,
made a rush to defend him. Mr. Novak
reached the speaker's platform and, in the
midst of a war of words with the presiding
officer, he was grabbed by the coat collar by
a Republican member and hurled from the
platform. This was the signal for a rush
from the Democratic side to defend Mr. No-
vak, and in the scramble which ensued there
was a great mix-up, in which one member
attempted to use a wooden mallet. He was
thwarted in his purpose by half a dozen mem-
bers, who threw him down and jumped on
him. Cool-headed members here vinterp.osed
and partially succeeded in restoring order
by separating the combatants and getting
the members to take their seats. None was
badly hurt.

FOUR-MILE RECORD.

World Mark Lowered at Oakland by

L>ncretia Borgia.

OAKLAND,Cal., May 20.—Lucretia Borgia,
brown colt, four years old, by Imp Brutus,
out of Ledette. bred and owned by William
Boots, of San Jose, Cal., now holds the
world's record for four miles. After his
splendid showing with a poor rider up in the
Ingleside stakes at four miles, two weeks
ago, the owner determined to send his horse
for the record, and the result of today's trial
exceeded his expectations. Splendidly ridden
by Jockey Clawson, a clever lightweight, and
paced by Peter 11. over the third mile and
by Installator the fourth, both of the latter
horses owned by Boots, Lucretia Borgia
covered the distance in tihe wonderful time
of 7:11, and that, too, in the face of a
strong wind, blowing down the back stretch.

The record for four miles against time has
stood for twenty-one years, having been made
by Tenbroeck, the celebrated long-distance
horse, on Sept. 27, 1876, at Louisville, Ky.
The competition record for the same distance
has stood for twenty-three years, at 7:19%,
made by Fellowcraft at Saratoga on Aug. 20.
1874. Mr. Boots was confident after his
horse's good showing in the Inglesdde stakes
that he could do better than 7:20%, the Pacific
coast record, and induced the California
Jockey club to guarantee a prize of ?1,000
should the world's record be lowered. The
event proved to be a good drawing card, and
a big crowd crossed the bay to see the
attempt made by the game Brutus colt.

THE POLITICIANS OF THE GATHER.
ING THEATKI)TO AGREAT SUR-

PRISE.

EVENTS OF THE OPENING SESSION.

Little Accomplished in the Way of
Routine HiiainettH by the Church

Commissioners.

EAG(L.E LAKE,Ind., May 20.—As was
indicated yesterday, there were but two
candidates for the modera>torship of
the Presbyterian general assembly, Dr.
Sheldon Jackson, the home missionary,
and Dr.Henry C. Minton, the seminary
professor. Both represent the work of
the church on the Pacific coast, but the

rank and file of the commissioners
rallied to the standard bearer of home
missions. The politicians of the as-
sembly were treaed to a great surprise,

and the election of Dr. Jackson by a
vote of 313 to 238 was characterized
by many delegates as a "breaking of

the machine." Itwas claimed as a vic-
tory for the more liberal branch of the
church, and was in line with the elec-
tion of Dr. Withrow last year. The
new moderator, in taking the chair,

disclaimed any personal elements inhis
election, but charged it to the desire of
the church to forward the home mis-
sionary work of which he was an expo-

nent. The meetings of the assembly

have been arranged to begin at 9 a. m.,
with a half hour devotional service, and
to continue tUI noon, The afternoon
session willlast from 2:30 until 5.

Today's afternoon session began at 3
o'clock, and was occupied by the roll
call and the election of a moderator.
When the call for nominations was
made, J. Wilbur Chapman, of Beth-
any church, Philadelphia, placed Dr.
Minton, of the San Francisco Theolog-
ical seminary, in nomination. Tn*
nomination was seconded by Dr. Hen-
ry Ward, of Buffalo, N. T., and by

Rev. S. Palmer, of Oakland, Cal. For
a moment it looked as though there
were to be no further nominations,

when Elder H. J. Morrison, of Rich-
land Center, Wis., rose in the rear of
the 'house amd nominated Dr. Jackson.
After some difficulty, the speaker was
induced to take the platform, and
made a brief speech. The nomina-
tion was seconded by Dr. George L
Spining, of Orange, N. J., in an ad-
dress that was frequently interrupted

with applause. He began by saying

that no man who had not a message

had a right upon the platform. He
said this highest honor of the church j
ought to be conferred upon a repre-
sentative of the cause of home mis-
sions, not the representative of
a coast or a part of the
church. The nomination was also sec-
onded by Rev. Richard M. Hayes, of
Oregon. Dr. George McMillan, of
Richmond, 0., also spoke for Dr. Jack-
son. Nominations were closed and the
election proceeded with the result al-
ready stated.

When the ballot was declared, Drs.
Spinning and Hayes were appointed a
committee to escort the successful can-
didate to the platform, where he was
welcomed with a few remarks by Dr.
Withrow. The new moderator respond-
ed briefly, and after a flew notices, the
assembly adjourned until evelning,

when the sacrament of the Lord's sup-
per was celebrated.

Dr. Withrow presided. He was as-
sisted by Dr. Stephen W. Dana, of Phil-
adelphia, who administered the bread,

and Dr. Wilson Phraner, of New York,

who served the cup. The elements were
distributed by twenty elders, headed by

ex-President Benjamin Harrison and
John Wanamaker.

