Judge Coombs argued for the peti-
tioners. He said that the comprehen-

jbuilt, a railroad from Sioux City in a
generally southwesterly direction to a
'junction with the Union Pacific rail-
road.

He said that the petitioner was the
owner of one of the first mortgage

la of the Union Pacific company,
and brought this action to protect its
6everal interests for itself and all oth-
ers in like situation.

The duties, obligations and servi-
tudes due from the Union Pacific, Mr.,Coombs said, were contained in the
15th section of the act of July 1, 1562,
as follows: "Be it further enacted:
That any other railroad company now
incorporated, or hereafter to be incor-
porated, shall have the right to con-

jt^ iiect their road with the road and"
branches provided for by this act, at
such places, and upon such just and
equitable terms as the president of the
United States may prescribe."

He said that under this provision,
the president of the United States must
fix the place of connection with the
Union Pacific railroad before any com-
pany desiring the same can be sure
that its incorporated location will con-
form therewith.

Mr. Coombs gave a full history of
the building of the Union Pacific. He
let the light in on some of the pro-
ceedings, and scathingly denounced the
Union Pacific officials for misapplying
the government's funds and shutting
out the middle Northwest.

He asked for his rights, he said, af-
ter a generation of deprivation. The
wrongs inflicted for the benefit of this
eingle system were untold. He claimed
that the Union Pacific and the North-
western systems had entire control of
the middle Northwest, and had per-
sistently shut out competition.

Judge Sanborn asked the attorneys
for the respondents if they would be
willingto have inserted in the decree
c provision that the petitioner be al-

jllowed to make connection with the
Union Pacific.

m Mr. Pierce replied that the law coy-
e-red this point. They would agree to™~;a mechanical connection.

'S* Gov. Hoadley said he would con-
sent to nothing, so far as Mr. Coombs
\u25a0was concerned, because if he did so,
he would be obliged to make further
concessions.

Mr. Coombs said that his road had
not only the right to connect with the
Union Pacific, now in default, but also
\u25a0with the Central Pacific, not in de-
fault, j

There w:is no scope In the original
Union Pac-ific act for foreclosure on
behalf of 'the United States, in respect
to property which had already re-
verted Ub it. The attorney general waa jordered,' to see that foreclosure waa
judicially enforced. His interpreta-
tion o/f foreclosure was that it meant
foreclosure and not foreclosure sale.
Thjii supreme object of the construc-
tion of the road was to promote ths.
public interest and welfare, and to the
use and benefit of which the govern-
ment was at. all times entitled.

The arguments will be resumed this
mornrtng.

Minnesota has an interest in the out-
come of the case to some extent. It is
claimed by the Credits > Commutation
company that. Ifthe reorganization is
carried into effect under the plan now
completed, that the Vanderbilt inter-
ests will secure a monopoly of all the

The
feeders of the Union Pacific extend out
like the arms of a spider. They sap In
a rich harvest which la converted Into
one constant stream of traffic via Chi-
cago all rail lines to New York.

