BOARD OF PUBLIC WORKS HAS ‘A
PLAN TO BEAT ASPHALT
MEN.

IT IS TO CANCEL CONTRACT

NOW, AND DO ITS OWN REPAIRS,
INSTEAD OF RELYING ON
OTHERS.

EXPECTED SAVING OF $20,000

Makes the Cancellation, Apparently,
at Least, a Very Desirable So-
lution of the Situation.

The proposition made by the board
of public works to the Warren-Scharf
ccmpany, mention of which was madz
in the Glo,be Sunday, was accepted
by the company yesterday. If the
agreement is ratified by the council
the Warren-Scharf company will re-
ceive from the city $37,000, which
amount is the 15 per cent reserve held
back on the contracts for the paving
of the streets on St. Anthony hill witn
asphalt. Ten years ago the paviag
company laid asphalt on Summit
avenue from Selby avenue to Dale
street; on Western avenue from Sum-
mit to Laurel; on Holly avenue from
Western to Dale street; on Portland
avenue from Summit to Dale street,
and on Dayton avenue from -Summit
to Miller street. R Sraiaad

Under the terms of the contracts the
city was to reserve 15:per cent of ‘the
contract price in each improvement.
One-half of the reserve was to be paid

0. ! at the expiration of the first ten years

and the other half at the expiration of
twenty years. The contracts also pro-
vided that the company was to keep
in repair the pavements on the streets
mentioned for the second ten years at
a cost of nine cents per square yard,
based on the entire surface laid,
whether there should be any repairs
made or not. This part of the con-
tracts would call for the payment to
the company of between $6,000 and $7,-
000 each year, and at the end of the
second term of ten years, or in 1907
the city would have paid about $70,000
to the company in addition to the half
of the 15 per cent reserve which wouid
be due and payable at the same time,

President Copeland and the ather
members of the board figured it out
that this would be a waste of the pub-
lic money no matter whether the city
raid the amount from the general fund
or the property on the streets were
obliged to put up the money.

Under the contracts the board is to
be the sole judge as to the condition
cf the pavement at the end of tne
first ten years, and each of the con-
tracts provides that the pavement shall
be in a good condition when the first
half of the reserve is paid. After a
careful examination of the pavements
the board submitted to the company
a. proposition that if the streets were
repaved in portions where the board
indicated, the entire 15 per cent of the
reserve held back would be paid this
year aad the contracts terminated. By
this arrangement the board figured
that the eity or the preperty owners
would save the payment of the nine
cents per square yard for the second
term of ten years under the contract.
George C. Warren, general maneger of
the company; John B. Robbins, local
superintendent, and Attorney George
C. Squires were before the board or
public works yesterday afternoon and
accepted the proposition made by the
beard of public-werks.- The agreement
will be drawn up in .the shape of a
contract by the city attorney, and after
it is approved by the board of public
works it will be sent to the council for
ratification.

The amount the ecompany will re-
ceive by the entire 15 per cent of the
reserve being paid this year is $37,162,
made up as follows: From Waestern

paving, $14,300; Holly avenue paving,
§4,540; Portland avenue paving, $4,669;
Dayton avenue paving, $11,910. Under
the agreement the company will re-
pave those portions of each of the
streets which, in the opinion cof the
board of public works and city en-
gineer, need it, and only after this Is
done will the reserve money be paid
over.

ALLEMANNIA AFFAIRS.

New Plan of Reorganization Pre-
sented to Judge Kelly.

‘When Judge Kelly took his seat upon
the bench in Court Room No. 6 yes-.
terday forenoon, his honor expected to
hear arguments in support of and
against a petition for the reorganiza-
tion of the Allemannia bank. But what
the court actually heard was an ap-
plication quite different from the petl-
tion for reorganization filed in court
by Albert Scheffer. )

Instecd of applying for a reorganiza-
tion embodying a plan for the pay-
ment of all unsecured depositors in five
equal annual installments, J. D.
O’'Brien, representing the petitioners,
submitted a new plan, which, it was
claimed, would ultimately lead to _re-
organization. It was that a committee
of three be appointed by the court to
act in the capacity of receivers, vice
the present receiver, who should, be
discharged. These receivers were to
act without pay and collect the debts
of the bank as speedily as possible. He
believed that the appointment of such
a committee was for the best interests
of all concerned, and he could not
think of any possible objection to the
scheme. His estimate of the assets of
the bank was $428,381, and he believes
there could be collected under the
stockholders' liability $175,000, making

i the total assets $603,000, The total lia-

bilities were $524,847, and under this
showing the assets should pay dollar
for dollar; that is, if the same were
carefully nursed, as they would be un-
der the committee of fhree.

Mr. O’Brien said this ,would be the
preliminary step looking towards re-
organization, and that. at the proper
time the  officers of the., bank would

i move that the affairs-of the bank be

transferred from the
themselves.

