GEO. A. VAN DEI-BECK.

George A. Van Derbeck, president and
owner of the franchise of the Detroit club,
of the Western league, is a New Yorker by
birth, first seeing the light of day on Sept.
21. 1867. at Rochester, N. V., and is one of
the few base ball managers who has not only
gained a reputation for himself through his
theoretical ideas, never having a practical
knowledge of the game, but has fully dem-
onstrated that he is capable of handling its
affairs in a very clever manner. When the
present Western league was organized in the
winter of 1893 and 1894, Mr. Van Derbeck

went to the fence incenter field, and he
made three bases on it. That was tb.
signal. Harvey gave Mcßride four
bad ones. Nyce and George followed
with clean singles over the heads of
the infield, and three more runs were
scored before Glasscock sent a fly to
Miller.

Pickett hit a liner to Nyce, who
reached up and took it, a pretty stop,

tossed the ball to Phyle, and said:
"Let the game go on." Two were out
when Kuehne hit for two bases, but
Boyle could not push him around.

The seventh saw St. Paul batting
high ones, and no runs resulted.

Harvey struck out. Ball hit a hot
one to Hollingsworth, who made a fine
stop. Lally nearly took off the hand
that Nyce stuck down to stop the ball
Shugart got it when its force was
broken somewhat, but both runners
were safe. A fly to Shugart was fol-

lowed by a nice single by Miller, which
sent in two runs. Miller himself
scored on Pickett's two-bagger, a high
fly that dropped barely inside the left
foul line and gave Parrott a hard
chase after it rolled out. That made
the score 7 to 4.

Minnesota Doss to Be Run Out Au-
g-n»t 25.

The Continental Field Trials club, after
consultation with many sportsmen of the
Northwest, in sections hereafter mentioned,
will give two stakes

—
a Derby, to be called

the Minnesota Derby, and an all-age stake,
known as the Northwestern stake, entries
confined to the states of North Dakota. South
Dakota, Minnesota, lowa and Wisconsin;

Open to all pointers and
setters whelped on or after Jan. 1, 1896, and
owned in the above-named five states; $3 to
be paid as forfeit when entry is m"ade and
$2 additional to start, payable at the time of
drawing of the dogs, on the evening of the
24th of August.

First prize, 25 per cent of stake and a prob-
able trophy; second prize, _5 per cent; third
prize, 20 per cent, and fourth prize, 15 per
cent

The Northwestern stake (all-age dogs), with
same entrance money, forfeit and starting
fee.

The club will donate a solid silver cup of
$50 value to the winner of the flrst prize.
The division of the money will be the same
as ln the Derby—2s per cent to first, 25 per
cent to second, 20 per cent to third and 15
per cent to fourth.

The club will endeavor to select a central
point accessible by railroad, which willmost
likely be in Traverse county, Minnesota,
where chickens were very plentiful last sea-
son and are so reported now.

PITTSBURG, Pa., May 24.
—

The
eighty-third anniversary of the Ameri-
can Baptist Missionary union began

in the Fourth Avenue Baptist church
at 10 o'clock this morning. The con-
vention was called to order by Rev.
Henry F. Colby, of Ohio, the president,
after which the report of the executive
committee was presented.

Itis the conviction of the executive
committee that the appropriations for
the coming year be made on a scale of
$60,000 below that of the past year, and

that in the years to come the average
receipts from all sources for the five
preceding years should be adopted as
the basis of missionary appropriations

for any single year. In effect this
will, in heathen lands, compel the ac-
tual abandonment of stations upon
some of the mission fields, with the
recall of missionary families.

After the reading of the report, Rev.
W. H- Cossum, a missionary from
China, arose and said he was opposed

to retrenchment. "You sent me to
China to work," said he. "and you
can't retrench me. You can't retard
the work by retrenchment. Isay to

John D. Rockefeller, or to any man
who offers us money: First, consecrate
yourself to God; make your gift clean,

and we will accept it; otherwise we
should not touch it. Idon't say this
about John D. Rockefeller particularly,
or alone, but to all who make such
offers." This statement caused a pro- 1

found sensation, and for a moment
there was a painful silence, followed
by scattering applause.

A number of delegates followed Mr.
Cossum in opposition to his remarks,
but the chairman finally dismissed the
matter, by saying: "When our brother
has been in this country and
becomes better acquainted, he will

j modify his views."
The meeting then adjourned without

taking action upon the report under
consideration.

The afternoon session was presided

over by Rev. H. E. Colby D. D., of
Ohio, who conducted opening devotion-
al services. Rev. Dr. Booth, of Massa-
chusetts, presented the report of the
committee on nominations. The ballot
resulted: President, Rev. Henry F.
Colby D. D., Ohio; vice presidents,
Chester W. Klngsley, Massachusetts;
Rev. D. D. MacLaurin, Michigan; re-
cording secretary, Rev. Henry S. Bur-
rage D. D., Portland, Me. Members of
the board of managers were also elect-
ed. At the evening session Rev. N. E.
Wood D. D., of Massachusetts, de-
livered an Impressive sermon, after
which candidates for missionary fields
were presented.

GOD SAVE THE QUEEN.

Presbyterians Telegraph Congratu-

lations to Her Gracious Mujesty.

EAGLE LAKE, Ind., May 24—The
debate on the deposition of the Pres-
byterian house in New York was con-
tinued today in the Presbyterian gen-

eral assembly, but no final action was
taken. The first regular order th*.*-
morning w_us the report of the board
of missions to freedmen. The stand-
ing comawittee on this report reported
through Dr. Thomas Lawrence, ofAsh-
ville,N. C. chairman. After reviewing

the work of the board, resolutions were
introduced commending the work of
the board.

The second order of the morning was
the report of the special committee on
home missions, appointed last year to
confer with the board In New York in
reference to the heads of the work
and retrenchment of expenses. It was
presented by Dr. William P. Kane, of
Bloomington, 111., and closed with rec-
amamendations "that the board of home
missions be directed so to reorganize

its methods of administration that the
executive work be placed in charge of
one secretary; that expenditures be
made at once on the basis of estimates
made from averages for several year_
preceding, and that the policy of the
board be to avoid debt."

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
sion of the assembly Hon. John Wana-
maker was recognized, and introduced
the following, which the assembly or-
dered by a rousing vote to be sent to
the queen: *

This day, being the seventy-eighth anni-
versary of the birth and the sixty-sixth anni-
versary ot the coronation of her most gracious
majesty. Queen Victoria, whose reign has
lasted longer than that of any other monarch
ln the last thousand years, this general as-
sembly of the Presbyterian church in the
United States of America, deems it fittingand
does hereby send most cordially Christian
greetings toboth the illustrious Christian sov-
ereign and the subjects of her gentle, gen-
erous and righteous rule over the destinies
of the empire upon which the sun never sets.

The regular order of the afternoon
was the consideration of the report of
the board of education. On motion of
the board the assembly resolved to
place the limit of grants to theological
students at $80, even if this should re-
sult in cutting off some students from
aid. The plan of the fourth year for
theological students to be spent in
practical work on the home mission
