TRIED TO THAW DYXAMITE.

Farmer** Carelessness Causes Death
to Three.

DULUTH,Minn.. May 26.—A terrible
accident occurred this morning at Her-
mantown, seven miles from Duluth.
Frank Lueck, a farmer living there,
was thawing some dynamite to be
used in clearing land of stumps. He
was heating it over a fire, when it ex-
ploded, tearing the house almost to
pieces and killing himself and two
young sons. His wife and another
small son escaped alive, but are badly
hurt. The boy was blown through a
window, and what remained of the
house caught fire and was destroyed.

barley and rye, which is quite generally re-

j Fair to copious, and in some localities
!quite heavy showers occurred during the
i week over portions of most counties, greatly
j benefiting all vegetation, especially late sown
!grain, which the preceding week was need-

ing rain for starting that which had not
sprouted and nourishing that already
sprouted.

Gardens and pastures were also much ben-
efitted by the rains.

The nights were most too cool for corn
which is coming slowly, except where rains
occurred the early part of the week, and there
appears to be considerable replanting of this
crop necessary in localities, because of poor
seed. Corn planting, generally, is nearing
completion, and some is high enough in
southern localities to be plowed.

Flax seeding is far advanced, though some
is to bo done yet, and it is thought that bu
little was far enough advanced in growth to
bo hurt by the frost ln localities where it oc-
curred.

There is some complaint of "cut worms'
working in the corn.

There are still some localities that nee<
more rain for late grain, corn, gardens, an<
grass especially, and it would bo very bene-
ficial to early grain.

The city ordinances provide for the
appointment of four firemen, but the mayor
refuses to appoint more than two, which he
deems sufficient, and the council are eendeavorr r
ing to force him into making the other two
appointments. Mr. Poznanski will not be
forced, and the Democrats are endeavoring
to muster sufficient votes to impeach him at
the meeting next Friday evening.
