"WAREHOUSE UW IS NO
GOOD.

IT FAVORS A CERTAIN CLASS.

BESIDES IT IS HELD TO BE AN
ABUSE OF THE POLICE

POWERS.

ANOTHER DAMAGE CASE PAILS.

'William Frederick Declared to Have

No Claim Against the City am the
Lower Court Held.

Among the handful of decisions hand-
ed dawn by the supreme court yester-

day, was one which declares unconsti-
tutional the public warehouse law of

1895, which provided that every public
warehouse other than those used for
the storage of grain, should secure
licenses from the government within
thirty days after the passage of the act,

and further, that all railroad companies
should be required to turn over to the

warehouse oompanßies all goods which
had bten uncalled for intheir possession
for twenty days or more. It was pro-

vided that the storage company was to
pay the transportation charges and
take a Hen upon the goods ln the

amount expended.

Several of the roads notably the Great
Northern and Chicago Great Western
and Milwaukee, contested the matter,
only to be defeated in the district court,

, but upon appeal, the supreme court
turns down the lower court, reverses the
decision and says the law is unconstitu-
tional. In his decision, Judge Mitchell,

who contributes the opinion, sets forth
that the act is a remarkable one and
apparently * designed to flavor a
certain class of warehouse men, and is

not in anywise for the public benefit.
The Judge declares Itto be an abuse of
the police powers of the state, and an
altogether unwarranted Interference
with the rights of the citizens to pursue

whatever calling they may see fit. This

he finds one good reason for declaring

the law unconstitutional.
A second decision affirms the decision

of the lawer court against William
Frlederich, who sued the city for in-
juries to one of his eyes while he was
a member of the street force. Friede-
rlch was engaged digging a track on
University avenue when a splinter from
a stake being driven by a fellow laborer,
struck him In the eye. He sued for
damages and claimed that the city was
negligent in not providing an iron cap
for the stake before itwas to be driven.
The courts, both district and supreme,
hold that this iron cap is for the pro-
tection of the stake and not for the
man, and that driving the stake with-
out the Iron cap is not necessarily dan-
gerous. The supreme court affirms the
lower .court's decision. Following are
the syllabi of the cases filed yester-
day:

The proviso in section 11 of General Laws

1895, chapter 149, requiring railroads and
transportation companies to turn over to a
storage company or public warehouseman all
property wlich the consignee fails to call
for or receive within twenty days after no-
tice of its arrival is unconstitutional and void,
not being a lawful exercise of the police
power of the state. Orders reversed.

—Mitchell, J.

William Fr'edrich, appellant, vs. The City
of St. Paul, respondent.
Syllabus—Held, that there was no evidence

of negligence on part of the city; that if
there was any-negligence proven it was that
of plaintiff's fellow servant. Order affirmed.

Mary J. Brandes, respondent, vs. Herbert M
Carpenter, appellant.
A ward failed for twenty-two years after

she attained her majority to take any steps
to compel her former guardian to render and
settle his account in the probate court or
turn over the property in his possession. This'
delay was not explained or excused. During
all this time there was nothing done on part
of either the ward, the guardian, or the
sureties on his bond by way of a recognition
or admission of the guardianship as a subsist-
ing or undischarged trust. In the meantime,

one of the sureties on the guardian's bond
had died (nine years before suit on the bond)
and from the facts disclosed by the evidence
presumably the guardian had become insol-
vent.

Held, in an action on the guardian's bond
against the surviving surety, brought by the
ward over 22 years after she came of age,

that her laches, Irrespective of any statute
of limitation, was a bar to her recovery. Or-
der reversed.

—Mitchell, J.

Sofle Carlson, as adrndnlstiatrix, etc., appel-
lant, vs. Jason Marston, respondent.
Where a master furnishes his servant ap-

pliances to do the work in hand and directs
him how to use them and warns him of the
danger of using them in a different manner,
and the servant, in disregard of such direc-
tion and warning and without any necessity
for so doing, uses the appliances in the man-
ner in which he was told not to use them,
and he is thereby injured, he cannot recover.

Held, that the court correctly instructed
the jury to the effect that if from the evi-
dence they found certain facts, that such
facts would amount to contributory negli-
gence on tbe part of plaintiff's intestate. Or-
der affirmed. —Mitchell, J.

John Strangeway, appellant, vs. John R.
Elsenman, respondent.
Syllabus

—
An agreement for the cultivation

of land on shares, construed and held to
create the relation of tenants in common in
the crops as betweeiL the owner and the
occupier of the land; that, in view of all the
other terms of the agreement, the only effect
that can be given to a provision "that until
division of the craps the title and possession
shall be and remain in the owner of the
land" is that he shall hold the same as se-
curity for the performance of the contract by
the occupier.

Hence, so long as the occupier performs
all the terms of the agreement, the owner
of the land has no right to take possession

L£ \u25a0!_*______
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from him, but the occupier has a. right to
the possession of the crops for the purpose
of performing thereon the work which he
ls required to do under the contract. Order
affirmed. —Mitchell, J.

The Massillon Engine and Thresher Company,
appellant, vs. Ed Churchill and C. S.Holdridge, respondents.
A written instrument signed "S. Holdridge"

does not "purport" to be signed or executed
by "C. S. Holdridge" so as to be admis-
sible in evidence against the latter under
General Statutes 1894, section 5781, without
proof of its execution by him.

Held also that the parol evidence ln this
case was insufficient to identify the defend-
ant as the person who executed the instru-
ment under the name of "S. Holdridge."
Order affirmed. —Mitchell, J.
James H. Falconer, as executor of the estate

of Martha Falconer, deceased, respondent,
vs. Thomas Cochran et al., defendants;

Inan action to foreclose a mechanic's lien

the commencement of the action against the
owner of the property does not preserve
the lien as against other lien holders or in-
cumbrances beyond the statutory period for
bringing such an action; following Smith
vs. Hurd, 60 Minn., 503.

Rule followed that a judgment ls not evi-
dence against those not parties or privies to
It of the existence, prior to its rendition, of
any of the facts upon which it was founded.

STREET RAILWAY'S APPEAL,

Supreme Court Is Asked to Throw It
Out.

A cash, which it was supposed some
time ago was settled, bobbed up in
the supreme court yesterday. Daniel
W. Doty, counsel for Sarah Johnson,
who brought suit against the city rail-
way company for injuries received, ap-
plied yesterday for an order calling on
the street car company to show cause
why their appeal should not be dis-
missed upon an examination of the
records in the case. The order was
promptly Issued by Judge Start and
will be argued June 4. The facts in
the case are these: Miss Johnson was
given a verdict for $4,000 by the dis-
trict court. The street railway com-
pany appealed and the supreme court,
while affirming the decision of the low-
er court, ordered that unless the plain-
tiffconsented to a reduction to $2,500, a
new trial must be had. Itwas further
ordered that counsel for the plaintiff
must file this consent within fifteen
days after the remittitur had been sent

down. Mr. Doty filed this consent with
the lower court before the remittitur
was filed by the street railway com-
pany, but owing to some slight clerical
omission the street car people made
application for a vacation of the judg-
ment on the ground that the order of
the supreme court had not been com-,
plied with. The district court denied
this application, whereupon the street
railway company at once appealed
from this.

Mr. Doty at this stage applied for
and was given the order requiring the
street car company to give reasons why
this appeal should not be dismissed.
