TOT, PASO, Tex., May 28.-—Over. 500
homeless families, or 2,000 people, were
in the streets of El Paso this morning-

searching for shelter. Their furniture
and cloithing were piled up along the
principal thoroughfares of the city.

Last night the waters continued to rise,
and before day had dawned had reach-
ed that portion of the city in and
around San Antonio street, where
prominent business and professional

men reside. After 11 o'clock last night

the flood swept over six more blocks.
The waters were full of struggling

teams hauling out property from the
flooded houses. The Texas & Pacific
railroad had thrown up a dyke to
protect its track near the roundhouse,

and this backed the water up over San

Antonio street, flooding a number of
houses and threatening to cross the
street and flood hundreds of the pretti-

est residences in the city.

Six prominent citizens residing in the
vicinity, headed by Collector of Cus-
toms Capt. Davis, armed themselves
with Winchesters and, crossing over
the railroad levee, cut the dyke, letting

the back water out, and It began to

recede from San Antonio street. A troop

of the Fifth cavalry from Fort Bliss
came down to the city today and offer-
ed their services to guard property of
homeless people which was piled in
streets.

The city board of health met this
morning and appointed a committee of
six leading physicians to take charge
of a relief hospital being :established
for the homeless and siok and the phy-
sicians are taking them to the im-
provised hospital. Col. Van' Valzah, of
Fort Bliss, loaned the city 53 tents and
the citizens committee were out today

with wagons gathering provisions and
distributing them among the destitute.
This morning the city council held a
meeting authorizing the mayor to wire
Texas senators and representatives in
congress to secure an appropriation of
$10,000 for relief of the flood victims.
The war department has alsb been ap-
pealed to for more tents. 6

The flood waters in El Paso and
East El Paso cover an area averaging
four miles long and three quarters of
a mile wide, flooding not less than 700
homes, most of which belonged to the
poor laboring classes.

PATRIOTISM FOR STUDENTS.

Memorial Exercises Held in All the
Minneapolis Schools.

The celebration of Memorial Sunday and in
the minds of the young that love of Decora-
tion day by the G. A.R. tends perhaps more
than anything else to Inculcate country and
patriotic fervor so necessary to free Insti-
tutions and a free country. With this ob-
ject in view Memorial day exercises are ar-
ranged for annually In the public schools.
The different posts of the city are allotted
various schools end they furnish the addresses
for the afternoon exercises.

The arrangements were carefully made this
year, and yesterday attentive pupils listened
to the speeches made by the old comrades
detailed for this pleasant duty. At the high
schools the programmes commenced at 12
o'clock. At the East Side high school the
speakers were J. P. Rea, F. C. Hartsan, P.
G. Woodward; at the South side, B. M.
Hicks, A. A. Kelly and C. H. Mero, at the
Central high, R. N. Adams, Dr. G. F. French,
Judge H. G. Hicks, Byron Sutherland; North
side, L. O. Merriam. Comrades Force, Whelan
Wright.

The exercises at the grade school buildings
did not commence until 2 o'clock. In each
instance the closest attention was paid the
speakers, and while the old veterans refrained
to a large extent from drifting Into story-

telling, aa la their wont at their own camp-
fires and gatherings, the addr£*s<M were in-
teresting and productive of much Instruction,
as well as instilling patriotic thought and
reverence to the fallen heroes In whose honor
the afternoon was set aside from the routine
tasks of the school room.

UNIFORMED PYTHIANB.

They Adopt New Constitution and
By-Laws.

The Minnesota brigade of the Uniformed
Rank of the Knights or Pythias convened in
seventh annual session ln Pythian hall, Ma-
sonic Temple, yesterday afternoon. There
were exactly thirty-four commissioned officers
ln attendance, the small number being at-
tributed to the faot of Memorial day falling
on Saturday, and many of the officers desir-
ing to take part at their respective homes.
Formal excuses were accepted from Lieut.
Col. James L.Porter, of Duluth; Maj. Powers,
of Grand Rapids; Capt. Goss, superintendent
of police, St. Paul, and Capt. McClure, of
St. Cloud.

