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An Exact Reproduction of the Prin-

cipal Event of England's Great ?
Celebration.

LONDON, June I.—The oddest re-

hearsal that London has seen in many
a long day is that which has just taken
Idace of the Jubilee procession. The
necessity for there being no hitch in
the events of that day is apparent, but
this is the first time, so far as any one
in. England remembers, that a great

public event was formally rehearsed
we« ks before it took place. The troops
were not out, because their marching
is always the same, but the large crowd
that assembled at Ludgate Hill at the
unearthly hour of 6:30 a. m., witnessed
a pageant, which in its way is unequal-
Itd. Of course, there will be the added
attraction of the royal presence June
22, but the carriages will be the same.

Although, as stated, the hour was
v< ry early, Col. Byng, one of the royal
equerries, was in attendance, as also
were Col. Smith, commissioner of city
police; Maj. Wcdehouse, assistant com-
missioner, and Supt. Mackenzie.
Am ng oth.rs who were assembled were

Empress Frederic, Duke and Duchess
of Coburg and the hereditary Duke of
Coburg, Duke and Duchess of Albany;
Princess Louise and the Marquis of
Lome; the Duke and Duchess of York;
the Duke and Duchess of Fife; Prince
and Princess Karl of Denmark; Prin-
cess Louise of Wales; Grand Duke and
Duchess of Hesse; Prince Edward of
Saxe- Weimar; the Duke of Cambridge;
the Grand Duke and Duchess of Meck-
lenburg-Strelitz; Duke and Duchess of
Teck; Prince Adolphus of Teck; Prince
and Princess Aribert of Anhalt, and
Prince and Princess of Leinengen. Tlie
following are expected to be present
also: Princess Frederlca of Hanover;

REHEARSING THE GREAT JUBILEE PROCESSION.

Scene in tlie Strand. Note the Americans Among- the Spectators. The Rehearsal Proved a Magnificent
Pageant, Although the Queen nnd Foreign Royalty Were Absent.

Col. and Mrs. Armytage, Percy Army-
tage, Mr. and Mrs. John Harvey, Mr.
Tucker, of the lord chancellor's office,
and Miss Tucker. Shortly before 7
o'clock, Maj. Gen. Sir H. P. Ewart,
crown equerry and secretary to the
master of the horse, arrived to super-
intend the rehearsal and a few minutes
later the procession of royal carriages,
which had come by way of the Strand
ascended Ludgate Hill.

Although it was not a full dress re-
hearsal, the cortege was headed by
seven of the dress carriages such as are
used on occasions of drawing rooms
and other state functions. The scarlet
cloth and gilding of these coaches
showed brilliantly In the sunshine. Next
came four ordinary carriages and pairs
and five coaches and four; then thirteen
mounted grooms representing the prin-

ces and equerries, who will take part
in the function. The rear was brought
up by a coach representing that which
will be used by the queen. This latter
was drawn by the eight noted creams
from Buckingham palace stables, which
are to be on duty on June 22.

Allthe grooms, postillions and coach-
men were in drab instead of the state
uniform they will wear on the great
occasion, with the exception of those
representing the princes and equerries
who were in black. Lieut. J. Nicholas,
superintendent of the Royal news, who
was mounted, took charge of the whole.
The carriages were ranged round the
semicircular enclosure, which fronts
the cathedral steps and arranged obli-
quely, so as to occupy the minimum
amount of space, and yet give the
prospective occupants a good view of
the cathedral front. The mounted men
took up positions on the left flank and
then the queen's coach was taken with-
in the paved enclosure and brought up
quite close to the steps immediately
opposite the main door of the edifice
and between it and the statue of
Queen Anne, which occupies the center
of the enclosure.

The turn necessary to reach this
position is a very awkward one, even
for a much smaller equipage; but it
was accomplished with great skill and
the entire experiment appeared to be
thoroughly satisfactory. Ludgate Hill,
Saint Paul's Churchyard and the en-
closure had been carefully sanded, and
everything passed off without a hitch.
When the carriages had all been
properly placed, the mounted men were
ordered into the enclosure and group-
ed alongside the queen's carriage from
Which it would seem that the royal
princes will occupy the same posi-
tion on the celebration day. The re-
hearsal outside Saint Paul's lasted
twenty minutes, and the cortege then
passed right around the cathedral,
back down Ludgate Hill and on to
Buckingham palace by way of the
Strand.

