GRAND RAPIDS, Mich., June 7.— The

Grand Rapids team deviated from its
record today by winning a game in the
ninth inning. Both teams were killing

two pitchers. They batted the ball
freely and bunched hits to good ad-
vantage. Reidy started in to pitch for
Grand Rapids and lasted only three
innings and a part of the fourth. Dur-
ing that time, however, he struck out
five men, but in the fourth, after four
hits had been secured, two of them
being triples, in succession, he was
taken out of the box, and Brady was
substituted for the remainder of the
game. Herman started in on the slab
for Minneapolis, and pitched four in-
nings, the last one being a killer. In
that inning Grand Rapids got five hits,

In the fifth, after Strauss had had three
strikes called on him, he got a life at
first on a passed ball and scored en
singles by Ganzel and Hatfield. Brady
scored in the sixth by getting a base
on balls, Slagle's sacrifice and on sin-
gles by Roat and Strauss. In the sev-
enth Ganzel and Glenalvin led off with
three-baggers, and Hatfield's single
scored Glen. The eighth was a blank,
but in the ninth, after two men had
been retired, Glenalvin was given a life
at first on an error by Hutchison,
and he reached second on a wild pitch.
Hatfield broke the spell with a single,
and Glenalvin scored the winning run.
For Minneapolis, Pickett hit for two
bases in the second and scored on Cas-
sidy's single, after two men had been
retired. In the third Wilmot hit safely
and scored on Pickett's triple, Pickett
scoring on an error by Twineham.
Herman hit for two bases in the fourth,
and singles by Leitcfrer and Miller and
three-baggers by Pickett and Cassidy
netted four runs. The one score in Ihe
sixth was made by Wilmot, who reach-
ed first on Roat's error and made the
circuit on an error by Glenalvin and
Pickett's safe hit. Fielder's choice to
Wilmot, in the eighth, a stolen base
and a single by Cassidy scored the
last run for the Millers.

50 per cent of the note circulation. Secretary
Gage has, in fact, already commenced to
carry out his scheme for retiring greenbacks,
as far as possible, under the present law
by locking up in the treasury greenbacks and
treasury notes. These classes of notes have
greatly increased since March 4, and on
June 1 there was held in the treasury of
both classes about $60,000,000.

MR. CALHOUN IS AUTHORITY.

WO SIGNS OP LIFE EXCEPTING
ABOUT THE 111 AKDIJI) RAIL-

WAY STATIONS.

RUIO INVESTIGATION A FAILURE.

Little Developed Because tlie "Wit-
nesses "Were Either Absent or

Intimidated.

NEW YORK, June 7.—William J.
Calhoun, who was sent, to Cuba as a
special commissioner to investigate the
circumstances of the death in prison
of Dr. Ruiz, an American citizen,
reached this city on his return today.
He was accompanied by George W.
Fishback, his secretary, and Charles M.
Pepper, a Washington newspaper cor-
respondent, who went to Cuba with
the commissioner.

"At the sessions of the commission,"
Mr. Calhoun said in response to a re-
porter's question, "we examined sev-
eral witnesses, but when you ask me
if they were plentiful Ican only say
that they did not run after us and
we had to use no force to keep them
away. They were Spaniards and Cub-
ans. The Spanish witnesses and, in
fact, all who testified, were surrounded
with guards, and it was impossible

to get at the naked truth. One person
whom we would have liked to hear,
could not be found. This was Fonds-
villa, who commanded the Spanish in
Guanabacoa territory. He disappeared
and it was impossible to find him.
Capt. Gen. Weyler did not put in an
appearance at the investigation. We
inspected' the jail at Guanabacoa, and
when we were there it was suspiciously
clean.

"We learned that Dr. Ruiz was ar-
rested on Feb. 4, charged with having
some connection in an assault which
took place in a railroad train between
Guanabacoa and Havana. He was
placed in solitary confinement. Thir-
teen days later he was taken out of
his cell on account of his mental and
physical condition. Itwas then found
that he was suffering from a severe
wound on the head, and he died two
hours after he had been released from
the cell in which the secret of his in-
jury is buried. The question of the
deceased doctor's American citizenship

j was never denied. The autopsy showed
\ that he died from congestion of the
Ibrain. His remains are interred at
IGuanabacoa. We had no positive or
idirect proof of any assault whatever,
Iand the conclusion arrived at must be
based on the detailed evidence in the
report of Consul General Lee, which is
now on its way to Washington. I, my-
self, will make no report, and Ipre-
fer not to say anything as to my idea
of the affair until the report is made
public.

In a later conversation Mr. Calhoun
Said: "The island of Cuba is rapid-
ly being devastated by a relentless,
cruel and bitter civil war, so that in
a short time it willnot be worth any-
thing to anyone. It is difficult to get
at the exact situation there. In the
first place, there is a severe censorship

|of the press, and those who are natural-
ly friendly to the Cubans, hardly
dare to express their views and opin-
ions. Furthermore, the adherents of
both sides are exceedingly intense.
They tell their stories just as they
want you to believe them. From the
Spanish point of view, the island is
practically pacified, and from that of
the Cubans, the insurgents never were
in such excellent shape as they now
are."

"Did you go into the interior of the
island?"

"Yes. Iwent from Havana lo Mat-
anzas. While both are en the seacoast,
still to go from one point to the other
by rail, it takes you through a large
part of interior country. Ialso made
several short trips from Havana in
other directions."

