University
Not

Is Turning Out Seoldiers,

Alone Scholars.

The state’s military department is
puzzling over what te do with a com-
munication which it received yesterday

from Lieut. Leonhauser, who has been
in charge of the military instructica
at the state university. Mr. Leon-
hauser briefly, but respectfully, makes
known to the adjutant general of the
state troops, Hermann Muehiberg, that,
in his opinion, the following persols
have manifested a marked inclination
to the studyv of, and proficiency in, mil-
itary studies, and he names George
L. S. Chesnut, H. H. Woodman and
Robert P. Blake. Gen. Muehlberg is
now pondering as tc what he is called
upon to do in the premises. It is the
first letter of the kind he has ever re-
ceived. He is grateful, no doubt, to
I.ieut. Leonhauser for the friendly in-
terest manifested in the national
guard, but he does not know whether |
to appoint each of the three named, or
to recommend them for appointment,
on the staff of the governor, with the
rank of colonel, or to declare
a state of war and insurrection, and, by
the ancient artifice of the ‘“‘press gang,”’
compel them to devote their military
instincts and strategic force in behalf
of the mobilization of the Minnesota
militia. Gen. Muehlberg’s dilemma
would be much simplified would the
voung men in question enroll them-

selves on the lists of the state militia
voluntarily, in which event the state
would have but to order them where
it pleased in its hour of direst neces-
sity. Then the tactful finesse of these
voung men might be used to duplicate
the ramparts of Napoleon on the south
front of a Missabe mine, or to erect
a chevaux de frise about a menaced
railroad yard. The Rainy Lake river
might be revetted from end to end
as a protection against belligerent fish-
ermen from Canada, and an artillery
station be established in Wadena or
Fergus Falls that, from its eminenc?,
would sweep the Red river valley as
clean as the Red did itself in the
spring.

What prowess Minnesota’s citizen sol-
diery might develop under the heat of
such military enthusiasm and martial
science is largely conjectural, of course,
but Adjt.-Gen. Muehlberg, confident, as
he is, that the armament of a stat:2
should be in its best soldiers’ control,
is troubled sorely as to just what po-
sitions he should endow these young
men with.

There is no truth, however, in the
report that Gen. Bend will be depose:l
to make room for one of the graduates.
Gen. Bend was at the office yesterday
after the receipt of the communica-
tion from the university, and the cor-
diality of his reception indicated that
even should Prexy Northrop’s kinder-
garten turn out a Leonidas every min-
ute Gen. W. B. Bend would still be a.
brigadier.

The bullet
passed between the man’s left arm and
bedy, it is said, cutting a hole in his
clothing.

According to His Counsel, Plierce

Judge Lewis will announce his de-
cision on the motions to quash the in-
dictments returned against Albert

Scheffer, William F. Bickei and Alfred |

S, Kittson at 2 p. m. today. While
Judge Lewis has not intimated in any
quarter what his decision will be, the
general impression prevails among the
lawyers that the court will grant the
motions to quash on the ground thut
Juror Lindquist is not qualified
serve on the present grand jury, which
rcturned the indictments in question,

In case the court quashes the in-
dictments, another important question
presents itself. Can the court excusa
Grand Juror Lindquist from acting,
and direct the present grand jury to
continue its work and again consider
the cases of the parties indicted and
reindict them, if it seces fit? Or must
an entirely new grand jury be drawn,
empanneled and sworn in? This ques-
tion, County Attorney Anderson said
yvesterday, was one he could not de-
cide. The court would probably define
the course to be pursued in case the
motions to quash should be granted.

The grand jury will convene at 2:15
p. m, pursuant to its adjournment
taken by order of the court a week
ago. Its future proceedings will, of
course, depend on the decision of Judge
Lewis.

Whether the decision .will affect the
indictment against Congressman F. C,
Stevens, whose trial has been set for
today, remains to be seen. Pierce But-
ler, counsel for Mr. Stevens, said that
he expected to go to trial at 2 p. m.

The prospects that any of the other
indicted bankers will be tried during
the present term are remote. It is
possible that either William Dawson
Jr.,, or William Dawson Sr. may be
tried this month on one of the in-
dictments demurred to, in case their
demurrers should be overruled. Should
they be sustained, they could not be
tried before next October.

William F. Bickel might be tried at
any time on the Lucius indictment,
which he did not move to quash, but it
is understood that the county attor-
ney is not over anxious to try Mr,
Bickel on that charge. As it is, the
time of the criminal court will be re-
quired during the three weeks left of
the June term, to dispose of the
Stevens case, and that of John Adler,
charged with murder, as well as to try
half a dozen or more jail cases that
take precedence.

