One of the most important matters
considered yesterday was that of rates
on packing house produce from St. Paul
to the Ohio river. The situation is any-
thing but satisfactory to the commit-
tee. It appears that the existing rate
from Scuth St. Paul to Ohio river points
is 25 cents per 100 pounds, while the
rate from Omaha to the same points is
28 cents. The Omah packers and ship-
pers have demanded that the St. Paul
rates be placed upon a common basis
with those from Omaha. There is some
question a: to the correct rates from
Omaha, and actionr on the matter was
posiponed.

The committee decided to abolish the
commodity rates on leather from Chi-
cago to St.-Paul and Minneapolis. The
cut made by the Chicago Great West-
ern on lumber of 2 cents to Missouri
river points was also up for discus-
sion. The matter was again referred
to a special committee for further in-
vestigation,

The matter of greatest importance
before the committee was the east-
bound flour situation. The condition
of the rate situation still continues
“very rotten,” to use the words of a
freight official to a reporter for tha
Globe. There has been no improve-
ment during the past wesk and, in
fact, matters have been getting worse.
The lines to the head of the lakes have
been getting most of the business dur-
ing the past three weeks. More than
the usual quantity of flour and mill
stuffs for export are going the ‘way of
the lakes to the great discomfiture of
the all rdil lines. Tt is generally ex-
pected that at this time of the year
there will be a marked falling off in all
rail shipments. but this year the fall-
ing off is more severe than ever. Nor-
mal rates on flour for export are 221,
cents. It is genérally understood on
all sides that for the past week the
rates have dropped as low as sixteen
and fourteen cents. There is not only
a fight on between the all rail and the
lake and rail linés, but between the
lines to the head of the lakes as well.
The St. Paul & Duluth, the Soo and
the Eastern Minnesota are after the
business hot and-fast. These are the
roads which are supposed to have of-
fered the sixteen and fourteen-cent
rates to the Minneapolis millers. Dur-
ing the first five days of June there
were shipped from the Minneapolis
mills to the Atlantic seaboard for ex-
port 1,524 cars. Of these the lake lines
secured 881 cars. The table for the
five days is as follows:

RATE CUTTING ADMITTED

By a Witnens Before the Intersinte
Commerce Commission.

CHICAGO, June 8.—The investigation of the
alleged rate-cutting on east-bound grain ship-
ments was continued today by the interstate
commerce commission. The most interesting
witness of the day was J. L. Clark, the gen-
eral freight agent of the Lake Shore & Mich-
igan Southern. Mr. Ciark got a'ong smooth-
ly until the attorney for the cemmission
asked  him to explain why he transferred
east-bound cars to the Nickel Plate line.

“The Nickel Piate line was short on its
percentage of traffic at that time, and we
helped the other road out,” he renlied.

‘““Then there is an agreement to divide east-
bound business from Chicago?'’ asked the
commission attorney.

Mr. Clark had to admit that there was.
He said his road was allowed 14 2-10 per cent.
As to other roads he was ignorant. When
asked if he had ever contracted for the traffic
below the Central Freight associaticn rates,
Mr. Clark answered that he had not during
the period of investigation.

“Did yocu at any time prior to Jan. 1, of
this year, cut the rate?”

Mr. Clark asked to confer with his counsel,
George Greene, before answering the ques-
tion. Mr. Greene gave him permission to an-
swer, and reluctantly he admitted that he
had cut the rates. He denied having had
any business relations with Armour, Counsel-
man and other grain shippers, and asserted
that he had not given any preference to any
of them.

COMMERCIAL EXCURSIONS,

They May be Run Into all the West-
ern Trade Centers,

CHICAGO, June 8.—A conference was held
th’s afternocn between representative busi-
ness men of Chicago and the executive com-
mittee of the Western Passenger association.
The business men were desirous of getting the
roads to run, during the summer months, a
series of excursions into Chicago for business
men who desire to buy their goods. It was
represented to the rallroad men that action
had been taken similar to this by the roads
running into St. Louis, Kansas City, St. Paul,
Minneapolis and other large cities in the terri-
tory of the Western Passenger asszociation.
The matter was discussed at cons’derable
length, and the excursions will undoubtediy
be run, although no definite ccM®iasion on the
maiter was reached this afternoon. A definite
plan for running the excursions into all the
commercial centers of the West may be ar-
ranged.

The situation regarding passenger rates be-
tween Chicago and Minneapol's and St. Paul
shows no signs of improvement and the
chances are that the trouble will be worse
before it is any better. The Great Western
has been charged with bringing a party of
fifteen frem St. Paul to Chicago at a rate of
$8 for the round trip. The Great Westera
indignantly denies that it d@’'d anything of
the kind. Tt asserts that there were 40 people
in the party, and that the regular rate was
charged for them.

" “RATES FOR THE FOURTH.

One Fare for the Round Trip Is a
Trobabiiity.,

CHICAGO, June 8.—There is a strong prob-
ability that passengers over the Eastern roads
who desire to make excursions on the Fourth
of July will be able to travel cheaper than
during any recent year. The original proposi-
t'on of the Western roads was to make a one
and one-third fare for the round trip on
Fourth of July, but the Misscuri Pacific made

| havoc with the plans of the other roads by

announcing that it would make a rate of one
fare for the round trip between all points
on its line within 200 miles of each other.
The other roads have not as yet announced
their intention of following the lead of the
Missouri Pacific, but there is no doubt that
they will do so.

CINCINNATI, O., June B.—In Te-

Dele-
gates were present from the freight
bureaus of New York, Chicago, Phila-
delphia, Boston, Louisville, Indianap-
olis, St. Louis, Omaha, Kansas City, Sa-
vannah, Milwaukee, St, Paul and other
cities. These delegates favor legisla-
tion that will legalize pooling, but there
is divergence of opinion as to the form.
Reports were presented from 2,100 or-
ganizations of shippers favoring pool-
ing legislation, and from thousands of
individuals and organizations in favor
of the Foraker and Chicago bills for
the governing of pooling by the inter-
state commerce commission. :
After a general discussion of the
Foraker and Cullom bills and the sen-
ate substitute for the Foraker bill, the
whole matter was referred to the com-
mittee of seven on resolutions, of which
E. P. Wilson was chairman. This com.
mittee was in executive session during
the afternocon considering these bills,
section by section, but was unable to
draft a report. The committee finally
reported the import of its findings to
she full conference, and the same were
all agreed to.

The sixth amendment recommends provis-
ions for maticnal and uniform classifieation to
be entirely in charge of the interstate com-
merce commission.

After the proposed amendments of
the committee of seven had been agreed
to, the following were adopted:

Resolved, That the rsport of the commit-
tee on resolutions, which has been approved
by this meeting, be received for information,
and copies of the same be transmitted to each
of the organizations represented, and that said
organizations be requested to take immediate
action upon the recommendation of tha com-
mittee*and forward their action to their sen-
ators and representatives in congress and
also file a copy of the action with the secre-
tary cf this body.
