It is
located about three miles from the
abandoned military post of Camp Ver-
de, Ariz., and is perched high in a shel-
tering niche of a huge limestone cliff

which towers up from the left bank
of Beaver creek. It is one of the larg-
est and finest cliff dwellings in the
United States and certainly the most
picturesaque rain in Arizona. A castle

this building must have been indeed,
and a well nigh impregnable one, too,

when its ladders

were drawn up, for

it is over forty feet of perpendicular

cliff from the grournd to its founda-

tions. Above it the precipice rises
sheer for nearly 100 feet more.

As the tourist comes suddenly upon

this grand old fortress, nestled beneath
its protecting rim of grim, brown rock,
it produces an effect upon him which
is indescribably weird. He seems trans-
ported as, by magic into a different

Then the Arizona Antiquarian asso-
ciation, under the leadership of its
president, Dr. J. Miller, of Prescott,
assailed the Arizona legislature with
petitions for a similar measure, D1
Miller offering his large private col-
lection of relics as the foundation for
a territorial museum, if one were es-
tablished. The sage solons of the nine.
teenth legislature were not to be
caught with chaff, however, apd ex-
pressed themselves somewhat in this
wise: “If them Eastern tenderfeet
come out here a-relic huntin’, they’ll
leave money behind ’em. Let 'em come
and do what they please.” There was
no resisting such unanswerable logic,
and the legislation prayed for was
denied. p

The Arizona Antigquarian association
was not so easily defeated. If public
aid could not be had, then other ineans
must be found to save Montezuma cas-
tle. Accordingly, subscription papers
were circulated in Prescott and Flagg-
staff, and the necessary amount to put
the ruin in repair was soon ralsed. The
work is now in progress under the
personal supervision of Dr. Millj&l‘, and
in a very short time the association can
have the satisfaction of knowing that
through its efforts this, perhaps the
finest single ruin within our national
borders, will be preserved for future
generations.

The plan is to anchor the building
to the cliff by means of long iron rods,
replace a wportion of the foundation,
protect with corrugated iron the ex-
posed portions, clean the castle
throughout and erect and securely fas-
ten in place good approaches. This
will make it not only secure, but easy
of access for all visitors.

uries by some sorcerer’s art. He almost
expects as he watches the shadows
play around the adobe walls of the
castle to see the lithe, active figure of
an Indian appear, bearing his burden,
or the swarthy naked bodies of chil-
dren dart suddenly into view.

The precipice inte whose walls this
human eyrie is built is an imposing
one-—a fit setting for the guaint anti-
quarian gem imbedded in its breast.
It is a much more pleasing experience
to look upon this old cliff than it is
to scale it on an afternoon when the
sun shines full upon it with blistering
heat. Once attained, the building is
found to be composed of five terraced
ptories and measures forty-eight feet
in height. The walls are of adobe,
built much afler the fashion of the
present homes of the Pueblo Indians;
and entrance, as in these latter, was
originally gained from the top. The
roofs are constructed of good sized
timbers set in the walls, across which,

transversely, are placed poles, and
these coverad with reeds and mud.
Twenty large rooms and eight small

ones in all are found in the castle, and
one can find interest and entertainment
for hours in exploring their recesses;
while out to the south and west,
through the openings in the castle
walls, is spread a magnificent
scape, of which Beaver creck valley,
smiling with verdure, forms the fore-
ground, with low, undulating sand
hills and the stern Verde mountains as
background.

The upper terrace of the building is
roofed only by the prajecting rock of
the cliff, a space of perhaps three feet
being left open between the top of the
outer wall and the rock above. From
two chambers in the inner wall of this
terrace, the half-mummified bodies of
two small children were last summer
exhumed by a relic hunter prospect-
ing for “finds.”

While some distance from a railroad,
this ruin is by no means inaccessible to
the traveling public. It may be reached
by a fifty-mile trip from Prescott or
Flagstaff, or a thirty-miile trip froiu
Jerome., and is well worth going much
farther to see. The entire region in
which it is found, tio, is covered with
aboriginal ruins, and only eight miles
away 1is that unique phenomenon
known as Montezuma well,

Last summer the friends of Monte-
zuma castle, alarmed Ly the damage
done to Its walls by reckless excava-
tions, determined to make an effort for
the preservation of this and the other
antiquities of the Southwest. A num-
ber of endeavors had been previously
made to obtain some general legisle.-
tion of similar nature, hnt swithout
success, Urged on by the danger to the
castle, however, it was determined to
try once more, and congress was asked
to give protection to aboriginal re-
\ains and to set apart a small ap-

. pigpriation for putting some of the
more important ruins in repair. The
only wesult attained, and this sfter

some haggling, was an amendment to
the Indian appropriation bhill, prohib-
iting fthe removal of relics from the
public lands, without permission from
the secietairy of the interler, and 1 do

land- |

o7 Montezuma castle has thus been
averted, there are many other fine spec-
imens of aboriginal handiwork in this
region, which are speedily going to de-
struction either through decay or
through sheer wantonness — many
which are already past rescue. A
very little time and money judiciously
expended will mean the preservation of
these interesting and valuable deposits,
It is a national disgrace that nothing
has been done: it will be a deeper dis-
grace if nothing is done. Immediate
action is demanded. Our next con-
gress should be besieged with peti-
ticns until it enact some measure
which shall afford these ruins all pos-
sible security.

To this good end the Arizona Antl.
auarian association is laboring and
will laber; and its membhers urge the
friends of true culture throughout our

country, to lend a hand in forwarding
this endeavor.
