PAMOIS REIIEL TAKEN.

Sen Sin Csptnred by the JapM In
FormeMn.

SAN FRANCISCO, June 16.—Advices
from the Orient, by the Rio de Janeiro:
In the recent engagement between the
Japanese troops and rebels, against
the rulers In Northern Formosa, the
former besides securing large quanti-
ties of Mauser rifles, succeeded in oap-
turing the famous rebel Sen Sin (Tan

Shin) who has succeeded in evTding
capture ever since the arrival of the
Japanese. Sen Sin was one of the
highest military officers in the Chinese
army. Since the Japanese occupation
he has received constant aid from Foo
Chow.

The German officers, who have been
engaged in drilling the Chinese troops

at Woo Sing, China, have had to ex-
tend their tuition to the point of teach-
ing their charges the direful effects of
mutiny. Recently it was desired to
discharge about one half of the native
drilled troops, who were in four camps
of 500 each, replacing them by a cor-
responding number of foreign drilled
men from the fort?. The discharged
soldiers were given three months extra
pay, but they clamored for seven
months and on May 7, broke into open
mutiny, looting th.c officers quarters,
pulling down the houses and threaten-
ing to shoot the general in command.
The principal ringleaders were seized,
tried by drumhead court martiais and
summarily decapitated. It is stated
that not a single Chinese official was
present at the execution, all having
fled. Throughout the night of the Bth
the camp and magazine w?re guarded,
and on the morning of the 9th, three
more of the ring leaders were exe-
cuted.

According to late advices from Swa-
tow, the rebellion in Kaorhou and
Leichou prefecture?, Kuang Tung, ap-
pears to be quite serious. Brig. Gen.
Cheng, with 5,000 extra troops, has
been sent to operate against the rebels.
Shint Ouch is to be the first city at-
tacked by the governnjent troops, and
as a portion of;the -jdisaffected dis-
tricts are en the "sea coast, the Canton
squadron has be^n ordered to co-op-
erate with Gen. Cheng's army.

STRONG IN DEATH

Was the I'stssioii of Dr.Edwards for
His Alma Muter.

NEW YORK, June 16.—The gay com-
mencement of Princeton university was
interrupted by the most pathetic spec-
tacle that has ever been seen within the
walls of Old Nassau on graduation
days. It was the funeral services of
Dr. George F. Edwards, who was con-
sidered the most popular graduate of
the university since he obtained his
diploma in 1889. Dr. Edwards was a
college way. Possessed ofa fund of
good nature, witty, loyal and gener-
ous, he was a hail fellow well met. At
all the university functions, he was a
conspicuous and necessary figure. He
was alive to the pranks of the "horse
players" and earned in his collego
course the sobriquet of "Horse" E.l-
-warda. In the burlesque games, in the
college minstrelsy, in all the tricks of
university life, he was a leading charac-
ter. He left college in the spring of
ISB3. Subsequently he entered the med-
ical department of the university of
Pennsylvania, where he was graduated
with honors. After a brief service in
the Presbyterian hospital in Philadel-
phia, he went to John Hopkins uni-
versity and began the study of tuber-
culosis. While there he was infected
with consumption, through coming in
contact with the patients. The first
signs of the malady appeared in him
about three years ago. Then began the
long fight for life, which culminated in
his death at Princeton, but not before
he had left his entire fortune of about
$150,000 to the institution and to a uni-
versity club of which he was a mem-
ber.

Dr. E-dwards realized last fall that
his end was near. He had gone to the
Pacific slope in quest of health, but the
disease had mastered his vital powers.
"Ishall probably die next spring." paid

he to his friends, "but Idesire to pass
away in Old East college, wrhere I
roomed in Princeton. Iwant to see
one more Yale game, and attend an-
other Ivy dinner, then Ishall be
happy.'

So it happened that "Horse" Ed-
wards arrived in Princeton shortly
after the middle of last week. The
dinner of the Ivy club, the famous eat-
ing club of Princeton, of which Dr. Ed-
wards was a member, was held on Fri-
day night, in its beautiful house. The
"Horse" was there. He was propped
up in a big chair in a room adjoining
the banquet hall, so that he could hear
all that was being said, and listened
to the speeches. All the Ivy men knew
he was near by.

As the night wore on, and it was near
the time that the sufferer should be in
bed, he was taken into the dinner hall.
The Ivy men rose to their feet and
gave him cheer aftr cheer. Dr. Edwards
managed to find sufficient strength to
arise and make his final speech to the
Ivy club members.

That night he wrote a letter to a
negro boy, whom he had befriended,
and given an education. Next he start-
ed to send a farewell message to the
Ivy club members and to dispose of ns
estate. Several times he lapsed into
unconoiousness, but his friends manag-
ed to arouse him to finish the mes-
sage. The farewell letter is filled with
an appeal to Princeton men to be loyal
to their institution. After a series of
efforts he completed his will, in which
he leaves nearly all of his fortune, esti-
mated at $150,000. to Princeton univer-
sity. The Ivy club will receive a be-
quest, and a small legacy is left to the
negro boy whom he befriended.

ASSAULTED BY SOLDIERS,

Two of Them Shot l»y a I'lncky

CHEYENNE. Wyo., June 16.—Charles
Erswell, a telegraph operator, when
riding home on his bicycle late last
night, was attacked by a party of ten
or twelve soldiers from Fort Russell.
After he had bepn knocked from his
wheel, Erswell shot ore of the soldiers.
He then managed to get inside his
house, which the soldiers immediately
bombarded with rocks and pieces of
timber. They broke windows and
forced in the kitchen door. As they
rushed into the house Erswell shot a.
second time, dropping another of the
soldiers. The city police arrived at
this time and the soldiers retreated.
The wounded men were taken to the
hospital and guards placed about Ers-
well's home to prevent further attacks.
Itwas learned that bcth of the wound-
ed men belong to G company, and that
one of them is seriously wounded.
Their names have not been learned.
Erswell surrendered to the authorities,
but was allowed to go on his own re-
cognizance.
