The railway company was offered
a liberal discount, but made a ecounter offer
to pay 25 per cent of the amount due. Under
the new law the state can sell the lands for
the taxes.

RAILROADRATE WAR

SOME LOCAL DEVELOPMENT YES.
TERDAY, BUT LITTLE CHANGE
IN SITUATION.

OMAHA QUOTES NEW FIGURES.

DULUTH FOLLOWS suIT, BUT
AFTERWARDS RECALLS THE
RATE MENTIONED.

SITUATION OF WESTERN ROADS,

Wisconsin Central Willing to Dwell
in Harmony So Long as It Is
Treated Right.

The Omaha road, yesterday, followed
the action of the Duluth, South Shore
& Atlantic in quoting a rate of $30.30
to New York and other Eastern points.
Tickets were placed on sale at Duluth
yesterday. It is said there are 100
teachers in Duluth who are possible
purchasers of east-bound tickets.

Yesterday the St. Paul & Duluth, on
learning of the action by the Omaha,
put in the same rates, reading from
Duluth to New York via St. Paul, and
either the Burlington or the Milwaukee
roads. The Eastern connections an-
nounced, were either the West Shore

The rates, however, were not in effect,
but a short time. During the afternoon
they were recalled, for the reascn the
Eastern connect'ons refuse to have any-
thing further to do with the Western

lines, owing to the week’s sensational |

developments. The Omaha, however,
is still selling tickets, but it is not
known which Eastern line they are
deing business with.

CHICAGO, June 18.—The rate situa-
tion of the Western roads has not
changed within the last twenty-four
hours, but the prospects of a peaceful
settlement are growing brighter. Offi-
cials of the Oregon Short Line and of
the Union Pacific have patched up
their difficulties and the Union Pacific
has agreed to co-operate with the other
recads in stopping the payment of large
commissions.

All of the Chicago-St. Paul roads,
with the exception of the Great West-
ern, have agreed to ignore the last cut
in east-bound rates made by the Soo.
The Great Western will meet the cut
as far as the Chicago-St. Paul rate is
concerned, but it may have some
trcuble in doing it, as nearly all of the
Eastern roads have decided that they

7 re nothi do with the cut

rates. The officials of the Erie road
tcday, issued orders that the tickets
must not be accepted and other Eastern
lines will follow the same line of action.

The officials of the Wisconsin Cen-
tral today notified Chairman Caldwell,
of the Western Passenger association,
that, although their road
enter into any agreement to maintain
rates, as such a proceeding would be
illegal, it would of its own accord main-
tain the rates as called for by the
tariffs of the Western roads. This is
taken to mean that the road will not
make any fight against the roads of
the association as long as they treat it
with proper consideration.

SHORT LINE TROUBLE,

Pacific Perfeetly Willing to
Pateh Up a Peace.

CHICAGQ, June 18.—A settlement of the
Union- Pacific-Oregon Short Line difficully is
fully expected. Officials of both sets of roads
are here, and it is believed that before they
go away, a compromise of differences wiii
have been arranged and the Union Pacific will
continue to route business over its old ouilet
to Butte. Whether it does or not, all danger
of a rate war resuiting frecm the disrute seems
to have passed away. The Union Pacific claims
that its attitude in the matter was misunder-
stood, and it never had any Intention of pre-
cipitating a contest, the effect of which would
be to demcralize traffic and dissipate reve-
nues. In proof of its gocd faith in the matter
the Union Pacific has agreed with the other
transcotninental lines to clean up the market
in San Francisco, which has been one of the
most troublesome spots in the Wesat, It has
also agreed with its competitors to cease the
payment of excessive commitsions there, s>
that disturbing elements may be removed from
the situation there. All deals with brokers
are to be declared off, and any future meeting
of competition of any kind is to be done openly
and above board.

LOST ITS MASTER MECHANIC.

Mr. Lewis
wiil become superintendent of motive power
of the Norfolk & Western. J. M. Barr, re-
cently general superintendsnt of the Great
Northern, and now vice president of the Nor-
folk & Western, was formerly ccnnected with
the Burlington, and during that period he
formed a high regard for Mr. Lewis’ capabili-
ties. It is supposed the latter’s appointment
came through Mr. Barr. Mr. Lewis will go
East about July.

General Superintendent J. R. Hastings, of
the Burlington, was asked yes‘erday if the res-
ignation of Mr. Lewis had been handed in.
Mr. Hastings said he had not been officially
notified as yet. He spoke of Mr. Lewis as
being one of the best motive power experts in
the country, a man who could build an engine
from the track up. Mr. Lewis has been with
the Burlingion for ten years, and has aiways
enjoyed the highest regard of his superiors as
well as those under him.

REDUCES LUMBER RATLES.

M. & St. L. Will Put in a Lower
Tariff, -

The Minneapolis & St. Louis has announced
a material reduction in lumber rates from
Minneapolis, St. Paul and Minnesota Transfer
to points in Iliinois and Indiana, effective
June 25. The new scheduie makes reductions
of 2 cents per hundred pounds below the pres-
ent rates, Rates to the principal towns in Ili-
nois and Indiana will be as follows:

Crescent, Jacksonville and intermedate
points, 133 cents; Leslie, Bloomington and in-
termediate stations, 13% cents; Gillem, Cham-
paign and intermediate points, 14% cents;
Urbana, 15% cents; Mayville, Vermillion, San-
ford and Terre Haute, 16 cents; Decatur, 13%
cents; Mattoon, 151; cents, and Evansville, 16
cents.

The points effected usually draw their sup-
ply of lumber from Chicago, and the lines
fr(:m that city will be compelled to meet the
rates.

RATES FOR DULUTH ELKS,

Omaha and Eastern Minnesota Offer
~ Low Fares.

The Eastern Minnesota and the Omaha roads
made a joint bid to the Duluth Elks, offering
to bring down 100 antlered denizens of the
Zenith city and take them back for a very
smal! fare, less than a half cent a mile.
