On the other hand the receivers of
the Bank of Minnesota contended that
the law of 1885 was specifically repeal-
ed by the act of 1889. In reply, coun-
sel for the State Savings bank main-
taired that while the law of 1885 was
repealed, the amendment thereto was
not revealed by the law of 1889, be-
cause it is not mentioned in the re-
pealing act.

templated. The total value of the pres-
ent assets of the bank was $823,959.75,
and these assets were good. With the
real estate omitted the total face value
of all evidences of indebtedness to the
bank amounted to $902,877. Of the to- |
tal of $902,000 he would place the true
value at $514,495. More that $400,000
of the liabilities had been charged off
as worthless, Of this amount so
charged off something would be real-
$4wed, but it could not now be stated as
an asset. The new capital stock would
amount to $200,000 already subscribed,
and would be cash or secured paper.

In the hands of the assignee there
was now $102,000 cash. The state had
been paid in full and the rediscounts
had been taken care of. The bank
owed the city $51,874.59 and the county
$10,042, and those amounts were in-
cluded as a secured indebtedness.

These obligations had been secured
by bonds and by collateral in the shape
of bills receivable to the amount of
$115,000, of which abput $25,000 hqd
been paid. The $115,000 was included in
the total <f the assets. Witness
thcught there would be more than
$200,000 on the opening of the bank,
but he had put it at a low and safe
figure.

The unsecured debts would be re-
duced by stock subscriptions to about
$70,000. From two to three weeks would
Le required to get the bank open if
the court allowed it to open. The as-
sessment on the stock was payable
July 6.

Mr. Willius stated that stockholders,
who did not come forward to pay their

S would not be proceeded
f 1st; their stock would be sold.

Counselor McDermott sald that he
would, on behalf of his clients, as-
gent willingly to the plan of reorgani-
zation, provided that the court, in its
order, did not release the stockholders
from liability, for two years, at least.

The court could not see how it
could order such release, even if dis-
posed.

Judge Otis sald that an order should
be drawn and submitted to those
parties and attorneys interested, and
presented to him at special term Sat-
urday next.

The court directed T. R. Palmer to
draw up an interlocutory order to be
presented to the court Saturday next
at special term, congsenting to the open-
ing of the bank.

ORIENTAL PROTEST.

Japan Does Not Approve of the New
Tariff Bill.

WASHINGTON, June 19.—The pro-
test made by the Japanese govern-
ment against the pending tariff bill is
formally embodied in a note from Min-
ister Toru Hoshi, of date as late as the
3d, of the present month. The note
is couched in the most courteous lan-
guage, but there is a firmness of tone
observable that indicates the remon-
strance may be followed by acts of
retaliation, if disregarded. The noie
begins with an apology for expressing
an opinion that, under ordinary condi-
tions, might be regarded as trenching
upon domestic affairs, but cites as a
justification the fact that important
that, in the opinion of the ministers,
Japanese interests are involved, and
the proposed increase of dutles will
injure the United States no less than
Japan, by retarding the growth of
promising commercial relations. The
articles of Japanese production that
will be most seriously affected says the
protest are light weight silks, silk hand-
kerchiefs, mats, hemp and jute, rugs,
carpets and tea. In the case of silks,
the minister says the proposed duty
will amount to an ad valorem rate of
between 95 and 100 per cent, and upon
handkerchiefs the duty will be 10 per
cent more. These rates, it I8 stated,
are practically prohibitory and bear
upon sllks peculiar to Japan. A pros-
perous trade has been built in Japanese
mattings, now admitted free, and in
general use among the poorer classes.
The proposed duty, says the minister,
will be so heavy that the trade cannot
survive in this article, not now man-
ufactured in the United States. The
duty on hemp, jute, rugs and carpets
will amount to nearly 80 per cent, and
be another severe blow to Japanese
commerce. As to tea, the minister says
the sudden change of the policy of the
United States from free importation to
a duty of 50 to 100 per cent has awak-
ened in the Japanese mind the gravest
fear for the stability of the tea indus-
try, for years in a depressed condition,
although furnishing two-thirds of the
tea imported into the United States.

The minister says that, while the
imperial government does not share
the general belief that this legislation
was Intended to discriminate against
Japanese commerce, it is an unfortu-
nate coincidence that the imports from
Japan most injuriously affected are
specialties of Japanese production. In

special term, yesterday afternoon, The
matter of the resignation of Receiver
Auverbach came on for hearing in the
forenoon before Judge Kelly, Attorney
Briggs appearing for the receiver and
presenting his final account. The re-
ceiver's fees were placed at $3600, and
altorneys’ fees at $2,500, covering five
months of the receivership.

The hearing in the matter of the
appointing of a successor to Mr. Auer-
bach was continued to 2 p. m. The
court room was filled with attorneys
at that hour, John D. O'Brien repre-
senting 512 out of 1,000 creditors, whose
deposits amount to $210,000, presented
a petition signed by the 512 creditors
asking for the appointment as receiv-
ers of Williamm Hamm, Bernard Kuhl
and J. M. Pottgieser.

