Prof. E. G. Lund reported from a

for an English hymn book for Sunday
schools, as well as English services.
The committee had spent four days
with a similar committee elected by
the Norwegian synod, and no less than
255 hymns had been agreed upon as
suitable for the proposed hymnal. The
committee is of the opinion that such
a book is necessary, and the report
proposed that a translation of the
Norwegian liturgy be also incorporated
into the book. Prof. Lund never grows
tired of endeavoring to extend the use
of the English language in the work
of the United church.

The report made on the suggestions
of the secretary gave rise to a curious
debate. It was proposed to put up the
number of baptisms of children of par-
ents not belonging to the United church
in a special column in the minutes
of the annual meeting, but the motion
was lost by a vote of 180 to 97. What
cavsed much more friction was a pro-
position to put up the number of pray-
er meetings in a special column. Revs.
Bo and Kildahl objected to this propo-
sition on the ground that a reflection
would be thrown upon those churches,
which hold few or no prayer meetings.
Rev. Slettedahl was strongly in favor
of tabulating the prayer meetings as
a gauge of the spiritual condition of
the churches, and he humbly thought
that it might be well to learn some-
thing from the Methodists in this re-
spect. The motion was voted down by
a proportional vote of § to 1.

It has cropped out on several ccea-
sions that there is considerable dissatis-
faction with the committee on nomina-
tions. Thus,
number of members of the meeting
handed in a moticn to change the num-
ber of members of that committee from
five to eleven, six laymen and five
clergymen. Rev. 8. D. Swalestuen, of
Ruttoven, To., perhaps voiced the senti-
ment of many when he claimed that
the delegates are. often discouraged
because they think they cannot exert
due influence upon the transactions of
the meeting, chiefly on account of the
nature of the committee on nomina-
tions, and the way this committee is
elected.

An address of thanks from Haugeis
synod for the support given by the
United church to the China mission of
the fomer body, was read before the
meeting. It was signed by Rev. C. O.
Brohough.

Prof. O. M. Boeckman read a report
from the committee elected to draft
a constitution for the United church
siminary; but Prof. Mohn thought there
was no hurry about this matter—the
United church must be built so solidly
as to endure for thousands of years—
and the draft was not adopted at the
time,

The manner in which the secretary,
Rev. J. C. Jensson, had arranged the
statistical tables in the annual report
was indorsed, but it was nevertheless
resolved that a committee of three be
elected to revise the arrangement of
those tables.

The thirty-three churches, which had
withdrawn in the course of the year,
were censured for breach of faith. The
churches ought to stick to the associ-
ation in shower amnd shine alike.

The meeting extended a rising vote of
thanks to the secretary for his faith-
ful service.

GENERAL WADE, DEPARTMENT OF

Brig. Gen. James F. Wade, the new com-
mander of the department of Dakota, was
acquired by the army as late as 1861, when he
became first lieutenant of the Sixth cavalry.
A year after the close of the war, Lieut. Wade
was promoted to the rank of captain, and
two months thereafter he was elevated to the
rank of major in the Ninth cavalry. In 1879
he was made a lieutenant colonel of the ¥enth
cavalry, and twelve years later he became a
colonel. As a volunteer Gen. Wade earned
a splendid record. On June 9, 1863, he was
breveted captain for ‘‘gallant and meritoriyus
services in the battle of Beverly Ford, Vi.,”
and was breveted major for similar—cen-
duct in 1864 at Marion, in East Tennessee.
For his conspicucus bravery throughout the
entire. war he was breveted colonel in 1863,

alry Gen. Wade commanded the army posts at
Fort Riley, Fort Reno,* Hort McIntosh and
Fort Sam’ Houston. ' No officer in the army
has more respect in the @erartment of war at
Washingtomr than the. présent commander of
the department of Daketa.”

| MR. W’KINLEY INTENDS TO REVISE

THE OLNEY GENERAL ARBEI-
TRATION TREATY.

