DEPOPULATING CUBA.
l)«-nth Rate Appalling and Rapidly

NEW YORK, June 20.—A dispatch
to the World from Havana says: Ex-
termination on the island Is anapoalling
actual fact.

A prominent Spanish med-
ical officer who has full knowledge
of the interior, says that should the
war was prolonged fifteen months, the
Western half of the island will be
entirely depopulated. The death rate
is likely to double next month. Con-
tagion will then mow the people down
rapidly. The rains have turned the
interior into quagmires in many places.
The trocha is a pestilential ditch. The
soldiers are suffering terribly from

fever and dysentery. With foresight
thousand of pacificos might easily have
been saved by vacillation.

The insurgents attacked a column of Span-
ish, and the latter tost heavily. The eh :a:!.--
were suppressed here. Many ambulances
with wounded have arrived here. The rebels
are certainly concentrating around Havana.
Trains have been tired into repeatedly. A.
Spanish force, while reconnoiiciing. was am-
bushed near San .Miguel. Tney fought brave-
ly, but were compelled to retire. Gen. Ri-
vera is eicfe and appears indifferent^ as to his
fate. He will assuredly be shot, unless strong
action is taken by the United States.

"What the Word Means When l"se«l In
Partnership Kamei.

"The word 'Limited' in connection
wth corporations and busir,e.-s concerns
and firm?." explained a prominent law-
yer to a Star reporter, "is new in very
general use. It originated in England,
and almost every business concern
there is a limited partnership. Of all
the cities in this country Philadelphia
has more limited partnerships than any
other, though there was not one where
twenty-five years ago. Philadelphia
got the idea during the Centennial, and,
it having been found by experience to
be a good thing, it has grown constant-
ly. Itmeans that those interested in a
firm are only interested to a limited
extent; that is, only tc the extent in
which it is stated in the articles of in-
corporation. The limit of one member
of a firm, therefore, may be $5,000,
while the limit of another may be ten
times that amount, or one tenth, or any
other part. Thus, in the firm qf Brown,
Jones & Co., limited, Brown may
have three-fourths of the stock, and
Jones and the others \u25a0 the remaining
fourth. Itlimits the responsibility, as
it makes a member of the'fiirm liable
only for that sum which is named in
the articles of incorporation. In this
kind of corporations or firms the law
which allows them to limit their re-
sponsibility alse requires that the word
'L'.mited^-shall always be used in nam-
ing the firm, so that all may know ex-
actly that, though there may be a large
number of very heavy men financially
Interested in a concern, their interest
and responsibility are limited. It is a
fair thing all around, for it prevents
the use of big names, which have some-
times been used to bo»,m enterprises
and corporations, when in reality the
owners of the names have but little in-
terest In the concerns."

CHICAGO DXTORCBS XO GOOD.

Seeonrt Mnrriage Illegal Declares a
Xew York Court.

NEW YORK, June 20.—The marriage of
Mr*. John Graves to Dr. Augustus Goe-
let, both cf this city, has bc-en annulled by
Justice Dykman, of the supreme court, at
White Plain*, N. V., on the ground that
it was invalid, as one of the parties was a
Chicago divorcee. Mrs. Goelet, -who was
divorced from Graves in Chicago, in 1874,
read recently of decisions in this state, de-
claring Oklahoma and other Western divorces
invalid, became alarmed as to the legality of
her second marriage, and therefore began a
suit for divorce.

A good deal of profit-taking really
occurred, and seme of the mure intrepidbc;r operators ventured putting out fresh
short linos, but only with the effect of
sin ngthening the market and increasing thebuying power.

The present situation, however, is so un-
iBaal that ordinary standards of judgment
-'•Ist be anobed with tare, it is true prices
have scored a handsome rise, but that does
L«« Uiisatt teal tt.e limit has been reached
We have but jusi begun to emerge from very
unusual drawbacks; from a combination of
political and economic derangements such asan only experienced at rare intervals. Thos \u25a0

who calculate, therefore, upon a rise of only
ordinary proportions are likely to be agree-
ably disappointed. The market has fairly
started upon an upward course, and it is
likely to continue so for some time to come,
accompanied, of course, by fluctuations and
reactions incidental to any fail degree of
activity.

This far Wall street has mereh discountedreturning prosperity. The improvement inbusiness at present is greater in sentiment
than in fact. The very adoption of a more
cheerful tone is. however, likely to becomea powerful aid to business revival. Already
there are ejgns of actual improvement. NewYork has been the chief center of pessimism
because here the strain upon credit resulting
from the silver craze? and trade depression
was greatest. This s:rain has almost dis-appeared. Our leading bankers are regaining
confidence; our most responsible railroadmanagers are very pronounced in their be-
lief of better times the coining fat!: those
who lead are mere willing to take theinitiative, and many of the evils from whichwe have been sufitring are working out
their own correctives. The crop situation is
satisfactory. Wheat, corn and cotton are I
somewhat backward, owing to low tempera- \ture and excessive moisture, but in spite ofdrawbacks there is every prospect of abund-ance. In the agricultural sections of thecountry trade reports are favorable. Mer-chants arc in a position to stock up more
freely, and the farmers are gradually getting
out of debt: in fact, in some portions of theWest they are in a better condition finan-cially than in many years. Cheap freights I
have often more than compensated for lowprices.

The industrial situation Is also improving,
and this is a factor of increasing importance !
to Wall street, in view of our rapid develop- I
ment in this direction. The iron trade gen- !erally considered a fair business barometer,
shows increasing activity; some large orders
for pig iron, bar iron, etc., having beenplaced at the Western markets where prices
are low. but firm. A better demand is alsodeveloping for staple cotton and woolengoods, and in some instances a moderateadvance in values has followed. These twoprominent industries are still in unsatis-factory condition, owing to an excessive pro-
ductive capacity, but it. is encouraging to
note a turn for the better which promises tobe maintained.

The tariff question will soon be out of theway, and this accounts very largely for the
better tone in business circles. The better I
prospect of currency reform and the abate- !ment of Cuban agitation are also encour- iaging factors of importance. The condi-

Suits Roriiii to Compel Their Ke-

LINCOLN, Neb., June 20.—Nearly

one hundred moneyed men of Illinois
scattered over the state from Chicago
to East St. Louis, many of whom re-
wide at Peoria and Galesburg, have
been made defendants, in what is like-
ly to prove the most sensational na-
tional bank litigation ever instituted inthe West; the next chapter in the fa-mous case in which Charles Mosher
president of the defunct Capital Na-
tional bank of this city, figured to theextent of stealing something over a
million dollars. His bank closed in 1831
Ten years prior to that time the Capi-
tal National had been paying immense
dividends, amounting in the aggregate
to a half million of dollars. The stock-
holders were mostly Illinois people. Re-
ceiver Hayden, of the Mosher bank,
now has brought suit against these
stockholders to force them to return
the dividends paid by Mosher on the
ground that they were not earned, hutwere paid out of the money of the d2-
poaitors.

He says that the books show that
the bank never made a dollar. A similar
suit has just been decided here against
a New York stockholder. H. WardHoward, of New York city, who must
