MUCH ELOQUENCE WAS USED

On Both of This and Other
Questions That Came Up at the
Meecting.

The conference of the United church,
at its forenoon session yesterday, dis-

posed of one of the most important
questions before the conference. A
number of yvears ago the United church
established a mission of its own in
Scuthern Madagascar. The work has
been fairly successful. The funds, too,
at first were more than suflicient to

- the expenses, the balance in the
ry of the Madagascar mission be-

ing at one time as much as $10,000. This
amount, however, has been eaten up.
The expenses of the past year were

$12,000, while the contributions were
only $8,560. So far there is no deficit,
Dhut these figures point to a possible de-

{icit next vear. These prospects had
discouraged Rev. P. Dreyer, of Har-
mony, Minn., to such an extent that he
preposed to turn the property and the
missionary field of the United church
in Southern Madagascar over to the
mission society of Norway Rev. Kil-
dahl made a telling speech against Rev.
Dreyver's motion. He branded such a
course as the one proposed, as coward-

ly, the United church having pledged
itself to carry on the work in question.

The re-building of the temple by the
Jews after their return from the Baby-
lonian exile, and the church work
accomplished by the poor Norwegian
emmigrants in this country, were cited
as instances of the success of brave,
manly action in achieving something
great in the face of towering ob-
stacles. Rev. A. Wright was also in
favor of maintaining the work once

commenced. Rev. Belsheim thought
the proposition of Rev. Dreyer was too

humiliating to be seriously entertain-
ed by the United church. The United

church five years ago asked the mission
scciety of Norway, for permission to
establish an independent mission in
Madagascar. The request was . com-
plied with. The idea of asking the
mission society of Norway to resume
the work in that particular field! The
speaker also thought it might be a
good idea to continue the work in order
to fight the Jesuits. Rev. M. G. Holm,
of Folsom, Wis., questioned the ability
of the United church to properly man-
age the work in Madagascar. Th2 Unit-
ed church has ‘“a hundred irons in the
fire,”” while the mission society of Nor-
way has absolutely only one thing to
do. He thought the misslon society of
Norway could manage the work in such
a manner as to accomplish greater
results by the same amount of money.
Rev. O. Nilsen, of Scandinavia, Wis.,
had been against this work at the start.
But the success of the work in Mada-
gascar had been so signal that he would
not abandon it at this stage. The
speaker also called attention to the
fact that eighty churches had been
burnt down, and several missionaries
had been killed in the field of the mis-
sion society of Norway, so that said
scciety may have enough to do to keep
its own ground. Rev. E. J. Homme,
of Wittenberg, Wis., had been surprised
that the United church would choose
Southern Madagasear rather than some
other place. Why go to South Mada-
gascar where the Jesuits are sweeping |
everything before them? Why not go
to a field where there is nothing but
the devil to fight? The Norwegian im-
migrants also need a great deal of
attention for years to come. The home
missions must be number one, the
fcreign ones number two.” Rev. A.
Oefstedal held that the United church
bad placed itself under grave moral
obligations to continue the work in
Madagascar. Rev. N. C. Brun would
take no backward step. The motion
in question was based on cowardice
and unbelief. It showed a lack of knowl-
edge of the general principle that all
beginnings are difficult. Rev. Brun
also touched the political side of the
question. The members of the United
church are citizens of the United States,
one of the great powers, while the mis-
sion society of Norway is backed by a
small and weak nation. In really ser-
ious troubles, the speaker thought,
the above difference would be greatly

in favor of maintaining the present
work in Madagascar. President Hoyme
was sorry that Rev. Dreyer’'s motion

had come before the house. The diffi-

A number of minor resolutions on
the Madagascar missions were adopted.
The most important, perhaps, was one
authorizing the committee to apply the
funds according to its own judgment,
excepting, however, such contributions
as were given for a stated purpose.

At the opening of the afternoon ses-
slon the floor was given to Mr. Hook-
land, a delegate from the Covenant
English church in Chicago, who spoke
of the work accomplished by that
church during its brief existence. Of
the 70,000 people of Norwegian birth or
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000 use the English language, many of
whom do not even understand Nor-
weglian, and most of them prefer Eng-
lish. These must be reached by means
of services in the English language.
Three years ago the Covenant church
was organized, and it has enjoyed a
fair progress. It consists almost ex-
clusively of young people. The aild
received from the United church was
only a little over $200 a year, while the
members put up $600 a year, which
shows that they are in earnest. Mr,
Hookland finally urged upon the mem-
bers of the United church to sustain
this important branch of the work.

