There was some short sell-
ing by trader*, who have heen apprehensive
of the result of yesterday's balloting on the
rules, ar.d. light as it was, it served to depress
prices for a time. The weather in the South
was rather wet for the harvest, and the pos-
sible effect on July wheat of delay in the
cutting of the new crop, began to impress
speculators, and they were soon bidding live-
ly. July, which closed yesterday at 07 7fe(f!-6So,
opened today at 68\@68%C, and In less than
an hour had advanced at 69Vfec. It became
known during the advance that one house
which has been long for considerable time
had transferred a line of about 1,000,000 bu
July to a firm which is known as an active
cash handler. This at first was looked upon
a.s substantially cash, and scared the shorts
into activity. It was afterwards given out that
transactions were merely in the way of
"evening up," and the excitement died down
as quickly as it had risen, the price sinking
!<• 68c on the realizing which set in. Chicago
receipts were six cars and 138,000 bu were
withdrawn from store. Minneapolis and Du-
lutk received 333 carloads, against 820 the
corresponding day of the year before. Ex-
ports from the Atlantic seaboard were small,
the wheat and flour amounting only to
260,000. Bradstreet'B did not receive any fig-
ures on the change in Kuropean and on pass-
age stocks, so the world's visible was not
forthcoming, but the domestic stocks, east
(if the Rockies, were given at a decrease of
M61.000 bu.

Capacity of the Market for SnHtuln-
lufg Increased Price** Plainly

NEW YORK, June 22.—The stock market
today again gave a demonstration of its as-
tonishing capacity for sustaining increases
of prices, with only temporary pauses and
trivial reactions. The maturing plan of the
committee of directors of the Chicago &
Northwestern for refunding the bonds of the
company, so as to effect a saving which may
be applied to the stock, has become the cen-
tral object of interest In the market. The
upward tendency of prices which radiated
from this stock ultimately permeated the
whole market, carrying even the industrial
stocks, some of which had sagged during
the morning, to a higher plane. Northwest's
extreme rise was 3V4- Omaha, as being near-
est in relation to Northwest, followed Its
course with closest sympathy. But the Van-
derbilt stocks were all strong in sympathy.
Lake Shore made a new record price, jump-
ing 3V4 to 175. The New York, Chicago and
St. Louis stocks, on account of the close re-
lation of traffic interests with Lake Shore,

also showed marked advance. The first pre-
ferred was bid at 71, against 60 bid yesterday.
The common stock gained 11/^l 1/^ and the sec-
ond preferred 2. Lackawanna gained 3V4 to
156 on a definite announcement that the reg-
ular quarterly dividend will shortly be de-i
clared.

A striking feature of the market's course
was the comparatively small transactions on
which prices rose. The volume of trans-
actions, as a whole, was not large, and the
dealings were lacking in animation all day.
Sugar and Chicago Gas, which usually oc-
cupy so large a share of attention, and some
other specialties, were rather heavy and neg-
lected all day, though they showed a recov-
ering tendency before the close. South-
western railroads were particularly strong.
The announcement of a $500,000 shipment of
gold for Thursday's steamer and the prob-
ability that more will go did not renew yes-
terday's alarm on the subject. Gains of a
point or over were shown by Tobacco, Bur-
lington, St. Paul, Omaha, Susquehanna &
Western preferred, Denver & Rio Grande
preferred, Manhattan, Missouri Pacific, Min-
nesota Iron. Kansas & Texas preferred and
Northern Pacific preferred. In the closing
dealings Lake Erie & Western fell a point
and the preferred jumped two points.

Trading in railway mortgages was in con-
siderable volume, and some striking gains
were made in a few issues, including Le-
high & Wilkesbarre ss, which improved 2\'z
per cent. The general tone of the market
was good, and free purchases were noted of
the prominent international mortgages for
continental account. The agfiregate sales were
$1,809,000.
