BREWERS FOR BIG LEAGUE.

Cleveland Manager Negotiating for
a Transfer of Franchise,

Special to the Globe.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., June 25..—Present in-
dications, point to Milwaukee as the successor
to Cleveland in the National league in 1898,
as President Frank De Hass Robison and
Secretary M. S. Robison came here today
for the express purpose of buying out the
Milwaukee magnates and transferring the
Clevelands to this eity, in 1893. All day long
and tonight President Killilea and Manager
Mack have been conferring with the Cleve-
land people, but so far the offer to sell cut
has, not been accepted. It seems likely, how-
ever, that some arrangement will be reached
whereby the five owners of the Brewers will
secure an interest in the Clevelands in the
event of the deal being made, and it is proba-
ble that tomorrow some agreement may be
reached as the Robisons will remain over
for another day.

As a result of the visit of the Cleveland
magnates, ‘‘Broncho’” Jones will join the
Indians, at the end of the present season, and
receive a salary of $2,200 for his work next
year. Cleveland also gives Blake to Mil-
waukee, as a part of the deal, and Catcher
Cregier will also be released to Milwaukee
next spring and become a Brewer. In addi-
tion to these two players the Milwaukee e¢lub
receives $2,000 in cash as a bonus for the re-
lease of Jones, who is conceded to be the best
left handed pitcher in the Western league this
year.

There may be
one or two others—Dr. Shepard, for instance—
but virtually the race interest centers be-
tween Ornament and Typhoon. Both horses
show well on form, Ornament on his Eastern
victories and Typhoon 1I. for those of the
West. Locally Typhoon will be heavily
played, both because he is a Missouri horse
and also because his recent work and time
have pleased those who have carefully
watched him. i

Typhoon II. is in shape to race for a man's
life, All talk of his being lame, unable to
go the distance, etc., is generally considered
bosh. The son of Topgallant-Dolly Varden,
carrying eleven pounds less than stake weight
yesterday, galloped a mile and a quarter in
2:15%, showing his heels to Goshen and Dare
II. Garner then took him the additional Der-
by distance, and the game colt pulled up in
perfect condition, after finishing as straight
as a string. The great Ornament, accom-
panied by Mr. Patterson and a host of Ken-
tucky and other horsemen, arrived here this
morning. The Derby candidate was brought
over from Latonia in a palace car, and the
trip was accomplished without any bad re-
sults. The colt is in the best possible shape,
and between the second and third races today
was worked over an exhibition half-mile.

Ornament’s races have shown him to be a
great horse. He was beaten by Typhoon in
the Kentucky Derby, but 1t was said Orna-
ment was not on edge that day. Except in
that race there is no line ror the three-year-
old form of the horses. Ornament won his
Latonia races by galloping, just as did Ty-
phoon in the Club Members' handicap, and
in Thursday’s race in St. Louis. The starts
of Ornament and Typhoon in their two-year-
old form were as follows:

The sessions of the Y. P. A,, in con-
nection with the Evangelical Associa-
tion of the German M. E. Church,
which is holding its sixth annual con-
vention at Clinton Avenue church, con-
tinue well attended.

The regular
morning session opened at shortly after
9 o’clock, with prayer by Rev. G. W.

Paul district.

A paper was read by Miss Lizzie
Wolter, of Blue Earth, on the alliance
in the congregation. Miss Wolter

wished to impress the necessity of firm- |

All
should take an active interest in the
Sunday school work of their various
churches, and be of active assistance
to the pastor thereof. All should en-
deavor to assist it financially.

Need,” was the subject of an address
by Hermann Hendricks, of Blue Earth.
Mr. Hendricks. said that the only way
in which Satan could be overwhelmed
was by earnest, persevering and united
effort on the part of all.

By
this sanctified power of converted
young people the works of the devil
will be destroyed and the kingdoms of
this world will become the kingdom of
our God.
