AMENDMENT LIKELY.

Bank Checks and
will

Proposed Tax on
an Increase on Beer

Not Be Pressed.

WASHINGTON,  June 26.—The Re-
publican tariff managers are very hope-
ful of being able to complete the con-
sideration of the tariff bill in the sen-
ate by next Wednesday night, a result
which would bring the end within the
present month. They are led to this
conclusion because the Republicans
have adjusted most of their differences
and see their way clear to the settle-
ment of others. The Democratic lead-
ers do not concede the possibility of so

early a conclusion, They generally
place it a week further on, or about
the Tth or Sth of July, but ad-

mit that the end may come by Saturday

of next week. Of the problems still un-

scived by the Republicans, lead ore,
cocal, iron ore, gypsum, tallow and a
few chemicals are giving the most

trouble, but there is no doubt of an
adiustment on all of these, which will
hold the full party vote. The disposi-
'tion is to hold to the rates fixed on lead
and iron ore, with the intention of mak-
ing changes in conference. The rate
on Canadian coal will probably be ad-
-vanced to 67 cents per long ton. Ad-
veeates of a low rate on lead ore are
apparently willing to meet their op-
ponents half way in conference and ac-
rept a rate of 14 cents.

The finance committee has finally de-
cided to abandon the proposed tax on
bank checks, which at one time was
so favorably considered and also, 44
cents per barrel beer tax and the
cl.ange in the tobacco tax. Indeed, it
appears more than probable that all the
changes in the internal revenue laws,
proposed by the bill, will be abandoned.
MThere is some difference in the judiciary
comwrmittee in agreeing on the form of
an anti-trust amendment, but all in-
dications point to the incorporation of
the Pettus’ proposition directed speci-
fically at the sugar trust and of very
little more. It is believed that the re-
riprocity amendment will be ready for
presentation by next Tuesday. The
present indications are that it will make
proviso for negotiation of reciprocity
treaties, but that there will be a re-
quirement that they shall be submitted
to the senate, differing in this respect
from the reciprocity provision of the
McKinley law.

The neescsity for subserving the rev-
enues will render it impossible that
provision should be made for the free
admission of dutiable articles under
yeciprocal agreements, but that a max-
Imum percentage for remission will be
specified. The rate of remission now
moest favorably considered is 20 per
cent. There will probably be objection

ko the retention of the house provision
i for

the continuance of the Hawaiian
reciprocity agreement on sugar, but
the finance committee will favor such
gn agreement, and the probabilities are
that the Republicans will support it
golidly. pending action upon the an-
mexation treaty. The action of the
committee in withdrawing its objec-
tions to the sugar schedule will prob-
pbly have the effect of leaving the pre-
Nision in force without further effort
to that end, but there is no probability
that some one will not offer an amend-
Juent that will open up the entire ques-
tion. The Democrats expect to discuss
fides, chemicals, lead ore, coal and
karious other questions at considerable
Jength, and it is on this account that
they put the date of the conclusion so
far beyvond that fixed by the Repub-
licans.

The question of the duty on tea is
again receiving the attention of the
ecpmmittee. This was practically aban-

oned at one time, but since it has
been found necessary to let the beer
tax go, and to forego the tax on checks,
it is thought the tea duty may bhe
mecessary to bring the revenue up to
the requisite point. The inclinations of
the committee are still against the tax,
and if kept in, it will only be on ac-
count of the necessity for so doing.
The committee is now having a com-
putation made that will determine this
matter. The expectation is that the
/bill will now not be long in finishing,

CURRENCY REFORM.

It Will Not Be Attempted Until Next
Winter.

CHICAGO, June 26.—A special to the
Times-Herald from Washington says:
Currency reform is to be the chief busi-
ness of congress next winter. President
McKinley has decided fully that he
will not send to congress at this ses-
sion a message suggesting the creation
of a currency commission, as he had
intended a short time ago. Instead of
a committee to investigate the subject
and report to congress, an administra-
tion bill is to be drawn and presented
to congress next winier. The prepara-
tion of this measure is to be the special
work of Secretary Gage, but he is ‘o
have the assistance of Comptroller
Eckels and a number of other officials
and public men who are close studen:s
of the currence and banking question,

This measure when prepared is to
be submitted to the president, and,
after recelving his approval, will go to
Speaker Reed, and a number of sena-
tors. If any of these have serious ob-
jections to its details, an effort will be
made to harmonize differences, so that
when the work of passing it through
congress is entered upon, there may be
no delay through Republican dissen-
sion. The measure will be in line with
the best and most modern system of
banking and currency, and an effort
will be made to put the national bank-
ing and national currency systems
upon a thoroughly modern and scien-
tific basis.

