JUDGE'S CHARGE A SURPRISE.

REVISES HIS FORMER CHARGE
MATERIALLY—EXCEPTION

TAKE.\.

FTXERAL OF DORILIS MORRISON.

Brutal and Daring Daylight Rob-
bery—General Hem of Min-

neapolis.

The jury In the case of the State
against Aid. Dickinson, went out last
evening with instructions that If they
reached a verdict before 10 o'clock to
send for Judge Russell, otherwise they
would have to remain out all night.

When the court opened in the morn-
ing the arguments were begun with
the presentation of the case from tht.
standpoint of the state by County At-
torney Peterson.

The state's attorney was careful in
his language, and took great pains to
show the jury just what the crime was
for which the alderman from tht.
Twelfth ward had been indicted. He
asked the jury to remember all through
the argument that the Indictment
charged Dickinson with agreeing "to
vote for and work for" a certain print-
ing contract. The bill found by the
grand Jury not alone charged that ne
had agreed to vote, but that he had
agreed to work for the contract upon
receipt of the money, and under the
indictment it was proved that Dickin-
son was guilty, if the evidence showed
that he had agreed with T. E. Bishop,
when he received the money, that he
would work for the contract for the
Penny Preps.

The county attorney made one new
point that was a telling one to his
listeners. He reminded the jury that
Dickinson had sworn that in his first
conversation with Bishop the latter had
told him that he had pocketed the $250,
and that it had been paid to no aldei

-
man, and that no aldermen were to
be suspected. Then he testified that
after Bishop had been before the grand
jury Dickinson asked Bishop:

"What did you tell the grand jury?"
"Now," said the speaker, "if that

first conversation had occurred why
should Dickinson ask Bishop what he
had told the grand jury? In what
manner did It concern him? Was it
not an insult to Bishop to ask the
question? No, I'lltell you why he said
that. He knew Bishop had been before
the grand jury, and he wanted to see
if Bishop had protected him, and had
lied about it. That's why he asked the
question. Gentlemen, that last conver-
sation between them did occur, but
Dickinson did not tell the truth as to
the first one. for the two stories do not
fit in right."
It was 2:30 o'clock when the state's

attorney completed his arguments, and
Mr. Harrison opened with his closing.
He paid particular attention to the
statute, and used every endeavor to
show the jury that the law intended
that unless the action of an official had
been influenced he could not be held
for bribery. Of course he claimed that
Dickinson had never received or asked
for any money, but he was on the safe

side in an attempt to show the jury
that even ifhe had, he was not guilty
of any wrong.

Mr. Harrison was through speaking
at 4:15 o'clock, and Judge Elliott de-
livered the charge to the jury. In the
minor features it was the same as his
previous effort, but in the principal
features, he changed it so as to be
much stronger for the state. At the
first trial, Judge Elliott charged that
the jury must find that Dickinson
agreed to change his vote, or that his
official action should be altered, be-
fore the jury could find a verdict
against him. This is the point dwelt
upon by the defense, because Bishop
had testified that he understood thai
Dickinson was always for him. Here
is the charge on that point, which
dashed the hopes of the defense, and
caused an exception to the charge:

"But it is not necessary, in order that the
defendant may be found guilty as charged
In the indictment, that the jury Bhould fin-]
from the evidence that Dickinson's vote, opin-
ion or action was in fact influenced by suchagreement or understanding, if you should
find that it was made. If you should find
from the evidence, in accordance with thelaw, as herein stated, that the defendant
entered into an agreement or understanding
with a witness, Bishop, whereby the de-
fendant, Dickinson, was to receive the sum
of $500, and that such agreement or under-
standing^ was to the effect that Dickinson s
future action with reference to this pending
contract should be influenced thereby, to
the effect that he would take said money and
use the same fcr the purpose of influencing
other members of the city council to thussecure the printing contract to the Penny
Press Publishing company, then the defend-
ant would be guilty as charged in the in-
dictment, notwithstanding the *-">t that he
himself may have intended from the first
to vote and work for the said contract.

