Tltc Memories of Childhood Revived
by Her Majesty in it Final Vis-

LONDON. June 28.—The queen re-
turns! to London this afternoon— her
final jubilee day, but one

—
and made

what m.^st probably was her last
public appearance in the metropolis,

for. with the celebration that closes at
Aldershot, on Thursday next, the state
appearances of her majesty, it is said
on fair official authority, willbe linish-
ed; that henceforth for whatever span

of life may be left to her, Queen Vic-
toria will confine herself to such work
for tbe state as can be done at Wind-
sor. Balnoral or Osborne. All those
Official functions drawing: rooms, pub-

lic ceremonies, opening town halls, hos-
pitals and the like, which bring the
sovereign face to face with the people,

willnow be relegated to the Prince and

Princes of Wales. Her majesty has
Witnessed and has been the object of

a scene never surpassed in material
splendor and moral significance since
the British empire was created. For

tlu> occasion she put aside her own
ever-present sorrows and griefs, in or-
der to join the exultations of the em-
pire. The result was beyond expecta-

tion. Every one had known the Jubilee
WUld be remarkable, but few re-alized
how great would be the fervor and
Btn ngth of the popular feelings. The
sounds, far more than the sights, were
a revelation. The queen thinks, so
ihv statement runs, that she has done
encufch. The unexampled devotion and
acceptance of her obligations to her
people, h-uve, after sixty years, well

\u25a0won her rest, and, in, so far as the
sovereign can, she now proposes to
le: the burden of responsibility fall on
those who must bear it when she
passes away.
It was the knowledge of this, pathe-

tically mingled with loyalty, that lent
puch deep interest to today's proceed-
ings, feelingly devoted in the first in-
stance to a visit to Kensington. Going

to her birth place, possibly for the last
time, revived for the queen, all the
sweet associations of childhood made
more solemn to her, in that it was here
stie first knew she was a queen, and
that on this day, fifty-nine years ago,
phe was crowned. As her majesty has
always cherished with passionate at-
tachment every tender sentiment, to-
day's visit wus cne of mingled pleasure

and sadness, it seemed, indeed, a fare-
well.

The same ceremonies of semi-state
progression were observed as on her
arrival a week ago. A commanding
officer's escort of the Life guards was j
in attendance. The route was by the \
Bays water road to Church street, and
via the Mall to Kensington. Such
portion of the rcute as had not al-
ready been decorated, was furnished ;
in draperies, flags, mottoes and fes- j
toons, made so familiar last week in
other parts of London. Proceeding 1
along Church street to St. Mary's, a j
halt was made to receive an address
fr»m the people of the queen's birth-
place. The scone was exceedingly bril-
liant, the neighborhood being lavishly
decorated. The Marquis and Marchion-
ess of Lome were included In the mem- j
bers of the reception committee. The
guards of honor furnished by the Mid-
dlesex volunteers, presented arms and
the band played the national anthem
on the arrival of her majesty. As soon
as the queen's carriage reached the
porch, the Marquis and Marchioness of
Lome approached and greeted her
majesty, after which the chairman of
the vestry presented the address, which i

was contained in a morocco case.
Her majesty reached Buckingham i

palace at 1:30 p. m. and about 5 o'clock !
entered the grounds to be present at j
the garden party, for which 0,000 in- j
vltations had been issued. Her majesty
was received with almost reverential i
greetings and took up her position, to
•which she was wheeled from the palace
door, in front of a sma.li tent near the
lake. The gardens were beautifully
arranged. The queen's water men were
in boats on the lake, the fountains were
all playing, refreshment marquees had !
been erected at convenient spots and
three Lands of music were in attend-
ance. The queen received many of her
goests in h-er tent and there took leave
of the special envoys of the foreign
powers to the jubilee ceremonies and
their suites. Among the Americans
present were all the members of the
United States special embassy, except-
ing Rear Admiral Miller. The queen
returned to Windsor at 7 o'clock.

ELK RATES ARE DEMORALIZING.

President K. W. Winter Decllnea
Another Pusltiun W hlcli Hei»ort

Has Selected for Him,

It is evident from the action just
taken that the big railroad lines in the
East having lake connections to the
head of Superior are determined to put
a stop, if possible, to the promiscuous
rate cutting-, which Is said to have been
going on for the past few months, or
since the opening of navigation. Messrs.
J. T. Clark, of the Omaha, Broughton,
of the St. Paul & Duluth. and Martin,
of the Soo, have started for New York
to attend a conference, which is slated
for today, when this matter will be
taken up and the order issued that a
former Instruction not to deviate from
tariff be strictly followed.
It is stated that some of the lake

and rail rates have been so shaved
that there was left littleor no margin
for the eastern lines, which protected
their western connections, in the lat-
ter's effort to secure business in the
face of string competition. A number
of freight men, in addition to those
named, have gone to the East, and the
result of the conference will be
watched for with considerable interest
alike by the railroads and shippers.

CAR FERRY CHANGE.

Wisconsin «fe Miohlßnn Line Ab-
sorbed by the BigFour.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., June 2S.—The
Wisconsin & Michigan Car Ferry line,
which has been operating between
South Chicago and Peshtigo, Wis., has
passed into the hands of the Big Four
system, the Cleveland, Cincinnati, Chi-
cago & St. L,ouis railroad. This will
make an entire change in the affairs
of the Wisconsin & Michigan ferry lino,
of which J. J. Coleman, formerly of
the St. Paul railroad in Milwaukee,
is the general manager. The intention
of the BigFour is to form a lake con-
nection between Benton Harbor, where
it maintains extensive rail terminals,
and Manitowoc and the absorbed car
ferry line will be used for that purpose,
the Big Four operating in connection
with the Wisconsin Central and North-
western lines. The transfer will take
place about July 1, when all ferry
boats owned by the line willbe divert-
ed from their present run between
South Chicago and Peshtigo. to Benton
Harbor and Manitowoc, thus forming
a Northwestern freight outlet to
the Eastern seaboard.

RATES FOR THE ELKS.

Competition Has Generally Caused
Much Demoralisation.

Chairman Caldwell. of the Western Passen-
ger association, has formally notified the
line's members of the association of the
action of th* Great Western in putting into
effect under conditions already nameil, a rate
of $10 for the round trip from Kansas City
and all intermediate r-oints where one fareplus 50 cents would make a higher rate to
Minneapolis for the Elks' gathering early next
month. In a letter to Mr. Caldwell General
Passenger and Ticket Agent F. 11. Lord, of
the Great Western, says that this action was
precipitated by competition from the Rock
Island.

Undier all the circumstances Lhera is lirtle
left for the other Western lines to do but
meet this rate of the Great Western, and thus
the rate situation in connection with th°
Elks 1 gathering in Minneapolis promises to
go down to railroad history with as much
rate cutting and misunderstanding as thatwhich marked the last month or two pt:or
to the G. A. R. convention in th's city lastSoptember.

San Francisco. At the time of making therate, the general opinion was that It would
not bring a large amount of traffic, but some
of the roads now are In straits to get the nec-
essary equipment to enable them to handle
tho traffic. Several of them have made ur-
gent calls upon their connections for all thecara that can ba spared.

Eastbound shipments last week were 50.991tons, against itf.O:)! for the preceding week,
and oG.TSi for Lhc corresponding week of lastyear.

ing of the mileage bureau will come before
tlie meeting.
