NEW YORK, June 29.—The market for se-

curities today was one to delight the pro-
fessional trader, fluctuations in many of the
leading shares being wide and very erratic.
Sugar moved over a range of 3% during the
day, dancing up and down by spurts and falls.
Chicago Gas was almost equally wide in its
fluctuations, and was as erratic and even
more active. The range of these two great

centers of speculation was above last night's

close in the early dealings, and especially of
Sugar, and this tended to restrain the dis-
tinct tendency towards reaction, which was
latent in the market all day, and which final-
ly overcame the whole list. The London
exchange is fast settling down to normal
activity again, after the interruption of the
jubilee festivities, and prices there reflected
the opinion of dealers that the advance of
prices on the New York exchange had been
more precipitate than was warranted by the
conditions.
