RAILWAY CONSTRUCTION.

Total for the Flr*t Huif of the Year
Very Small.

CHICAGO, June 30.—The Railway
Age reports that only 622 miles of
track have been laid in the United
States during the first half of 1897.
This is less than the corresponding
period of any year since 1875, with the
exception of 1894, when only 525 miles
of track had been laid up to July 1.
In twenty-six of the states and terri-
tories no track has been laid this
year. Judging from the construction
now under way on the different lines
the total amount of track laid during
the entire year will be close to 2,00^
miles

—
about the same amount that

was laid during each of the last three
years. So far this year Louisiana
leads with 111 miles of track laid, and
California is second with 93.

The Great Western today announced
that, in the absence of any general
understanding, regarding harvest ex-
cursions, it would run them on July ;>
and 20, making for them a rate of one
fare for the round trip plus $2. It is

likely that the other roads will also
run the excursions on the same dates.

The Western roads have decided
that they cannot grant the request
of the Chicago merchants for reduced
rates from country points, on account
of so many protests having been re-
ceived from the Jobbers in the various
states adjoining Illinois and also from
Illinois cities.

The total number of passengers han-
dled for the Christian Endeavor con-
vention by the roads running out of
Chicago is very close to 10,000. This
1h rather more than any of the roads
were looking for.

SOO LINE INSURANCE.

New Sj stein Arranged 'or the Ilene-
fll of Employe*.

The Soo line has started a new sys-
tem of insurance for the benefit of its
employes. Ithas a scheme to idemnify
the employes against sickness and lu-
jury. There is no death provision, and
the whole plan is merely to provide
means of eliminating the haunting fear
that so many railroad men have that
they may be "laid off" on acount of
sickness and that their families will
suffer thereby.

A circular is out, signed by General
Manager F. D. Underwood, of the Soo,
reading as follows:

Attention is called to the arrange-
ments which have been made with the
Detroit Sanitarium company, Detroit,
Mich., to insure such officers and em-
ployes of this company as are in sound
health and bodily condition, medical
and surgical treatment, medicine ami
board in case of sickness or injury, in
the Detroit Sanitarium or any of its
associated institutions, including St.
Barnabos, Minneapolis; Bethesda, St.
Paul, and St. Mary's, Ithinelander. In
lieu of such hospital care and treat-
ment a money allowance is made for
the payment of bills of physicians and
surgeons incurred at home in accord-ance with the terms of the certificates
issued by the Sanitarium company.

Certificates containing a provision
entitling the holder to treatment, etc.,
for a period of twenty-six weeks, if
suffering from sickness or injury con-
tracted within one year from date of
same are issued by the Detroit Sani-
tarium company at the rate of $6 per
year in wards and $12 per year in pri-
vate rooms.

Orders given the Sanitarium com-
pany by the employes of this company
will be accepted by the paymaster.
F. R. Lacy, formerly traveling audit-

or of the Soo line, has charge of the
insurance department.

HEAVY LA\D SALES.

Railroad« Report Activity in De-
mand in Tltlti l.iin-.

WASHINGTON, June 30.—Senator
Heltfeld, of Idaho, received another dis-
patch today from Gov. Steunenberg,
dated at Boise, as follows:

Complaints continue today. Fences are be-
ing burned and cattle killed. Indians come
from Lemhi, rrnatilla. Fort Hall and Duck
Valley reservations. They must disperse or
trouble willl soon follow.

This was soon communicated to the
interior department, and Secretary

Bliss immediately wired Agent Irwin
at Fort Hall to expedite his telegraphic
report of the situation and called upon
the agents at Lemhi, Umatilla and the
Western Shoshone (Duck valley) agen-
cies for reports.

Game .Warden Manning, of Marys-
vale, Wyo., near the scene of the Jack-
son Hole affair, part of the old Ban-
nock hunting grounds, has urged a
proposition to ddsarm the Indians on
the Fort Hall reservation, and the mat-
ter has been forwarded for considera-
tion through Gov. Richards and Sen-
ator Warren, of Wyoming. Agent Ir-

win has taken a decided stand against
it, and in a report to the Washington
authorities, dated a day or two before
the present trouble, says:

The proposition to disarm the Indians of
this reservation is not practicable, and if it
were, would be of no particular benefit, since
ifit were possible to collect every gun on the
reservation, the supply could be renewed
within a few hours from the various towns in
adjoining reservations. These Indians are not
armed in the ordinary sense of the term, but
like all hunting people, some of them possess
shot guns and rifles for hunting purposes
only. As such arms are freely sold them
everywhere, it would be worse than useless
to deprive the Indians of these. The law re-
lating to hunting in Wyoming has been fully
and persistently explained, and is understood
by every one of them. Those who hunt in

violation of the law will do so willfullyand
•with the expectation of being punished If
caught, exactly as in the case of white men.

