RIOT LAW INVALID.

(VetV Ohio Stntiate Ovrrruk-d l>y the
liowrr Court.

CLEVELAND. 0., July L—Judge
Disselt, of the common pleas court,
today decided the Smith lynch law in-
valid. The law, more properly speak-
ing, is a riot law, permitting persons
injured In riots to recover from tho
county. It went before the court In
the form of a damage suit brought
by J. W. Caldwell against the county
to recover damages for injuries re-
ceived at the Brown Hoisting and
Conveying Machine company's strike.
The court did not held the law making

counties and municipalities liable for
property destroyed by mobs uncon-
stitutional. He held the legislature
had the right to enact laws to protect
both persons and property. He held,
however, that the conviction and pun-
ishment of the offenders should be a
bar to the recovery of any damage.
He thought it more logical to invest
the commissioners with authority t)
prevent riots before passing a law
making the county liable for injuries.
However, the serious defect lies in
the wording of the law fixing dam-
ages absolutely at $500 for slight in-
juries, and $1,000 f«Jr serious injuries
inflicted by a mob. The court held that
two or three persons 'may constitute a
mob, and that t,he law opened up the
way to innumerable damage suits
against the county: Moreover, it
placed the damages beyond the juris-
diction of a jury, and the amount of
damages would" likely be altogether
out of proportion to the injuries in-
flicted. The law was, therefore, de-
creed invalid and unconstitutional." ,\u25a0'' ,

NAPOLEON THE MAN.

i.iit-111 Thrown on Mis Character hy
Sin>|n«'ss«'(l Letters.

PARIS, July I.—M. Leon Lechtre,
curator of the French archives, wiil is-
sue, during the present week, the first
volume of 300 letters which were sup-
pressed by the editors of Napoleon'.s
correspondence, issued in 1869, as not

calculated to increase the glory of the
great French emperor. The volume in-
cludes some heated family letters, an 1
some vigorously worded epistles to
Fouch-e and Duboise. the ministers >>f
police and war, respectively. A letter
to Marshal Soult, 1n 1804, shows that
Napoleon did not hesitate in adopting
any means of obtaining confessions.
He orders Soult to arrest a fisherman
suspected of communicating with tho
British, adding: "If he refuses to
speak, you must squeeze his thumbs
in a musket lock."

Thiis was a method adopted to ex-
tract confessions in the cases of pcrr
sons suspected of espionage.

Napoleon"s list of persons to be ar-
rested was endless, and his abuse of
Mme. de Stael was unceasing. Learn-
ing in 1807. through Marshal Victor,

that Prince Augustus of Prussia wa=
intriguing against him in Berlin, Na-
poleon wrote: "I am not astonished,

because he has a dull mind, and has;
sp*nt his time courting Mme. de Sta-1
at Coppot (Switzerland), and, of course,
could only pick up bad habits with
her. Send word to him that at the first
mischievous remark he utters you will
lock him up in his castle and send
Mme. de Stael to console him. There
are no men so cringing as these princes
of Prussia."

Writing to Talleyrand in 1808, that
princes of former reigning families of
Spain were about to arrive at Valencia,
Napoleon said: "You may send for
Mme. Talleyrand and four or five per-
sons. If the Prince cf Asturias should
form an attachment for a pretty per-
son, it willbe no drawback, as it would
supply another means of watching

him."
Another letter from Napoleon to Tal-

leyrand reads: "Your mission is hon-

orable enough to receive three illus-
trious personages, and amuse them,

and is quite in keeping with your char-
acter."

When Napoleon received the news
June 11, 1809, that the pope had ex-
communicated him. he wrote: "Ispare
the pope no longer. He is a raving

madman and must be locked up."

FIVES MBS IXJIBED

By the Explosion otf Hie Engine ol a

Suburban Train.
CHICAGO, July I.—Five men wore

injured today by the explosion of the
engine of an incoming suburban train,

or the Chicago & Northern Pacific
railway, at Morgan Park, while the
train was going at full speed, between
the Morgan Park and One Hundred
and Thirteenth street stations. The
fireman of the engine. John Lateh-
shaw, will die from his injuries.

The Injured—John Fogg, engineer, terribly
bruised and scalded, probably fatal; John
Latchshaw. fireman, crushed and scalded;

will die; three men, names unknown, resid-
ing at Blue Island, bruised; will recover.

The train was the early morning

suburban express, consisting of five
coaches, filled with passengers. Mid-
way between tho stations and while

under a full head of steam, the lwllor
of the locomotive exploded with a re-
port which was heard for miles. The
engineer and fireman were thrown fifty
feet. The passenger cars were thrown
backwards by the shock with such
violence that passengers in all of them
wtre thrown over the seats and
through the doors. Three of them
were badly bruised. The cause of tho
explosion is not yet known.
