The plaintiffs claimed that there wa§
a constitutignal inhibit.on against us-
ing a surplus now in the treasury or
funds raised by taxation while the
apitol was in process of construction,
for its erection; that the capitol couid
be. bullt upon money raised by
bonds issued for that purpose.
set up in the com:plaint that the build-
ing of the capitol was an extraordi-

| nary expense, and that the legislature
 had

viclated sections 2, 5, 6, 7 anil
8, and especially section 5 of article Y,
which provides that the debt limit of
extraordinary expenditures shall nct
exceed §250 0320. Section 6 provides that
all such debts must be contracted upen
state bonds issued in sums of not less
than §500 each and payable in ten
years from the date of issue. Section
7 simply provides that except in cas2
of war to repel invasion or suppress
insurrection the state shall levy no
debts except as provided in sections 5
and 6 mentioned above. Section §,
the money
shall ke applied to the object
in the act authorizing -the
loan and no other. Section 9 provides
that no money shall be paid out of
the state treasury except in pursuanc:
of an appropriation by law.

The supreme court holds that the re-
strictions upon the legislature are in-
tended to compel that body to provide
sufficient revenue to meet the expen-
ditures of the state, to prevent the ac-
cumulation of debts, and to insure
prompt payment of those created
There is nothing to limit the amount
of taxes that may be levied; nothing
to limit the amount of funds that
may be accumulated in the state treas-
ury, or the amount of extraordinary
expenses and disbursements that may
be paid out of this surplus fund, pro-
vided no indebtedness is incurred
which cannot be repaid from current
funds. While the constitution pro-
vides that the revenue shall be as
great as the expenditureg, there is nc
provision that they shall not be great-
er. Money may be raised by taxadon
to build a new capitol.

It is held that there is nothing in
the position of the plaintiffs that, be-
cause the legislature is elected for only
two years, it can make no standing
appropriations for a longer period;
neither is there anything in the con-
tention that, because the legislature
places a limited amount of funds at
the disposal of a certain board for a
given purpose, that 1t violates the
constitution. The Ilegislature is not
obliged to remain in session for ten
years in order to build the new cap-
itol. Moreover, St. Paul is the per-
manent seat of government for the
state, and there is nothing in the
position taken by the plaintiff that the
money was appropriated for the pur-
pose of erecting a permanent state
building at a temporary seat of gov-
ernment.

Fleckten also claimed that the lands
granted the state by congress for the
purpose of erecting public buildinga
should be sold and the proceeds of the
sale exhausted before a tax was
levied for the erection of a state cap-
itol. The supreme court holds also
that the contention has no good foun-
dation. Section 5 of the act authoriz-
ing the people of Minnesota to adort
a constitution and organize a state
government granted them ten acres of
land, for the erection of public build-
ings, and not especially for the erec-
tion of a state capitol, but other build-
ings as well. Finally, it is held that
the act embraces only one subject, and
is not unconstitutional, by reason of
embracing more than one subject.

These points are brought out in the
opinion handed down by Justice Canty.
Following is the syllabus in this and
two other cases:

Swan J. Fleckten et al., appellants .,vs. H. W.
Lamberton et al., constituting the Board of
State Capitol Commissioners, respondents.
Syllabus—1. Held, sections 2, 5, 6, 7 and 8

of article 9 of the constitution do not pro-
hibit the legislature from appropriating the
surplus revenues in the state treasury or a
part of the revenues collected each year for
the erection of a state capitol, so long as suf-
ficient public funds applicable thereto are left
to defray the current, ordinary expenses of
the state government, and it does not appear
that chapter 2, Laws of 1893, contravenes
these assertions of the constitution.

2. Held, the legislature may, for the pur-
pose of erecting a state capitol, make appro-
priations covering a period of time beyond the
two years for which it is elected.

3. Held, the legislature may create a board
of public officers for the purpose of purchasing
a site for and superintending the erection of
a state capitol thereon,. and expending the
moneys appropriated for that purpose.

of the bank’s evidence, because:no issues had
been framed.

Held, conceding, without deciding,,that the
hearing was-the-final trial on the merits of a
matter involving substantial rights, for which
issues should be framed by proper pleading,
the objection came too late, and. should have
been made when the court ordered-the matter
adjourned to be heard on competent evidence
as aforesaid.

