RAINS CAUSED WAiSHULTS.

Brninerd.
BRAINERD, Minn., July 3.—The

most destructive rain that this locality
has experienced, for years at least, oc-
curred last night. In some places the
rain partook of the nature of a cloud-
burst. The rain lasted all night, and
all trains on the Northern Pacific and
Brainerd and Northern railroads are
blocked on account of the numerous
washouts, but no wrecks have oc-
curred. The long fill near the North-
ern Pacific shops is partly cut out, and
the track hangs in ugly shape. Just
south of the city, at Buffalo creek, the
stone culvert and several hundred feet
of Jrack is washed out. and further
south are several other bad places.
West thr**e big washouts are reported
be-twee-n here and Staples. On the
Krainerd & Northern washouts are re-
ported at several places, and their
tracks and round house here are in
such shai>e that the locomotive cannot
be taken out until repairs are made.
Cellars are full of water and many
buildings have been damaged greatly
by having their foundations under-
mined. In all directions damage to
property and crops can be seen. To
estimate it would be impossible at this
time, but it is very great.

Serious Duiiuiuf to Railways Near

OT,OQUET, Minn., July 3.—During a
terrific rain and thunder storm, which
lasted all night, the St. Louis river
ro.«e several feet, and is still rising.
The Johnson-Wentvvorth Lumber com-
pany's log boom broke and let some-
thing over 2,000,000 fe<?>t of logs go
clown river. The streets about town
are in a deplorable condition. All saw
mills arc shut down, except one, on
account of hig"h water. The Duluth
Superior & Western and St. Paul &
Duluth railroads are washed out badly,
and trains are not expected to move
for a day of two a.t least.

BOIES ANTI-SILVER.

His f our.se Pleasing; to National
Democrats.

WASHINGTON, July 3.—The lowans

In Washington are delighted with tht,
public declaration ofex-Governor Boies
in opposition to the free coinage of
silver at the ratio of 16 to 1. Senator
Gear, whose re-election to the senate
will be affected by the fall elections,
although the legislature will be further
affected by the elections of 1898, is par-
ticularly gratified with the stand tak-
en by Gov. Boies. The ex-governor
is the only man who has been able
to secure an election on the Democratic
ticket in lowa, to the position of chief
executive of the state, for more than
a score of years. He was the choice of
the lowa Democracy for the presidency
last year. The silver Democrats have
wanted to have him run for the gov-
ernorship this year. He is the party
leader. His declaration against free
silver coinage will be very demoraliz-
ing to the silver party. It is appre-
hended also that this renunciation of
the Chicago platform, with his strong
reasons for that course, will have an
effect In Ohio and make thoughtful
Democrats stop to think before they
indorse and support the fallacies which
wrought Democratic ruin in 1896.

SHK.RMAX TO JAPAN.

Reply to the Protest Aa-ninut Ha-
waiian Annexation.

WASHINGTON. July 3.—The text of
Secretary Sherman's protest against
the annexation of Hawaii points out
that the terms of the Japanese nots
suggests a confusion of ideas between
the formal stipulations of treaties and
vested rights, secured under them.
Secretary Sherman says: "The princi-
pal of public law, whereby the exist-
ing treaties of a state cease upon in-
corporation into another state is well
established." He proceeds to point out
various instances in Europe and Amer-
ica, but declares that any vested rights
which the citizens of any country may
have acquired under a treaty while in
effect, will remain vested rights, just
as vested rights acquired by a corpo-
ration under any city ordinance re-
main, though the ordinance is re-

pealed. He further says the treaties
of the absorbing nation do not always
apply to the absorbed nation as in
the case rof Germany, in relation to
Alsaee-Lo'rraine. But in this instance
all the treaties of the United States
will apply to Hawaii, when annexed,
so that, with all vested rights under
the Hawaiian treaty preserved, and
all the United States treaties applica-
ble, Japan has no cause for complaint.
There is nothing in the proposed treaty
l>rejudicial to the rights of Japan.
To Japan's suggestion that the status
quo be maintained. Secretary Sherman
points out that the United States in-
fluence has been paramount in these
islands for seventy years, and annexa-
tion is only the realization of the man-
ifest destiny of the islands.

FIVE SUICIDES AT CHICAGO.

ALL OF THEM DUE INDIRECTLY,
AT LEAST, TO THE INTENSE

HEAT.

