OF CONSTRUCTION MATERIALLY

AND PIIETTILY.

COMMISSION TO MEET TODAY.

T« Take Farther Stepa In the Set-
tlement of the State's Present

Gravest Problem.

The capitol commission was expected
to meet at the head Quarters in the En-
dicott building at 10 o'clock yesterday
afternoon, but owing to the lack of a
quorum, the meeting was adjourned
until 2 p. m., word having been receiv-
ed from Commissioner Corliss, of th.?
Seventh district, that his train had
been delayed by washouts and that he
would not arrive until afternoon. Com-
missioner Corliss arrived at 2:30 p. m.,
and as Commissioners Seabury, Graves.
Weaver and Dv Toit were on hand, a
meeting was held. It was not a lonj?
session, the commission disposing of
some routine business merely, where-
upon they "adjourned until 9:30 p. m.
today.

During the afternoon the commission
listened to the recommendations of
Architect Cass Gilbert relative to sonif
changes in the detail of construction.
The proposed alterations will in no
way affect the form of the building-
in general. They are to be made in
the interests of economy. Commis-
sioner Weaver said yesterday that the
proposed changes would effect a sav-
nig of at least $100,000. The saving-
Is to be made in the interior decora-
tions and finishings, that is,if the com-
mission decides to adopt Architect Gil-
bert's plans. These plans are, it is
said, formulated in the interest of home
stone.

Commissioner Weaver thinks the
commission may order the building to
be constructed of granite. A saving of
$130,000 would bring the cost down to
a figure where the granite men willbs
able to bid within the appropriation.

As to the offer of the St. Cloud quar-
rymen to give the state the granite free
of cost, Commissioner Weaver said:

"That offer amounts to nothing, and
the people should not be misled by it.
Granite in the quarry represents very
little money. It is the quarrying and
dressing that costs. The state might
accept an offer of that sort and come
out In the hole in the end. Mr. Robin-
son could afford not only to give the
state the stone free for the building,
but to pay it a big bonus for opening
up his quarry. Itcosts a good deal to
remove the surface earth and place a
good granite quarry in condition to
work to the best advantage. If the
state were to do this work of clearing
away for Mr. Robinson it would be as
good a thingas he could ask for."

In t-aying this, however, Mr. Weaver
is not talking against Mr. Robinson's
stone, or against granite. What he
wants is that all the stone men of
the state should bid in a business way,
so that the contract can be awarded
fairly and without prejudice. Asked
if he thought there was a disposition
in the commission to buy outside stone,
he replied in the negative; but the
strongest evidence that home stone is
going to be used is found in the amend-
ed plans of Architect Gilbert. As al-
ready suggested, these plans seem to
point in the direction of granite, al-
though it is yet too early to speak
definitely.

SECOND IX A MO.XTH.

Now It Is n Went Seventh Street
Car That Kuns Away.

A well-filled west-bound car on the
Seventh street line jumped the track
while going at a high rate of speed,
botween Dousman and Banfil streets,
at 11 o'clock yesterday morning and
dashed into the curbstone. The force
of the collision tore the front axle from
its place, projecting the car across the
sidewalk and badly jolted the passen-
gers. Mrs. Mary E. Collins, an elderly
woman, occupying a seat toward the
rear of the car. was thrown down, and,
it is feared, seriously injured. She was
taken into Schumaker's drug store ar.
West Seventh and Dousman streets
and later removed to her home, 158
Richmond street, where Dr. Brimhall
made an examination of her injuries.
No bones were found to be broken, but
it is likely that Mrs. Collins sustained
internal injuries of a serious nature.

The cause of the accident was a pro-
jecting bolt on the track. Ithad be-
come loosened and when the wheels
struck it. lifted the front trucks a.
foot in the air, causing the car to
swerve suddenly to the right. Tho
pas-sengers were badly frightened ami
partly arose from their seats as the
wheels jarred over the block pavement.
When the crash against the curb camo
several people were thrown heavily to
the floor and against the seats, \vhilr>
the women screamed with fear as
it seemed as though the car w-ould be
dashed against the wall of the build-
ing1 toward which it was bounding
along. When the front wheels were
broken from their position, however,
allowing the head end of the car to

strike the stone sidewalk the momen-
tum was retarded and the car stopped
within two feet of the wall. No one
was injured except Mrs. Collins, though
Mrs. Dr. Ancker, who was a passenger
on the car, was badly shaken up.

Mr. Spink also threatens
to bring suit for damages against the
city and insists that he will not pay
the license on his dog. Unless the po-
lice take the aggressive by having a
warrant issued for his arrest on the
charge of violating the dog ordinance.

CASE OF YYEIMAH.

Victim of l'ollfe AMMnnlt to He Tried
Todny.

The ease concerning the cruel beat-
ing of William Weimar, of 837 York
street, by Sergeant Martin and Officer
Malmquist, of the Ducas street station,
the morning of June 25, is set for trinl
in the municipal court today. Weimar
is charged with drunkenness and dis-
orderly conduct, and when taken to
court the day of his arrest, was a piti-
able spectacle. His head was cut open
in three or four places, while both eyes
were swollen almost shut and his face
bruised and cut. He claimed that his
arrest had been wholly unwarranted
and that Sergeant Martin and Officer
Malmquist had without provocation
beaten him into Insensibility with their
clubs.

Donald, Weimar's attorney, secured
the postponement of the grand jury in-
vestigation until after the trial in tha
police court. Weimar claims to hay?
a number of witnesses to establish hin
Innocence of the charges preferred
against him by the police, and In the
event of his acquittal, will, according
to hla attorney, go before the next
grand jury for the purpose of secur-
