September, which
closed yesterday at 66^4@66%c, opened at from
those figures I1 1 16c higher. Its tendency to
rise whs soon overcome. After advancing to,. it turned downward, and about an
hour from the opening it got down to 66c.
The Bweltering heat of the trading pit was
such that brokers kept away from it when
they were not compelled by receipt of an
order to brave the personal discomfort Of its
exeeuMon. The course of the foreign markets
caused a general suspicion that the foreign
crop injury had been greatly exaggerated.
Expectations of a bearish government crop
report tomorrow &\?£> had a tendency to re-
strict buying. Chicago receipts were only
two cars. Northwest receipts were light, too.
Minneapolis and Duluth reported 122 cars,
against 2-12 a week ago, and 41S on the cor-
responding day of the year before. Talks of
1 xtensive purchases of new wheat to arrive
in Chicago this month had a depressing effect
upon the market in the middle of the day,
and it did not again recover its. early buoy-
ancy. The Atlantic port clearances were
very liberal, being equal in wheat and flour
to 515,000 bu. but that did not affect prices
to any perceptible degree Minneapolis and
Duluth stocks are expected to show decrease
for the week of 5r.0,000 bu. and the visible not
to exceed 1,000,000 bu decrease. New York
reported foreign buying orders In the market
but generally at unworkable limits. The salea
there for export were said to be on!y 10
loads for the day. Here sales of spring wheat
for shipment to country millers amounted to
110,000 bu. The price of September declined
to 85%c, and closed at that.

Corn was active for »while in the morn-
ing, but the heat finally drove traders away.
Crop reports as a rule were favorable, and
the disposition at first was, to sell, but the
demand was so good at the concessions that
an advance s<w>n ensued. That was again fol-
lowed l>y free selling on predictions of rain
tomorrow throughout the corn belt, and the
market ruled quiet and weak for the rost of
the session.

OMAHA AND GREAT WESTERN UP.

General lAniHelped Oat by Strength
in Neifleeted SliarcH of the

Grmiger Group.

NEW YORK, July 9.—The result of the
day's trading is a small average net gain

in the price of stocks. The larger part of the
sales during the day were made at prices
considerably below yesterday's close, and it
was only in the final hour that a covering
movement stiffened prices to a level above
last night's close, and a point or over above
the low level of today in many shares. There
was no news to account for tho general
movement of tho market, unless it was the
continued good prospects for crops, which
sustained the grangers. The strength of Dfis
Moines & Fort Dodge and Chicago Great
Western continued, and was attributed to a
belated share in the improvement which has
been general in the market for several
weeks, and which was precipitated by mar-
ket operation of ins.de interests of those
properties. Pacific Mail was very active
and nctatoly strong on the reputed Intention
of the directors to raise the dividend rate.
Omaha was favorably affected by a story that
the proposed blanket mortgage for $165,000,-

--000. authorized by the Northwestern directors
for refunding operations, is to be applied to

the refunding of Omaha issues as well,
through the merging of the two roads. This
rumor affected Omaha more markedly than
itdid Northwestern itself, and, in fact, gave

an impetus to prices In the whole market.
New York Central sold up at one time dur-

ing the duy on reports that its officials had
secured a controlling interest in the Lehigh
Valley. The stock reacted sharply upon a
denial of this report from an accepted au-
thority on both New York Central and Le-
h'lgh Valley affairs. Chicago Gas was vigor-
ously attacked, and sold down 1% below last
night's close on a report that the plan of
consolidation included an increase of the
bonded debt, but practically all of the loss
was recovered. Sugar was the subject of
the usual flood of rumors regarding the in-
tention of the tariff conference, but ruled
above last night's close nearly all day, and
closed with a net ga'.n of a point, rising
sharply at the close on covering.

The market was almost wholly made up of
such special Incidents as the above. There
was a marked diminution in the volume of
dealings, and Sugar, St. Paul, Burlington and
Pacific Mail absorbed about half the total.
Dcs Moines & Fort Dodge and Omaha gained
1% net each, and New York Central a point,
Otherwise gains of a fraction were general.

A brisk inquiry prevailed for the middle
grade bonds and some substantial improve-
ments were recorded. The general market
also advanced slightly, whl!e a more cheerful
sentiment prevailed throughout the dealings.
The aggregate sales were $1,450,000. The
principal gains were in Susquehanna & West-
ern general 2 per cent and Detroit Gas ss,
1 per cent; Brooklyn Transit ss. Standard
Rope 5s displayed some irregularity, but
closed practically unchanged. Government
bonds were a shade lower all around. Trans-
actions were $10,000.

July 9.-Jack
Stevens was buried alive in a rock
drift of Mammoth gold mine last Sun-
day and is believed to be still alive, j
A hundred men are working frantically I
in the hope of rescuing him.

The drift is through solid rock, but
the unprecedented record of a foot an
hour is being made. All other work i
has been discontinued and every pos- j
sible expedient is being employed to i
lessen that 200-foot wall of rock be-
tween the imprisoned miner and the up-
per world.

At 6 o'clock this evening a depth of j
120 feet was reached and the miners
were quite sure they could hear
Stevens' hammer working. Inall prob-
ability Stevens is not working to assist
his rescuers, but is trying to cut his
way to an air shaft.

By no possibility can the prisoner be
reached before seme time on Sunday
and perhaps not then, unless the net-
work of cave-In timbers and debris
proves capable or rapid piercing.
Stevens had a lunch and six gallons of
water with him when the cave-in
occurred and unless the air gives out
he willbe rescued alive.
