1)1 VS POINT OP VIEW.

l'ixy<vral>le Knvton Seem to Be In the
Majority.

NEW* YORK, July 9.—Dun & Co.'s
\u25a0weekly review of trade tomorrow will
say: The strike of bituminous coal
miners has taken 70,000 men or more
from work, and threatens to restrict
supplies of fuel in some quarters,
though tlie West Virginia and some
other mines, which declined to tak^ !
part, claim to be able to meet the
Eastern demand for some time. At
the West the strike is by no means
unitediy sustained, and the impression
prevails that it willnot last long. The
tin plate works have settled the wage
question, and are again busy and show
a. production of 4,500,000 boxes yearly,
\u25a0with a capacity of 6,250,000 boxes. The
bar mills have more trouble, but a
general settlement of iron and steel
wages is expected without much de-
lay. New orders are small since the
annual vacation begun, and yet are
lar.i?.' enough, the season considered,
to afford some encouragement. Tin is
stronger, and so is copper, while in
lead, sales of 1,000 tons or more, leave
the price about 3.7 cents. The cotton
irillf. have a steady and increasing
demand. The woolen mills are getting
decidedly more orders for fall wants,
and are beginning hopefully on spring
k iids, but are cautious in contracts
for future delivery. Some have made

purchases of wool,but by far the
greater part of the sales, which
amounted to 14,120,500 pounds at the
three rhief markets for the week, have
been of speculative character.

While the most cautious estimates
of the wheat yield have been advance,!
—that of the Orange Judd Farmer to
575,000,000 bushels

—
prices have been

lifted marly 3V4 cents here, although
Atlantic exports, flour included, were,
for the week, 1,503,953 bushels, against
1,418,336 last year. Western reoeipts
are small, only 1,394,632 bushels against
2.973,409 last year, and the disposition
of farmers to hold for higher figures
Is strengthened by many foreign re-
port?. Each week raises the estimate
Of wheat yield, however, and if the
weather continues favorable, the crop
may prove a most important factor In
the future of national and internation-
al business. The prospect as to corn
Is growing more cheerful with each
\u25a0week and an Immense crop is now
anticipated.

The meeting was therefore
ended with the understanding that a
second would be called later in the
month.

Commander Woods and Adjt. Gen.
Mertz will act directly this year with
the roads, instead of through the
medium of a transportation commit-
tee.

President Samuel Hill,of the Eastern Min-
nesota Railroad, will leave today for a trip
over that line for the purpose of inspecting
what work has been done the past few months
in the way of improving the road's bed. j
bridges, etc. This, work, which has been done |
under the supervision of iVce President and j
General Manager James N. Hill,has been in-
terrupted temporarily, owing to the was-h-
--outs along the line, but the improved condi-
tion of the road bed, even now, has prevented |
greater damage from floods.

For nearly the whole distance to the head
of the lakes new eighty-pound steel rails have
been placed in position, and by fall the work I
of replacing the wooden bridges and treaties j
with steel ones will have been completed, j
In addition the road has. for a good part of
the way. been stone ba'.lasted, and in other
ways materially improved. Mr. Hill will be
absent several days.
