The J.H.Sehurmoier Wagon and Car-
riage company, 405 to 413 Rosabel street,

Buffered an estimated loss of $10,000
by fire shortly after midnight. Tha
damage Is fully covered by Insurance
placed generally among local a^enm's.
The liiv started from oals from a
banked lire in the boiler room, commu-
nicating to a pile of shavings near the
engine, and from tirut Indications, av>-
peared to threaUn the entire plant of
ihe company. Immediately upon ar-
riving at the scene Chief Jackson
turned In a second alarm, calling out
additional apparatus, and by a hard
fight the firemen managed to contine
the flames to a three-story frame build-
ing in the rear of the main plant, used
as a paint shop, machine shop and re-
pairing department.

The greater portion of the loss is
the damage to the eng-ine and to the
valuable wood-working machinery. Tha
paint shop, on the second floor af the
building, with the contents, a number
of wagons and carriages in process of
repair, was considerably damaged by
water, while the mo^t extensive work
of the flames was the destruction of
a quantity of lumber In the drying
room, over the boiler house. On the
third floor of the building is a large
quantity of painting supplies, consist-
ing of oils and varnish, which, had
they been reached by the flames, would
have undoubtedly spread the fire to the
main structures, but the number of
streams playing on the seat of the
flames fairly drowned them.

The work of the flre department En
heading off the flames from the main
buildings was commendable. A run-
way of heavy timber communicating
with the paint shop was burning lierce-
ly when the department arrived, and
the firemen first directed attention to
this daJffeer. Several st:vams played
on the runway from the second story
of the main building eliminated the
danger from this source, when the
fight was concentrated upon the blaz-
ing engine room. The flre was very
inaccessible and spread partly through
the ground floor of the machine shop,
necessitating the pouring of volumes
of -water upon the entire contents, val-
ued at $20,000. Some of the belting lv
this room was burned out, while the
flames communicated to the repair
shop overhead. Several new wag. ins
were in this room and considerablerepair work, but it is thought that the
fire did not reach beyond a portion
of the floor. During the progress of
the fire the main buildings were filled
with dense smoke, which poured from
the upper windows, creating the im-
pression that the whole plant was In
flames. An effort was made to remove
some of the most valuable part of the
stock from the ground floors, but, when
it was ascertained that there was no
fire in the main building, this was
abandoned. The stock in this part of
the manufactory will suffer some dam-
age from smoke, but only in a small
degree.

J. H. Schurmeier stated after tho
fire that he estimated the total loss at
about $10,000, with a possibility of the
damage not running so high. The dam-
age to the frame buildingis placed at
$1,500. In the course of its forty years'
operation as a manufactory, this is the
first time fire has visited the J. 11.
Schurmeier company.

WERE NEARLY SUFFOCATED.

Arrival of Firemen Prevents the
Lobs of Life.

In a fire in the building at West
Third and St. Peter streets at 8 o'clock
yesterday morning, Mrs. J. B. Stafford
and her two-year-old baby, narrowly
escaped he'.ng burned to death. Moth-
er and child were sleeping in a frontroom, when the flre stattd in the closet
of the next room to the rear from
some unknown cause. Mrs. Stafford
was awakened by the heat, but think-
ing it was but another excessively hot
nay, turned over and went to sleep.
A neighbor, who discovered the fire,
sought to rescue Mrs. Stafford and her
child, but could not gain an entrance
to the room on account of the bolted
door. The inmates had been overcome
by smoke and could not help them-
selves-. Jusf as the flames were break-
Ing ih'-i ugh the parlit on separating th?
two rooirs the fire department arrived
on the scene. Several truckmen were
directed to the room of the sleepers and
broke in the door, rescuing the uncons-
cious woman and her babe as the sleep-
ing apartment filled with flames. Mr.
Stafford was out of the city, being
employed at White Bear lake.

The building is owned by J. B. Tar-
box. The damage is estimated at $1,-
--000, covered by insurance. In addi-
tion the Staffords sustained a loss of
$250 without Insurance, and a stock of
cigars in the saloon of Nicholas Krey,
on the fir.»t floor, was damaged to the
extent of $300.

LOOKED OVER PAVING.

Sibley Street Asphalt Has Stood It
Pretty Well.

The members of the board of public
works Inspected the asphalt- pavement
on Sibley street yesterday in order to
ascertain what repairs it needed be-
fore allowing the contractors their five
per cent interest on the 15 per cent
guaranty fund retained by the city
for ten years. With the exception of
two places the pavement was found to
be in fairly good condition. The neces-
sary repairs will be made at once.

The board also looked over the cedar
block pavements on Eighth and Ninth
streets between Jackson and Neill
streets with a view to seeing how
much repairing was needed. They
found these pavements in a condition
beyond repair, and will recommend
that both streets be re-paved next year—

and not with cedar blocks. Brick
will probably be recommended, for
Ninth street.

JULY FREIGHT BUSINESS.

It In Slow in Spite of Rumored
Cuts.

The local freight men agree that
notwithstanding that during July,
which is always a bad month for
freight anyway, business is very slow,
there is still considerable slashing of
rates. This, too, when it is not true
that the heavy movement of business
would ordinarily warrant a hard rush
to secure it. Some of the freight men
are making a strong effort to keep up
appearances, and no one of them will
but tell you he is keeping up rates,
but the indications point to a readiness
to make it very bad when later there
is some freight moving, for the rates
then willhardly be kept up. The pool-
ing association has been found illegal,
and to quote one freight agent in St.
Paul: "It is rather hard from where
Istand to say where all this ching
is gong to come out at."
