HOG CHOLERA SCARE,

U I'TS HANDS IN HOR-
ROR.

DISEASE HAS SPREAD FAR,

AND THE DEPARTMENT FEELS UN-
ABLE TO COPE WITH IT EF-
FECTIVELY.

STOCK YARDS QUARANTINED.

Both South St.
Faul Yards arve Under the Reg-
ulations of the Board,

New Brighton and

Minnesota is helpless under the on-
slaught of hog cholera, according to
the consensus of opinion at the state
board of health meeting yesterday. The
subject came up at the regular quar-
terly meeting, which was held with
Drs. Franklin Staples, H. M. Bracken,
F. ¥. Wesbrook, M. H. Reynolds and
Henrik Nissen present, Drs. Mayo and
McComb telegraphing that they could |
not be present. Dr. Reynolds expressed
the belief that the scourge had ob-
tained such a foothold in the cattle
cars of the various railroads that the
keeping out of the disease would be
impracticable. The best the state could
do would be to draw up rules to be ob-
served by local stock men, especially
hog owners, aimed to reduce the dan-
ger to a minimum. This suggestion
was adopted, the drawing of the rules
being referred to the committee on in-
fectious discases of animals.

The president announced that he had
appointed Dr. C. L. Greene to the com-
mittee places formerly held by the late
Dr. Millard.

The complaints which have been
made by the people of Dodge Center
and other communities regarding
offenses to olfactory organs committed
by local stock pens were discussed at
scme length, but there was a doubt in
the minds of the members as to their
power to dictate to the railroad com-
panies in this respect. The best they
could do would be to ‘“‘jack up” the
owners of the local stock and pens.

Secretary Bracken was authorized, in
Lis discretion, to issue a monthly bul-
letin of the operations of the depart-
ment,

Drs. Bracken and Wesbrook and
Reynolds submitted their reports for
the last three months.

The question of the appointment of
Dr. S. D. Brimhall as field veterinarian
was referred to the executive commit-
tee with power to act, as was the prop-
osition to locate an inspector of live
stock at the yards at New Brighton.

Dr. Bracken, who had previously in-
formed the board of his desire to ac-

salary on account of the financlal con-
dition of the board, reported that he
had so deducted the amount from his
sa.lary during the last quarter. He
wished the board to confirm such ac-
tion, which was done, on motion of Dr,
Roypolds, with a tribute to the gen-
erosity manifested by the secretary in
making this sacrifice.

On motion of Dr. Wesbrook, the title
of Dr. Reyndlds, who has been chair-
man of the committee on the infectious |
diseases of animals, was made director

of the veterinary department of the
state board of health.

It was reported that the stockyards
at New Brighton and South St. FPaul
were still under quarantine,

Dr. Bracken suggestad that rules and

regulations be adopted for the care and

treatment of tuberculous cattle, The
idea met with favor.
Dr. Reynolds was authorized to at-

tend the meeting of the National As-
sociation of Veterinarians.

After all there's only one circus. Sev-
eral thousand people, who gathered un-
der the enormous canvas yesterday
afternon- and evening and witnessed
Barnum & Bailey’s “greatest show on
earth,” are convinced of this. In thus
designating the exhibition, the official
programme does not make unwarrant-
ed use of the superlative, It simply
states an obvious truth. Certainly
there is no show that can compare
with it in mammoth proportions, in
varlety and in quality.

Everything
that a circus can possibly employ for
the wonder and delight of the people
is there, No less praise should be be-
stewed on the arrangement of the pro-
gramme itself, which is excellent.

They leap cn and off their
horses at full gallop and turn somer-
saults forward and backward—even
the women do it, as witness the per-
formance of Rose Wentworth in the
ring yesterday. This clever young
woman and the Meers sisters, Josie
Ashton, Nellie Reid and Mme. Maran-
tette are not surpassed anywhere in
excellence in their respective schools of
horsemanship.

One of the mest beautiful and ef-
fective equestrian features ever wit-
nessed in the ring was the tabieau of
seventy horses, exhibited under the
direction of John O’Brien. Sevently
thoroughbreds execute a kaleidoscopic
march in concentric d'recles and paus-
at the word of command. All of the
horse features are admirable and some
of them, like the one described, and
the skipping rope and the couchee-
couchee dancing steed being unique
to a degree. The high jumpers, an?
indeed pretty much all of the hippo-
drome work proved vastly entertain-
ing.

5(11@ novel and remarkable features
were the trained bull, who permits his
master to stand on his head between
the animal's horns, and to ride him at
full gallop around the ring, and th»>
bull dog who plays football with as-
tonishing agility and pertinacity. This
dog contributes the most laughable act
of the entire show, and all regretted
his departure from the ring.

