THEY ARE l> FAVOB OF THE PLAN.

And Ask the Conn to Give Its Con-

sent so Far a* Their Interests
Are Concerned.

According to a petition tiled in the

district court, yesterday afternoon, by

Receivers Seymour and Lighmer, of the

Bank of Minnesota, A. M. Drake is in-

debted to various parties, including the
bank, in a sum exceeding $212,000. The
petition alleges that Mr. Drake is un-

able to meet his obligations, and asks

the consent of the court to an arrange-

ment whereby Mr. Drake may transfer
all his real and personal property to a
company recently organized under the
title of the Drake Realty company, for

the purpose of raising a fund to effect a
settlement with his creditors.

The petition rec-ius, first, that the

Northwestern Cordage company owes
the Bank of Minnesota on notes, the

sum of $21,372, and :hat A. M. Drake is

liable for the amount as accommoda-
tion maker of the same; that Mr.Drake
is also liable as accommodation maker
of other notes of the Northwestern
Cordage company, to the amount of
$200,000, and that the entire amount of
his indebtedness, aside from contingent
liability,is $242,124. The receivers de-
claie that they have no other security
for the indebtedness on the notes than
twelve first mortgage bonus on the
cordage company's plant of the value
of |12,000, with the exception of the in-
dni st.nu nts of the cordage company's
officers, who are alleged to be finan-
cially irresponsible. They further al-
lege that the cordage company is in-
stjivtin, uTid that Mr. Drake is unable
to meet his obligations.

Continuing, the petition says that a
corporation known as the Drake Realty
company has been organized with an
authorized capital of $55,000, divided
into 2,750 shares, and that all of Drake's
creditors, including the petitioners, have
agreed to the following proposed plan
for the settlement of Drake's liabilities:

That he, Drake, transfer to the DrakeRealty company all his real and per-
sonal property, estimated to be worth$:'OO,OOO. That the creditors holding
claims agaist Drake to the amount of$242,124. assign such claims to the re-alty company, including $125,000 first
mortgage bonds of the Cordage com-pany. That all the stock of the Realty
company, except 324 shares, shall then
be issued to said Drake, and by him
transferred to creditors holding claimsagainst him amounting to $242 121
That ;J24 shares of stock of the said
Realty company shall be issued to atrustee, who shall hold the same for
the purpose of raising a fund to settleany contingent or unpresented claims
against Drake, and divide the balance
I>ro rata among all the creditors re-
ferred to in the petition.

The receivers of the Bank of Minne-
sota are to assign the obligations of
the Cordage company to the bankamounting to $21,372, to the realty
company and release Drake from ailpersonal liability. The receivers are
also to assign to the realty company
the $12,000 worth of first mortgagebonds h^ld as security for Drake's in-debtedness of $21,372. and receive there-
for 214 shares of the Realty company's
stock.

The proposed plan to which, it is al-leged, all the creditors of Drake haveagreed, further provides that all prop-
erty owned by Mr. and Mrs. A MDrake in common shall be transferred
to a trustee, who shall, within ninety-
days, transfer the same to the realty
company in case no insolvency pro-
ceedings are begun against Drake in
the meantime.

The transfer by Drake is to include
all his real and personal property, ex-cept the homestead and certain stock of
nominal value that might become aliability, and except Mr. Drake's inter-est in the building on Sibley street be-
tween Third and Fourth streets, whichinterest has been sold by Drake to i
settle his indebtedness to his mother's
estate. His interest in his mother's es-
tate is to be transferred, however, withthe rest of his property.

The receivers of the Bank of Minne-
sota say they are satisfied with the
proposed plan and ask the permission
of the court to carry it out.

OflE BULLET DID IT
HARRISON T. M'CLUNG FOUND

DEAD INHIS HONE ON HAGUE
AVENUE.

POPULARpfOUNG MAN WAS HE.

BELIEVED TO HAVE ENDEJ) HIS
LIFE BECAUSE OF SOME BUS-

INESS TROUBLES.

FAJHILY HAD GONE DOWN TOWN.

On Returnlitif I'ouiul the Head of

the Family Dead With v Re-
volver In Hla Hand,

Harrison T. McClung, secretary of
the St. Paul Mutual Building asso-
ciation, was shot and killed at his
home, 989 Hague avenue, yesterday
morning. A thirty-eight caliber bul-
let entered his brain. His relatives
incline to the belief that it was an ac-
cident, but circumstances point to it
as having been a case of suicide
caused by business troubles of some
kind.

Mr. McClung waa alone in the house
at the time of the shooting, which is
thought to have occurred about 10:30
o'clock. For several days he had been
suffering from the excessive heat and
yesterday did not go down to his office
at the usual time. Mrs. McClung went
down town shortly after 9 o'clock,
taking with her the only child of the
family, a girl two years old. When
she left the house her husband kissed
her affectionately and seemed in the
best of spirits, but upon her return be-
fore noon he was not to be found
about the lower part of the house, and
a search resulted in the discovery of
his dead body in the bath room on the
second floor. The body lay prone upon
the floor, while a pistol clutched in
the hand and; a bullet hole in the right
temple, from ivhicii a pool of blood had
trickled about the dead form, told the
story. Death, was undoubtedly instan-
taneous. When- the fact of Mr. Mc-
Clung's death became known the oc-
cupants of .Che h<?use next door re-
called hearing: a muffled sound resemb-
ling a pistol shot about half past 10
o'clock, but chad attached no signifi-
cance to the 'occurrence.

