permitted the committee to use the
$17,000,000 sinking fund ia the treas-
iury as a part of their bid, while other

Bhowing, he said. "the monstrous
frauds" and the scheme of "extortion
and oppression" constituting the "most
audacious plan of railroad wrecking
ever devised." The senator said Pres-
ident McKlnley could not afford to
carry out the agreement concerning
the Union Pacific made by President
t'lt-veland, he could not afford to be-
come the administrator de bonis non
of an act of the Cleveland administra-
tion so offensive as to sicken any man.

Mr. Morgan had not concluded when,
at 5,25, he yielded for an adjournment.

CAMP LAKEVIEAV,July 17.—Today-

is the last one the Third Regiment, M,

The scene was a very re-
alistic one, and made the spectators
think that the men were in earnest.
From the green shrubbery a puff of
smoke could be seen, then the deep
roar let the spectators know that the
artillery was dealing death and de-
struction. From the trees and base of
the bluff which skirts the camp could
be heard the sharp reports of the
rifles. The firing became more rapid,
and as the artillery replied in the same
manner the smoke could be seen rising
above the trees. Maj. Van Duzee, by
a very skillful movement and under
cover of the brush, advanced a portion
of his battalion so as to outflank his
enemy's position, and thus won a glor-
ious victory.

The gallant Third learned a lesson in
the art of war, and the numerous spec-
tators were treated to a very realistic
bit of acting by the national guard of
the state.

nies develops the fact that few appli-
cants for farm loans exist in compari-
son to former years and hundreds of
farm mortgages have been paid in the
last few years. The exact reduction of
the mortgaged debt of the state would
be impossible to ascertain without in-
vestigation of the records of each coun-
ty, but the aggregate decrease will be
large.
• This improvement has come about
through more scientific farming, great-
er attention to diversification of prod-
ucts, and branching out of the stock
industry- The latter has assumed
larger proportions among small farmers
in the last few years than ever before.Applications for hundreds of new
brands have been filed with the secre-
tary of state. The raising and shipping
of stock is the most profitable occupa-
tion of farmers, and not until the last
few years has itbeen taken advantage
of here.

The new law allows the state board of
school lands, which has the custody of
$1,000,000 of the permanent school fund,
to make loans on farm lands at a very
low rate of interest, and it has not yet
had an application for a loan from any
farmer.
