Edinburgh barley and oats are ahead
of the other crops, owing to light but
refreshing rains, wh'ch were rneeded and
welcome. At Cando all grains are
possibly a trifle behind, but grow-
ing well.

It is not
expected that the Soo line will secure any
considerable portion of the business, but
its action makes low ratess certain between
Chicago and Minneapolis and St. Paul, and
has roused no erd of resentment among the
all-rail lines.

HOLDING UP THE RATES.

Chanece for Demeralization Over C,
E. Business Grows Less.

The passenger, representatives of the lines
in the Western Passenger association, as
well as of the transcontinental lines running
into St. Paul, have found considerable con-
solation in the information by Chairman
Caldwell promulgated from Chicago by his
secretary yesterday, anent the Christian En-
deavor situation.

According to Mr. Caldwell there is to be no
demoralization on the return business. The
lines have agreed to take severe measures
with any line that may antagonize the effort
being made to maintain the integrity of the
agreement. The initial lines have withdrawn
their request for a continuous sale to include
July 24, and steps have been taken to so
change the ticket arrangement as to chviate
the possibility of congestion at the initial
point. The trouble over the matter of stop-
overs has been settled by the promise on the
part of the Southern lines not to issue them,
and the payment of commissions has been
checked. It is not expected that there will
be any sericus trouble arising out of the
routing of passengers, and local men agree
that with close atention, the threatened mix-
up in passenger tariffs may be averted.

LONDON, July 19.—In the housz of com-
mons today, the Hon. George N. Curzon, un-
der secretary for foreign affairs, replying to
Michael Davitt, anti-Parnellite, said the gov-
ernment was convinced that the seals in
Bering sea were in no imminent danger at
present. Correspondence which had passed on
the subject between the two governments
would be presented in due t'me to the house
but not before the close of the present ses
sion.

LINCOLN, Neb., July 19.—From the ros-
trums of the Roman Catholic churches of Lin-
comm, it was formally announced yesterday that
the differences existing for some time between
Bishop Bonacum and several of his priests
had been settled to the satisfaction of both
factions.

The trouble
grew out of the alleged tyranny of the bishop
in removing his priests in an arbitrary man-
ner, At one time, Bonacum was in the police
court, charged with criminal Iibkel growing
cut of the excommunication of one of the
priests, The cases have been several times
reviewed by the papal delegates.
