Jorgen Torgersen, sixty years old,
and residing over the First Norwegian
Presbyterian church, 1629 Sixth street
south, committed suicide by hanging
himself about 7 o'clock last evening.
11l health is supposed to be the cause,
as the dead man had been a sufferer
from rheumatism for twelve years.

Torgersen had not by any word or
action implied that he Intended to take
his own life, and the manner in which
he did it manifests a peculiar cunning
In the endeavor to arrive at the desired
result. Torgersen and his wife were
just having their supper. They were
alone, as their fivechildren who resided
with them had already partaken of
their evening repast and left the house.
Shortly before 7 o'clock the wife left
the house on an errand to the meat
market, and the husband remained
alone to finish his meal. Mrs. Torger-
e«n was not away from the house over
ten minutes, and when she entered the
kitchen the husband was not to be
eeen. This surprised her, as he never
left the house, owing to his illness. She
stepped out into an attic-like structure,
at the rear of the kitchen, and was
about to go down the back steps, where
phe discerned an object dangling back
in the corner. Upon going towards it,
the terrible truth was mos-t unmerciful-
ly thrust upon her. Officer Carlson, of
the South side patrol, arrived on the
6cene within a few minutes and cut the
body down. It was still warm, but life
was extinct.

Torgersen had used a thin manilla
cord with which to end his life. This
had been tied to a rafter and the noose
placed about his neck, while seated on
a chair. From appearances he had
then allowed his body to fall forward,
and allowed the noose to accomplish
the desired result. The body was view-
ed by Coroner Dennis, who ordered the
body taken to the county morgue, but
decided that an inquest would be un-
necessary-

Torgersen and family came to Min-
neapolis from Christmnia, Norway, six
years ago. One of the sons stated last
evening that he had made an unsuc-
cessful attempt toend his life by hang-
ing «t the docks of Christianla, about
eight years ago. The cause for his act
at thftt time was the same that im-
pelled him last evening.

The demand
for transportation to Alaska has in-
creased so rapidly that the Pacific
Coast Steamship company has decided
to place another steamer on the north-
ern route.

H. Hooper, commanding the Bering Seapatrol fleet, in a report to the treasury
department dated- Unalaska, July 5says that the Alaska Commer-
cial company's steamer Excel-
sior arrived at that port on
July 4, with about forty miners

lfrom the Yukon district and about
I$500,000 in gold bullion. Continuing, he

says: "The Excelsior brings wonderful
!accounts of rich discoveries in the

Clondyke, or Reindeer river, where
fortunes are being made in a few
weeks. According to reports nothing
has ever been discovered on the con-
tinent approaching it in richness. The
Clondyke is a tributary of the Yukon
a few miles above Forty Mile and is
whollywithin Canadian territory. Goldwas discovered there last autumn, andduring the winter attracted miners
from all directions. Itis said that over
2,000 men are located at Dawson, while
Circle City, Forty Mileand other places
are nearly deserted. Owing to the sud-
den influx of people provisions are
high, but so far as Ican learn there
is no actual suffering. Of the forty
passengers on board returning from
these mines, it is said, none have lew
than $S,OOO, and some have as high
as $50,000. Others who have made thf lr
pile are coming on the steamer Port-
land. Packages of coarse gold, one
containing $120 and one $130, are shownas the result of a washing of a pan
of dirt each. The principal mines are
on the Bonanza and El Dorado cr"eeks
small branches of the Clondyke, and
extend in the aggregate sixteen toeighteen miles."

COOK'S ISLET DESERTED.

People All Flecking to the New

SAN FRANCISCO, July 23.— Among
the arrivals from Alaska on the steam-
er Bertha, was Dr. C. F. Diekenson, of
Kodiak island, which lies just at the
h.ad of Cook's inlet. He says the gold
excitement all over the territory ot
Alaska, is something unprecedented,
and that people are flocking to the
Clondyke in a way that threatens to
depopulate many of the trading posts
and coast towns.

Cloiidyke Country.

"When Ileft Kodiak, two weeks,
ago," said Mr. Diekenson, "the peopl;
were leaving all that section of the
country ar.d flocking in the direction
of Clondyke. In a way, the situation
i.s appalling, for many of the indus-
tries are left practically without the
means of operation.

"Mines that are paying handsomely
at Cook's inlet, have been deserted.
In my opinion, there are just as good
placer doings to be found at Cook's
inlet as in the Clnndyke region. There
is not a foot of ground in all that
country that does not contain gold in
mere or less appreciable quantities.
The great trouble has been that peo-
ple have not had cither the courage,
or opportunity, Ido not know whicft,
to thoroughly prospect the country. 1
think that in another month the coun-
try about Cook's inlet will be prac-
tically deserted. There is room there
for thousands of men, and there is
certainly no better place in the world
for a poor man."

NEW ELEMENT OF STRENGTH gKCN

Gold From the Kloridyk*Country a
Factor off Importance In the

Trade Situation.

NEW YORK, July 23.—Bradstreet's
tomorrow will say: The widespread

confidence that there will be a marked
revival In general trade in the fall,

continues to grow, and with it ma-
terial evidence that it is well founded.
Chicago jobbers Inclothing, dry goods
and shoes, and manufacturers, there
and elsewhere, of pianos, organs,
wagons and farm implements, report
that fall business has begun, which is
nrucih earlier than usual. The distri-
bution of general merchandise from
St. Louis is a little less active, al-
though trade there is favorable. Like
reports are received from Pittsburg,
notwithstanding dullness in iron and
steel; Savannah, in spite of this being
the busy season on plantations; Oma-
ha, Milwaukee, Minneapolis and St.
Paul, where merchants are feeling the
influence of a prospectively large crop
of wheat, and from G-alveston and
other points in Texas on the favorable
crop outlook and confidence in an in-
creased movement of merchandise next
fall. Demand for supplies for ship-
ment to the Clondyke region has made
July the busiest instead of the dullest
month in the commercial year at Se-
attle, and has had an influence on
sales of staples at Tacoma, Portland
and San Francisco.

The world's wheat crop 'outlook con-
tinues to favor the United States much
as it did eighteen years ago. The out-
look is that Russda, alone, of all other
wheat exporters, will be able to coon-
pete with the United States. The ad-
vance or more than twenty cents a

ibushel compared with a" year ago, is
in the face of a domestic wheat crop
probably 100,000,000 bushels larger than
last year. The prospect for a con-
tinued higher level for quotations, ow-
ing to Increased demand from import-
ing countries, explains how the Amer-
ican farmer Is to secure his proportion
of the advance and the earning era of
piosperity. That he is alive to the sit-
uation is indicated b^ a to
hold back wheat already harvested
notwithstanding higher quotations.

crease inreceipts of gold, whether from

sion.

This was lost by a vote of 13 to 57,
and Mr. Allen resumed his speech.
There was much conferring among
senators. Mr. Gorman approached Mr.
Allen, and, after a hurried conversa-
tion between the two, Mr. Allen an-
nounced that he had been informed
that the opposition to the bill were
"about ready to capitulate," and that
he would yield to Mr. Morgan.

When Mr. Morgan addressed the
chair he was surrounded by. a major-
ity of the senators in the chamber who
had congregated in his vicinity in an-
ticipation of what he was to say.

"Good, good," exclaimed many of the
senators.
