Mayor Doran has finally taken of-
ficial notice of the atrocities com-
mitted on the residents of his ward
by the members of the police force of
the Ducas street station. Despite the
efforts of the official organs, one of
which passed up the numerous cases
of brutal assaults, and the other of
which claimed there were no such oc-
currences, the mayor-arrivedat thecon-
clusion that something should be done,
if not in the interests of the citizens
of the Sixth ward, at least in the in-
terests of his renomination next spring.

A number of cases in which citizens
had been brutally beaten by oflicers
from the Ducas street station had bheen
brought to the attention of the mayor.
The police court judges not only dis-
charged the men who were arrested
and brought before the court looking
as though they had been run through
threshing machines, but expressed the
opinion that perhaps the officers and
not the prisoners should have been ar-
raigned.

So wrought up were the residents of
the West side over the displays of
brutality by several of the officers at
that station that a petition has been
and is now being circulated, asking
for the removal of Capt. Getchell from:
the charge of the station on the West
side and the placing of Capt. Rouleau,
now at the central station, in charge.
It is claimed that this is what caused
the mayor to take immedlate action in
the investigation of one of the assauit
cases with the intention of heading off
any such petition being presented.

Patrolmen Hanley and Hoffman, of |

the Ducas street station, were sum-
moned before the mayor yesterday
morning, and together with Capt. Get-
chell, who has charge of the West side
station, visited the mayor's office.
There was a short conference, apd the
result was that each of the policemen
were fined $25 by the mayor. The
reason for this action by
executive of the police force was the
conduct of the two officers in the ar-

rest of John Chambeau and Charles |

Meyers, which occurred on the West
side several days ago.

the chief |

was in charge of the central police
station. Capt. Rouleau was practical-
ly chief of police from 6 o'clock in the
evening until the same hcour in the
morning. If Capt. Getchell was not
the man for the position of captain at
the unimportant post at Ducas street
station, why should he be given the
very important position as assistant
chief of police and placed in charge ot
the central station at nights. The
ccuncilman said if the mayor shoulq
allow himscIf to be guided or influenced
in making any such change by the
petition of the West side residents the
business men of the city would inter-
fere and demand that the change be
not made,

Capt. Rouleau, who returned from a
vacation of ten days yesterday and
went on duty last night, said he had
not been informed as to any change,
although he had not been home long
enough to get the run of things.

Mayor Doran stated yesterday after-
ncon to g reporter for the Globe that
it was simply a case of a foolish police
officer, who did not seem to know his
business, and another one who lost his
temper.

ROCHESTER’S ' LIGHTING PLANT.

Bids Also Received for This Im-
provement, shut Held to Be
Classified.

The statz insane hospital board met
at the Ryan hotel yesterday afternoon
to receive bids for tvc new wings to
be added to the asylum at St. Petar,
each wing being 40 by 60 feet in size
and three stories high. These new
wings are to be used for dining rooms.
The contract was awarded to R. Mec-
Millian & Co., their bid being the low-
est.

For many years there has been need
of a commodious dining room at the
St. Peter hospital. The erection of this
addition will ¢éo away with the ward
dining rooms. It will enable the asy-
lum authorities to assemble all the in-
mates in two large dining rcoms and
thus do away with a great deal of un-
necessary work. It is thought with the
room vacated by the fifty inmates
transferred to the Fergus Falls asylum
and the two new wings, adequate ac-
commodations will be round for those
remaining at the hospital. It will at
least relieve the crowded condition of
that institution.

The last legislature also made an ap-
propriation for the construction of an
independent electric lighting plant for
the Rochester asylum. The board re-
ceived a dozen -bids for work of this
plant, there being a number of compet-
itors from outside of the Twin Cities.
Owing to the many items included in
each bid and these being very techni-
cal, the board took no action, but laid
them over until: their next meeting,
which will be held in a week or ten
days. This will’ enable the secretary
to classify all the bids and get them
in shape to be presented at the next
meeting. The construction of the wings
for the St. Peter hospital will be push-
ed, as the board realizes the necessity
of doing something to relieve the
crowded condition. The contract for
the electric plant at the Rochester in-
stitution, will be let at the meeting of
the board.

TOOK DOWN THE SIGN.

S. B. Diether at Outs With Health

Department Aunthorities.

Samuel B. Diether, living at 714 Olive
street, was in the police court yester-
day, charged with violating the health
ordinance. The case was continued for
one week and the defendant released
on his own recognizance. The arrest
grew out of a case of alleged diptheria
at the residence of Mr. Diether. “ One
of the children was talen sick and
Dr. Ohage was called in. The physician
said nothing about the sickness being
diphtheria, but a day or so afterward
Dr. J. M. Goodrich, being called in
during the absence of Dr. Ohage, pro-
nounced the case one of diphtheria.
The health department was notified, as
is usual in such casses, and, in order to
be certain, a culture was taken from
the throat of the patient. Examina-
tion at the health department labora-
tory by Dr. Perkins showed, he says,
an undoubted case of the disease. Ac-
cordingly a sign was placed on the
house by the health department. The
Diether family had arranged for a
trip from the city over the Fourth of
July, and as Dr. Ohage had said noth-
ing about the child having diptheria
the trip was taken. Shortly after the
return of the family the health of-
ficers noticed that the sign had been
removed from the house. Under the
ordinance the sign is to remain thirty
days after the patient has recovered
from the disease, and the health of-
ficers claim that the sign was removed
July 17. Mr. Diether pleaded not guilty
to the charge and is reported as saying
scmething about the ‘“cranks” connect-
ed with the health department.

SHOULD KEEF TAB.

Cyclists Are Fined for Unintentional
Violations,

Judge Orr yesterday fined Charles A.
Melnon and Henry Legas $5 each for
riding on the Summit avenue cycle
path at a rate of speed greater than
eight miles an hour. The ordinance
provides that this rate of speed shall
not be exceeded, but it has been the
idea among those who use the paths
that this applied only to the sidewalks
and streets. Theé twain were arrested
by Patrolman Springer and admitted
that they were riding about twelve or
fifteen miles an hour. They paid the
amount imposed:and were released.
Judge Orr holds ‘that the ordinance is
intended to restrict the speed of riders
on the cycle ‘paths as well as on the
streets.

Louls Johnson and H. A. Beach paid
a $2 assessment for riding on the side-
walk on Burr street between Cook and
Minnehaha streets. The ordinance
which took the street from out the pro-
hibited district ifor sidewalk riding
passed only one ‘branch of the council
and a number of wheelmen labored un-
der the impression that the ordinance
had been repealed. Such is not the
case, and as' the residents on that
street, or rather a portion of them,
complain to the mayor, the order was
given to enforce the law to the letter.

BREWERS PLAYED SHARP,

Bought Up Revenue Stamps Before
the New Law RBegan.

In anticipation of the new federal Ilaw
which will do away with the 7% per cent
discount on beer stamps, the Minneapolis
brewers seem to have gotten in ahead of their
St. Paul brethren by rushing to the internal
revenue office and purchasing $45,000 worth
of stamps, which means a saving of some

$3,000. The St. Paul brewers realized the
situation yesterday and succeeded in supply-
Ing themselves to some extent, but the sup-
ply became practically exhausted. Another
supply is expected on Monday.
