The big charter petition, = which
was presented to the judges of the
district court July 2, will be considered
by he six judicial officers tomorrow.
The petition would have been taken
up some time ago had it not been for
the absence from the city of Judge
J. W. Willis. The other five judges
were of the opinion that a matter of
such importance to the citizens should
be considered by the full bench and
postponed action until Judge Willis re-
turned. Seen last evening at his home
on Summit avenue, Judge Willis said
he would meet with his colleagues of

the bench Monday. He was not ad-
vised in the matter except from articles
he had noticed at odd times in the
newspapers during his absence, and
had not discussed nor considered the
question of a new charter for St. Paul.
It was probable that the matter would
be taken up by the judges the first
part of the coming week. If not it
would, so far as he was concerned, go
over for several weeks, as he intended
leaving in a few days for Geneva

Beach on a pleasure trip.

Judge and Mrs. Willis returned from
their wedding trip Friday night. The
judge was one of the state delegates
from Minnesota to the national con-
vention of corrections and charities
which was in session at Toronto July
7-10. The convention, Judge Willis
said, was largely attended, the dele-

The Minnesota representation
was larger than the average number
of delegates and” Included Secretary
'H. H. Hart, G. C. Cowie and W. A.
Gates, of the state board of corrections
and charities; Mrs, J. W, Brown, of
the state training school, and Miss
Grace Johnston and Jesse MclIntyre,
of the same Institution; Rev., J. H.
Gaughan, pastor of St. Joseph’'s
Catholic church at Red Wing; Capt.
Edwin Dunn, one of the board of man-
agers of the state prison; Dr. C. A.
Rogers, superintendent of the school
for feeble minded at Faribault; Mrs.
Phoebe H.  McMillan, assistant super-
intendent of the poor of Minneapolls;
Miss C. A. Rhoades, agent of the state
school at Owatonna, and Mrs. J. M.

The. delegates were welcomed to the
city by the mayor, and responses were
made by H. H. Hart, of St. Paul; Gen.

Although the matter
was not discussed in the convention,
Judge Willis stated there was a great
deal of talk on the subject of the
pardoning of the Youngers, which at
that time was being considered by the
press of the country, and also by the
The expression of
the majority of the delecgates was that
the men should be pardoned, although
this was not publicly expressed in the
convention.

At the adjournment of the convention
Judge and Mrs. Willis vicsited Montreal,
Quebee, Albany, New York and Chi-
cago, arriving in St. Paul last Monday
morning, but leaving again the same
evening for Madison, Wis. Dr. Whar-
ton, Mrs. J. E. Dore and Judge and
Mrs. Willis made up a party and at-
tended the Catholic Columbian Summer
school, which was in’session at Madi-
son. There were over 500 accredited
visitors besides a large number of
others. There was a number of no-
tables from the Cathcdlic clergy in at-
tendance at the school, including: Rev.
W. J. Dalton, of Kansas City, and
Rev. Henry A. Adams, of New York.
The school was presided over by Right
Rev. S. G. Messmer, bishop of Green
Bay, Wis. Last Tuesday evening,
Judge Willis lectured before the school
on the subject of ‘““Arbitration or War.”
Rev. Henry A. Adams, of New York,
a convert to the Catholic faith, deliver-
ed a course of five lectures on the “Ox-
fcrd Movement.” Conday B. Pallen,
LL. D.,, of St. Louis, also gave six ad-
dresses on the “Epochs of Literature.”

HELD UP BY TRAMPS

OSCAR MOLINE, AN IOWA DRUG-
GIST HAS A THRILLING EX-
PERIENCE.

WAS THROWN FROM HIS CAR

Oscar Moline, a young drug clerk liv-
ing at Ridgway, Io., had a thrilling ex-
perience about a mile and half west of
Mendota yesterday morning, when he
was robbed at the muzzles of a brace of
revolvers by a gang of tramps, brutally
beaten and thrown bodily from a
rapidly moving car. Fortunately, the
young man escaped without serious in-
jury, though when he reported the mat-
ter to central police station his appear-
ance evidenced a desperate encounter:
The police obtained a description of
Moline’s assailants but as they pro-
ceeded to Minneapolis on the train
there is little hope of their arrest.

Moline is a druggist by profession,
and Dbeing desirous of reaching the
Northwest from Chicago, engaged to
care for nine blooded horses, which a
friend was shipping to Minneapolis in
a palace car. At Owatonna, where the
train stopped for a few moments, five
men, one a negro, jumped into Moline’s
car and asked to be allowed to ride.
The young druggist acquiesced in the
request, and the men made no effort to
molest him until the train had gotten
beyond Mendota, when the negro and
one of his companions drew revolvers
and demanded his money. Searching
the young man’s pcckets and finding
but 75 cents, the tramps then forced h'm
to remove his clothing, and in a closer
inspection they found $7 in the watch
pocket, which they appropriated.

After he had dressed, Moline says
the negro suddenly turned on him and
dealt him a blow in the face, knocking
him almost insensible. In this dazed
condition the tramps lifted the drug-
gist from the floor and, opening the
car door, threw him out upon the
tracks. The fall was severe and for
nearly half an hour Moline thinks he
lay unconscious. Gaining his senses
he walked hatless to St. Paul and re-
perted the outrage to the police. The
car of horses in which he was in
charge went through to Minneapolis.

LEADERS SUMMONED.

Gompers Acts on the Suggestion of
President Ratchford.

