AMID APPLAUSE.

The result was announced amid ap-
plause, and an executive session fol-
lowed, lasting until 4 o‘clock, when
the doors were reopened.

PARIS STIRRED UP OVER A DUEL.

Long Drawn Out Because One of the
Principals Played Tag-—DMiles
Moves On.

LONDON, July 24.—All Paris 1s dis-
cussing Tuesday's duel between Catulla
Mendez, the poet, and Lugnee Poe,
the actor and manager of the Ceuvre
theater, arising out of a literary quar-
rel. It was the first time Poe had
fought, while Mendez was an exper-
ienced duellist. The fight was Idong
drawn out and the fate of the French
duelling system is involved, because
the question is raised whether an ad-
versary may indefinitely run away4
from the point of his opponent’s sword
distinctly levelled for the encounter.
Poe adopted retreating tactics untll
his adversary flung down his sword,
saying that he was ready to die it
necessary, but not from fatigue from
running after a poltroon. Several
duels are expected to follow.

A pessimistic view is taken by the
Spectator of the conditions likely to
develop under the new American
tariff. It says never before has the
completed domination of the trusts
over the Republican party been made
so palpable to the average man. Con-
gress has been ordered to protect the
trusts and has obeyed. “We find pro-
tection stripped of its old pretensions
and excuses. It is reduced to a bare
mercenary aspect.’”

Much attention has been attracted
by a remarkable article in Preussiche
Jahrbucher advocating the return of
Metz to France. The writer argues
that the annexation of Luxemburg is
impossible without the consent of
France, but that Germany might re.
t®n Metz in exchange for Luxemburg.
He says that Prince Bismarck opposed
the annexation of Metz in 1871 but that
Count von Moltke insisted upon it for
military reasons. The article con-
cludes: “The position of Germans in
Metz is a constant menace to France,
who will never forget their thirst for
revenge as long as the Germans retain
it. True Germans believe that the
victor owed the vanquished the duty
of making the first advance for a
reconciliation.”

MILES MOVES ON.

Gen. Miles has finished his investi-
gation of the military system in Eng-
land, and has gone to Carlsbad, from

g0 to Russia,
where he will meet the czar. He has

_asked permission to inspect the Rus-

sian army.

In England Gen. Miles has been af-
forded every facility. He has been
permited to visit the arsenals and bar-
racks, to samvle the soldiers’ rations,

-and to examine their equipments.

JAlthough' the newspapers ' recently
protested against the granting of such
privileges to foreign officers from the
‘continent, no mention has been made
to Gen. Miles in this connection.

The development at the inquiry
which followed the terrible death of
Mrs. Frances -Samuelson, whose hair,
while in the hands of a hairdresser,
teck fire, as a result of the petroleum
hair wash being used to dress it, have
caused the most intense interest. It
appears that this wash, which is called
Petrol, has been very generally used
of late in London.
