It was not thought necessary.

By the side of the large door, on a level
with the ground, is a small sheet iron door
used for taking out anu handing in buckets
to the prisoners. This door was without itspadlock when Nelson was left alone. He wasrot missed until 9 o'clock. Some time before
that he had crawled through the small door
walked around the front of the cages, through
the open iron door, along the inner corridor
where the former prisoners making their es-cape went, found the iron door into the boys'
department open, mounted the stairs, jumped
to the top of the cages, went through theopen skylight to the floor above and then
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upon the full discharge of the indemni-
ty.

BREEDING NEW FLAVORED FOWL.

DiM-ltiifiKs That Literally Can Never
Go Near the Water.

CHICAGO, July 30.—Mother Goose
has been brought down to date by hav-ing her good precepts applied in the
education of ducks. There are 2,000
ducklings at Chatham Fields farm in
the southern part of the city, to which
a moral little tale is told every even-
Ing, finished up by the good advice:
"Don't go near the water." And the
little ducklings obey religiously, for
there isn't a pool big enough to hold
even one of their little webbed feet
inside the inclosure marked out to limit
their wanderings.

Despite that unnatural way of living
the ducks look and act about as con-
tented as could be wished, for the
visions of cool streams and running
waters are confined entirely to their
astral bodies and don't get down to
the everyday fighting basis of their
physical selves. When a storm cloud
appears the ducks are sent at once to
cover so that there willbe no risk of
their learning bad habits from too
much rainwater, and, if one of them
gets really wet, he is at once carefully
wiped off with a specially prepared
sponge so that no harm can result to
him.

The object of making the" ducklings
violate so egregiously all the ideals
of their race is peculiarly an economic
one. The novel method of treating
them ha« been adopted solely so that
they willgrow up tender and soft and
not turn their meat into hard muscle
by too much exercise. It is an inno-
vation in breeding, which, combined
with the incubator and the water pipe,
is developing a land duck which is
said to differ when cooked in taste as
much from the ordinary water duck
as in life it differs in habits.

WHEAT FLURRY.

Aggregate Transactions of Eight
Million DiiMheltt at New York

NEW YORK, July 30.—Inspired by
the stiorgeFt kind of French cables and
export sales, reaching all the way from
60 to 100 loads at New York and out-
ports, wheat bulls rushed prices up to
a point today that has not been reach-
ed before in many a long day. Specu-
lation was heavy, footing up to 8,000,000
bushels. Scalpers, continental houses,
the public and big professionals, all
took a hand on the bull side. The
result was an advance to 81% cents
for September, against 80^ cents, the
previous best price. In the last half
hour, however, top heavy conditions
manifested themselves and a sharp
break occurred, September closing at
80% cents, which was a cent above
last night, but also a cent under the
best point of the day.

TEN MILLION SHY.

The Government Running IW-liim!

on Its Expenses.

WASHINGTON, July 30.—There Is
already a deficiency of over $10,000,000
in the government expenditures this
month, and this will probably be in-
creased by at least $2,000,000 additional.
The government expenditures for July
will undoubtedly exceed $50,000,000.
They already approximate $48,000,000,
which is $8,000,000 in excess of the ag-
gregate expenses for the corresponding
period last year. The payments for
pensions are nearly $15,000,000, which
is the largest amount paid in July
for many years. The deficiency so far
this month is $10,500,000, and, had it
not been for abnormal receipts from
customs, due to the desire to forestall
the tariff bill, the deficiency would
have reached $20,000,000. The receipts

Washington bank a large amount, and turnedover the notes to the bank. Then William
Cumbey brought suit against Swensen for
$40,000. the value of the stock purchased, and
Swensen paid the bank checks for the inter-
est as it fell due, although his bank accountwas overdrawn. Now everybody has as-
signed, and there is a general scratching of
heads to see where they are at.

The Washington bank secured recognition
of its claim for the notes against the Swen-sen estate; the receiver of the Washington

WAITING OX GREECE.

M.i\u25a0«\u25a0«. for the Payment of Indemnity
Still to Be Fixed.

PARIS, July 30.—A dispatch to the
Temps from Constantinople says that
the settling of the preliminary of peace
awaits only the reply of the Greek gov-
ernment fixing the dates for the pay-
ment of the indemnity. Besides pro-
viding for a ratification of the frontier,

WASHINGTON, July 30.—Under di-
rection of Secretary of Agriculture
Wilson, Chief Moore, of the weather
bureau, has made public a statement
in regard to the climate of Alaska. In
this statement Mr. Moore says:

"The climate of the coast and inte-
rior of Alaska are unlike in many re-
spects, and the differences are inten-
sified in this as perhaps in few other
countries by exceptional physical con-
ditions. The fringe of islands that sep-
arate the mainland from the Pacific
ocean from Dixon sound north, and also
a strip of the mainland for possibly
twenty mile 3back from the sea, fol-lowing the sweep of the coast as it
curves to the northwestward to the
western extremity of Alaska, form a
distinct climatic division, which may be
termed temperate Alaska. The tem-
perature rarely falls to zero; winler
does not set in until December, and by
the last of May the snow has disap-
peared, except on the mountains. The
mean winter temperature of Sitka is
32.5, but little less than that of Wash-
ing, D. C.

