"Capitalists have subsidized the pul-
pit, bought up the press, seated well
paid attorneys in the senate, and final-
ly have stretched their hands out to
the colleges, which it is an easy thing

to capture by such generosity as Mr.
Rockefeller's. Apparently it is their
intention to convert the United States
into a powerful oligarchy, and they

will extend the sway of that oligarchy

to other lands when tnoy can."

YELLOW JACK'S GERM.

llacillu* of the Drea«l Fever at l.;i*t

Identified.
WASHINGTON, July 31.—Surgeon

General Wyman, of the Marine hos-
pital service, has had translated the
account written by Dr. Sanarelli, of
Montevideo, of his discovery of what
he calls yellow fever germ, and which
he calls the icteroid bacillus. He says
the bacillus was discovered in the sec-
ond case examined. The doctor dwells
upon the difficulty of making sure of
results because of the numerous mi-
crobes found in yellow fever patients.
The particular germ which he holds
to b£ responsible for yellow fever, he
says, is found in the blood or tissues
and not in the gastro-intestinal cavity.
He notes the fact, however, that in
yellow fever, as in typhoid, that the
digestive tract is the seat of abundant
bacilli coll, but he does not associate
these with the real yellow fever mi-
ciobe. He concludes therefore that the
virus of yellow fever does not reside
in the intestinal tube. And that its
toxin, instead of being absorbed by the
intestinal walls, is elaborated in the
interior of the organs and blood.

WILLIAM OFF TO SEE THE CZAR.

Slices of Hmid on a Silver Dltth
Will lie Served When He

Arrives.

BERLIN, July 31.—Emperor William
reached Kiel on board the imperial
yacht Hohenzollern yesterday. On
Thursday next, accompanied by the
empress and by the entire fleet, under
command of Prince Henry of Prussia,

his majesty will start for St. Peters-
burg to visit the czar. Prince Hohen-

lohe will join the emperor at Peterhof.
The municipal authorities of St. Peters-
burg will signalize the visit by pre-
senting to their majesties slices of
bread on a silver dish and salt in a
silver salt cellar, both richly orna-
mented in the Prussian style and en-
graved with the joint arms of St.
Petersburg and Germany. Upon the
rimof the dish is the following inscrip-

tion: "To their majesties, the emperor

and empress of Germany."
The grand autumn military ma-

neuvers at Hamburg willbegin on Sept.

2, and willcontinue until Sept. 10. The

Prince of Wales will be among the
guests of the kaiser at the principal

reviews.

will take a course of the waters next

month at Marlenbad instead of at
Homburg as hitherto. This decision
has greatly elated the people at Ma-
