IS IN BAD SHAPE.

President Hayne Blames Wilmot for
Poor Work.

CHICAGO, Aug. 17.—“The Minneapolis base
ball club is in bad shape,” said Marcus P.
Hayne, president of the club, at the Great
Northern yesterday. ‘“The National league,
by its system of drafting, has entirely disor-
ganized the team. The minor leagues are
at the mercy of the larger organization. The
drafting plan, however, is better than no ar-
rangement, for they would take the men any-
way, and pay us nothing for them. It is
pretty hard, though, to find a good man, per-
haps pay a good price for him, and then have
him taken by some league club,

‘“We are looking for a new manager for the
Minneapolis club. Mainly through Wilmot's
indifferent management the club occupies the
low position in the race that it holds today.
He could not control the men, put no heart
in his work, and seemed to care little about
the success of the team. It was intimated
that he was trying to run the team down and
discourage the stockholders so that he and
Anson could purchase the franchise at a low
figure. I do nit know whether there is any
truth in it or not. At any rate, we let Wil-
mot out, and have not regretted it. I have
no idea who will manage the team next sea-
son. We have several in mind, but as noth-
ing is settled I can give no names. Minne-
apolis is a good base ball town with a win-
ning club. We made good money last year,
but have more than lost it this. The trouble
is, none of the owners know anything about
base ball, and they have to depend entirely
upon the manager.”

Gov. Clough Thinks It Time for =a
Holiday.

Gov. Clough yesterday gave the com-
ing Labor day celebration his mqral
and legal sanction in the following
proclamation:

Whereas, by a legislative enactment of this
state, the first Monday of September in each
vear has been set apart as Labor day, to be
observed as a general holiday;

Now therefore, I, D. M. Clough, governor
of the state of Minnesota, do hereby recom-
mend and request that on Monday, Sept. 6
1897, all places where labor is employed be
closed and that every possible opporiunity
be given all who labor to celebrate the day
in a manner befitting the purpose to which
it is dedicated. i
- In the past four year of business sfagnation,
the people of this land have realized by bitter
experience how the interests of all are insepa-
rably connected with the interests of labor.
Labor has grievously suffered from lack of
employment and all have experienced .the
blight that marks the absence of prosperity.
We are now seemingly entering upon an era
of more auspicious times. But at the thresh-
old of prosperity we can well afford to pause
and by our Labor day celebrations call at-
tention to the fact that no prosperity can
be lasting, which is not shared by the mil-
lions of wage earners, as well as by the
small number of millionaires. It is especial-
ly fitting and proper then that all men, em-
ployers and employes, should lay as'de their
usual avocations for the day and gather to-
gether in public assemblies and in all practi-
cal and fitting ways seek (o make the era
upon which we are entering one that shall
record a marked elevation and improvement
in d:he condition of the wage earners in our
midst.
