NEW YORK, Aug. 23.— The stock market
today shook Itself free from the heavy re-
straint which was imposed upon it during
all of last week and bounded upward again.
Today the large dealers who threw their hold-
ings upon the market last week to realize,
bought back stocks in enormous volume and
brought the level of the market about up to

.that of last Monday. That great moneyed in-
terests were concerned in today's buying was
shown by the heavy blocks of stocks that
changed hands and by the extensive buying
of bonds. There was one order for any part
of $1,000,000 of a bond issue, which is a fa-
vorite in the speculation at present. The com-
mission houses, which had withdrawn from
the market last week and had joined the
selling movement towards the latter part of
the week, were out in full force again in the
market today. It was a movement of the
large dealers to buy back at the lower level?
what they had sold.

The motive of the abandonment of the bear
movement and the resumption of buying was
a growing scepticism regarding the reports
of a reduced spring wheat crop in the North-
west. The enormous liquidation in the wheat
market gave confirmation to these doubts.
The continued rise of wheat in England and
on the continent on the other hand was con-
tinuing evidence of the foreign need for wheat
and gave assurance of great traffic to the
seaboard to transport grain and back again
to transport merchandise which the farmer's
profits would buy.

The strength of corn and cotton in London
also aided the stock market. The fact that
foreign houses sold grain in the market and
that purchasers for export were largely cur-
tailed did not prevent sterling exchange from
weakening %c for actual rates for both long
and short bills, the former falling to
$4.83% and the latter to $4.88%. This reflects
the warning influence of the measures taken
by the Bank cf England to defer the move-
ment of gold to this country, and was a
strengthening factor in the stock market.

The grangers and all grain carrying roads
led the improvement, Burlington leading with
2% per cent. The Vanderbilt shares and
Southwesterns, the Gould stocks and the in-
ternational shares were all very strong and
active, and few failed to show a net im-
provement of at least a point. The anthra-
cite shares, especially the Reading issues,
were also active and strong. Leather pfd.
was largely dealt in at an advance. Atchison
pfd. gained 2%; Illinois Steel, 4; L. & N.,
2%; Michigan Central, 3; Rubber pfd., 2%
and Chicago Great Western, 4%.

The bond market showed reawakened
activity, the Atchison, Erie and Northern Pa-
cific issues being prominent. Northern Pa-
cific gained 1% for "3s; Atchison adjust-
ment 4s 1% and Erie 3s l%d.
