Letcher was again
the Millers* strong batter, and was the
only one who got more than one single
off KidHahn, though Deady connected
once for a double. Roat and Parrott
did some first-class fielding, and
Kuehne, who was put on third because
Eustace hurt his ankle in the practice,
made four rather difficult assists. Out-
side of the fourth inning Hahn was a
puzzle to the Millers, and even then it
was only three singles that were mads
off him.

of the name on the stern of his boat.
The time taken at the Dellwood buoy-
is here given: Tartar, 2:44:02; Aurelia,
2:44:49; Akela, 2:45:17; Wizard. 2:45:55;
Witch, 2:51:02; Gladrene, 2:51:26.

At this stage of the race Tartar was
in the lead over Aurelia by forty-seven
seconds, while Akela was thirty-eight
seconds ahead of the Pillsbury sloop.
Of the little fellows Witch had the ad-
vantage of some twenty-four seconds
and was making the running still. After |
rounding the buoy Aurelia caught a
strong puff of wind, and pulled up a
little on Tartar. Here Commodore
Griggs made his first decisive play. He
held the right course coming up out
of Dellwood bay, while the balance of
the quartette kept to the left and well
down into the lower bay. His judg-
ment was found good when the boats
came about and neared each other
prior to rounding the buoy for Wild-
wood. Akela was far ahead, and the
men who knew the boat felt that she
could never again be headed in the !
race. Something seemed the trouble j
with Wizard, who apparently was un-
able to pull away from the cats, both
of whom were upon her, and the three
got together near the shore of*the
peninsula where AureJia, in plain sight
of the multitude on the island, shot
past Tartar, and gave promise of
reaching the green decked Wizard.
Wizard came about, however, forcing
Aurelia to do the same, but nothing
loath Capt. Welch forced the Tartar
about with a round turn, and the three

istood well into the shore. Welch was
far too wise to be jockeyed out of his
advantage, so he dropped behind, but
to the windward, and when the boats
came about on the other tack she was
found to have materially the best of it,
while Akela was kiting away across
the lake with a commanding lead over
everybody.

Under
all the circumstances, the impression
got abroad when the protest was an-
nounced, that there was little or no
ground for such action on the part of
the Tartar's gallant skipper.

MILTOX GRIGGS PRESIDENT
Of the New Inland Lake Yachting

adjourned meeting of the Inland
Lake Yachting association was held atthe rooms of the White Bear Yachtclub yesterday.

Benjamin Carpenter, of the LakeGeneva Yacht club, made a special re-port in classification and measurementwhich was adopted. The report wasas follows:
First-class yachts— Not over twenty

feetwacing length.
First-class sloops

—
Not over eigh-

teen feet racing length.
Yachts to be rated for classification

and time allowance by racing length,
which shall be determined by adding
to the load water line length thesquare foot of the sail area and divid-ing the sum by two.

The above subject to the following
restrictions: Neither first nor second-
class sloops can exceed thirty-two feet
in overall length. First-class sloops
must not exceed twenty feet six inches
load water line and must exceedeighteen feet six inches. Second-
class sloops must not exceed eighteen
feet six inches load water length. The
team of boats in both classes at water
line shall not be less than 25 per cent
of the load water line.

The measurer at the time of tak-ing the measurements must put
aboard first-class sloops 600 pounds,
and aboard second-class sloops 400pounds dead weight in lieu of crewplacing such weight where in his judg-
ment the proper trim of the boat is
obtained. The owner to have the right
to move such weight or any part of
it either two feet forward or two feet
aft of the position where it was placed
by the measurer.

Sail area is to be determined by
adding the area of the "fore-triangle'

I to the actual area of the mainsail.
The "fore-triangle" must be at leastone-quarter of the area of the main-
sail. Should the spinaker boom ex-
ceed in length the base of the -fore-triangle" such excess shall be added
to the base of the fore-triangle in
computing the sail area. The length
to be taken for the spinaker boom
shall be the extreme distance from th-
outer end of, to the center of the fore
side of the mast, measured when the
bocm is in place for use.

The crews shall be, twenty feet class,
four men not to exceed 800 pounds;
eighteen feet class, three men not to
exceed 600 pounds.

This scheme of classification and
measurement will be sent to each of
the Northwestern clubs which were
not represented at the meeting for
their approval.

Commodore Griggs was elected pre&i-
dent of the association.

Benjamin Carpenter, of Chicago,
member of the Lake Geneva Yachtclub, was chosen secretary and treas-
urer.

L. Frank Gales, of Oshkosh; J. P.Elmer, of the White Bear Yacht club,
and Benjamin Carpenter, were chosen
members of the executive committee.
