In the death of Mrs. John Drew,
the American stage has lost a great ac-
tress. Her career extended over a pe-
riod of seventy-one years, beginning in
1826 in Liverpool, Eng., where she made
her debut as Agil in “Timour the Tar-
tar.” She was then a child of six.

A year later her mother, known to
the stage as Mrs. Kinloch, brought her
to America, and she began her career’
as Little Louisa Lane, the child actress,
appearing first as the Duke of York to
Junius Brutus Booth’s “Richard IIL”,
at the Walnut Street theater, in Phila-
delphia. In 1833 she jcined the stock
company at the old Bowery theater, in
New York city, and for five years she
took part in a constant round of legiti-
mate pieces and laid the foundation for
the fame she afterward gained. After