Dr. Sheldon Jackson, the moderator
of the Presbyterian general assembly,

was born at Minaville, N. T., in 1834.
He was graduated at Union college in
1555, and three years later at Princeton
Theological seminary. With the ex-
ception of a portion of the period of
the civil war, when he was engaged in
hospital work in Tennessee, and in the
employ of the Christian commission in
Alabama, his life has been devoted in
the mission field in almost every state
and territory west of the Mississippi

river as presbytery and synodical mis-
sionary.

Alternate rain and sunshine today

greeted the opening of the general as-
sembly this morning. At tnc-

hour appointed for the opening
session, the platform was oc-
cupied by a long line of commlss'ioners
waiting to be assigned to permanent
seats. This feature, by which dele-
gates were seated together, was an in-

novation. Fifteen minutes late, thi
assembly was opened with prayer by

Dr. Arthur J. Brown, secretary of the

board of foreign missions. The devo-
tional exercises were conducted by Dr.
John L. Withrow, the retiring mod-
erator. The Scriptures were read by
Dr. George L. Spinging, of Orange, N.
J., and the assembly was led in prayer
by the Rev. Dr. "Father" Byron C-m-
--derland, of Washington. The opening

sermon by the retiring1 moderator. Dr.
Withrow, was upon the "Chiefest Grace
of .Christianity."

NEW "WINTER VESSEL.

Steamer Expected to Make Winte*
Xuvng-utloii Possible.

WEST SUPERIOR, Wis., May *n
—Aj

gigantic scheme is now under wan
which has the ultimate end in view q
navigation on the great lakes through!
the entire winter. Should the plans'
as at present outlined work out satis-'
factorily they will necessitate the'
building of a new and novel flest ;><
winter lake boats and tugs at a cost'
of $1,500,000.

Commodore B. B. Inman, of Duluth.,
a gentleman of a business turn oJ
mind, who has followed the lakes fo*'
a numiber of years as a vessel and,
tug operator, has Invented and pro-'
poses to build a new type of steel ves-
sel, which, with the aid of powerful
tugs stationed at the obdurate joints
along the great lakes, will run be-
tween the upper and lower lake ports
through the coldest of northern win-
ters. At first thought such an un-»;
dertaklng would seem visionary and,
impractical, though there are persons
of experience who assert that with,
the right kind of vessels such an uni
dertaking would not be impossible.

Mr. Inman has given the subject
thought for a number of years, and
is convinced that winter navigation o£
the lakes will ultimately come. He
has invented and with the aid of East-
ern capital proposes to build a fleet of
six steel vessels for this service. The
beats are designed to be modern in
every way. The changes in the hull,
as compared with the modern sum-
mer boats, will be in the bow, which,

will run under the ice and lift it up.
» The bow will also be wider than Is
the stern of the ice-breakers, so that
after the channel is broken by the
bow of the boat the remaining portion
may pass without injury or friction.
These vessels are designed to be of
the very largest size, carrying about
4,000 to 6,000 tons of freight, about 430
feet in length, forty-eight feet beam
forward and narrowing to forty-five
feet aft. They will carry about 30
per cent additional power, possess steel
wheels and will be built thoroughout
for ice-breaking.

Commodore Inman has approaches
the head-of-the-lakes flour millers on
the subject and learned that if winter
navigation can be made practicable
they willgladly enter into a contract
for their entire winter product, which
at present goes by rail to Eastern
and foreign markets during the win-
ter. Naturally freight rates in the
winter, with such vessels, would be
higher than in the summer, when the
lakes are free from ice. but Mr. In-
man thinks that the rail rate could be
reduced by the use of his vessels.

For several years the matter of win-
ter navigation on the great lakes has
received attention. Vessel owners who
are compelled to lay up their boats
for from four to five months during
the winter and earn no dividends on
their capital, have given the ques-
tion thought. Shippers, who have been
forced to pay almost double the water
freight rates to the railroads in the
winter, or, worse still, have been un-
able to sell their product on account
of the advance in freight rates at the*
close of navigation on the lakes, have
had the undertaking on their minds.

Experienced men who have followed
the lakes assert that winter navigation
is not impracticable provided the right
kind of vessels and enough of them can
be constructed for the service. It Is
estimated that at the head of the lakes
alone there is enough freight which
could go by lake in the winter to load
one vessel a day. Of course, the more
vessels in the service the more easily
the channels could be kept free from
ice. With a line of six vessels, one
leaving each day in the week, ice
would be much less an obstruction.
It is surprising how thick a crust

of ice a small tug will go through.

The tug Record, of the Inman line, has
been known to cut a channel through
three and one-half feet of ice in the
harbor. The Record breaks ice by
forcing its weight up on the crust and
crushing It down; the newly designed
vessel will cut the channel by raising

the ice by the use of the peculiarly-
shaped prow.

One of the principal disadvantages

in operating on the lake In th*> winter
is said to be the excessive cold which
would be almost unendurable by salt-
ors. The great body of water in the
lakes never freezes over, and when
vessels are inthe lakes in cold weather
the constant washing of water ove?

the decks forms a thick crust of ice
which makes it difficult and sometimes
impossible for sailors to walk over
them. This, added to the extreme cold
in the dead of winter, would make the
life of a winter seaman on the lakes
truly an undesirable one.

Commodore Imr.an scoffs at such ob-
jections as the ice and the cold; by

the use of his vessels he says that
plenty of men could be secured to
carry" on the work in the winter. Ft*
figures that while the rates of freight

would not be as low as they are in the
summer, they would be lower than ar»
the freight rates by rail and cross-
lake lines in the winter, and that s Up-
pers of freight would save handsome-.
ly by the undertaking.