The Interests represented In the Cred-
its Commutation company claim they
see peril In the situation. Of the re-
organization committee, three repre-
sent Vanderbilt interests. One of them
is Chauncey M. Depew. Another la
Marvin Hug-hitt, president of the Chi-
cago and Northwestern, aed a director
of the Union Pacific." Still another is
Oliver Ames. The petitioners believe
they see in the make up of the com-
mittee, the fine hand of the Chicago &
Northwestern and not that of the real
Union Pacific. Itis claimed that the
Northwestern already holds the situ-
ation in its grasp for it owns all of the
systems Involved in the case, outside
of the Union Pacific itself. The Sioux
City Pacific owns the Freemont, Elk-
horn & Missouri Valley, and the two
are owned by the Chicago & North-
western, and the whole is ownied by the
Vanderbilt interests. Ifthe lines and
the Union Pacific should all come under
the control of the Northwestern, rep-
resenting the Vanderbilt interests, it
is feared that all of the business of the
middle Northwest would be deflected
to Chicago by the Northwestern, and
from there East either by the Lake
Shore & Michigan Southern, or the
Michigan Central, both Vanderbilt
lines. The last two lines would deliver
the cargoes to the New York Central,
making- a Vanderbilt haul practically
from the Rocky Mountains and the Pa-
cific to New York. The Credits Com-
mutation company people claim that
the Union Pacific was never construct-
ed according to its original plan. That
if the governments understanding had
been carried out, the northern feeder
would have been built west from Sioux
City to North Platte, a distance of
about 250 miles. This would havebrought Sioux City and far West close-ly in touch with the Great LakesSioux City to Duluth is 75 miles shorter
than from Sioux City to Chicago
Grain from Sioux City hauled from
that point to Duluth for shipment *o
New York would have the advantage
of water rates thus bringing down the
cost of transportation to a minimum.
The acquisition of the Union Pacific by
the Vanderbilt interests, the petitioners
believe, would do an incalculable in-
jury to the lines of railroad they al-
ready have constructed and others
which they have in contemplation. It
would foster Chicago, Buffalo and New
York in competition to Sioux City, the
Twin Cities and Duluth. They say
look at what has been done since 1877by water competition to bring down
the rate on wheat between Chicago for
instance, and New York. The rate in
1577 was 33 cents all rail from Buffalo;
lake and rail was 32 cents, and lake and
canal 17 cents. At the present time
the rates from Chicago to New Yorkare about 14 cents all rail, 11 cents lake
and rail, and about 7 cents canal and
lake. The petitioners contend that the
natural outlet of the Io\»a and Ne-
braska corn and wheat belt is via Du-
luth and the lakes. At the present timehowever, on account of the Vanderbilt
traffic contracts and the excessive
bridge tolls, none of the traffic from the
territory indicated can get up to Sioux
City, and hence cannot reach the lake
and rail outlet. It is forced to go
and will be forced to go via the Van-
derbilt lines if the sale of the UnionPacific goes through on the lines laid
down by the reorganization committee.Seventeen lines of railroad leading
northerly through Nebraska are headed
off by the Union Pacific. The only
hope of the Southwest, according to the
claims of the commutation people, is
the construction of a line northeasterly
from North Platte to Sioux City in
order to give the lake outlet.

SOCTHEtR/X HOTEI, BURNED.

Wild Panic, but Fortunately No
Loss of Life.

MERIDIAN, Miss., May 20.—TheSouthern hotel, one of the finest blocks
cf its kind in the South, was damaged
to the extent of $50,000 by fire early
this morning. The fire broke out in
the kitchen on the top floor, and spread
with such rapidity that the firemen
had a hard time saving the block from
destruction. The hotel was well filled
with guests and a wild panic ensuedwhen the alarm was sounded, but so
far as known, no lives were lost,
though there were several narrow es-capes. There were a number of stores
and offices on the ground floor of th 9
hotel building-, all of which suffered
great damage from fire and water.

The fire was miserably managed on
the part of the volunteer firemen, and
has created such dissatisfaction that
it will probably result in the abolition
of volunteer fire protection, and theestablishment of a paid department,
by the city government. The money
and books of the First National bankwere safely removed to the Meridian !
National bank. The Southern hotel
will be rebuilt.

PARIS AGREEMENT STANDS,

Canada Declines to Consent to Any
Modification of It.