Mr. Munn rather favored the idea
of the appoirtment of three receivers,
but doubted whether this could be
done under the petition presented. He
thought the receiver could only be
ousted under the insolvent laws. The
petition made no reference to the plan
in question, ; -

Mr. Briggs, representing Receiver
Auerbach, said the receiver would re-
main neutral in this proceeding.

Mr. Munn stated”that he opposed
turring the affairs over to the bank
officers again. He inquired as to the
personnel of this committee.

Mr. O'Brien had in mind Edward
Yanish, Bernard Kuhl and William
Hamm. However, he said the court
could appoint these gentlemen or any
others.

Mr. Taylor remarked that, as the
original petition seemed to have been
abandoned, it was only right that the
same be withdrawn.

Mr. Clapp said that, as a creditor
and a debtor, he wanted to see re-
ceivers appointed more in sympathy
with the general jnterest of creditors.
It was long ago declared that no man
could serve two masters, and that it
was impossible for the president of
a going bank to act fairly as the re-
ceiver of a suspended bank. No attor-
ney would think of acting in the dual
capacity, such as the receiver of the
Allemannia was doing. He intimated
that the assets of the bank had been
belittled and the liabilities swelled by
the receiver for a purpose.

Mr. Ingersoll thought the petitioners
were getting the cart before the horse.
A plan of reorganization should first
have been proposed, so that all could
act intelligently.

After some further argument, Judge
Kelly announced that he would take the
matter under advisement and render a
decision this morning.

HOLD-UP ARTISTS AGAIN.

committee to

G. A, Herbst Vicetim of Assaunlt and
Robbery.

G. A. Herbst, the proprietcr of a bar-
ber shop at Seventh and Hope streets,
was waylaid by .thugs, while on his way
homeé shortly before 1 o’clock yesterday
morning, and robbed of “§5.80. The rob-
bery is thought by the police to have
been the work of tramps, as the high-
waymen carried no weapons, but simply
sprang upon Mr. Herbst from the rear
and made a hurried escape after se-
curing his money.

The hold-up took place near Mr.
Herbst’s home, 668 Duiuth avenue. He
had left an East Seventh street:car,
and was but a short distance from his
doorstep when the two men grappeled
with him. One threw his arm about
Mr. Herbst’s neck with a throttling
grip, stifling his cries for help, while
the other searched his pockets. In the
short struggle which ensued, the thugs
viciously -kicked their victim in the
side and stomach, while commanding
him to remain quiet on penalty of his
life. After securing the money, the
thieves administered several more kicks
to the prostrate man and ran down a
side street. The police are working on
the case, but little hope is entertained
of apprchending the thugs, as Mr.
Herbst could furnish but a poor discrip-
tion.

CAN IT LIMIT CONTRACTS?

Insurance Agents May Contest the
Standard Poliey. :

It is not improbable that a move will
scon he made by the insurance agents
of the two cities to test the consti-
tutionality of that part of the present
insurance law providing for he stana-
ard form of policy. Ever since the
law went into effect, in 1895, there has
been a good deal of criticism wupon
it and a great deal of dissatisfaction
over its provisions. The special point
in which the law will be attacked, if
at all, will be that of the right of the
legislature to lay down an arbitrary
form of contract between any two par-
ties. It is claimed that it is a right
which any two parties enjoy to enter
into any kind of contract that is mutu-
ally agreeable, provided that it does
not interfere with the rights of other
people. Col. W. B. McCord, the veter-
an insurance adjuster of the firm of
‘W. B. MeCord & €o., is strongly im-
pressed with this view of the matter
and seems to be inclined to take a
chance at it, as will be seen by the
following communication which he has
recently addressed to a number of fire
insurance agents:

Gentlemen: As I -have
amount of property insurcd under the old
Minnesota standard pelicy which was legislated
out of existence Oct. 1, 1895, and as the legis-
lature has assumed to impose upon the in-
suring public a mongrel, indefinable thing
called a standard form of policy in which the
obligations or rights of neither the assured
nor the campanies are intelligently defined, and
ag in renewing my insurance I believe I have
an inalienable right to make such contracts
as may be agreed upon between the company
or companies insuring and myself, and es-
pecially engrafting into such contracts such
terms and conditions as will be availaBie to
give me a less rate than that which your com-
panies inform me they propose to charge for
writing under the present standard form of
policy, I therefore ask -whether or not you
will renew my insurance under the same form
of policy as heretofore and grant me such
conditions for coinsurance as I may require,
the present Minnesota standard form ef polity
to the contrary notwithstanding, and in case
you can or cannot write the policles requested,
state the difference in rate which would bLe
}‘ah',ss between the old and new standard pol-
cy ? ;

Believing that I bhava the right to make
my own conditions to any contract, and ad-
mitting a like right for your companies when
such contracts do not conflict with the rights
of others, and gre not in violation of public
policy, I am determined to procure insurance
as neariy in accord with thesa rights as can
he given any citizen of this country. Yours
respectfully, W. B. McCord.

Four Men Engulfed.

REV. M. N. ANDREASON TELLS THE |

ST. PAUL PRESBYTERY
WHERE HE STANDS.