The most important matter considered by
the brigade was the report of a committee
appointed at the annual assembly one year
ago to draft a new constitution and by-laws.
The code was adopted yesterday as sub-
mitted. Briefly speaking, the provisions of
the new law vest legislative power In the
brigade commander and his staff and all
commissioned officers of the several regi-
ments, battalions and companies, the bri-
gade having jurisdiction over the same
throughout the state. The annual meeting of
the body will in future be known as the
annual assembly of the Minnesota brigade,
Uniform Rank, Knights of Pythias, and
willbe held upon the call of the brigade com-
mander, who is also empowered to call spe-
cial assemblies at such time and place as
he may elect. It Is ordered that at each
regular annual assembly the brigade will
pay mileage at the rate of three cents per
mile to one commissioned officer from each
company. The law further defines the duties
of the brigade commander and each of the
staff officers. The price of commission was
set as follows: Line officers, $1; field and
staff, $2.50; warrants for non-commissioned
staff officers, $1.50; warrants for recorder,
treasurer, guard and sentinel, 60 cents.

The brigade commander appointed the fol-
lowing standing committees for the ensuing
year: Finance and revenue, Col. E. H. Mil-
bam, St. Paul; Capt. E. M. Morehouse, Owa-
tonna; Lieut. Col. Frank C. Whitney, Mar-
shall. Law and supervision, Col. E. S. Meed,
Winona; Maj. O. H. Havill, St. Cloud; Capt.
Charles S. Marden, Barnesville. Appeals and
grievances, Capt. R. J. Angus. Fergus Falls;
F. C. Stein, Minneapolis; Capt. W. A. M.
Johnstone, Bralnerd. Each company is to
prepare an annual report, pay the brigade
tax of 50 cents per capita, and muster

in to pay the muster fee of $15. The sec-
ond Sunday In June of each year has been
designated as Memorial day, each company
to observe it by public worship. It ls made
an offense for any officer to absent himself
from any brigade, regimental or battalion,
assembly without presenting a proper excuse;

and any officer or member guilty of offense
against either the laws of the country or
the Uniform Rank may be subjected to court-
martial. •The code of procedure for such
cases is defined in detail. The by-laws re-
quire the approval of the major-general of the
Uniform Rank to be operative.

A large amount of other business was con-
sidered by the brigade. It was formally de-
cided that the brigade should participate in
the national encampment at Indianapolis in
August, 1898, and a committee of three was
ordered appointed to arrange as to transpor-

tation.
Maj. O. H. Havill, commanding the Third

battalion, announced that the battalion would
go into camp at Alexandria in August of
the present year, and that other companies
would be invited to participate.

A large batch of communications was read
from different officers in the state encourag-
ing the efforts of the brigade and profering
ample assistance in any matter needed.

The annual report of Brig. Gen. R. O.
Philpot, of Owatonna, was presented and
read. It stated that all the companies of
the state except three were in splendid con-
dition. The exceptions were Red Wing. Red-
wood Falls and Waseca, and it is probable
they will soon be reorganized. Applications
for new companies were received from Mel-
rose, Wadena, Alexandria, Detroit and Pipe-
stone. The report also recommended that no
state encampment be held this year, but
that battalion encampments be encouraged.

The annual report of Assistant Adjt. Gen.
Fred E. Wheaton was largely of a statistical
nature. It showed the present membership of
the brigade to be 700. The flrst regi-
ment is composed of eight companies, having
260 men; the Second regiment, twelve com-
panies with 440 men. The finances were
mentioned as satisfactory. The receipts for
the past term were $360.37; expenses, $289.26,
leaving a balance of $71.11. Incorporated In
the report was a lengthy tribute to the
memory of late Brigade Commander F. S.
McDonald, of Minneapolis, who died in July,
1896.