On that day, which promises to be
forever memorable in English history,
there willbe assembled representatives
of royal blood to witness the proces-
sion, the rehearsal of which has just
been described, greater than ever
graced any event which has hitherto
occurred. Here^ is, up to the present
time, an accurate list of the royal
princes and princesses as well as the
envoys extraordinary and ambassadors
who will be present In London for
the celebration and will have places
in the queen's procession to the city

—
the princes on horseback and the
princesses immediately before the
queen in carriages.

The Prince and Princess of Wales,
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Naples, or the Duke and Duchess of
Aosta, probably both; Austria, the
Archduke and Duchess Joseph; Bel-
gium, Prince Albert of Belgium; Swed-
en, Prince Karl of Sweden. The fol-
lowing are at present the known
envoys extraordinary and ministers
plenipotentiary; Egypt, Mohemmed
AH, accompanied by Tigrane Pasha;
Persia, Nasr-ul-Mulk, a special envoy;
China, Chang Yin Hoon, who is now
on his way from Pekin. Therefore it
may be seen that what with rehear-
sals before and the royal personages
who will attend the queen's jubilee,
the spectacle promises to be one of rare
magnificence. There never has in Eng-
lish history been a time when such a
gorgeous display of the British forces
such as they are today has officially
been made. It promises to be a
pageant at which the world will gaze
in amazement.

line, Charles Anthony and Adjt.
Charles Startzman, of the Third regi-
ment, reached the city tonight. They
were in consultation with Mayor Gan-
son, Judge Heiserman and Deputy
Sheriff Miller. Gen. Axline stated that
they came over to look after the prop-
erty of the state and make some in-
vestigation as to the cause of the fir-
ing of the militia. He also inquired
as to the danger to the officers and sol-
diers, should they return to the city.
He felt that the guards were acting
under orders and wanted them to re-
turn to the city. He was told by the
officials that, In their opinion, the feel-

j ing was not sufficient against the
!guards to make their return danger-

ous. Gen. Axline visited the scenes of
the troubles and conversed with a num-
ber of citizens in regard to the of-
ficers. He returned to Columbus this
evening.

Victimized Farmers Prepose to Fight

Their Cases in Court.
The grocery swindle perpetrated on

farmers livingin this vicinity has not
yet been adjusted; and some of them
who were bitten to the extent of from$25 to $50 have employed counsel and
will fight the case in the courts. One
of the farmers, in explaining the deal,
said that the agent

-
came to his house

while he was in the, field, and, open-
ing a case of samples, he asked him
to inspect them. Prices were quoted
and the farmer became interested
when he noticed how cheap everything
was offered. The. agent continued his
talk, and said he represented Harper
Bros., of Chicago, and that they wereso anxious to do business with the
farmers that they would take butter,
eggs, beans, and, in fact, any and
all farm produce in exchange for the
goods. The farmer ordered about $18
worth of groceries,and the agent asked
him to execute an order, which is nomore or less than a promissory note,
iron clad in every particular. ;t pro-
tects the grocery concern, and also
agrees that no verbal agreements with
its agents shall be binding. Itis esti-
mated that farmers living in the vicin-
ity of Stillwater were caught to the
extent of about $2,000, and the report
is current that the same scheme has
been successfully worked in many parts
of this and neighboring states. Some
of the farmers claim that their con-
tracts show that prices have been
raised, and that the goods receivedare not as good as the samples shown.
Many of the bitten persons are club-
bing together, and will fight the case
to the bitter end, rather than pay
Avhat is demanded of them.

Farmers were so angry while the
goods were being delivered here on
Friday that threats of mobbing the
agent were heard on every hand, and
if his wife had not been with him
chances are that he would have been
severely handled.