"What is the condition of the coun-
try?"
"Itseems to be entirely depopulated,

and there are no signs of any buildings
standing except at the railroad sta-
tions. These, by the way, are practi-
cally forts. Iwas informed that the
same condition of affairs exists
throughout the island from Havana to
Pinar del Rio, except in the extreme
eastern end. There is where the Cu-
bans get their supplies and their cattle.
They control that section. It was the
portion of the island which held out
ten years in the last war. Cuba is
undoubtedly a magnificent country. It
is rich and beautiful and the soil re-
sponds bountifully to the seed.

"While Iam not called upon to make
and formal report to the presitent,
because Iacted merely as counsel to
Gen. Lee, in the Ruiz case, still Imay
be asked to tell Mr. McKinley and the
secretary of the state of the things
which Ihave seen and heard in my
brief trip to the island of Cuba. In
that case, Ireadily will do so."

STARVING CUBANS.

Held as Prisoners of War and Given
No Food.

CHICAGO, June 7.— The Tribune spe-
cial correspondence dated Havana,
Cuba. June 2, says: Spain holds the
rural population of Cuba as prisoners of
war in prison camps. Unlike any other
nation which claims to be civilized,
she does not feed her prisoners of
war.

This a plain statement of the gath-
ering of the peaceful country people,
the non-combatants, in concentration
settlements. Ifit seems a harsh judg-
ment, the facts on which it is based
must speak for themselves. Itis not
with any purpose of picturing mere
misery that these lines are written. I
have been asked whether the condi-
tions were as bad as they have been
painted. My conclusion is based or.
what Ihave seen, not going 100 miles
beyond Havana. There is no means of
learning the exact number of the re-
concreadoes. An American consul who
has mads a careful study says it is
more than 250,000. He is well informed
regarding the Interior of the Island and
declares that the rural population has
always been under estimated.

A Spanish officer told me there were
more than 150,000 of "those starving
country people." The best opinion
places the number between 190,000 and
200,000. It is months since Weyler's
order was put ln force, but they have
not all been brought In.

The accounts given of the military

movements of the troops, tell mostly
of the destruction of bahias, or of
palm huts. Where the families are not.
murdered, they are driven in like cat-"
tie and herded with the other paci-
ficos.

In the daily lists of presenadoes, or
persons who surrender to the military
authorities, those "without arms" are
the most numerous. This usually
means women and children. So the
reoruiting of the poor people goes
steadily on.

An inspection of a settlement of the
pacificos shows just how they are held
as prisoners of war. In not all the
places are they hemmed In by ditches
and barb wire fences, as at Campo,
Florido, but they are everywhere un-der military guard. Those who areleft of the men cannot go out into the
country beyond a certain line. Then
it is with an escort of soldiers. Usual-
ly these are the guerillas, and it isan even chance between death by star-
vation and getting back without be-
ing murdered.
Iread in the government papers a

few days ago that during the month
there had been forty deaths from star-
vation at Remedios. A sugar planter,
whose plantation is within two hours
of Havana, told me of four pacificos,
who had risked a permit from the mu-
nicipal authorities of the village, and
gone into the country. They were over-
hauled by the guerillas, who tore up
the passes, and murdered them. These
are simply instances.

THREE FRIENDS CASE.

Nothing: Developed to Prove the
Charge of Filibustering.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla., June 7.—ln
the United States court Judge Locke
today handed down a decision in thecase of the steamer Three Friends,
charged with violating the neutrality
laws by carrying a filibustering ex-
pedition to Cuba, and also as an armedvessel, dismissing the libel for for-
feiture. In giving the decision Judge
Locke said: "The evidence in this case
fails to show any testimony proving
that the vessel was fitted out and
armed within the limits of the UnitedStates. The further charge that the
vessel took on additional arms or am-
munition on the island of Navassa,
which is American soil, was not con-firmed by the testimony."

Three other cases are pending
against the vessel, but they are likely
to be dismissed, as the evidence is
much the same as in the present case.
The district attorney will await ad-
vices from Washington as to what
future action to take in the present
case.

CUBAN CRITICISM.

Fate of Greece Held Up as a Warn-
ing- to America,

HAVANA,June 7.—El Commercio in a lead-ing article on the Graeco -Turkish war,
blames the European jingoes for not having
arranged the matter diplomatically so as to
avert bloodshed. It compares King George
with Mr. Cleveland and speaks of President
McKinley as "peaceably disposed personally,
but lacking the power to maintain a conserva-

ular demand." The article continues: "Amore bellicose attitude may plunge the United
States into a horrible war, in which old Spain

We
realize that silver is strongest among
the Democrats, and we expect to fully
affiliate with them in anything that is
for the advancement of the silver
cause. However, many Republicans
are not willingto call themselves Dem-
ocrats or Populists, and so we have to
make a party for them. We are not
for any individuals or party, but for
silver. Our me-eting here will be har-
monious, and much good to the cause
of silver will result from it."

Ex-Senator Dubois said: "The caus*
of silver is growing stronger every day.
The money question is the greatest is-
sue today, and we will keep up ths
fight for silver regardless of the work
being done by the monetary commis-
sion next week abroad."

Senator Pettigrew said: "I just ar-
rived from Washington where Ihava
been making a hard fight on the lum-
ber schedule in the Dingley bill. We
are making good progress now on the
bill, and Ithink it will pass by June
25. It will then go to the house, and a
motion to concur will be defeated. A
conference committee will then be
named from each branch, and probably
by July 8 or 10 a bill will be agreed
upon. This willbe at once passed by
both houses, and adjournment will then
take place. The silver Republican
senators will not oppose the bill. It
is not probable that their votes will
be needed, but Ibelieve all of them
will vote for it rather than have it
defeated. As it is they probably will
not vote at all. The Republican party
is purely responsible for the bill, and
we are anxious to have it pass, in or-
der to demonstrate that it is not the
tariff that is affecting the country.
The people will then realize the truth.