TRIO HELD TO DAIL.

St. Paul Boys Charged With Thefts
of Cows at South St. Paul,

The "cow stealing cases came up at
South St.-Paul yesterday afternoon be-
fore Judge Stevenson. Lester Mollers,
Albert Eichler and Valentine Blatz
were charged with stealing a cow
Thursday night from Henderson Phil-
lip, of South Park, and an adjournment
was taken for one week. Mollers and
Eichler gave bail for $1,000 each. Mol-
lers and Tony Koestohriz were charged
with stealing a cow from John Siegfried
and gave bail in the sum of $500 each
for their appearance next Monday.
County Attorney Hodgson, of Hast-
ings, conducted the case for the state,
There have been numerous cases of
cattle disappearing for two or three
years at South St. Paul and vicinity,
and it is thought there is a regular or-
ganized gang of thieves engaged in
the business. Mollers is about nine-
teen years of age and his parents were
residents of South St. Paul until re-
cently, when they moved to Waest
Seventh street, St. Paul, and all the
young men arrested are residents of
that locality. Young Mollers has con-
fessed to the thef{t of the two cows
mentioned above, and also to stealing a
calf from a man named Hammel on
Stewart avenue, and selling the veal
to a South St. Paul butcher. In taking
the Siegfried cow, Mollers says Kostoh-
riz drove the wagon and he took the
cow out of the barn yard and tied her
tc the wagon. They then took her to
Mendota, where they killed her and
buried the hide, afterward peddling
out the meat. Last Thursday night,
about 9:30, Mollers says he, Albert
Eichler and Valentine Blatz took
Phillip’s cow, which was tied near the
road on Concord street. They drove to
the high bridge, when they sent the
wagon home and then drove the cow
about four miles to a barn, where they
left her until morning. They then took
her to an old slaughter house on the
Crosby farm, where they killed her
and buried the hide under the floor.
The hides of both cows have been re-
covered and identified.

About two years ago, Mayor Gahan
had a valuable horse stolen from his
farm, and never heard of it again, al-
though some time was spent in search-
ing for it. Last year J. B. Fitzgerald,
a live stock dealer who pastured con-
siderable stock on the bottom lands
toward Inner Grove, lost fourteen head.
Lytle & Raeburn, milch cow dealers,
who also pasture cows in the same
vicinity, miss five to ten cows every
year. Mrs. Poole, of South Park, miss-
ed her cow a week ago, but it came
back the next morning. The Mollers’
boy admits taking her, but says she
got away from him. Suspicion has been
pointed towards a number of men that
hang around the stock yards and do
a little business, but until now nothing
has been proved, and it is probable
the gang will be broken up.

FINED EACH FIFTEEN,

Eva Germaine and William Pleiss
Assessed by Judge Twohy.

Judge Twohy announced his decision
yesterday in the case of Eva Germaine,
arrested on the charge of conducting
a disorderly house at 95 West Seventh
street, and William Pleiss, accused of
disorderly conduct, in having been
found in the place at 2 o’clock in the
morning. The charge against the Ger-
maine woman of maintaining a disor-
derly house, was dismissed, but both
she and Pleiss were fined $15 on the
charge of disorderly. conduct. The
woman has vacated the store on
Seventh street and, it is said, will leave
the city.

Pleiss is the man who threatened at
the time of his arrest to make sensa-
tional disclosures concerning the poe-
lice department, and still declares he
will make good his word. He main-
tains that the arrest of himself and
the Germaine woman is the result of a
‘“job” and proposes to play even by
telling what he claims to know con=
cerning the operation of gambling re-
sorts in the city. The day following
that on which Pleiss’ threat was made,
all of the poker games wére again sus-
pended.

He has been out of the city
for several years, but upon the day of his
return, last Saturday, victimized Saloonkeeper
Thill.

LAW IS TO BLAME,

Judge Brill Decides a Case He
Thinks Unjust,

Judge Brill found himself obliged to
render a decision yesterday that his
honor conceded worked a great injus-
tice. Under the law, however, the
court could not have done otherwise.
The amount involved, however, was
small.