Fred G. Ingersoll, representing a
number of objecting creditors, there-
upon presented a petition signed by
some thirty-five creditors and repre-
senting $21,000, protesting against the
appointment as receivers eof any officer,

| stockholder or debtor of the bank, or

relative of any such officer, stockhold-
er or debtors. Mr. Ingersoll said that his
clients @id not consider Messrs, Hamm,
Kuhl and Pottgieser proper persons to
be appointed as receivers, inasmuch as
they were more or less affiliated with
the interests of the bank, and were un-
til quite recently stockholders thereof.
Mr. Ingersoll was nct prepared, how-
ever, to suggest the names of any per-
sons for the position.

Stan Donnelly here arcse and stated
that Mr. Pottgieser had not been a
stockholder in the Allemannia bank
since 1893,

Humphrey Barton, on behalf of other

objecting creditors, contended that
justice required the appeintment of
some entirely disinterested person as

receiver. There was no reason for ap-
pointing more than one receiver., who
would prove just as efficient and less
expensive. Mr. Barton was opposed
to the appointment of a banker as re-
ceiver, inasmuch as the receiver, who-
ever he might be, was not employed to

i do a banking business; experience had

shown that bankers were not the most
successful business men. Mr. Barton
urged the appointment of a fearless
man in no wise connected with any
of the banks. In conclusion, he hoped
that it would not be deemed presumpi-
uous if he mentioned or suggested the
name of Arthur G. Otis, an honored
member of the bar, and not a stock-
holder, officer or debtor of the bank.

E. S. Durment, representing other
objecting creditors, read to the court
the affidavit of Catherine Jungmann,

| who has a deposit of $5,600 in the Alle-

mannia bank, protesting against the
appointment of Messrs. Hamm, Kuhl
and Pottgieser as receivers. The af-
fidavit alleged that the stockholders
of the bank are using their influence
and every means in their power to
avoid enforcement of their liability,
and are trying to secure the appoint-
ment of receivers who will not enforce
such . liability. The affiant further al-
leges that Albert Scheffer is in debt
to the bank in the sum of $166,000, and
that he and J. M. -Pottgieser have
opened an office in the Ryan hotel from
which they have sent out circulars
urging the appointment of Messrs.
Hamm, Kuhl and Pottgieser as re-
ceivers. The affiant alleged that
Messrs Hamm, Kuhl and Pottgieser are
directors of the bank and were, until
recently, stockholders thereof, but that
they unloaded their stock shortly be-
fore the bank suspended. In conclu-
sion the affiant asked that disinterested
parties be appointed as receivers. Mr.,
Durment, as representative of other
stockholders, also asked that the court
appint disinterested parties.

Stiles Burr and S. C. Olmstead made
similar reuests in behalf of their
clients.

In behalf of the creditors urging the
appointment of Messrs. Hamm, Kuhl
and Pottgieser as receivers as well as
on behalf of Albert Scheffer, G. M.
Nelson in reply to the objecting credi-
tors, contended that there was no force
in the argument that they had been
ccrnected with the bank. As for the
affidavit read by Mr. Durment, it was
based simply on information and be-
lief. There could be no justifiable ob-
jection to the three men named. Mr.
Nelson cited the instance of the Bank
of Minnesota where one of the re-
ceivers is a stockholder and the other
a debtor of the bank. The question
was who was the best qualified to
convert the assets into cash. A suit
to enforce the liability of the stock-
holders must be begun when directed
by the court. There was no sense in
the argument that these three men, if
appointed receivers, would refuse or
delay to bring such suit. These three
gentlemen offered their time, energies
and abilities for nothing. They were
entirely competent because perfectly
familiar with the affairs of the institu-
tion. No one had or could impugn
their motives. It was to their interest
to realize all possible from the assels,
and it was therefore only right, reason-
able and proper that they should be
appointed.

M. D. Munn, representing other ob-
jecting creditors, said that the feeling
certainly existed that these three gen-
tlemen were not sufficlently disinter-
ested; whether that feeling was well
founded or not, made no difference,
inasmuch as it existed. It appeared to
him that the court should appolnt some
one who could satisfy all parties, and
he trusted that the person appointed
would go to work in a practical man-
ner to collect the assets without ruin-
ing anybody. In conclusion, Mr. Munn
said that he trusted the court would
not make the appointment at the im-
mediate conclusion of the hearing.

Judge Kelly replied that he would
not, and announced that he would take
the matter under advisement., This
closed the hearing.

The final account submitted by Re-
ceiver Auerbach is as follows: Recelpts
$61,799.07, and disbursements, $48,-
150.76; balance on hand, §$13,648.32. Of
the receipts, $18,331.29 is in cash and
cash items; $5,818.47 is collections; bills
receivable, $22,145; overdrafts, collater-
als, $389.17, The total amount paid by
voucher is $36,914.76, of which $4,000.73
is for expense aoccount and $9,735.69 for
deposits returned. The preferred claim
by the state for $15,000 was duly paid,
also life insurance premiums to the
amount of $1,287.08.