REVISED IN A MEASURE.

THE FEATURES WHICH PROVED
OBJECTIONABLE TO THE SEN-
ATE ALL ELIMINATED.

INITIATIVE TAKEN BY THE U. S,

After the Fate of the Former Com-
pact England Was Not Disposed
to Renew the Matter.

WASHINGTON, June 19.—President
McKinley has determined to revive the
abandoned treaty of general arbitra-
tion between *the United States and
Great Britain., He has already turned
his attention to the subject, and, un-
der the direction of Secretary Sherman,
the matter has progressed to the extent
that a new treaty already has been
drafted to serve as the basis of nego-
tiations expected to result in the sub-
mission of a convention to the senate
to replace that which was negotiated
by Secretary Olney, only to fail in the
early hours of the present session. The
president has always been an advocate
of the settlement of international dis-
putes by arbitration, and, though dis-
appointed in the reception accorded
the original treaty, he never has aban-
doned hope of being able to present the
advantages of arbitration to the senate
in such a light as would make it ac-
ceptable to that body.

In the draft which is to be used as
the basis of negotiations there are none
of the objectionable points which caus-
ed the failure of the Olney treaty. Just
how this could be arranged without
sacrificing the vital principles of arbi-
tration cannot be disclosed, but the
parties to the work feel confident they
have succeeded in doing so. It is not
in contemplation that the treaty will
be submitted to the senate before next
December. There is felt to be no ur-
gency, and official intimation has been
given that, as far as possible, the pres-
ent special session of congress should
be devoted to the tariff. Moreover, the
personnel of the senate is the same
now as it was when the arbitration
treaty was rejected, so that it is felt
nothing will be lost by allowing some
time to intervene before the question
is again brought to the attention of the
senate.

There is reason to believe that the
attitude of the senate toward a new
treaty will be fully canvassed and un-
derstood before the treaty is signed.
The experience over the last treaty led
the parties to it to conclude that the
document itself amounted to little
without an assurance in advance that
it would be likely to meet with favor-
able consideration in the senate. Tor
that reason there will be no disposition
to affix signatures to a new treaty un-
til at least reasonable assurances are
given that a two-thirds majority of the
upper branch of congress stands ready
to ratify the instrument. -

It is understood that the initiative in
the present case will be taken by this
government. The failure of the former
treaty by the action of the senate
left the subjeect in such condition that
the British government did not feel
disposed to renew negotiations unless
first invited by the United States.
Urnder these circumstances the subject
would have lapsed had nct officials at
Washington, who were deeply im-
pressed with the farreaching character
of an alliance between the two English-
speaking people, taken up the question
devising means to overcome the ob-
devising meant to overcome the ob-
jections of the senate.

It was
understood at first that the ambassa-
dor would take a copy of the new treaty
wita him, but this will not be done,
It is expected, however, that a draft
will be in London at no distant date,
in which case Sir Julian will be in
communication with the foreign office
to consider the terms of the instrument.
It was during the ambassador’'s visit
to London last summer that he held
extended conferences with Lord Salis-
bury which resulted in bringing the

two countries together on the Olney-
Pauncefote treaty.

The main objects which the senate
found to the former treaty were clauses
naming King Oscar, of Norway-Swed-
en, as fifth arbitrator; the inclusion of
questions of national policy, such as
the Monroe doctrine and the construc-
tion of the Nicaraguan canal: the ex-
clusion of the senate from passing up-
on each specific subject of arbitration,
and the fixed tenure of the arbitra-
tors. "

M. H. McCord, nominee for governor of
Arizona.

McCord with an effort to bribe him,
was present, and upon examination
stated that what he construed into an
effort at bribery had taken place in
1891, in connection with the location of
an Indian school at Merrill, Wis. He
said that he had stopped Mr. McCord
before he had reached the pecint of an
actual offer of bribery, but that he
had construed what was said to him
as meaning that an offer of $2,000 was
intended to be made to influence his
recommendation. Mr. MeCord was ex-
amined and stated that he had had no

. WILL TEST THE TAX LAW,

Case Will Be Pushed Through the
North Dakota Courts.