The reading of the report of the com-
mittee elected to refute the charges
of the Minneapolis Journal created as
much of a stir yesterday as the day
before. The report did not mention
any particular paper, but referred in
general terms to papers which had
ccnveyed the {impression that the
United church is against prayer meet-
ings. The points that really contained
the sting of the resolutions were:

(1) Resented the misrepresentations
of certain papers which gave the read-
ers the Impression that the United
church is against prayer meetings,
and

(2) Stated that the United church is
strongly in favor of prayer meetings,
provided they are conducted decently
and according to the word of God.

The resolution passed by a rising
vote. A' motion to pay $2,500 out of
the surplus of the Augsburg Publish-
ing house to St. Olaf college, North-
field, Minn., brought a number of
speakers to their feet. Rev. S. Strand
made a most enthusiastic plea for St.
Olaf college, calling attention to the
vast work accomplished by a similar
institution, Luther college, Decorah,
Io.

The trial of John Adler for the killing
of Bernard Nilles was resumed yester-
day morning before Judge Lewls in the
criminal court. The jurors having been
secured on Monday, it did not require
more than twenty minutes to fill the
box.

THOMPSON'S DEPOT LOOP,

It Is Favored by a Businesxs Men’s
Meeting.

The Thompson depot loop ordinance re-
ceived a boost at the joint meeting of the
committees from the Jobbers’ union, Commer-
cial club and Retailers’ union at the meet-
ing }{eld vesterday afternoon, and this, too,
in spite of the fact that Assemblyman Arosin
was present and urged a favorable considera-
tion of his ordinance for connecting the city
with the union depot. He was most persist-
ent in the matter, and when he saw that Mr.
Thompson’s idea was received more favor-
ably than his own, wanted to have the matter
postponed and a committee appointed to again
confer with the street railway eople, and

(i:), but the
meeting decided that if anything was to be
accomplished this season the less delay
there was the brighter the prospeet for ob-
taining what they claim the city needs so
badly. Hence the action heretofore referred
to was taken. When the meeting was called
to order yesterday afternoon Mr. Kirke, the
chairman, explained at length the discus-
sion which took place the day previous at
the meeting in the city hall, attended by
Mr. Lowry, covering the points fully set forth
in the Globe yesterday morning.

The fact that Mr. Lowry had reported that
the St. Paul street raillway was losing money,
some of the members of the committee were
inclined to belleve, was putting the case un-
fairly when it was learned that the inter-
urban line was not considered at all. It was
claimed that in this matter he should not
separate the earning from the unearning
lines, and besides much of the traflic of the
interurban is local, and it is known that it
is considerable of a money-maker.

After Chairman Kirke had explained what
Mr. Lowry had to say about the Selby avenue
hill, the Broadway loop and the union depot
loop, the latter subject was taken up for
discussion, Mr. Thompson was asked to
explain the substance of his ordinance, which
he did, and Mr. Arosin did the same. In
brief, the Thompson ordinance provides for
a single track on Sibley, from Fifth to Third
streets, on Wacouta from Fifth to Thira,
and on Third street from Robert to Wacouta.
His idea is to have the Lafayette and Rondo,
Mississippi and West St. Paul, Hamline and
the Grand avenue lines all run tv ihe depot
and around these two loops, which would
be formed by the building of the tracks
mentioned.

Mr. Arosin’s pet scheme is to have a double
track on Sibley from Seventh to the union
depot, every alternate car running east and
west on Seventh street, thus furnishing
transfers to every line in the city.

The merits of these two ordinances were
discussed for two hours, and resulted in a
resolution by Mr. Chittenden to the effect
that they approved of the Thompson ordi-
nance, urged its immediate passage by the
city council, and asked the latter body to re-
quest the street railway company to carry
out its provisions as speedily as possible.

Mr. Arosin wanted the matter referred,
but he was turned down on that proposition.
He suggested that a committee of three be
appointed to confer with the street railway
officials and find out from them what plan
of making the depot connection would be tne
most satisfactory. Chairman Kirke will an-
nounce this committee in a day or two.