There will be ample provision for a
safe and elastic credit currency on
some plan similar to that employed
in Canada or that recommended in
what is known as the Baltimore plau.
The gold reserve will be protected as
other nations protect their bullion re-
serve, by destroying the endless chain.
The vexing problem of what to do with
the greenbacks will be met fairly and
squarely. It is not proposed to retire
them summarily, but to gradually con-
vert them into other forms of paper
money, which will not possess the pow-
er of draining the gold reserve when-
ever exporters or foreign bankers wish
to do so. All that is done in this time
will ba done gradually, and in such
way that the country will not notice
the change.

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COREAN CONSPIRACY.

Plot Discovered to Oust the Con-
trolling Factions.

TACOMA, Wash., June 26.-— The
Northern Pacific steamer Victoria has
arrived from Yokohama. Within a
week  four full cargoes of Oriental
freight, aggregating 18,300 tons, have
been landed here. The Victoria brings
news of a fresh trouble at Seoul, Co-
rea. June 11 an intrigue was discov-
ered having for its object the return
of the king to one of the foreign lega-
ticns, the ousting of the pro-Chinese
and pro-Japanese factions and the ap-
pointment of a regent. On the date
named the imperial tutor, Kogen
Tetsu, and thirty others were ar-
rested for connection with the plot
and imprisoned.

Several mysterious robberies have
occurred on steamers touching Hong

Kcng. The steamer Tai Yuna, on ar-
riving there recently from Australia.

reported that boxes containing $25,000
in gold sovereigns had been stolen
frcm her treasure room. A few days
later $3,100 in gold leaf was stolen
from the treasure chest of the steam-
er Loosook while she was loading at
Hong Xong.

A large band of insurrectionists
who left Cavite have reached the
neighboorhood of Manila, and on May
18 were within an hour’s drive of
the capital. This was after Comman-
der-in-Chief Rivers had published his
latest proclamation, declaring the re-
bellion ended, and offering a pardon
to the insurgents.

Late Yokohama papers, received to-
day, print a letter written from the
rebel camp at Balinkupang, near Ma-
nila, on May 18. The writer asserts
that during the campaign just ended
the Spanish have lost no less than
4,700 men killed and mortally wound-
ed. The rebels started with but nine

efficient guns, while now they have
nearly 10,000 captured Mauser and
Remington rifles. Three important

towns have just risen in rebellion,
one in Tambeales, another in Taimbas
and one inside Negros.

Many cases of gross malversation
have recently been reported in Jap-
anese commercial circles, the largest
being the mysterious disappearance
of about 1,000,000 yen from the funds
of the Osaka Alkali Manufacturing
comparny. The shareholders will he
compelled” o make good the com-
pany's Iindebtedness, and this will
probably involve many of them in
ruin.

ANGER CROPS OUT

REICHSTAG AND DIET INDULGE IN
A LITTLE MUTIAL MUD
SLINGING.

IN THE CABINET.

CHANGES

ALL GERMANY STILL EXPECTING
DEVELOPMENTS IN THE VERY
NEAR FUTURE,

HOHENLOHE IS TIRED OF OFFICE.

Chancellor More Anxious Than Ever
to Be Permitted to Retire to
: Private Life.

BERLIN, June 26.—The reichstag has
adjourned for the summer, but the
Prussian diet will remain in session
until late in July. The association re-
form committee, of the upper house of
the diet, passed the association bill on
Friday in the mutilated form adopted
by the lower house, but with an addi-
tion to the effect that associations, in
which there are anarchistic or Social
Democracy movements, or movements
aiming to overthrow the existing or-
ganizations of the state or society, or
movements preparatory to a separation
of part of the' territory of the state
from the whole, in a manner dangerous
to public security, may be dissolved by
the police.

The diet is almost certain to pass the
bill in this form, which is more conso-
nant with the wishes of the govern-
ment, which desires a measure repress-
ing all opposition meetings and all op-
position agitatior, but there is no
chance of the reichstag agreeing to the
measure in its amended form.