• * \u2666
"The defendant has, in addition to' the plea

of not guilty, interposed a plea of former
acquittal, and certain evidence has been of-
fered tending to show the proceedings of
the former trial of this case. Itappears from
the evidence that after twelve jurors had
been obtained and sworn, knowledge came Lo
the court that one of the jurors so accepted
was net a proper person to serve as a juror
in the case, and that upon a showing being
made by the state's attorney the court al-
lowed him to challenge this juror, and that
thereupon he was excused and a new juror
sworn and accepted. The defendant claims
that this amounted to an acquittal, but the
court Instructs you, as a matter cf law, that
it was the right and duty of the court to
excuse said juror under the circumstances,
and that the same did not and docs not in
this case constitute an acquittal of the
charge.

The audacity of the Minneapolis burglar
seems to have no limit, and perhaps the
boldest piece of work committed in this city
in broad daylight, was perpetrated early
yesterday afternoon. Mrs. M. E. Haines. a
widow residing at 2707 Nicollet avenue, was
the victim, and besides being prostrated by
the shock and injuries she received, she was
robbed of her hard earnings amounting to
$72. •

Mrs. Haines Is a dressmaker, and about 1
o'clock yesterday afternoon was busily en-
gaged in a side room on the lower floor of thehouse she occupies. Suddenly she heard foot-
steps, but thought, as she told the reporter,
it was the rental agent, who had come to
collect the rent. Her back was turned towards
the door, and as she was about to rise from
her chair, she was seized from behind. The
sleeve of a dress, which she had been sewing,
was hastily forced Into her mouth, and the
burglar who held her said to his pal: "Bill,
go get a string so that we can tie her." Bili
did bo, and returned with a clothes line,
which was tied about the victim's mouth.Becurely fastening the gag. The helpless
woman was then tied hand and foot. Hor
arms were forced back into a very uncom-
fortable position and she was comipletely at
their mercy. "Bill" was ordered to go up
stairs and search for valuables, and that
ho did his duty was shown by the way the
rooms were left. Bureau drawers were dumped
of their contents, and the greatest confusion
reigned. What articles of value they secured
Mrs. Haines was unable to state, as the
rooms were occupied by another family.

The defenseless victim lay on the floor
where the robbers had left her. The leader

ROBBERS AT BAY

TO ROB A DEADWOOD
BANK.

DEADWOOD, S. D.( June 28.—Four
masked men this morning made a
desperate attempt to rob the Butte
County bank at Belle Fourche. Enter-
ing the bank with revolvers drawn,

they ordered the customers present and
bank officials to hold up their hands.
A little hesitancy on the part of
Cashier Marble drew a shot from the
gun of one of the robbers, which clip-
ped off a large portion of the cashier's
right car, and enforced compliance
with the command. The safe and
counters were relieved of the cash they
contained, and the robbers, mounting
their horses, which had been con-
veniently stationed, rode away. As the
party started aftor the assault on the
bank, an unusual display of firearms
on their part attracted the attention
of A. Giles, a merchant, who surmised
that something was wrong, and gave
an alarm. Giles was made the target
for a volley from the robbers' pistols,
but escaped uninjured. Pursuit was
prompt, the bandits having barely time
to unhitch their horsee and mount be-
fore being surrounded. In the light
that followed, Walter Gay, of Gay &
Sons, was shot through the cheek, re-
ceiving a painful wound. The outlaws
fired right and left while riding out of
the town, but no one else was wound-
ed. Thomas Day, one of the robbers,
was overhauled half a mile from town,
and is now in jail at Deadwood. He io
a stranger in the vicinity. The rest
of the gang are now at bay at the
Three V. ranches, a few miles from
Belle Fourche, where they will likely
be captured or killed. It transpires
that less than $75 was taken from the
bank, the cashier, Arthur Marble, hay- i
ing slammed shut and locked the doors
of the vault at the entrance of the rob-
bers. He was fired at three times,
only one shot taking effect. He tried
to return the fire, but his pistol failed
him.