The agent adds that he does not be-
lieve many of them will venture into
the hunting regions this season, "but
it can hardly be expected that a cus-
tom enjoyed for generations and which
they believe unjustly taken away, can
be broken up in one or two years. The
Indians, as a whole, however, acqui-

esce in the decision of the United States
supreme court, growing out of the
Jackson Hole troubj-e, in which the
hunting rights of the Indians were
negatively decided. Some Indians,
however, he predicted, would slip away
unnoticed. In another letter the game
warden was advised by the agent as
the most effective way of preventing
their departure on these expeditions to
arrest and jail the first Indians who
appeared in the vicinity.

It is also expected that FreiherrBadiner, president of DusseldOTf, will suc-
ceed Count Posadowski-Wehner. Dr. Miquel
will retain the Prussian portfolio of finance,and, as senior member of the cabinet, willassume the office of vice president of the
Prussian ministry. This, is is believed, com-pletes the changes for the present. Theemperor being reluctant to repeat the dra-
matic features that accompanied the re-
movals of Prince Bismarck and Count Ca-privi. more gradual methods are now em-ployed.

Dr. Miquel will have to wait for a new crisis
in order to get higher promotion, but nobody
expects that this is far distant, though for
the moment matters have been smoothed over.
Prince Hohenlohe will start tomorrow for a
vacation of several weeks at Schlllingsfurst
and Aussec. The ministerial Post in a si%i-ficant and probably inspired article declares
that without doubt Prince Hohenlohe vis-
ited Prince Bismarck with the emperor's sanc-tion, and that the visit therefore implies that
the Bismarckian traditions are still to de-
termine the foreign policy of the empire and
to lead it in the direction of keeping on
friendly terms with Russia.

THE WHEEI, IX THE ARMY.

Us Utilisation by French, German,
and American Soldiers.

The irrepressible and übiquitous
modern device, the bicycle, grows
more and more serious and important
with every year of its existence. Now
itis capturing the armies of the world.

The bicycle has invaded the military
circles of the greatest powers on the
globe. France has regular bicycle
corps, with wheels specially construct-
ed for campaiging. One of the recent
devices proposed is a bicycle with a
bayonet attachment, and propelled by
a gasoline motor, leaving the rider free
to handle his rifle. A body mounted
on wheels of this character, charging
down one of the elegant French high-
ways against the enemy, would make
a formidable appearance, whatever
the effect might be. Germany also has
its bicycle corps, and in addition to
that, with the thoroughness which al-
ways distinguishes her in military af-
fairs, she has in training 1,000 Great
Danes at Berlin who are to becomeliterally "dogs of war." When let
loose their mission will be to rush at
an opposing bicycle brigade and pull
the riders off their wheels. The dogs
are drilled to discriminate between the
German uniform and any other. All
operations are to be directed against
riders in a uniform not German.Should the Germans have allies in the
field on wheels, the results might be
disastrous..

The United otates military authori-ties, not to be behind in utilizing the
bicycle, have instituted experiments
with a view to its use in the fieldGen. Miles has been in favor of thisfor some time, and Secretary Alger ofthe war department, has issued an
order directing Lieut. James A. Moss
of the Twenty-fifth United States in-
fantry, stationed at Fort MissoulaMont., to organize a bicycle corps oftwenty from men in his regiment to
make a trip from Fort Missoula to
bt Louis, Mo., and return on wheels,
lne corps is to carry tents, ammuni-tion, arms, equipment and food, andwill camp out each night as in regular
service. Each rider is to carry on his
?h ia *naPsack. to be strapped on
the handle-bars, one blanket roll on
the top of the knapsack, confainlngone blanket; one half-shelter tent andthe poles; one haversack, and one cup
Every o.her soldier is to carry a riflestrapped horizontally on the left sideof his wheel, the others carrying re-volvers and luggage cases, in addi-
tion to the above each soldier carriesa canteen, and cartridge belt contain-ing thirty rounds of ammunition on hisperson.