Knocks It Out.

The action of the municipal court
in impcsing a fine upon Alfred Johx_l-
son, engineer for the Edison Electric
Light company, for allowing dense
smoke to escape from the smoke stack
of the company’s piant on Cedar street,
was reversed by the supreme court yes-
terday. The syllabiis in the case can
be found in ancther column of this
Justice Camiy handed down the
cpinion. and Justice Coilins is the dis-
senting membter of the ccurt,

The city is beaten because the word
“servant’” is omitted in section 2 of .Eh"
act, which applies especially to buiid-
ings. As the ordinance bears every
evidence of having been carefully
drawn, and is very specific in its pro-
visions, it is held that inasmuch as
the servants are not mentioned in con-
nection with the clause on buildings,
they cannot be held. liable for the
creation of a nuisance when they allow
smoke to escape fromr the chimneys of
the establishments where they are em-

ployed. . :
Section 1 of the ordinance is very
general and takes in everybody, but

scction 2 holds -owners, agents, opera-
tors or servants on locomotives or
steamboats liable for the creation of a
nuisance, if smoke is allowed to es-
cape, but when it comes to buildings
it simply mentions the owner, lessee or
occupant. This is held to let the serv-
ant out, although section 3, which con-
tains the penalty, again brings in the
servant as well as everybody else,\yhn
could be connected with an engine,
boat or building.

The majority: of the court holds that

as a rule the specific provision should
econtrol the general and indefinite, a.nd
that this s the 7 only .. interprgtation
which would give any effect at all to
section 2 of this ordinance. as that sec-
tion is very explicit and clearly ex-
cepts servants. The rule is applied that
the expression of one thing is the-ex-
clusion of another. That interpreta-
tion is favored which gives-effect to
every part of the ordinance.

Judgment is reversed, and the case is
remanded with direction to dismiss the
case.

Justice Collins says he is obliged to
dissent; that the council endeavored to
pass on ordinance that would abolish
this smoke nuisance altogether was

obvious from the title and from the.

provisions of ‘section 1, declaring all
persons who allowed the escape of
dense smoke guilty of creating a nuis-
ance.

Section 2, hé hclds, was the result of
an industrious effort on the part of
the council to make the ordinance ef-
fective. He says the rule that a con-
struction was never to -be adopted
would defeat an enactment always.

Furthermore, Justice Collins says he
does not want to put the council in
the apparent position of going out of
its way to punish the men in charge
of locomotives and steamboats, which
were almost constantly on the move,
and much less annoying than the
smokestacks of factories and other
buildings, while those in charge of the
plants in buildings, which frequently
emitted the most offensive smoke, were
exempted. The conviction of Johnson
should be upheld. -

ABOUT STREET PAVING.

Board of Public Works Discussed
Several Rad Places.

The board of public works yesterday award-
ed the contract for the construction of a
sewer on Gaultier and Sycamore streets to
Charles Stone. The city engincer's estimate
was $9,172, but Stone agreed to do the work
for $7,845. A contract for grading Emma
street was also awarded to Thomas Ryan at
$125. The order for the paving of Market
street, between Third and Sixth streets,
was laid over for two weeks. Capt. Berkey
and M. W. Cole objected to the repaving of
the street at this time. He said it was not
much traveled, and could wait a year. Mr.
Cole took the same view. George Benz said
the street, especially between Fourth and
Fifth streets, was in bad shape. He could
not afford to pay the assessment, but would
make no objection to the repaving if it was
ordered. A majority of the property owners
not having been heard <from, the hearing
was postponed. In the matter of repaving
Hill and Washington streets the board, after
a consultation with the property owners, de-
cided to tear out the cedar blocks and fix
up the streets with .gravel and cinders. An
assessment will be 'made on the property
fronting on the streets-te pay for this kind
of repairs.

HOLEIS STILL THERE

AUGUST PRUDEN, AN ALEEGED
HIGHWAYMAN, ESCAPES FROM
POLICE COURT,

——

HE CLIMBED OVER THE CAGE.