THE AREA INVOLVEDVERY LARGE

Almost the Entire Country SufTcr-
iiiK From Temperature For

Above Normal.

CHICAGO, July ' 3.—The highest tem-
perature recorded in the annals of the
weather bureau for the month of July
was reached today, when for two hours
the thermometer registered 1)5 degrees.
But the mercury did not stop thore, it
went up and down until finally it made
one supreme jumpin an hour's time to
97 degrees. On the business streets
men reeled and sickened as in a plague

stricken city, and in the tenement dis-
tricts women and children huddled,
seeking in vain relief from the heat

that penetrated and prevailed every-
where It was the hottest day of the
year, and the hottest July day Chicago
ever knew. There were many pros-
trations, police and hospital ambu-
lances being kept busy all day caring
for those who sank under the scorch-
ing rays, but up to midnight but one
case had proved fatal, that of an un-
known man who died in a lodging

house.

WASHINGTON, July 3.—The weather
bureau today issued the following hot

weather bulletin:
The area of unusually high tempera-

ture this morning includes nearly the
whole country east of the Rocky moun-
tains except the middle Atlantic coast
and New England, the range above the
normal amounting to from 2 to 18 de-
greees and being greatest in the lake
region. Maximum temperature of ICO
degrees and over occurred yesterday at
Charleston and Savannah, and of SO
degrees and over throughout the re-
mainder of the region named. The
temperatures throughout the lake re-
gion, the Ohio and Mississippi valleys

has been above the normal since the
first of the month.

There 'has been considerable rainfall
during the past twenty-four hours in
the Missouri valley and the North-
west. Continued high temperature is
probable for Sunday over the Eastern
and Southern portions of the United
States.

HOT WEATHER SUICIDES.

Five Citizens of Chicago Driven to
Self DeMtruetlon.

CHICAGO, July 3.—Five despondent
Chicagoans ended their lives yesterday
in manners more or less dramatic, antl
the oppressive heat of the last few
days played its part in the taking off
of the unfortunates. Three ended their
trouble by the use of revolvers. Each
of these shot himself through the
head, death resulting instantaneously.
A fourth took poison, and the body of
another man, presumably a suicide,
was taken from the lake. It has not
been Identified. The dead:

Gustav C. Barthmann, flfty-three years old,
20 Elburn avenue, shot himself through the
head while despondent on account of non-
eniployment.

Arthur C. Hook, flfty-one years old, 4336
Greenwood avenue, shot himself through the
head while suffering from excessive heat.

John T. Hampton, attorney, forty-five years
old, 30 South Humboldt street, shot him-
self through the head while despondent on
account of illness and financial straights.

Willaim Tooley, forty-two years old, recent-
ly employed at Great Northern hotel, took
laudanum because of despondency.

Unidentified man, twenty-two years old,
body recovered from the lake at Dlversy ave-
nue.

Of all the suicide of Arthur C. Hook was the
most startling, as well as singular, for the
reason that an acute headache, caused by
the trying warm weather, had rendered him
almost insane. The case of another, John
T. Hampton, an attorney in needy circum-
stances, is hardly less pathetic. Hampton
had been ill, and had brooded much over
the death of his wife.

HOT WINDS IN X V\S\S.

Great Damave Done to the Growing;

Corn Crop.

KANSAS CITY, July 3.—Reports
from Central Kansas indicate that hot
winds prevailing in that section are
causing serious damage to crops.
Particularly gloomy reports come from
Lamed and Great Bend. In that sec-
tion of the state harvest hands were
driven from the fields, being una-ble to
cut or stack the grain. It is reported
that the corn crop has been scorched
bfyond recovery. Reports from the
western and central part of the state
generally indicate that crops are great-
ly in need of rain. Hutchinson, Sterl-
ing, Pratt, Wellington and other points,
report hot winds and state that rain is
greatly needed, but these reports state
that the corn crop is not yet damaged
beyond recovery, provided rain falls
within a few days.

From all over southwestern and cen-
tral Kansas there is also reported a
scarcity of harvest help, and it is stat-
ed that farmers are losing heavily
through inability to gather their
wheat. At many of the railroad sta-
tions, farmers await incoming trains,
hoping to find men. At many points,
tramps are refusing offers of $1.50 a
day, and even $2, to work in the fields.

SCORCHING CENTURY.

An Even Hundred Oesrees ««f Heat
at Louisville.