The Silbons and the Zedoras in their
daring leaps and flying mid-air catches
were watched with breathless inter-
est, as were the Dunhams in their un-
exampled feats on the aerial horizontal
bars. Among the ground tumblers the
famous Spanish family of acrobats, tha
Heras, were unique, their work being
performed in ordinary street attire.
The three wemen in long skirts were
auite as agile and supple as the best
male performers in silken tights.

The foregoing are but a few acts of a
programme replete with unusual and
astonishing feats.

Before the circus performance began,
an hour was allowed within which to
visit the menagerie tent and view the
curiosities and freaks of nature, which
are the most extraordinary ever
brought together, Here, too, there
were three shows in one, for there was
a vaudeville entertainment in progress.

two stood the Orissa twins. They are
two girls of fourteen, joined together
much after the manner of the late
Siamese twins. Bright girls they are,
with pretty features and happy dis-
positions. They are Hindus. Still an-
other marvel to be seen was a mere
child, with a prodigious memory for
historical happenings and their dates.

When one pauses to consider the
magnitude of an enterprise such as
this, it does not strike him as strange
or inexplicable that the name “Barnum
& Balley” has become synonymous with
all that is stupendous in the show busi-
ness. Truly it is the ‘“greatest show
on earth.”

THIRD STREET MARKET.

Corporation Attorney Thinks That
It Should Be Closed.

The question of whether the city should

maintain a public market on West Third

street has bobbed up again, this time through
a petition presentetf to the mayor requesting

the chief executive to instruct the market

master that he had no authority to collect
fees from gardeners in front of property
where the owner or agent objects. The pe=
tition was accompanied by a letter from J.
B. Tarbox, which was also signed by seven
other property owners and agents represent-
ing over 800 feet on West Third street and
St. Peter street. The mayor turned the pe-
tition over to Corporation Attorney Markham,
lwho vesterday submitted an opinion in which
1e says:

“The city has no power to grant authority
to- gardeners or hucksters to stand teams in
front of private property for the purpose of
vending their wares from their wagons or
otherwise against the protest of the owners
of the abutting property. Of course this same
rule applies to the sidewalk, which is part of
the street. It does not follow from this,
by any means, that the owner of the abut-
ting property has the right to collect fees
from persons engaged In selling market prod-
uce on the public streets.”

Mr. Markham’s recommendation for the
immediate removal of the market from West
Third street, as a protection to the city, is:

“I think it is apparent that any attempt
to continue the use of West Third street as a
public market, either under the direction
of the market master or under the direction of
the Grand Central market, will be prolific
of disputes and possible litigation, and I can
see no feasible way of settling present dis-
putes except by repeal of the ordinance cre-
ating a public market at the point in ques-
tion.”

Mayor Doran, as well as the owners uqd
agents of considerable of the property in
front of which the present market is being
operated, do:s not agree that the market shou'd
be abglished. The mayor is of the opinion
that some kind of an arrangement can be
made with the property owners by which
they could share in the receipts from the
gardeners. If this can be done, nearly ail
the objections will be wiped out. It is prob-
able the matter will come up at the meeting
of the board of aldermen tonight.

ESCAPES THE NOOSE,

Lewis Kellehan to Spend His Life in
Stillwater.

In commuting the sentence of the
court that Lewis Kellehan, the sur-
viving Sherburn bank robber, be pun-
ished by hanging, so that now he may
live the course of his natural life,
save as it may be shortened by the
privation or lengthened by the indo-
lence of life in the state prison, the
board of pardons takes occasion (o
state its reasons for the pardon com-
mutation, which are as follows: That
the prisoner is only twenty years old
and that all the testimony shows that
he is of weak intellect.

Kellehan was fortunate in having not
only petitions signed by his neighbors
in his youth, but there was presented
to the board a strong petition for the
commutation signed by those in the
immediate vicinity of his crime, but
who, having had their spirit of revenge
satisfied in part, at least, by the other
Kellehan, the chief conspirator in tha
crime, united in pleading for the ex-
tension of executive clemency to the
living brother, weak minded as he evi-
dently is.

NO OZONE FOR WHITE,

Minneapolis Murderer Must Serve
Out His Time.

Another case in which the board was
firm in its determination not to par-
don a murderer was in the case of Joe
White, of the Rice street gang, who
was sent up a few years ago for com-
plicity in the murder of J. R. Harrls,
a Minneapolis business man. White
and a companion named Dugan. wera
convicted of the murder of Harris,
which was committed during an at-
tempt to rob the Harris home near
the university, in southeast Minne-
apolis.

The defense always claimed that the
widow's identification of White was
unreliable, but the corroboration was
so strong that a jury convicted him,
and the unsavory record of White
before his accusation of complic -
ity in the Harris affair, no doubt,
influenced the board in no little degrea
in reaching its decision.