Relatives of the dead man can give
no reason for the act of self destruc-
tion except thzut i|;was done in a mo-
ment of men,tal alteration, induced by

sickness andfvvorri-, as his business af-
fairs are said to be in the best of con-
dition, while his domestic life was of
the happiest. For several days Mr.
llcClung had ••complained of not feel-
ing well, attributing his condition to
the hot weather, and having imbibed
too freely of iced water. Unusual pains
in the head bothered him and until
Friday, he had not been to his place
of business for several days, going to
the office on that day for a short time.
Last winter Mr. McClumg received a
bad fall from a cable car at Lexington
and SeJbiy avHhu-es, strikrtfg upon,; his
head, andt <&iisplatotil dt severe head-
aches to some of" nilirieinSs at differ-
ent times since the accident, leads to
the belief that the accident may have
possibly left s<pi|e. permanent effects,
ih,a 'measure' tpsjjoiisible for his sui-cide, (Though his relatives are not of
this opinion.

Mr. McClung had never Intimated to
his family that he contemplated sui-
cide, and it is thought that his act was
without. the le,ast premeditation-, .He
always kept a revolver in the house
and it is

'
belicSve-d; that shortly aftep

his wife departed, the strain under
which he had been laboring assumed
an acute form, for the time being pro-
ducing.a state of mental derangement
in which the rash act was committed.
Acting Coroner A. L. Nelson investi-
gated the circumstances of death and
decided an inquest" unnecessary.

Mr. McClung was thirty-three years
old and is survived by a wife and one
child. He was born in St. Paul, his
father, J. W. McClung, having been
prominent among the early settlers of
this city. The deceased was, until sev-
eral years ag^, a member of the Min-
nesota club and the Minnesota Boat
club. Mr. McClung Sr. organized the
first buildingsojciety in the West and
had large property Interests in St.
Paul. When he died, ten years ago,
his son succeeded to his business in-
terests and has since transacted a
real estate buttiness in addition to
holding the position of secretary of
the St. Paul Mutual Building associa-
tion, 94 East Fourth street. J. W. Mc-
Clung was a native of Kentucky and
came to St. Paul in 1855. Mr. Mc-
Clung was married three years ago to
Mi;s Hamilton, at the time employed
in the busine.-s office of a local news-
paper. The dead man's mother and
three sisters, one of whom is married,

survive him and live in this city.

COWS HAD LUMPY JAW.

Dairy Commission )lake« It Lively

for if Welcome Feller.

The dairy commissioner is making
things lively for the owners of lumpy
jaw and sick cattle, who do not take
precaution to check the spreading of
the disease, and who sell milk procured
from affected cattle. A case was re-
ported from Martin county a few days
ago. The dairy commissioner imme-
diately sent a deputy dawn to Inves-
tigate the: matter. The deputy se-
cured the conviction of a dairy farmer,
Ezra Feller, living near Fairmont.
Feller was charged with selling the
milk of the diseased animals to a
creamery at Welcome, in which he
was interested as a director. The
deputy found no difficulty in getting
a conviction as the evidence was con-
clusive. He was tried in Fairmont
and omJered t« pafr a fine of $50 and
costs, and haie tne affected animals
killed. Two of his cows were in a very
bad condition, ruuning at the nose
and showing cgher&igns of being sick.
Two more were pronounced oases of
lumpy jaw. Feller contested the case
and claimed that he had no knowledge
that there w^p anything the matter
with the herd.gHefßaimed to have ex-
amined them frequently, and that he
had no intentijßi of selling milk which
was not lit fog the* market.

The state b«Lrd »f health has been
notified of t» cafce, and somebody
representing the board will go to Wel-
come in a day or two to kill the dis-
eased cattle. Nobody else, under the
law, has the right to do this work of
executing. Deputy Commissioner Jule
Lawrence said yesterday: "This Is
one of the worst oases our commis-
sion has had to deal with for years.
Three or four years ago a dairyman
near St. Paul had one lumpy jaw cow,
and the press and the public made a
great fuss about it. We pulled him up
and made him pay a big fine, but I
have never known during the time of
my connection with the department of
a dairy farmer, livingremote from the
cities, and representing the class that

Franchise.
State Auditor Dunn, Attorney Gen-

eral Childs, County Auditor Sullivan
and City Assessor Seng held a confer-
ence at the capitol yesterday morning
in regard to the proposed tax on the
franchise of the St. Paul Gas company,
which Judge Bunn recently held was
exempt. Attorney General Childs in-
formed his conferees that he did not
see any ground on which an appeal
could be taken from Judge Bunn's de-
ci.sion, but the conferees found, or
think they found, a way out of their
dilemma. Itis now proposed to put the
franchise on tie tax rolls this year,
not alone for 1897, but for the six years
previous, at $250,000, which willamount
to taxing $1,500,000 at one year's rate.
The statute of limitations prevents
going back any further.

The gas company will undoubtedly
appeal from this action, and so the case
willget into court on its merits. There
will undoubtedly be an appeal to the
supreme court by whichever side los^s,
and in the end .the question of the
right of the state to tax this species of
property will be thoroughly tested.

The Twin City Rapid Transit com-
pany was taxed on its franchise in.St.
Paul last year, and paid, the tax with-
out a word of protest. ,.Corporations
generally, however, especially' '"fno's'ij j
holding- franchises, have claimed that,
the state had no right to tax Ttitese
franchises. The question is a very in-
teresting one, and if the case is de-
cided in favor of the state, the tax rate
in alj of the large cities will probably
be.reduced.