CHICAGO, July 24.—President Gom-
pers, of the American Federation of
Labor, today sent telegrams to of-
ficers of thirty-eight national trade
unions calling for a conference to ue
held at Wheeling, W. Va., at noon
Tuesday, July 27. This was done in
response to a telegram from President
Ratchford, of the United Mine Work-
ers of America, in which he says that
peaceable assemblage and free speech
hgs been forbidden and suppressed in
‘West Virginia. Following is the call
sent out by President Gompers to the
officers of the national trade unions:

President Ratchford of the miners just wires
that peaceable assemblage and free speech
have been forbidden and suppressed in West
Virginia. In compliance with his request, I
lny‘lte you to a conference to be held at
Wheeling, W. Va., July 27. Similar invitation
is extended to executive officers of all na-
tional trade unions. No duty is more im-
portant than attendance at this conference.
The very presence of all to whom this is
addressed will arouse the mienrs to their
full duty and declde the contest in their

favor. If your presence is im ib
representative, e

President Gompers also sent g -
patch to Mr. Ratchford informing g:fn
that the call had been sent ‘out and
expressing the hope that the miners
will be victorious. Officers of thirty-
eight unions were invited to attend,
it being impossible for representatives
of all the unions to reach the place
of meeting at the time decided upon,

In the line of successful practical
church work the society of St. Vincent
de Paul of St. Mary’s church, deserves
special mention.

Barbers Sue the Internationa! Union
for Sick Claims,

Suits have been begun against the
Barbers’ International union by
Leonard Schwabel and Gustaf Miesel,
two local members of the order, to re-
cover respectively $55 and $10, which
they claim is due them for sick benefits
under the rules of the union. A recent
lccal scandal in the union is involved
in the suit.

While the local union drew warrants
for the payment of the per capita tax
which the International union levies
monthly upon the local unions, the
local union received notice late in the
winter that it was delinquent in its per
capita tax for the months of December,
Jenuary and February. An investiga-
tion was set on foot, which revealed the
fact that the financial secretary of the
union, J. H. Cleary, had not forwarded
the tax to the international treas-
urer. The local union then made up the
amounts which were delinquent, and
they were accepted by the international
officers, but the latter refused to audit
the sick claims of Schwabel and Miesel,
because during the months in which
their disability existed, the local union
was delinquent and not entitled to the
sick benefits. The local union has ap-
pealed the case to the executive board
without getting any satisfaction, and
now the matter is taken into the courts.
There seems no question as to the lia-
bility of some one for Schwabel and
Miesel’s claims, and the local union has
urged the claimants to carry the mat-
ter into the courts in order that the
rights of the members in such contin-
gencies may be determined.

MUST REMOVE THE NOISE,

Decision in the Case of Haskell
Agalnst Kelly Jr.

In the action brought by Estella M.
Haskell against Patrick Kelly Jr., to
recover $4,000 damages alleged to have
been - sustained by the plaintiff, by
1€ason of the operation by the defen it
ot a stone quarry adjoining the plain-
tiff's premises on the southeast corner
of Hoffman and Hudson avenues, Judge
Bunn filed a decision yesterday, grant-
ing judgment in favor of the plaintiff
for $50. The court also finds that the
defendant should be enjoined from
operating the stone crusher so near to
plaintiff’s premises as to cause dust or
smoke ‘to be blown thereon or as to
cause noises that disturb the occupants
of sald premises and that he should
also be enjoined from so operating the
stone guarry as to cause dust or smoke
to be blown therefrom upon and into
the houses on said. premises, or so as
to cause noises from the blasting of
rock that will-be sufficient to disturb
the comfortableienjoyment of the prem-
ises by thevoccupants thereof.

BY A DULUTH
ENGINE,

WHILE AVOIDING ONE TRAIN

A LOCOMOTIVE CAME ALONG ON’
ANOTHER LINE WITHOUT
BEING SEEN.

INJURIES FOLLOWED BY DEATH.

No Blame Attached to Train Men—
The Deceased a Resident of
Hennepin County.

Adam Brown, an old man living with
his son, John Brown, in Richmond
township, - Hennepin county, was run
down by a Duluth engine near Lake
Phalen at 10 o'clock yesterday morn-
ing, receiving injuries from which he
died within half an hour. The dead
man had been visiting another son at
Gladstone, and was walking back to
the city when the accident happéened.
He had stepped out of the way of a
North-bound passenger train to a
parallel track, when he was struck by
an engine coming upon him from the
rear. Brown was knocked under the
wheels and his left leg badly crushed.
The engine was in charge of Engineer
Bdward Salisbury and Fireman Joseph
B. Kelly, and was on its way to the
union depot to take out a passenger
train. It was stopped and the injured
man taken to the Post Siding station,
where Drs. Bender and Spates were
called. From the aged man’s enfeebled
vitality and dangerous injuries, it was
apparent he would not live. When the
physicians had examined his condi-
tion, Brown was ordered sent to the
city hospital and was placed in the
Margaret street patrol wagon, but died
before the hospital was reached. The
body was taken to the police station,
where it was viewed by Deputy
Coroner Hesselgrave, who decided an
inquest unnecessary.

The body was taken in charge by
Undertaker Wilwerschied and prepared
for burial, when late last evening the
dead man’s sons conveyed the remains
to the home of John Brown in Henne-
pin county, where the funeral will take
place tomorrow morning at 10 o’clock.
The dead man was seventy-five years
old.