"In the Klondyke region in midwin-
ter the sun rises from 9:30 to 10 a. ni.
and sets from 2 to 3 p. m., the totai
length of daylight being about four
hours. Remembering that the sun
rises but a few degrees above the hori-
zon, and that it is wholly obscured
on a great many days, the character of
the winter months may easily be im-
agined. The mean temperatures cf
the months October, ISB9, to April,1890,
both inclusive, are as follows: October^
33 degrees; November, 8 degrees; De-cember, 11degrees below zero; January,
17 below; February, 15 below; March, 6
above; April,20 above. The daily mean
temperature fell and remained below
the freezing point (32 degrees) from
Nov. 4, 1889, to April21, 1890, thus giv-
ing 168 days as the length of the cold-
est season of 1889-90, assuming thai
outdoor operations are controlled by
temperature only. The lowest temper-
atures registered during the cold were
32 degrees below zero in November; 47
below in December; 59;below in Janu-
ary; 55 below In February; 45 below in
March and 26 below, in,,April. Thegreatest continued cold occurred in
February, 1890, when' the tdaily mean
for five consecutive days was 47 de-
grees below zero.

"The changes of temperature from
winter to summer are rapid, owing to
the great increase in the length of theday. In May the sun rises about ia. m. and sets about 9 p. m. In June
it rises about 1:30 in the morning, and
sets at about 10:30, giving about twen-
ty hours of daylight and difuse twilight
the remainder of the time. The mean
summer temperature in the interior
doubtless ranges between 60 and 70 de
grees, according to elevation, being
highest in the middle and lower Yukonvalleys."

GOLD ON THIS SIDE.

The Richest Mines Are Probably in

WASHINGTON, July 30.—A scientific
expert of the coast survey gives hisimpressions of Alaska's gold field in
the following manner: "A study of themap convinces me that the greater
part of the gold fields of the extreme
northwest will finally be found withinthe limits of our territory. Iwentthrough Alaska as a member of the
boundary commission, and am very
familiar with the valley of the Yukonand the surrounding country. The
greatest activity in placer mining i?now in the British possessions, about
forty miles east of the 141st meridian
which is our boundary. But if you
look at the map and see where thegold has been found you willobserve
that all the lodes seem to lead into
Alaska. The prospect of finding most
of the gold in our own territory is very
fortunate. The Canadians will doubt-
less devise some way of discriminating
against alien laborers in their ter-ritory, either by taxation or by a more
direct restriction. If we have gold
fields of our own on our side of the
line perhaps the two countries may
treat each other with reciprocal cour-tesy.

American Territory.

"1 am much impressed with the op-
portunities for profit in other things
in Alaska besides the gold. The fish-eries of the coast are most remarkableand when fully developed may yield
larger returns than the mines. Thenthe coal, now that a population is go-
ing- into the country which will want
to use it, is a very Important thing,

will always have to draw their foodsupplies from the outside. That is one

TREATY RENOUNCED.
Eiiftland After a \'ew Agreement

With the German Zollverein.
BERLIN, July 30.—The commercial

treaty between Great Britain and the
German zollverein, which has been in
force since May 30, 1865, was renounced
today by Great Britain, and ceases to
be in operation a year from today.

Brussels, July 30.—Le Soire publishes
a special edition, announcing that the
British government has renounced the
commercial treaty with Belgium. The
announcement has caused much excite-
ment in commercial circles.
Itwas believed here that the danger

of Great Britain renouncing the com-
mercial treaties with Germany and
Belgium was past and therefore thenews that the treaties had been re-
nounced caused all the greater sensa-
tion, though it is believed that official
circles had fullknowledge of the mat-
ter and that KingLeopold of Belgium,
during his recent visit to Kiel, ex-
changed views with the emperor. The
event lends great interest to the at-
titude of the government towards tha
Agrarians, who willseize the chance to
demand that a tariff war with Erg-
land be waged, as they have already
demanded with regard to the United
Slates.

An article published In the Hambur-
gerische Correspondent seems to indi-
cate that the government is not in
favor of a war on the tariffs. Various
Berlin papers print comments upon
the action of Great Britain in renoun-
cing the treaties. The Freisinnigc
Zeitung, the organ of Herr Richter, the
Radical leader, expresses great sur-
prise, but otherwise contents itself with
indicating the bearings on the question,
noting that in 1896 German exports to
England amounted to 19 per cent of
her total exports, while her imports
from England amounted to 13*£ per
cenit of her total imports.