OTTAWA, Ont., May 20.—A state-
ment was made by the government, In
the house of commons last night, that,
on account of much dissatisfaction
among the Americans concerned in the
Bering sea seal fisheries, the govern-
ment had represented to the imperial
government the urgent necessity of
amending the rules laid down by the
Paris arbitrators, in order to allay the
irritation occasioned among the
American sealers by the operation of
the regulations. The British govern-
ment had referred the request to the
Canadian government, being the par-
ties mainly affected by the proposal
of the United States. The Canadian
government, however, saw no reason
to accept the proposed amendment to
the present sealing regulations, and
had therefore refused to consent. The
result is that there will be no modifica-
tion of the Paris agreement, which will
go on undisturbed in its operations
until it is abrogated by effluxion of
time. The agreement has effect for five
years, dating from 1893.-•-

HORATIO KING DEAD.

He Served Under Buchanan a* Post-
master General.

WASHINGTON, May 20.—Gen. Hor-
atio King-, who was postmaster general
during a portion of Buchanan's ad-
ministration, died .in this city at 3:20
this morning. He was in his eighty-
sixth year, and died from the effects
of an attack of grip. His wife survives
him. Mr. King was appointed first
assistant postmaster general in 1854,
serving under Postmaster General
Holt. President Buchanan, less than
a month before his term expired, ap-
pointed Mr. King postmaster general.
He served in that capacity from Feb-
ruary 12 until March 6 following, when
he was succeeded by Montgomery
Blair. Mr. King retired from active
lifein 1575.

President Hayes Says the Dulutli
Has Never Etven Thought of It

Seriously.

The Chicago, Burlington& Northern,
Chlcago.St. Paul, Minneapolis &Omaha
and the Chicago, Milwaukee & St Paul
roads made another attempt yesterday

to revive the local passenger associa-
tion, but the three roads named were
the only ones which were willingto
adopt the new agreement. However,

the roads named decided to continue
the association, and C. R. Davidson
was elected local secretary.

The Local Passenger association is
supposed to comprise all of the six lines
running to Chicago. The object of the
association is to maintain rates, but
since the majority of the Western
roads became panicky over the Trans-
Missouri decision, little reference is
made to maintaining tariffs. The real
use of the new local association will
then be to keep tab on the local mar-
kets and see who is doing the cutting.

The fact that the Great Western, Wis-
consin Central and Minneapolis & St.
Louis will not enter the association
does not necessarily mean that they
are going to cut rates. They are the
weaker lines, however, and claim that
if they go into the association their
chances to secure a proper division of
business willbe very slim.

One of the objects of the local asso-
ciation is to look after the scalpers.

This class of individuals of late have
been keeping very quiet. The new
mileage bureau which Western roads
have placed in operation has effect-
ually stopped the traffic in mileage

books. By the new system, a commer-
cial traveler buys a book and signs a
receipt for itin the office of the selling
agent. Ifthe agent does not use all
the book, and wants to recover the
money on the unused portion, he no
longer goes to the scalper.for the scalp-

er is afraid to buy. The drummer sends
his receipt to the mileage bureau, which
institution has collected all the mile-
age strips torn from the book by the
conductors. The signatures on these
strips are compared with the signature
in the inside of the book, the signature
on the agent's receipt, and the signa-

ture on the application for a refund on
the unused portion. If all is correct
the mileage bureau sends a draft for
the amount to the local agent who orig-
inally sold the book. No scalper's cus-
tomer will apply for the refund, even
ifhe had the book in his possession at
one time, for he is not willingto forge
the real owner's name to a draft, even
though he might have been willingto
forge the mileage book. Local agents
said yesterday that the scheme works
to a nicety and that the work of the
local secretary has been reduced to a
minimum.

C. P. R. STAYS OUT.

Road Will Not Join the \u25a0Western
Passenger Association.

CHICAGO, May 20.—1t has been definitely
decided that, for the present at least, the
Canadian Pacific willnot become a member of
the Western Passenger association. General
Passenger Agent McXicoll, of that road, has
declared that, in his opinion, the association
is a failure so far as the maintenance of
rates is concerned, and that the Canadian
Pacific cannot enter the association until it
is assured that tariffs willbe maintained.