HE REPUDIATES CALVINISM,

AND FRANKLY STATES TO HIS
FELLOW PASTORS HIS POSI-
v TION. .

NO FEELING IS MANIFESTED,

And the Dano-Norwegian Pastor Is
Given His Conge by His Former
Pastoral Associates.

—

The proceedings of the special meet-
ing of the presbytery of St. Paul, as it
{s called, which was held yesterday
morning in the modest rooms which
serve as a place of worship for the
members of the Dano-Norwegian Pres-
byterian church, did not consume much
time, but were of rather an unusual
character for all that. Rev. Carl Scovel,
of the House of Hope church, acted as
moderator, and about him were a n@m-
ber of the Presbyterian divines of the
presbytery, including several ministers
of that persyasion, from outside of the,

city. The matter up for consideration |

was the: formal dissolution of the pas-
toral relations which for four or five
years have existed between Rev.
Mathias N. Andreason and the faithful
little flock which constitutes the Dano-
Norwegian church on Rice street, near
University avenue. Mr.  Andreason,
who came from the old country, started
his present parish, as stated, some four
years ago, and has by hard work and
much diligence brought it to its present
successful condition. The parish is now
considering the matter of building a
church in which to hold its devotional
services. ;

Not long ago the minister, in con-
versation with several gentlemen,
members of the presbytery, made
known the fact that he was not entire-
ly in accord with the doetrines ani
tenets of the Presbyterian church.

Mr. Andreason, as has been shown
by ‘his sermons, synopses of which have
appeared from time to time in the
G 1o be, was rather liberal, and found
things in the Westminster confession
which were uncomfortable bonds to his
freedom. He was frank enough to tell
the committee that, pleasant as he had
been his relations with the presby-
tery, he felt that it would be unfair
to his fellow pastors not to inform
them of his attitude on these doctrinal
questions, The doctrine of election, it
is understood, was not broad enough
to satisfy the religious belief of the
Rice street pastor, who inclines rather
to the faith in the saving power of
good deeds and fidelity to the teachings
of the Nazarene. The doctrine of “in-
fant damnation,” as it is popularly
termed, is also reported to have been
one of the stumbling blocks which
Rev. Mr. Andreason could not con-
sistently pledge himself to, nor preach
to his congregation. The gentlemen to
whom the communication was made
which, in the days of Calvin, would
have been esteemed heresy, received it.
in the most considerate manner, and
Mr. Andreason’s statement, it is said,
was made without reproof, while his
prompt acknowledgment of his pesition
was praised. .

The consensus of the opinion at the
conference seemed to be that it would

be- to the best interest' of, everybody-

concerned if he resigned and associated
himself with some parish whose doc-
trines coincided more closely with his
own. He concurred, but was unwilling
to leave the little parish he had work-
ed so hard for in a position of uncer-
tainty. The matter was in this shape,
then when the special meeting of the
presbytery was called for yesterday.

The members present were a unit
on the proposition that Mr. Andreason
had been a good and faithful pastor,
and much regret was expressed at the
necessity for his leaving his people for
another congregation. He was given
what is termed a dismissal, and he will
probably join the Danish Evangelical
Lutheran church, but will not imme-
diately leave his present parish. The
reverend gentleman Is a Dane and iIs
said to have been educated in a
Lutheran institution, but of a some-
what different creed than the church
to which he is going. The members of
the presbytery speak in the highest
terms of his ability and energy in
church work.

FACTORY INSPECTION.

Partial Report of the Work That
Has Been Done.

Factory Inspector Craig yesterday
submitted to the state labor depart-
ment reports on twenty-five additional
factories which he has during the past
few weeks inspected. The reports show
that in a majority of cases the own-
ers or managers comply with the or-
ders -of the labor department, it be-
ing necessary in only about 25 per cent
of the cases to issue orders for safe-
guards and safety devices. This shows
a decrease in the number of instances
where there is dangerous machinery
exposed.

The twenty-five factories inspected
brings the total to 325, and there are
being compiled, based upon the returns
figures showing the number of adults
and children employed in these places
and the percentage of children to
adults. The industries, including de-
partment stores, are classified.

WILL KEEI' OPEN NIGHTS.

County Treasurer Elmund Will Ac-
commodate Taxpayers.

County - Treasurer Emund will keep his
office open eveings until 10 o’clock up to and
including May 31, in order to accommodate
those who desire to pay their taxes. After
June 1 the usual penalty will be added to
taxes remaining unpaid. Mr. Elmund states
that there appears to he some misunderstand-
ing .regsrdlng the ' law passed by ‘the last
legisiature providing for the payment of taxes.
The new law provides that by paying one-
half of the taxes prior to June 1 the balance
does not become delinquent and a penalty add-
ed until Nov. 1. The law, however, provides
that it does not go into effect until Jan. 1
1898, and consequently the change will not
affect the taxes of 1896, which were due and
payable Jan. 1 of tihs year.