Immediately following the regimental as-
sembly the annual meeting of the First regi-
ment was held, at which E. S. Meed, of Wi-
nona, was elected colonel, and John E. Burch-
ard lieutenant colonel.

Many of the officers attending the brigade
meeting will remain in the city over today to

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ASSEMBLY IS OVER
THE SESSION JUST CLOSED THE!

SHORTEST! HELD IN EIGHT
YEARS.

LAST DAY WAS IMPORTANT.

TEMPERANCE QUESTION WARMLY
DEBATED DURING THE COURSE

OF THE AFTERNOON.

CONTROL OF SEMINARIES ALSO VP.

A Modified Resolution, Presented by

tbe Committee, Mia*Accepted by

a. Larg-e Majority.

EAGLE LAKE, Ind., May 28.—The
Presbyterian general assembly ad-
journed tonight after the shortest ses-
sion Ineight years. In spite of the de-
sire to finish up its business tonight,

there was little unusual haste, and the

debate on temperance- ln the afternoon

showed that the assembly was ready

to defer adjournment if necessary in
order to attain a suitable and reason-
able decision of questions that remain-
ed to be decided. The proceedings of

the day were Important, the flnal dis-
appearance of the question for the
assembly control of the seminaries be-
ing not the least significant of the as-
sembly's general attitude.

When the assembly gathered this
morning, it was understood that an
effort was to be made to complete tho
sessions today. The rush characteriz-
ing closing hours began at once. The
committee on bills and overtures re-
ported briefly upon petitions as to cer-
tain liquor bills and Sunday legisla-

tion pending in congress. The state-
ment was annde that sufficient informa-
tion was not at hand for deliberate
judgment, but a general statement was
adopted covering the subject.

Dr. John Clark Hill, of Chicago, pre-

sented a report on theological semi-
naries, giving facts and statistics as
to each. The matter of the assembly

control of seminaries came up in the
same report. The institutions at Oma-
ha, Dubuque and Lincoln reported the
charter changes, which had been asked
by-

:,previous assemblies. The same
seminaries reported that such changes

as were desired by the present assem-
bly are impracticable and unnecessary.

The Auburn seminary replied that the
present plan was entirely satisfactory,
and that improvements cannot be de-
vised. McCormick seminary declared
its loyalty to the church, but said it
did not see the way clear to make the
changes recommended by the assembly.
Newark, German seminary, also replied
that it did not see its way clear to
make any charter changes. Inclosing,
the -committee recommended the fol-
lowingresolution:

That the assembly accepts as sincere, the
repeated positive and explicit written declara-
tion of seminaries, that they are loyal to the
church, and that their teachings and prop-
erties are, in their judgment, fully safe-
guarded to the general assembly, but if at
any time In the future, these seminaries
should find that changes could be made in
their respective charters, as the general as-
sembly has desired. It will be gratifying to
the whole church to have such changes made.

The original form of the resolution
stated that the replies of the semi-
naries were "satisfactory," but, against
this, protest was made by Mr. Birch,
of New York. It would be better, he
said, to say nothing and let the mat-
ter disappear, and he moved to strike
out the preamble and resolution. A
commissioner asked whether the matter
would not disappear anyway, if the res-
olution were adopted, and, upon hear-
ing an affirmative reply, the assembly
became impatient to vote. The mo-
tion to lay on the table was lost by a
heavy vote, and the amended resolu-
tion, as given, was adopted without
opposition. The fact that the amend-
ment was proposed by Dr. Withrow
had a great effect in influencing the
action of the assembly.

According to a constitutional rule
declared adopted on the affirmative
vote of the requisite number of pres-
byteries, it will hereafter be necessary
for candidates for licensure and ordi-
nation to pass a satisfactory exam-
ination in the English Bible.