On the Stand He Tells the Story of
the Spicer Murder.

BISMARCK, N. D., June s.—Philip

Ireland took the stand for the prose-
cution* in the Spicer ease today and
told the story of the murder, being
substantially the same as that of Holy
Track. He described the killing of
Spicer in the same fashion as it was
done by Holy Track and told of the
robbery of the house after the murder.
He stuck to his story on cross exami-
nation and the attacks of the defense
did not weaken.it. A. C. Wells, who
has had most to do with ferriting out
the mystery of the murder told of the
confession made to him by Defender
In which he had admitted being at
Winona on the day of the murder and
stated that Black Hawk had asked
him to go to the Spicer place and help
him kill the family. Other witnesses
testified to circumstances incriminat-
ing Coudot, and one witness stated
that he had seen two men whom he
believed to be Coudot and Defender,
riding towards Coudot's house on the
evening after the murder. The state
rested and the defense introduced
Thomas Martin, who stated that he
was at the home of Defender on the
day the murder was committed, and
he did not leave home until after 4
o'clock. Court adjourned to Monday
after this testimony. Black Hawk
was arraigned today on a charge of
murder and pleaded not guilty.

The St. Paul &Duluth train,
leaving at 2:15 p. m., took out a crowd
of yachtsmen and their friends to the
race. When 3 o'clock, the schedule
time for starting the races arrived,
there was not enough wind to fill a
pocket handerchief, and it looked very
much as ifthere would be no race, and
the start was postponed until 3:30. At
3:30 the little cannon sent forth a blast
giving the preparatory signal. Al-
though there was but a slight ripple on
the surface of the lake, it was decided
to start the race and trust to Aeolus
for a fresh supply of wind, and it came
shortly after the boats reached the
center buoy, increasing in velocity un-
tilthere was a good strong sailing wind
blowing from the northwest. The
judges were R. B. De Lano and Charles
A. Stickney, who, with the reporters,
were perched on the top of the "House
Boat on the Styx," more familiarly
known to White Bear people as "The
House Boat of the Sticks," near the
club house buoy, where three young
men live hermits' lives camping on
the bluey blue. They are C. A. Stick-
ney, Leigh Pruden and Paul Weed.
From this point the race was observed
by the judges, and if this continues to
be the judges location, it willprove to
be a very unsatisfactory arrangement,
as should a foul be claimed by any
of the competing boats, they would
have no way of deciding upon the
merits of it. At the next meeting of
the Regatta committee the matter of
chartering a steam launch to follow in
the course of the races will be con-
sidered. At 3:35 the cat boats were
started. Allof them finished with the
exception of Col. Appleton's Bonita,
which dropped out near Wildwood.
Those starting were the Nushka, own-
ed by J. P. Elmer, and Pastime, and
Col. Appleton's Bonita.

Starter De Lano got the special class
boats off safely, there wiere no up-Bets,
in fact at the start there was hardly
enough wind to cause a perceptible
motion, but this did not last long, as
the northeaster soon arrived and there
was plenty of sharp sailing and many
opportunities to demonstrate skillful
yacht handling. All the special class
made a good showing and the race
put up by this tlass was a great im-
provement over last Saturday's at-
tempt. At 3:50 the first class sloops
were started, and they presented a
fine appearance, the Tarpon, Alfrida,
Akela and Corona 11., all of then\ bulit
after the most recent and approved
lines in yacht building. The Tarpon
took the lead and maintained it
throughout the race, although, until
she reached the center buoy, the cat
boat Nushka held the lead, as she
started with her class ten minutes
ahead of the first class boats. The
Nushka was the only boat ahead of the
Tarpon at the center buoy. The Nush-
ka had a hard time of it after the
breeze sprang up, as Mr. Elmer was
handicapped for the want of a crew,
only he and Mrs. Elmer being in the
boat. The Alfrida and the Akela con-
tested for ssoond place in a race where
Skillful yacht management counted <5n
a par with the qualities of the boat.