James H. Butterfield borrowed some
$1,675 from George W. Freeman, giv-
ing Mr. Freeman as security therefor
a second mortgage on a piece of prop-
erty in White Bear. Upon default be-
ing made, Mr. Freeman foreclosed, and,
at the foreclosure sale, his attorney
through inadvertence bid a sum $154.30
in excess of the sum needed to buy in
the property. Subsequently the holder
of the first mortgage, which was for
$4,000, foreclosed and secured the titla
to the property. Then the mortgagor,
Mr. Butterfield, sued Mr. Freeman for
the excess bid on the foreclosure, viz.,
$154.30. The court ordered judgment
in favor of the plaintiff for $129.30, the
sum of $25, excess attorney’s fees, be-

i ing deducted.

In granting judgment, Judge Brill
says that this is a case where the de-
fendant would be afforded relief, if the
parties could be placed in statu quo,
and adds:

“In the condition of the law a judg-
ment in favor of the plaintiff is a great
injustice, but I can see no way to avoid
it under the decisions of the supreme
court, but such cases as this appeal
very strongly to the law-making power
to afferd relief.”

FREDERICK WILL WINS,

St. Benediet's Cenvent Loses a Be-
quest,

Judge Willrich filed his decision yes-
terday in the contest over the will of
Minka Will, who bequeathed her prop-
erty. «r rather the intergzt she pos-
sessed In the estate, to St. Bene-
dict’s cenvent, in which she was a sis-
ter at the time of her death. Frede-
rick Will, of this city, the brother of
Minka, contested the will, claiming that
it could not be allowed to stand as
Minka Will possessed only a contin-
gent interest of the Will estate.

It seems that Katharina Will, the
mother of Frederick and Minka, died
in 1892, and left her property to her
husband for life and after his death
the remainder tc the two children. As
a matter of fact, Minka Will died be-
fore her father. The court holds that
she could not devise or bequeath her
coentingent interest to the convent, and
that, therefore, it goes to her brother.
The estate in Ramsey county amountis
to some $20,000.

CRIMINAL COURT.

Assignments of the Bench for the
June Term.

Judges Lewis and Bunn called the
general term calendar for June yester-
day. The calendar is unusuaily long.
Judges Kelly and Brill will try civil
jury cases and Judges Bunn and Willis
will have charge of court cases. Judge
Lewis will preside in the criminal court
and Judge Otis will sit at chambers.

Cut Down Their Bail.

Harry Fine, Samuel Millstein and Louis Ben-
del, the three men accused of burglarizing
the commission house of E. Parshali, 12 East
Third street, were arraigned in the police
court for trial yesterday, but through their
attorneys secured a further continuance until
today. The original bail of $500 was reduced
by Judge Twohy ‘and each of the accused re-
leased in the sum 'of $100,

John Breck has begun an action in the
district court against Charles, - Achilles and
Adolph Michaud and William A. Maxwell for
$10,000 damages for alleged malicious prose-
cution. The complaint alleges that in August,
1895, the defendants procured the arrest of
the plaintiff on the charge of larceny, but
that when the cazse was called for trial in
the municipal court, the defendants made no
appearance and the case was dismissed,

Sent to the Works.

Charles Anderson, a Fort Snelling soldier,
whose hand was badly cut at Erickson’s sa-
loon on East Seventh. street, near Sibley
street, Saturday night, was arraigned in the
police court yesterday on the charge of drunk-
enness. Judge Twohy sentenced the priscner
to the workhouse for ten days. Anderson’s
hand was injured by being thrust through a
window, it is said, while resisting ejectment
from the saloon.

Three Were Discharged.

James Cummings, John Olson and James
Conroy ,arrested in a house at Ninth and St.
Peter streets, Saturday night, on the charge
of drunkenness and disorderly conduct, were
discharged in the police court yesterday.

WAS A GAUZY FAKE.

Second Escape of Schaffer Described
by a Morning Paper.

Chief of Pdlice Goss was indignant yes-
terday over the story published in a morning
paper to the effect that Frank Schaffer had
effected a second escape frcm the authorities
last Thursday by jumping from the patrol
wagon at the West entrance to the high
bridge, amd stated that the story was a fab-
rication in every detail. Said he:

““Frank Schaffer was not in the custody of
the detectives Thursday, nor was he seen
by them, neither was the patrol wagon in
West St. Paul. It is true that five detectives
went to Mendota to look for Schaffer,’ but
that they arrested him and then allowed him
to escape, or that he was seen at all on this
occasion, is wholly untrue. The detectives
left the central station Thursday morning
at about 9 o’clock in a three-seated buck-
board hired at a local livery stable. The con-
veyance brought the officers back to the
street car Iine after an ineffectual search
for Schaffer, and they came across the river
on the car, while the buckboard in charge of
the driver came back unoccupied. The story
is ridiculous and false, as I shall report to
Mayor Doran today, after having fully in-
vestigated the matter. J. H. Dean, the
driver- of the buckboard, denies that any
one was in the custody of the officers, and
will make affidavit to this effect if desired.”