BISMARCK, N, D., June 19.—In the
district court on Monday, a writ of
mandamus will be asked for by parties
here tc compel the treasurer of Bur-
leigh county to accept the taxes of 1896
without penalty or interest. It is a
friendly suit and is brought to test the
very important question as to whether
the tax of 1896 becomes delinquent, and
whether any penalty or interest can
be collected.

It is the intention to take an im-
mediate appeal from the decision of the
district court, and a special session of
the supreme court will be called at
once to pass upon the question. This
suit is rendered necessary by errors in
the revenue law passed by the last
legislature. Tt is the opinion of lead-
ing lawyers here that there is no law
making the tax of 1896 delinquent or

providing for any penalty or interest, |

but that the supreme court will prob-
ably make such a law as it did in the
case where the law providing for as-
sessors was repealed. In that case they

CASTLE CALLED IN

ONE OF THE WITNESSES IN THEH
SENATE CIVIL SERVICE IN-

ALWAYS ENFORCED THE LAW.

WHILE HE WAS IN ST. PAUL IT§
PROVISIONS WERE NOT VIO-
LATED.

BUT IN WASHINGTON IT DIFFERS,

Promotions Depend More on Polit=
ical Pull Than on Mcrit in the
Various Departments,

WASHINGTON, June 19.—The senzte
civil service committee resumed its
hearings today. A letter was read
from William B. Prescctt, president of
the International Typographical union,
in which he stated that the typographi-
cal union was not friendly to the ap-
plication of the civil service rules to
the government printing office, as had
been represented. “The union,” he
said, “after cver a year's experience
under civil service rules, is not of opin-
ion that the people’s interests are bheo-
ing subserved by their application to
the government office. Therefore, it
will exercise its influence tec secure
their abrogation, and have the office
placed upon the same basis as the
most successful private offices. Briefly
the union is of opinion better resuits
wculd be attained by making foremen
responsible fer the guantity and qual-
ity of the output of their respective
departments, investing them with au-
therity te employ help at will and to
discharge cmployes, te decrease the
ferce for incompetency, neglect of duty,
violation of office rules, ete.”

A joint letter was read from three of
the auditors of the treasury depari-
ment, viz., Messrs. Youngblood, Timme
end Andrews, urging an amendment to
the law permitting auditors to sclect
their own private secretary. Henry A.
Castle, auditer of the treasury for the
postoffice, appeared in perscn. Mr.
Castle had been postmaster at St. Paul
under the Cleveland administration, al-
though he was an active Republican.
He testifted that the law had becn
faithfully cbserved, with one excep-
tion. DMir. Castle thought there was
great injustice in promotlons arnd re-
ductions in the exccutive departments
at Washingten., He said he knew at
lIcast 150 cases in his own bureau whera
Republicans had been reguced cr dis-
missed and Democrats put ia their
places. He had found that in Wash-
ington the clerks rely meore upon poii-
tical influence {0 secure promotion than
upon their efficiency.

“Weli, captain,” sald Senator Elkins,
“you domn’t blame the boys for getting
back to positiors from which they have
been dropped, do you?”

“Oh, no,” replied Castle, “but if what
they wanted were granted it would
result in an injustice to othera who
are cflicient and deserving.”

Capt. Castle said that he had upward
of fifty cases pending where petitions
and recommendations for promotion
and reinstatements had been made by
senators and congressmen.

‘“Well, then, you should have com-
passicn for us fellows who are beset
and besleged every hour in the day
and night for indorsement,” said Sen-
ator Elkins.

Capt. Castle was lstened to with clcse
attention and President Proctor in an
interval said the commission was evi-
dently much impressed with his state-
ments.