FAMILY JEWELS AT STAKE,

Girls Seek the Law to Secure Their
Heirlooms,

Judge Willis heard yesterday the
case of Myrtice Webb, Bertha Loomis,
Martha IL.oomis and Emma Boyd
against George Hunsaker as executor
of the will of Martha Griswold and
Mrs. Mary F. Lincoln. The matter at
issue was the disposition of some
jewelry, diamonds and other precious
stones left by Mrs. Griswold. Shortly
before the latter’s death, she handed
the trinkets to Mrs. Mary F. Lincoln
and instructed her to give them, after
her death, to her grand nieces, the
plaintiffs in the present action. But
the executor claimed the jewels as
part of the estate, and therefore Mrs.
Lincoln would not deliver them wuntil
the matter could be settled in court.

Judge Willis settled the question, as,
after hearing the testimony the court
was satisfled that Mrs. Griswold had
delivered the jewels to Mrs. Lincoin,
in expectation of her death, and that,
therefore, the gift was good and the
young ladies were entitled to them.

J. E. Nethaway made the opening
address for the defense. In a few
words Judge Nethaway outlined the
nature of the defense which, he in-
formed the jury, would be that Adler
insane when he fired the stots
that killed Nilles.

Christopher Frylinger, who keeps
the saloon at Farrington and Univer-
sity avenues, in the vicinity of the
shooting, was the first witness called
by the defense. Mr. Frylinger testified
that on the night of the shooting, June
27, an hour or more before it occurred,
Adler came into his saloon and drank
four glasses of beer. He seemed ner-
vous and had a wild look in his eye.
Witness had always thought Adler was
“off.”

Oscar Schieber, the next witness., had
drank a glass of beer with the prisoner,
the same night, and had noticed that
he was nervous and disinclined to talk.
_ G. A. Hoffman had conversed with
Adler about three weeks before the
shooting, and observed his nervousness,
Adler had teld the witness upon that
occasion, that he was being persecuted
by his neighbors and that he wanted
to move away from the locality.

John M. Pathen, who knew Adler
well, testified that he frequently passed
Adler’s shoe shop, but that Adler didn’t
recognize him at times. Adler had
often told the witness that his neigh-
bers bothered him.

Rev. John Solinger, who was also well
acquainted with Adler, testified that
for several months before the shooting
occurred, he had noticed a peculiar
restless manner about Adler, who com-
plained that his stomach hurt him. He
also persisted in declaring that the
neighbors were trying to break up his
business.

The defense next called Mrs. Eliza-
beth Adler, the prisoner's wife. Mrs.
Adler’s testimony was similar to that
of the preceding witness. $She also
added that her husband couldn’t sleep
nights.

The defense then proceeded to ad-
duce expert testimony as to the prison-
er's mental condition. Dr. C. A. Smith
was the first physician called.

Dr. Smith testified that he had oc-
casion to examine Adiler in April, 1896,
two months before the Kkilling of
Nilles, and that he considered Adler
subject to a delusion. Dr. Smith said
that he told Adler that if he kept on
thinking and acting as he did, he would
end in the insane asylum. The witness
thcught that while Adler was extreme-
ly nervous, yet he knew what he was
deing, but he cornsidered him far from
level-headed. The expression of his
eyves showed that he was suffering from
mental disease.

Dr. Henry Hahn made an examination
of Adler in the jail in September, 1897,
and found him suffering from chronic
inganity known as paranoia, which is
a form of delusionary Insanity gradual
in its development. Adler tnought he
was being persecuted, and that people
were trying to poison him. The wit-
ness was positive that Adler must have
been suffering from the disease prior
to the date of the murder. Witness
was satisfied that Adler was insane
when he committed the act, assuming
the evidence as to his conduct prior
thereto, to be true. Dr. Hahn added
that the nature of the disease is such
that as it develops, is almost sure to
lead to homicidal propensities,

Dr. C. E. Riggs and Dr. Knox Bacon,
both of whom examined Adler in De-
cember last, corroborated Dr. Hahn's
testimony in a general way, as to the
probability of his insanity when he
committed the act.

Court then adjourned until 9:30 a. m.
tcday. It is understood that the de-
fense will call ten or a dozen more wit-
nesses. In order that the criminal
cases may be expedited, the advisability
of holding night sessions of the criminal
branch is being considered.