It was interesting to note the crop-
ping out of the deep-seated animosity
between the two bodies, the reichstag
and diet. In the diet Baron von Zed-
litz, the Ccnservative leadér, referred
amid applause to the “misguided, blind-
ed majority of the reichstag,” and
speakers in the reichstag repaid the
attack in kind. Herr Richter, the Rad-
ical leader, spoke in scathing terms of
the “almost permanent cabinet crisis.”
He said Dr. Miquel is to be virtually
the new chancellor, adding: “What
does he believe in? We ought to in-
vite him to appear before us and di-
vulgerhis programme. It is not enough
for us to know the ideas of the June
government; we ought to know also
those of the July government. As to
the autumn government nobody knows
anything about it.” This sally was re-
ceived with great applause by the
members of the Left.

In government, parliamentary and
press circles the conviction continues
that cabinet changes are impending ex-
actly as previously cabled to the Asso-
ciated Press, namely, that Dr. Miquel,
the minister of finance, will succeed
Dr. von Boetticher as vice president of
the council of ministers and imperial
secretary of state for the interior, with
increased prerogatives and functions,
not only in the Prussian, but in the im-
perial cabinet,

CABINET CHANGES.

Prince Holenlche will retain the chan-
cellorship, although he is anxious to
retire to private life, Dr. Miquel taking
mcst of the burden of the office upon
himself. Dr. Miquel's sphere of duty
will also be enlarged by creating for
kim the office of chancellor of exchequer
with similar scope and influence to the
British chancellor of the exchequer.
Baron Marschall von Bieberstein, the
minister for foreign affairs, will remain
in office for a while longer, it being
understood that his portfolio has been
offered to Count von Eulenberg, the
German ambassador at Vienna. and to
Count von Hatzfeldt-Wildenburg, the
German ambassador at London, and
that they have both declined. Now it
is asserted that Herr von Bulow suc-
ceeds Baron Marschall von Bizberstein,
and that Dr. von Boetticher, refusing
another government appointment, is
negotiating for the pozition of president
of one of the largest of German banks,
at three times his present salary, just
as Herr Boedicker, who g few days ago
resigned the presidency of the imperial
insurance institutions, becomes chief of
Herr Krupp's private laborers’ insur-
ance institution at four times the salary
he was getting.

In private conversation Prince Hohen-
lIche, the imperial chancellor, has ex-
presed himself as being tired of office,
adding that he counted upon retiring
in the fall.

The middle of June cereal report for
Prussia, shows that unusually good
crops may be expected, especially of
rye. Some of the provinces, Silesia and
Pcsen for instance, are expecting to
surpass anything known in twenty
years.

The meeting of Emperor William and
King Leopold, of Belgium, at Kiel, is
not entirely devoid of political signifi-
cance. They will discuss the Congo
and other African problems touching
both Germany and Belgium, such as
the slave question. King Leopold will
invite the empbveror to personally at-
tend the Brussels exposition,

By rejecting the invitation of the
Hamburg senate to attend the horticul-
tural show, and by avoiding Hamburg
territory on his present trip, Emperor
William testified his displeasure at the
recent failure to toast him at the ban-
quet tendered to the members of the
reichstag at Hamburg.

A comical mistake of the emperor in
a recent speech has been discovered.
Spcaking at the unveiling of the monu-
ment to his grandfather at Cologne,
his majesty referred to ‘“Neptune with
the trident.” The symbolical figure on
the monument, however, was meant by
the sculptor to represent Father Rhine,
and it has not a trident, but garlandad
vines and grapes where the trident
might have been.

HENRY WILL RESIGN.

Prince Henry, of Prussia, after the
summer naval maneuvers will resign
command of the second division of the
first squadron of the German fleet, and
will take the position of rear admiral
with naval commands ashore and head-
quarters at Kiel. Another batch of
fifteen generals has been retired from
the army by the emperor, making thirty
generals retired by his majesty in three
mcnths. The oldest of retired officers
is conly fifty-six years of age.

The Socialists are to hold a conven-
tion at Hamburg on Oct. 3, the princi-
pal point for discussion will be the
participation of the Socialist party in
the Prussian Diet elections.