AUTHORITIES LEARN NOTHING
FROM THE ESCAPE OF THREE
OTHER MEN,

PRUDEN WAS 0OUT ON PAROLE,

Man With a Bad Record Who Will
Probably Be Hard to Catch
Agnin,

August Pruden, arrested and identi-
fied as one of the men who held up.
robbed and brutally beat W. J. Booth,
keeper of the Ryan hotel check room,
near the Rice street bridge a week
ago, made his escape from the “‘bull”
pen in the municipal court,~yesterday
afternoon. Every policeman in the
city was at once notified of the escape
and the Minneapolis authorities com-
municated with, but Pruden is said to
have made straight to the depot,
wkere it is thought he must have
caught a train out of the city, as no
trace of him could be found.

Pruden escaped by the same methods
employed by three prisoners who got
out of the “bull” pen several months
ago. He had been brought over from
the county jail in company with James
Lynch and Frank Steffany, also ac-
cused of complicity in the Booth hold
up, and locked in a pen with half a
dozen other prisoners. Shortly after
‘2 o’clock Bailiff McMahon took two
men out of the pen into the court
rcom to allow them to converse with
their attorney. The door separating
the pen from the court room closed be-
hind him, shutting off the view from
the¢ court attendants. Seizing the op-
portunity Pruden climbed to the top
of the iron cage constituting the pen.
The top of the cage does not reach to
the ceiling, and pointed spikes seven
irches long are screwed in place along
the top cross piece of iron to bar this
opening. Pruden loosened the nuts on
two of the spikes and a third he bent
out of place sufficiently to make an
opening large enough for his body to
pass through. A few minutes was all
he needed to make good his escape
and while he must have worked des-
perately, it is supposed that Lynch
and Steffany Kkept the other prisoners
in the pen from giving the alarm.
Crawling through the opening Pruden
let himself down on the outside of the
cage. Here he found himself balked
for a moment as he could not proceed
through the court room, but an un-
locked window aided him in gaining
his liberty. Pulling the upper sash
down, he scrambled out into the area
way adjoining the court room and dis-
appeared. When ‘Bailiff McMahon
came back with the men whom he had
taken for a conference with their at-
torneys, Pruden was missing.

Pruden was out of the penitentiary
on parole when arrested for the Rooth
affair, having been serving a centence
for burglary, a fact which undoubtedly
determined him to effect his escape,
if possible, as he realized another term
of imprisonment stared. him ‘in the
face. Lynch and Steffany have not
been identified by Mr. Booth as among
his assailants, as Pruden was, and it
is thought that Pruden was given the
first chance to escape by his compan-
ions as his was the most despecate
| case.

When the prisoners escaped from the
“bull” pen some months ago, the un-
safe condition of the cage was com-
mented by every officer connected with
the court, but nothing was done save
bending the displaced spikes back into
an upright position, leaving the op-
portunity for a general delivery any

time that those imprisoned cared to
make a break for liberty.

ARE FIGH'I.‘ING CULKIN,

Duluth Labor Unions Oppose
Wright County Senator.

Duluth labor unions are still strenuously
opposing the appointment of Senator W. E.
Culkin, of Wright county, to the Duluth
land office. Representative P. C. Schmidt, of
Duluth, who was in the city yesterday, said
yesterday that when Congressman Morris
came home and announced his intention of
recommending, Senator Culkin’s appointment
he stirred up a hornet's nest. Says Mr.
Schmidt:

‘“‘Letters and resolutions representing the
labor sentiment of the city of Duluth most
thoroughly, have been sent to ‘Washington,
some of them to the president direct, others
to the senators, condemning the proposed
appointment, and asking that it be not made.
If made, the senators are asked to use all
their Influence to defeat it. Pressure has
also been brought to bear, but with what
success I do not know, upon senators from
other states who are supposed to be more or
less friendly to labor interests, and from all
I can learn, if the president makes the ap-
pointment an effort will be made to prevent
confirmation.””

Acting Mayor Bigelow is not saying much,
but he is doing a heap of thinking.

Since
filing his application, however, Olson con-
cluded that there were s0 many of that name
in the city that he might be shut out in
some way and accordingly he had his name
changed by the district court to John Arnold
Helmer, Under this name he was appointed
to the force, his commission stating that
he was appointed July 1 by Mayor Doran.