LOUISVILLE, Ky., July 3.—An even
100 degrees in the shade was the tem-
perature at 2:30 this afternoon. Ten
minutes later it had dropped to 93.
where' it remained for an hour, a
gradual drop following. This breaks
all records for years. At 11 o'clock this
morning, 98 was registered. At noon, a
slight drop was noticeable, but thirty
minutes later, the mercury took a iinal
upward spurt, and broke all records.
There are a dozen or more prostra-
trations, but so far none has resulted
fatally. Horses and mules fall on th:>
streets, and twenty or more have hai
to \ye killed durnig the past twenty-
four hours on account of the excessive
heat.

Fifteen SuiiMtroki-s.
CINCINNATI, 0.. July 3.—At noon today

the thermometer here recorded 9S in the
shade. There were flfteon s.unstrokes re-
ported, among them being P. P. Boyden,
formerly editor of the Commercial Tribune.
Ho Is not seriously affected. Four of the
sunstroke cases are serious. Policeman Kus\s-
man is raving in delirium from the effects
of the heat. Several horses dropped dead in
the street.

I tenths From Hent.
PITTSBURG, Pa., July 3.—Two deaths and

a number of prostrations from heat were re-
ported today. This was the hottest day of
the year, the thermometer registering 91 at
noon. The indications are for continued high
temperature.

Several Poxtmaatern.
MILWAUKEE,Wts., July 3—This has been

the hottest day of the season, the thermom-
eter ranging at 96 degrees on the street. At
La Crosse and other points 99 degrees are
reported. Three letter carriers were pros-
trated by the heat in this city this morn-
ing, and prostrations are reported at other
points. None of the cases have proven fatal,
however. Thunder storms and cooler temper-
ature are predicted.

Carlisle was prominent in the fight at
the beginning, but his selection aa
senator from Kentucky serut him to
the other wing of the capitol, where
he was buried among the senatorial
grandees.

The situation then, though not the
same, was: somewhat similar to the
situation today. .

All this was done under general
parliamentary law. The minority was
astounded, but contented itself with
suppressed murmurings. Thirteen days
afterward, near the close of the day's
session, Mr. Bland moved that the
house adjourn. The speaker put the
question and declared it lost. Mr.
Bland called for a division. The mem-
bers rose and the speaker counted
them. He announced yeas 61, nays 68.
Mr. Eland questioned the count, say-
ing, "Let us have tellers." The
speaker replied, "There is no provision
for tellers," and recognized Mr. Hitt,
of Illinois. Mr. Bland insisted upon
tellers, but the speaker refused them.
Then the Missourian demanded the
yeas and nays, and the speaker re-
plied: "Itseems to be too late to de-
mand the yeas and nays. Thereupon
Mr. Hitt was recognized and business
proceeded.

Thus in the face of his action on
Jan. 7, appointing tellers, on Jan. 20,
the speaker refused tellers on the de-
mand of the s?me member. More than
this, he refused to recognize a demand
for the yeas and nays guarantee* by
this clause of the constitution: "The
yeas and nays cf the members of either
house on any question shall at the
desire of one-fifth of those present be
entered on the journal.

Such was the opening of the great
fight of the minority in the Fifty-first
congress. It was continued on Jan.
29. The house was still without rules.
Mr. Dalzell, of Pennsylvania, who is
today a prominent figure on the floor,
called ui> a resolution reported from
the committee on elections unseating
James M. Jackson, a representative
from West Virginia. When the yeas
and nays were called only two of the
minority voted, making the vote thrvie
less than a quorum. Speaker Reed,
amid great confusion, named and
counted enough of the minority to
make a cfuorum, and announced that
the house, had agreed to consider the
election case. Among those recorded
as nresent and not voting was Mr.
Outiiwalte, of Ohio. He shouted: "I
was- not present when my name was
catted, and the chair is ; therefore,
stating what is not true." His name,
however, went upon the list. Mr.
Crisp repeatedly shouted: "I appeal