The freight officials of the Western roads
are very sanguine over the prospects for
traffic this fall. The reports they have re-
ceived from their agents throughout various
parts of the West lead them to the asser-
tion that they will have more business this
fall than they have had for some years back.

No action has been taken by the Western
roads regarding the action of the Soo line
In reducing the rates between St. Paul and
Minneapolis and Detroit, but it is likely that
all of the Interested roads will meet the
reduction within a short time. It is also
probable that a meeting will be called In
the near future far the purpose of consider-
ing means to bring the Soo line into a better
frame of mind, or to fight If conciliatory
measures do not have the desired effect.

KICKS O<N ONE CENT.

Anoka Hospital Boomer's Groan
Against Injustice.

The members of the railroad and ware-
house commission returned from Ada. yester-
day. The citizens of the town held a meet-
ing at the town hall Wednesday evening to
complain against the present train service
on the Great Northern. In addition to better
passenger, mail and baggage facilities on
week days, the citizens want a Sunday train
each week. They aver that when the Great
Northern used the Ada branch as a main
line, there were two exclusive passenger
trains each way seven days in the week. The
commission is of the opinion that under the
Sunday laws, It has not the power to make
an order requiring the running of Sunday
trains. The balance of the complaints will
be duly considered by the commission.
I. A. Caswell, of Anoka, has filed a com-

plaint with the commission to the effect that
the Northern Pacific, Great Northern and the
Eastern Minnesota roads are charging Illegal
passenger fares to St. Paul. Mr. Caswell
says the distance from Anoka to this city is
26.61 miles, and that the railroad fare Is
81 cents, which is in excess of the rate al-
lowed by law. The commission willforward
the complaints to the roada interested.

CAR FERRY MEETS THE OCT,

Forty-Cent Rate to Central Traffic
Territory.

The Lake Michigan Car Ferry Transpor-
tation company has kept up its end of the
rate situation by meeting the reduction of the
Western lines on freight originating In Cen-
tral Traffic territory. Recently the latter ter-
ritory, which includes the district west of
Buffalo and Wheeling and east of Chicago,
was opened to a 40-cent scale to St. Paul,
Minneapolis, Stillwater, etc.

Tho Car Ferry company has met the rate,
and still claims tta differential of 35 cents.
The rates quoted by the Car Ferry company
under its differential are 35c, 29c, 21c 15% c
14%cand 12c.

ROCKEFELLERS TO CONTROL.

Twelve Million Said to Be Back off
the Winnipeg AirLine.

here that the Rockefellers are prominently
Identified with the Air line railway from
Winnipeg to Duluth. It is said to be their
Intention to extend a line running to the
Northern 'Minnesota iron mines.

Only two heavy grades yet remain on the sys-
tem, and these will be reduced this summer.
President Hayes says the company will not
buy any new rolling stock this year, as the
road is already equipped heavier than any

other road of its size in the country, ex-
cept, perhaps, the Iron range roads. The
president was asked if the report was true
that the St. Paul & Duluth would equip its
White Bear line with electrical service. Mr.
Hayes replied that such a proposition had
never been seriously considered.

Approved at a. Meeting of Bond-
Holders Held at New York.

NEW YORK, May 20.
—
Itwas announced to-

day that at the meeting of the Chicago &
Northern Pacific railroad, 85 per cent of the
outstanding bon<is were represented, and that
the plan of reorganization and settlements
with the Northern Pacific were unanimously
adopted. The settlement made between the
Chicago & Northern Pacific company, and-
managers of the Northern Pacific reorganiza-
tion, provides that $2,500,000 of Chicago &
Northern Pacific bonds, together with all se-
curities of the Ca'.umet road, consisting of
$6,000,000 bonds and $7,000,000 of stock, shall
be returned to the committee for delivery to
the new company. The Northern Pacific man-
agers received securities of the proposed new
company equal in amount to those deliverable
under the reorganization in exchange for
$5,000,000 of Chicago &Northern Pacific bonds.