The business transacted by the as-
sembly at the afternoon session was
of a miscellaneous character. A com-
mittee of arrangements for the next
assembly was appointed, consisting of
Rev. S. C. Dickey, manager of the
Winona assembly; Dr. Charles Little,
of Wabash, and IDoctors Roberts and
Moore, clerks of the assembly. Rev.
W. S. P. Bryan, representing the al-
liance of reformed churches through-
out the world holding to the Presby-
terian system, brought fraternal greet-
ings from that body. The principal por-

The committee suggested that the
general assembly memoralize the presi-

dent and congress for the appointment
of a committee for the thorough in-
vestigation of the liquor traffic and
urged the assembly to express its un-
qualified disapprobation of the use of
intoxicating beverages at college ban-
quets.

After a lively debate the resolutions
were adopted and also a memorial to
congress asking for official investiga-
tion of the liquor traffic.

Then came a sharper debate than be-
fore on the report as to the use of
wine at the alumni banquet at the an-
niversary of Princeton university. The
committee recommended that as the
institution was not under the control
of the general assembly no action be
taken on four overtures received from
certain presbyteries. An amend-
ment was offered in the shape of a
preamble expressing regret that Intox-
icating liquors had been furnished. Tha
discussion waxed hot and points of or-
der became numerous. Presently th_

assembly got Into the worst parliamen-
tary tangle that It has experienced,
when a commissioner moved the pre-
vious question. A vote was taken to
determine whether the question should
be put, and the chorus of yeas and
nays was so evenly divided that a di-
vision was called for. Even on a ris-
ing vote the moderator could not de-
cide. Then came a storm of questions j
and speeches. The moderator forgot the
state of business, and the decision of
the previous question was left hang- j
ing, though the original mover tried
to withdraw his motion.

The confused discussion lasted until
within a few moments of adjournment,
when the whole matter was disposed of j
by a motion to lay It on the table,
which was adopted by an overwhelm-
ing vote, and the assembly then ad-
journed until evening.

The first interest in the evening ses-
sion was aroused by objection to the
approval of the records of the synod of j
New York, because it had elected an j
elder to its moderatorship last October. |
The elder so elected was Gen. Ralph
E. Prime, of Yonkers. Rev. P. D.
Young, of California, objected to the
action of the synod and moved its dis-
approval on account of Irregularity.
After a brief debate and an amend-
ment, the whole matter was tabled.

The race question in the South came
up unexpectedly on a petition to allow
a colored church in Texas to join a
presbytery in Arkansas. The discus-
sion was long and covered many
points, but the petition was finally de-
cided in the negative. The reason
given was an unwillingness to recog-
nize color distinctions in the denomina-
tion.

An elaborate report was presented as ]
to the qualification of voters at church
elections, the right being granted to
communicants and contributors in the
case of pastors and limited to com-
municants in the election of elders and

TILI.MANRESOLUTION.

No Meeting: ot the Committee Vet
Called to Consider It.

WASHINGTON, May 28.—Senator Jones
(Nev.), chairman of the committee on con-
tingent expenses of the senate, has not yet
called a meeting of his committee for the
purpose of considering the Tillman resolu-
tion, making sensational charges in relation
to the sugar schedule of the tarifT bill.
ItIs believed to be probable that the resolu-
tion will be reported back to the senate and
that the senate will order an investigation.
There may be some delay on the part of
the committee on acting on the resolution,
but the presumption ls that, if a report is
not soon forthcoming, a motion will be
made to discharge the committee and bring
the resolution before the senate. That would
mean a direct vote, and itis believed probable
that on such a proposition the senate would
vote to consider the resolution and order
tho investigation. An effort to discourage an
Inquiry Is being made and It ls quite appar-
ent that many senators do not want any, but If
there Is an Insistence upon an Investigation
It scarcely can be avoided. The declaration
of Senator Aldrich that the members of the
subcommittee on finance courted the fullest
Investigation Is regarded by some senators
as a challenge which must be made and
can be met only with an investigation.