Yesterday's race, although not a
fast orfe, was one of the prettiest
sailed On White for some time. As
the boats approached the center buoy
on their return from Wildwood, they
were well together, and, as viewed

POSTAL JUNCKET.

Visit Paid Indianapolis by the Dele-
gates to the Congress.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., June s—The
delegates to the universal postal con-
gress, representing nearly all the na-
tions of the world that have postal de-
partments, arrived here this morning
at 8:30 o'clock over the Pennsylvania
road in a special train. The delegates
were met by the reception committee
appointed by the board of trade and
the Commercial club. The delegates
were driven about the city. At 9:30
breakfast was served at the Bates
house. Another drive was taken, and
at 11:30 the delegates left over the
Vandalia road for St. Louis. The dele-
gates were in charge of Perry S. Heath,
assitant postmaster general, represent-
ing the government. The Countess di
Brazza, who Is a member of the Red
Cross society, and whose husband is a
member of the postal congress repre-
senting Italy, addressed an audience at
the Peropylaeum this morning. The
countess depicted the suffering of
Greece. She said that, while the war
had apparently ended, the suffering of
Greece had just begun. She said:
"While the Christian nations are be-
having like boys in a ball game, each
afraid of the other, and while Greece
lies panting at the feet of the powerful
Turk, her life slowly ebbing away, it
remains for the Red Cross scciety, that
powerful organization which has done
more than any one factor in advanc-
ing the cause of universal peace, to
come to the aid of the suffering Chris-
tian nation. The powers may be and
are remiss in their duty, but the Red
Cross society is not."

SPIES WATCHED CALHOIX.

Reasons Why He Cnt His Investiga-

tion Short.
Special to the Globe.

WASHINGTON, June s.—Charles
Pepper, the newspaper correspondent
whose letters from Havana have
caused an attack to be made upon him
by a Spanish paper in that city, Js
well known in Washington as one of
the most reliable men ever engaged
in newspaper work at the national cap-
ital. Under date of May 29, he writes
the Evening Star that Judge Calhoun
has been shadowed by Spanish spies
ever since he arrived in Cuba; and that,
although he protested, and was prom-
ised that the shadows would be calledoff, greater circumspection has been
exercised. Spies have followed him on
railroad trains, in cabs, and through
the streets wherever he has gone. Mr.Pepper says that the Spanish authori-
ties have kept up this system of es-
pionage, not because they desire toannoy Calhoun, but for the purpose of
ascertaining the names of Cubans who
give him Information, so that black
lists may be made, for the purpose of
punishing Cuban sympathizers. Under
such conditions, Judge Calhoun be-
lieved that he could gain no more infor-
mation than he has already obtained,
and has left for New York. Mr. Pepper
says that flour and bread command
famine prices, and that the beef sup-
ply in Havana is practically exhausted.
The paper money issued by Gen. Wey-
ler is discredited, and is taken at heavy
discounts, under duress of threats from
"The Butcher," and the Havana news-
papers are trying to devise means to
protect themselves against losses be-cause of the circulation of the first cur.rency. Dl Commercial, the organ of
the volunteers, has published an article
advising its readers that it is their
duty to "spit in the faces of Americans100 times."

The fact that Judge Calhoun is com-
ing back from Havana, because he is
unable to secure full information con-
cerning conditions there, on account of
the spy system which has subjected
him to constant espionage, was the
subject of much comment at the capitol
today. Members of the Cuban legation
were busily engaged in disseminating
the news, and the prevailing expression
of opinion among public men was, that,
if Judge Calhoun will make an. official
report which the president may trans-
mit to the congress, showing that the
special ambassador of the president o?
this republic was thus insulted, some-
thing radical willbe done without de-
lay. The members of the senate com-
mittee on foreign relations, and of the
house committee on foreign affairs
were unusually reticent today, and de-
clined to express any opinions. Senator
Morgan, of Alabama, however, is out-
spoken as usual, and bitterly denounces
the government of Spain on every oc-casion, saying that the treatment of
Judge Calhoun might have been fore-
told without the gift of prophecy. It
is supposed that Judge CaJhoun willbe
here on Monday next.