Mr. Dean, who is in the employ of Fred
Schroeder, was present when Chilef Goss made
the above statement to a reporter for the
Globe, and afirmed its correctness. The
officers had gotten out of the buckboard, he
said, when near Mendota, and he had wait-
ed for them about half an hour, when he
received the signal to drive to them. They
had no one in custody at this time, Mr.
Dean said, and from their conversation he
learned that the search for Schaffer had been
unsuccessful. He left the officers at the end
of the street car line, said Mr. Dean, and
crossed the high bridge alone.

LAW IN - INSOLVENCY CASES

Is Also Laid Down in a Pine County
Case Involving a School Build-
ing.

One reversal stood alone among the
six decisions that were handed down
in the supreme court yesterday signed
by Chief Justice Start.. This was
the case of the Merchants’ Insurance
company, appellant, -vs. W. S. Herber
et al., defendants, and W. H. Wright.
respondent.

Herber was the agent for the insur-
ance company in Minneapolis. His ap-
pointment as sole agent dated from
May 1, 1893; prior to_that time he had
been in partnership with one Wilson,
and together they had been agents for
the company for a number of years.
It appears that they were indebted
to the company for premiums collected.
When Herber retired as the agent of
the company in October, 1894, he was
still indebted to the company $891.21,
and the company went after the bonds-
men, of whom Wright was one.
Wright fought the case, and claimel
that the money Herber had collected
and paid to the company during th=
time he was on Herber's bond had been
applied on the payment of back debts,
and demanded that it be. applied on
the debts for which he was liable as
bondsman, becamse it had been earnel
and collected during that time. The
company contended that the general
rule providing that a surety cannot
direct the application of payments
made by his principal and that he 1s
bound by any application made by the
principal and the creditor or either,
applied to this ease. The lower cour:
so ruled.

The syllabus o¢f ‘the supreme court
decision, however, is:

Merchants’ Insuranee Company, appellant, vs,
William S. Herber, et al., defendants; W. M.

1. It is a general rule that a sure.y cannot
direct the application of payments made by
his principal, and that he is bound by any

app’icat cn mice by the prircifal :nd he ¢ e:i.
itor or either.

2. This rule appiles oniy to cases where
the principal makes the payment from funds,
which are his own, free from any equity in
favor of the surety to have the money ap-
F'ligtxi in payment of the debt for which he 1s
iable. »

3. Where the specific money paid to the
creditor and applied on a debt of the principal
for which the surety is net bound. is the very
money for the collection and payment of which
he is surety, he is not bound by such appli-
cation, and is equi ably entitled to have the
money applied to the payment of the deht
for which he is liable, unless the creditor
shows a superior equity to have the applica-
tion as made stand.

WILL CAUCUS AGAIN,

Council to Consider a Charter Com-
mission This Week.

The members of the common coun-
cil will hold a caucus, either Friday
or Saturday afternoon. The conference
will not be for the purpose of selecting
a candidate for any position under the
city government, but to consider the
ordinance introduced in the assembly
by Mr. Daly, which requests the judges
of the district court to appoint a com-
mission to draft a new charter. Not-
withstanding the letter from the mayor
who, “as an individual citizen,” inti-
mated to the council that it would be
a good thing to pass the ordinance,
there seems to be a desire to hold back
the measure rather than to push It
along. One of the members of the
council, seen last evening regarding the
ordinance for the charter commission,
expressed the opinion that there should
be no haste in the matter. His idea
was that if the commission was ap-
pointed and the ordinance submitted
to the people at the next municipal
election, there was but little doubt but
that it would be adopted. But sup-
pose. he said, that after it was adopt-
ed, the next session of the legislature
should pass a general law governing all
cities, what would St. Paul do then?

Another member of the council
spoken to held that it would be much
better to have an expression from the
representative bodies of the city before
any action was taken by the council.

CLAIMS AN ALIBI.

Mullen in Minneapolis When Tauber
Was Held Up.

T. L. Mullen, the young man who s
under arrest accused of holding up
Loulis Tauber and his wife at Avon
street and Sherburne avenue, early
Sunday morning, with whom Mr. Tau-
ber had a struggle in which he nar-
rowly escaped being shot by his as-
sailant, was formally arraigned in the
police court, yesterday, on the charge of
highway robbery.