DID WILLRICH DO THAT?

Sisters of St. Benedict Say He Re-
versed the Supreme Court.

The sisters of the Order of St.
Benedict, will appeal from the decision
or order of Judge Willrich in the pro-
bate court, awarding the entire estate
of Mrs. Catherine Will to her sole sur-
viving issue, Frederick Will. The at-
torney for the sisters also secured from
Judge Otis yesterday, a writ of certior-
ari, directing Judge Willrich to certify
to the district court the records and
proceedings had in the probate court.
The petition for the writ is signed
by Aloysia Bath, the president of the
sisters of the Order of St. Benedict.

The institution feels aggrieved by
the decision of Judge Willrich, holding
that the will of Minka E. Will, the
sister of Frederick, did not cenvey to
the institution the interest that Minka
had in the estate of her mother, Cath-
erine Will. The latter, who died in
1922, bequeathed all her estate for life
to her husband, Ignatius Will, the re-
mainder after his death to be divided
equally  between her two children,
Frederick and Minka. The latter was
a sister in St. Benedict’s convent. She
died in August, 1894, and left a will be-
queathing her entire interest in the
estate to the order. But Minka’s fath-
er was still alive, and survived his
daughter for a year, accordingly, when
Frederick Will, as administrator of the
estate, with the will annexed, applied
to the probate court for its distribu-
tion, Judge Wilirich decreed that the

—
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entire estate, including his sister's
share, should go to Frederick Will. The
decision was baged on the theory that
Minka Will at the time of her death,
had no vested interest in the remainder
of the estate, her father being still
alive, and therefore there was no peop-
erty for her will to'act upon.

As for the validity of the will itself,
made by Minka,'Will, the supreme court
has already detlared that it was prop-
erly executed and admitted to probate,
but the supreme court has never pass-
ed on the question of the nature of
Minka Will's interest in the remainder
of her mother's estate. The will of
Catherine Will, expressly declared that
neither Frederick nor Minka Will
should have any right in or upon the
estate until after their father’s death.

In the petition for the writ of certior-
ari, the petitioner contends that Judge
‘Willrich’s decree is erroneous, in that
it reverses the supreme court’s decision
regl'i-lrding the validity of Minka Will's
will,

The plaintiff al-
leges that some twelve years ago he
entered into a verbal contract with
Keenan’s late father, whereby the lat-
ter promised to make a will in his
favor provided he, Griffin, who was a
nephew of the deceased, would con-
tinue to live with and work for him
until his death, ard remain unmar-
ried.

Cobb is the trustee of the bondhold-
ers of the Duluth & Iron Range rail-
rcad company, and he seeks to enjoin
Gov.

GAVE THE DEPUTIES AN EXCEL-
LENT OPPORTUNITY TO DIS-
PLAY THEIR ZEAL.,

FIRE LOSSES ARE DECREASED,

Figures Show That the Arens Burned
Are Growing Smaller Year by
Year,

Gen. C. C. Andrews, state fire war-
den, has his annual report practically
completed. One of the needs which
will be most conspicuously urged
t will be that of better protection of
Northern Minnesota timber, especially
on the lands which were conditionally
ceded by the United States government,
There are something like 7,000 acres of
standing pine timber in the wilds of
the height of land, which are on land
which come within the provision of such
a requirement, and while the state
warden is much gratified that his depu-
ties should have afforded marked as-
sistance in the salvation of this timber
from the furnace-like flames of last
April, he is not forgetful of the entire

| inadequacy of the present arrangements

to properly proiect the timber which the
state has this claim on.

The report gives a summary of the
reports of all the deputies as to the
number and extent of prairie and tim-
ber fires in the state during the past
year, which show that in most of the
districts there has been a consider-
able lessening in the areas burned and
preperty loss occasioned. This, too,
in spite of a long drouth which was
suffered in many localities last year,
after the issuance of the former report.
It will be remembered that while the
spring was wet, the summer months
were not so, and the deposits of mois-
ture were unequally distributed, so
that in many localities the conditions
were so inflammable as to demand the
presence of watchers night and day
for a time. In this work the wardens
received the hearty co-operation of
citizens generally, and to this, as much
as anything, is credited the decrease in
the property losses.