At the war academy of Potsdam, two
of the older pupils have fought a sabre
duel with the knowledge and approval
of their superiors. Both were severely
wounded about the head, and one of
them will probably die.

The sessions of the court of arbitra-
tion of which the king of Saxony is
president, to determine the successor-
ship to the throne of Lippe-Detmold,
have concluded, and the finding will be
published within three weeks. It is
reported that the emperor's brother-
in-law, Prince Adolph, of Schaumburg-
Lippe, has been defeated in his pre-
tensions.

Much amusement has been aroused by
the fact that the jubilee portrait of
the queen issued by the London Times
was “made in Germany.”

The new stage version of Goethe's
second part of “Faust” has been made
by Herr Aloys Prasch, manager of the
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Berliner theater, who will present it
in gorgeous shape at-the reopening of
the house in September. The version
includes all the music and much of the
mythological and allegorical matter
hitherto omitted.

Sergeant Raith, of the Bavarlan artil-
lery, stationed at;Metg, recently stab-
bed to death a soldier who refused to
obey an order whith that non-commis-
sioned officer had givernhim. Raith has
been officially praised for his act.

The Kreuz Zeitung warns German
farmers against the invitations of emi-
grant agents to settle in the Southern
states of Americy, ang calls upon the
government to issue a strict prohibi-
tive decree .againkt si¥ch emigration,
“‘gince German farmersjare too good to
compete with black lu)‘{pr in the cotton
and rice fields.” '

John B. Jackson, sécretary of the
United States empassy, gave a dinner
cn Tuesday last, to AzLdrew D. White,
the United States amba¥tsador, and Mrs.
White. Baron von Rodenhan, the act-
ing secretary of state fo,lf foreign affairs,
and the Swiss, utch and Bavarian
ministers and their wives, all of whom
knew Mr. White when he was previous-
ly in Berlin, were among the guests.

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NOT AN INFRINGEMENT.

Federal Conrt Decixion in Favor of
the Winchester Company.

NEW HAVEN, Conn.,, June 26—
Judge Hoyt W. Wheeler, of the United
States circuit court for the Southern
district of New York, has handed down
a decision in favor of the defendants
in the famous suit of Bannerman vs.
the Winchester Repeating Arms com-
pany, of this city. In the neighborhood
of 100,000 persons were directly inter-
ested in the result of this suit, as they
were liable for damage for infringe-
ments if the plaintiff won the suit. The
suit was brought in October, 1894, by
Francis Bannerman, of Brooklyn, N.
Y., against the Winchester Repeating
Arms company, to enjoin them from
miaking the Winchester Model '90 rifie,
and the Winchester repeating shotgun,
model ’93, alleging that the supporting
forearm action by which these guns
are manipulated was an infringement
upon patents owned by him. Banner-
man claimed $10,000 damages and a
royalty upon all the guns of these
mcdels which the Winchester people
had made up to the time the suit was
brought. Judge Wheeler decided that
the Winchester guns do not infringe
upon the patents of Bannerman, and
dismlissed his bill for damages and roy-
alties.

COLOSSAL PAGEANT A SUCCESS,

No Unfortunate Accidents Marred
the Greatest Jubilee That the
World Has Witnessed,

LONDON, June 26.—The Briton's
colossal pageant, one of the grealest
the world has ever seen, has been com-
pleted without a contretemps to mar
its success. This has been an anXious
week for those in authority; but the
whole scheme for the celebration of the
queen’s jubilee was carefully carried
out and has been a triumph for the
management and an object lesson in
unity for the hosts of guests. The
latter have seen in the gathering rep-
resentative contingents from all parts
of the empire who gave a meaning and
a purpose to the procession, generally
lacking in similar displays. It is an
open secret that the Prince of Wales
was among the hardest workers. Not a
single step of impeortance was taken
without his approval and much of the
praiseworthy work done is directly due
to his initiative.

A notable exception to this state of
affairs was the religious services out-
side St. Paul's cathedral,
the queen’s idea. When it was sug-
gested it filled the officials with dis-
may, and disaster was feared as a re-
sult of the rush of sight-seers to that
narrow neck part of London; but cour-
age and resource accomblished the
queen’'s wishes and the task of man-

which was |

aging the hosts, numbering a couple of |

million people, within that exceedingly
limited space and amid scenes of ex-
traordinary excitement, was carried out
in a marvelous manner, thanks to the
skill of the police and their strategy in
preventing the possibility of rushes,
and also, thanks to the admirable de-
meanor of the crowds.