from the decision of the chair." The
speaker paid no attention to him. He

i refused to entertain any parliamentary
I inquiries until he had named the mem
I bt'rs of fhe minority present. He
based his action upon the constitution,
and argued his fight to count a
quorum for half an hour. Then he
recognized Mr. Crisp, who again ap-
pealed from' his decision, and said: "I
desire to foe heard on this appeal."
The speaker recognized Judge Pay-
son, of who moved to lay the
appeal &i ttj« table. Mr. Crisp shout-
ed: "I «l«i#j the right to be heard."
The sp^ak"e$ v{replied: "The motion of
the gen^fcrnltfi from Illinois is one
which lj-e had a right to make." "Not
while I jl|rA <jn the floor," broke In Mr.
Crisp. iTheTteupon the speaker said:
"The cnfcik- aid not recognize the gen-
tleman Georgia for that pur-
pose." TO sutypit," shouted Mr. Crisp,
"that iti\is v^falr- ""Just and unman-
ly to relCase 1S& an opportunity to pre-
sent ouSTcaJie." Mr. Bland shouted:
"The sjfteikqiV argued his side of the
case, a«& w^ are refused the same

"Iapptetl tic* your fairness as a man."
spoke- JSt. Qrisp. "Gentlemen," ad-
dressinwßji^ majority of the house, "I
appeal ib yoiSr fairness as men to give
us simply*an opportunity to reply to
the argument which the speaker has
seen \u25a0 praj»&r to make. Are you afraid
to hear the rulings that have been
made In this house for a hundred
years?"

Speaker Reed sat like a man of iron.
His face.was stern. He was about to
put to the house Judge Payson's mo-
tion to lay the appeal on the table,
when Ben. Butterwarth, now commis-
siTor of pateci*, M^ealed to Judge

Payson to withdraw his motion. Julius
Caesar Burrows showed that he sym-
pathized with Gen. Butterworth. Itwas apparent that a revolt In the
ranks of the majority was brewing.
Judge Payson reluctantly withdrew his
motion, and Mr. Crisp began his reply
to the speaker's defense of his action
in counting a quorum. He had not
been speaking five minutes before he
was interrupted by Mr. Rowell, a mem-
ber of the majority from Illinois, who
asked him a question. Mr. Crisp began
to answer the question, when the
speaker abruptly told him to confine
himself to the pending question. Mr.
Crisp protested that he had a right Lo
answer the question of his friend, but
the speaker ruled differently. There-
upon Mr. Crisp asked unanimous con-
sent to reply to the question, and the
speaker refused to put his request to
the house. This aroused Maj. McKlnley,
who said: "It occurs to me that the
gentleman from Georgia should be per-
mitted to answer the question pro-
pounded to him by the gentleman
from Illinois." Mr. McKinley's sug-
gestion indicated that a revolt was in-
evitable unless either the speaker or
Mr. Rowell gave way. The Illinoia
member promptly withdrew his ques-
tion, and this relieved the speaker from
His dilemma.

At the end of the day the speaker
announced that he had been mistaken
in pronouncing Mr. Outhwaite as pres-
ent and not voting.

When the journal was read on the
following day the names of those vot-
ing on Mr. Crisp's question of consider-
ation were read, but the names of the
members who were counted by the
speaker to make up a quorum were
not read. Mr. Breckinridge demanded
the reading of the names of the mem-
bers not voting. The speaker replied:
"That is not a part of the journal."
He afterward qualified the remark by
saying that the list had been placed
in the journal. "There is no require-
ment that it should be put there," he
continued, "but the fact is that it is
there, and the gentleman is entitled to
have the whole journal read."

After a long debate, Maj. McKinley
moved to table the appeal of Mr. Crisp
on the assumption of the chair to count
absent members to make a quorum.
The appeal was laid on the table-
yeas, 162; nays, none, the minority re-
fusing to vote. The speaker himseif
voted with the 162 to sustain his own
decision. He still lacked three votes
of a quorum. Thereupon he counted
twenty-seven non-voting members or"
the minority, and declared a quorum
present. Maj. McKinley then moved
that the house adjourn. The speaker
put the question. Mr. Springer, Mr.
Holman and others of the minority
demanded the yeas and nays. The
speaker disregarded them, and said:
"The ayes have it, and the house stands
adjourned until 12 o'clock tomorrow.'
He laid down the gavel and left his
desk, and had descended three steps,
when Mr. Springer rushed toward him
and .brusquely demanded the yeas and
nays as a constitutional right. T'io
whole house was in an uproar, the mi-
nority excited and indignant, and
clamorous for the yeas and nays. The
speaker stood five seconds, as though
undecided, again ascended the dais,
seized his gavel, brought the house to
order, recognized Mr. Springer, and the
yeas and nays were ordered. Not long
afterward here is what occurred:

Mr. Springer—l move that the house do
now adjourn.