The foreign representatives were
greatly impressed by the way every-
thing was carried out. Unqualified and
generous approval of the festivities has
been bestowed by the press and people
of all nations and communities. The
evident disposition of the whole world

to share in the jubilee and extend it evening party at his residence on July

has caused the liveliest satisfaction and
adds to the general rejoicing.

A pleasant feature of the week was
the Americans’ complete success. The
United States special embassy was eas-
ily the most prominent and the most
honored throughout the celebrations by
all. It is almost needless to add that
Col. John Hay, the United States am-
bassador, is equally gratified. Both he
and the rest of the regular embassy
have done all in their power to insure
Mr. Reid’s success. One of the secre-
taries of the United States embassy
said to a repcrter of the Associated
Press: “It goes without saying that
the British court officials were all po-
lite to their guests; but in Mr, Reid’s
case, all of the royalty have gone out
of their way to show that something
more than official courtesy was in-
tended. Every possible means was
taken to show Mr. Reid the apprecia-
tion felt here of the compliment Pres-
ident Cleveland had paid to the queen.”

AMERICA IN FAVOR.

The feeling In the press is indicated
by the editorial of the Standard of
Friday, which said: “It would be a
most ungracious omission to forget to
offer sincere thanks to all of the for-
eign countries that have pargicipated in
the jubilee. They have added mate-
rially to the pleasure of the queen and
her people by their never-to-be-forgot-
ten kindness. So far as the Americans
are concerned, we believe they are al-
most as pleased and as proud as though
the jubilee were their own.”

In short, nothing is too good for
Americans in London today. The Brit-
ish are also hugely pleased at the way
the Americans illuminated their houses
on jubilee day. The designs on the
residences of Whitelaw Reid, Col. Hay,
Heniy White, secretary of the United
States embassy, and J. R. Carter were
identical, being the familiar big *“V
R.” surmounted by a crown and the
dates *“1837-1897.” On either side of
the central figure of the design was a
large American shield, surmounted by
the eagle and with thirteen stars in
the field. These illuminations were
paid for by the United States goveran-
ment.

At the state banquet on Monday at
Buckingham palace Mr. Reid led in
Princess Victoria of Wales, and the
other guests at the same table were the
Duke of Saxe-Coburg and Gotha, who
was seated opposite the United States
special envoy; the Princess Louise of
Lorne, daughter of Queen Victoria,
Grand Duke Cyril, of Russia; the
Duchess of Fife, Prince Ruppert of
Bavaria, the Duchess of Connaught,

Princess Frederick of Saxony, the her-
editary Princess of Saxe-Meiningen,
the Duke of Oporto, brother of the

king of Portugal, and the Duchess of
York.

On Tuesday Mr. Reid lunched at
Buckingham palace, sitting between
Prince Christian of Schlesswig-Holstein
and the Duke of Cambridge. After
lunch Mr. Reid and the other special
envoys remained in the smoking room
with the princes of the royal family.
On Wednesday both Mr. Reid and Col.
Hay had boxes at the opera, but Mr.
Reid himself was a guest in the royal
box. When Mrs. Reid arrived she was
escorted by a royal equerry to her
box. Gen. Nelson A. Miles, U. S. A,
and Mr. and Mrs. Ogden Mills accom-
panied her.

Mr. and Mrs. Reid on Thursday gave
a luncheon to Lady Lyton and lLady
Emily Lyton. The former is the widow
of Mr. Reid’s British colleague at Paris,
and is now lady in waiting to the gueen.

The
men whose names have been left out of
the list are notably liberal politicians
and former ministers, who declare that
the honors were given on the strictest
party lines. With the exception of Sir
William Vernon Harcourt, no former
liberal minister was invited to be pres-
ent at the ceremony before St. Paul's
cathedral, and the members of the
house of commons who arrived too late
at Buckingham palace to be in the au-
dience, declare the queen should have
waited for them. The charitable socic-
ties’ women think that the Princess of
‘Wales’ dinner to the poor was a kindly
thought, but they claim that it was
a mistaken idea and that the money had
better have been given to the societies
dealing habitually with this work. An
undertaker got ready 1,000 coffins, and
no one needed them.