The Speaker—The chair rules that motion
to be not in order.

Mr. Springer—Upon that ruling I desire to
be heard. Iagain appeal from the decision of
the cha'.r.

The Speaker—The chair wlil make a state-
ment to the house.

Mr. Springer—l insist upon my right to be
heard.

At this time Maj. McKlnley moved to (able
the appeal. The speaker promptly put the
motion to the house, utterly ignoring Mr.
Springer's demand. The appeal was tabled,
the speaker aga'.n counting non-vct:ng mem-
bers of the minority to make a quorum.
Mr. Springer renewed his motion that the
house adjourn, and the speaker still ignored
him. Finally the following colloquy en-
sued:

Mr. Springer—?>oes the speaker decline to
entertain my motion?

The Speaker—The motion of the gentleman
from Illinois is not entertained.

Mr. Springer—When will it be In order forsome one to move to adjourn?
The Speaker—lt will be in order at theproper time.
Not long afterward a colloquy with Mr.Crisp followed in regard to a question ofconsideration, which the speaker had declined

to entertain. It ended thus.
Mr. Crisp—Does the chair decl!ne to putmy motion?
The Speaker—The chair declines.
Mr. Crisp—Then I appeal from that de-cision.
The Speaker—The chair declines to enter-

tain the appeal.
Mr Crisp—Will the chair give a reason

for declining?
The Speaker—There has been a distinctvote of the house sustaining the ruling ofthe chair that motions made for purposes

of delay are not in order.
Mr. Crisp—l deny that you have a r.ght tadetermine the purpose of my motion. I ap-peal from your assumption to determinewhat my motives are.
The speaker ignored Mr. Crisp's pro-

test, and the house went on with the
election case. In the discussion Col.O'Ferrail, now governor of Virginia,
began reading from the printed testi-mony in the election case, and sent
It up to the clerk to continue the read-ing. The speaker said that it could
not be read. Col. O'Perrall replied
'Well, send it back and I will read

it myself." The speaker £aid, "Accord-
ing to the rules now governing th.->
house the gentleman has not a right
to read a printed book." "But this is
printed testimony." Col. O'Perrall
shouted, and persisted in reading the
btok.

Unparalleled confusion ensued. Theminority was so indignant that the
house was in a fearful uproar. In the
confusion Maj. McKinley marcheddown the aisle to the arena in front of
the speaker's desk and said: "I hope
and trust that we will preserve ordiir,
and that the gentleman from Virginia
will be permitted to read the evidencewhich he desires to read." Then the
speaker gave way and Col. O'Ferrall
continued his reading.

Knough of the reminiscent; yet it
has a bearing on the present and the
future. This is enough to show the
difference between the opposition to
the speaker in the Fifty-first congress
and the opposition in the present con-gress. No Crisp has been developed
on the side of the minority today, and
no McKinley has shown up on the side
of the majority. Mr. Reed's position,
however, is much stronger today than
in was in the Fifty-first congress. It
is made so by the action of the major-
ity in the Fifty-second and Fifty-thirl
congresses. In the Fifty-second con-
gress the majority adopted his method
of running the house by orders from
the committee on rules and in the Fif-ty-third congress his method of count-
ing a quorum. —Amos L. Cummings.

SETBACK SERIOUS.

Tariff Hill Msiy li<- Delayed fur a
Considerable Time.

WASHINGTON, July 3.-Inst*ad of complet-
ing the consideration of the tariff bill today,
as had been hoped by the Republican man-
agers, the senate adjourned with many im-portant provisions pending, and with the pros-
pect in view of putting in several days of
next week upon the bill. Among the Im-
portant questions which go over are the fol-
lowing: The bond and stock tax amendment,
offered by the finance committee; the amend-
ment offered by Senator Spooner and accepted
by the committee, providing for an inspection
of the industries of the country by the board
of general appraisers; an amendment offered
by Senator AHen, reviving the finance com-
mittee's proposition (or a bounty on beet su-
gar, and also two anti-trust amendments by
Mr. Allen and an amendment by Senator
Stewart for the maintenance of the treasury
reserve at $125,000,000.

Tta« action of the finance committee In pre-
senting and then withdrawing an amendment
providing a duty on beet sugar was the causa
